1.0 INTRODUCTION

The Naval Surface Warfare Center (NSWC), Corona Division, Range Systems Engineering Department, Code 31 requires the purchase of ViaSat hardware that will be used at Yuma Tactical Training Range (YTTR) Facility, in the Marine Corps Air Station (MCAS) Yuma, Arizona.
2.0 BACKGROUND 

YTTR facility at MCAS Yuma, AZ has a requirement to upgrade the YTTR Tactical Data Link current infrastructure to fully support US Marine Corps (USMC) or other participating War-Fighter’s in YTTR. The main portion of the USCM aviation engagement training, where Link-16 portion provides best information, is not optimized due to Line- Of- Sight (LOS) coverage issues.
