DESCRIPTION: In accordance with FAR 5.205, PEO Submarines is seeking sources that can potentially provide technologies applicable for incorporation into the Submarine Warfare Federated Tactical System (SWFTS) and associated Technology Insertion (TI) efforts under sponsorship of Program Executive Officer Submarines (PMS425).
