MINIMUM SPECIFICATIONS FOR 

MARLIN REPOSITORY

The Government seeks to purchase a vendor hosted (cloud) Islandora based open source digital asset management service to house and manage the contents of the Modeling Acoustic Research & Library Information Network (MARLIN) Repository.
United State Fleet Forces requires all Navy marine environmental planners to use MARLIN to meet ongoing Navy mission requirements. MARLIN contains unclassified academic research from the public domain. The vendor must:
· Set up and configure the repository infrastructure using Islandora open source software (Sole Make and Model Justification attached).  
· Develop a geospatial search capability. 

· Host the repository on vendor’s cloud server.  This includes server set up, configure operating system (OS) level components/ programming, and installation of all required components for Islandora. System management/maintenance which includes local hardware and IT infrastructure with upgrades and patches of Islandora product shall also be included.  
TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS:
Islandora Repository:
· Islandora (http://islandora.ca/)  platform must be scalable to meet the Navy’s evolving needs
· CAC PKI login and single sign on (SOS)

· Dark access (visible to logged on users only)

· Bibliographic functionality (standard citation formats including American Psychological Association (APA) Format)

· Importing/exporting to EndNote (Versions X5, X6): Display/export customization which includes citation language style (CLS) configuration and customization for adoption of institutional repository (IR) 
· Batch upload capability (150 records maximum at one time)
· Embargo customization and capabilities in order to comply with copyright laws
· Ability for end users to upload PDF files to vendor server
· User files will not go “live” until reviewed/approved by Government administrator 
· Ability to host files (up to 120 megabytes each)
· Alerting notification (via email and rss feed) to end users of changes made to saved searches
· Permission management capability
· Role setting capability (i.e. users, editors, administrators)

· Open archives initiative protocol for metadata harvesting (OAI-PMH) compliant (ability to include search results from other OAI repositories)
· Ability to save searches on topics or subjects (maximum of 15 per end user)
· Ability to link multiple documents to one record (up to 10 files)
· Duplication warnings

· Spell check
· Crosswalk for migrated data from EPrints to Islandora
· Advanced tagging/indexing capability (to work with the geospatial search capability described below). 
· Full remote administrative capability (ability for repository administrator to configure user interface and perform other administrative functions remotely).
Geospatial Search Capability: 

· Include a geospatial search function which enables users to search by geographic region and keyword (full text), then display the results as pin drops on a map.
· Ability to click on the pin drops to open records
· Scalable to handle both the records from Islandora and OAI repositories
Hosting/System Management:
· 24/7 technical support provided via online and telephone
· Provide redundant back up servers for data at an off-site location to vendor’s primary site
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
