STATEMENT OF WORK

[bookmark: _GoBack]1.0	BACKGROUND

Naval Undersea Warfare Center Division Newport (NUWCDIVNPT) Code 1151 is tasked by U.S. Fleet Forces Command with a Military Expended Material (MEM) study to determine the fate of MEM and its potential impacts on the socioeconomic resources within Navy Ranges of the South Atlantic and northeastern Gulf of Mexico.  A component of this study is a survey dedicated to ground-truthing self-reported data from fishermen regarding their encounters with MEM.  The main purpose of said survey is to investigate areas of the seafloor where fishermen have reported encounters with MEM in order to identify the materials at the specified locations and make qualitative observations of their condition.   

2.0 	SCOPE
	
This statement of work (SOW) entails the marine survey support required to ground truth MEM “hotspots” or “hangs” identified by surveyed fishermen off the west coast of Florida, specifically in areas off the coast of Apalachicola. The contractor shall provide the personnel, materials, and services required to accomplish the tasks listed in SOW paragraph 3.0 below.

3.0	REQUIREMENTS

	3.1  Using Government Furnished Information (GFI) listed in paragraph 5.0 below, the contractor shall conduct (3) days of surveys during daylight over locations provided by shrimp fishermen that are considered “dump sites” or “hangs” located in waters less than 200 ft in depth and which are positioned within or immediately surrounding Panama City Range Complex or the Gulf of Mexico Range Complex.  The Government estimates that no less than 12 locations will be surveyed during this 3-day period.

3.2  Any MEM encountered shall be identified and photographed, and its position verified by Government representative. 

3.3  Side-scan sonar shall be collected over a pre-determined area to encompass the “dump sites” or “hangs”.  Survey waypoints will be provided by the Government representatives identified in GFI to be entered into the vessel’s navigation GPS or navigation software.

4.0	DELIVERABLES

The contractor shall deliver the following products:

CDRL A001: Digital stills and digital video saved to computer files (jpeg, avi) enhanced             real-time with LYNN technology to improve image quality.
CDRL A002: Geo-referenced side-scan data
CDRL A003: Tracklines in the form of a GIS shapefile

6.0	PLACE OF PERFORMANCE
	
Services in this task will be performed off the west coast of Florida in the vicinity of the Panama City Range Complex and/or the Gulf of Mexico Range Complex, specifically near the waters off the coast of Panama City or Apalachicola, FL.  Data processing will be performed at the contractor’s facility.


7.0	RELEASE OF INFORMATION
