      This modification will be funded with FY16 Operations & Maintenance, Navy (O&MN) funds and appropriate Air Force funds. 

3.  DESCRIPTION OF REQUIRED SUPPLIES/SERVICES  

     Contract N68171-10-C-0022 is for the provision of Air Terminal and Ground Handling Services (ATGHS) in support of the Department of Defense (DOD) Airlift System to include but not be limited to all US Government owned or operated aircraft, US sponsored foreign Government or civil aircraft, Coalition Forces aircraft, North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), commercial contract aircraft, and commercial tendered aircraft, at NAVSTA Rota, Spain.  The Contractor shall facilitate on-time aircraft departures and maintain the ability to provide sustained ATGHS for a working Maximum on Ground (MOG) capability of four (4) wide-body aircraft or the equivalent thereof.  

     These services are currently obtained via a Firm Fixed Price (FFP) contract, N68171-10-C-0022, for commercial services, issued by NAVSUP Fleet Logistics Center Sigonella (NAVSUP FLC), Det Naples, Italy.  Contract N68171-10-C-0022 was competitively awarded on 02 August 2010 with a start date of 01 November 2010 to LBAS.  This contract was structured with an eleven month period of performance beginning 01 November 2010 through 31 October 2015, four 12-month option periods, and a final period of 1-month.   FAR clause 52.217-8 was also included in the contract; however, it was not evaluated at time of award.

4.  STATUTORY AUTHORITY PERMITTING OTHER THAN FULL AND OPEN COMPETITION

     The statutory authority permitting other than full and open competition is 10 U.S.C. 2304(c)(1), “Only one responsible source and no other supplies or services will satisfy agency requirements)”, as implemented by FAR 6.302-1.

5.  RATIONALE JUSTIFYING USE OF CITED STATUTORY AUTHORITY:  

     A follow-on contract, N68171-16-C-6000, for Rota ATGHS was competitively awarded to LBAS on 7 October 2015 with a performance start date of 1 November 2015.  This contract action is required due to a protest filed in the U.S. Court of Federal Claims and the Protester is seeking a preliminary injunction to stay preventing the start of the new contract.  At this time, the Government intends to agree to the stay.  Even so, the bid protest is not expected to be resolved by the Court before February 2016 and the stay will be in effect during that entire period.

     Without an extension to the period of performance pursuant to FAR 52.217-8 – Option to Extend Services , NAVSTA Rota would lack contractual coverage, a lapse in the required services would result in a complete loss of Air Terminal and Ground Handling Services at Naval Station Rota which would be detrimental to support of the Defense Transportation System, US sponsored foreign Government or civil aircraft, Coalition Forces aircraft, North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) aircraft, Strategic Airlift Capability Heavy Airlift Wing (HAW) aircraft, commercial contract aircraft, and commercial tendered aircraft, at NAVSTA Rota, Spain.  Supporting missions include the five (5) Combatant Commanders (COCOMS), US Transportation Command (USTRANSCOM); US Armed Forces Europe (USAFE); US Central Command (CENTCOM); US Africa Command (AFRICOM); and, Naval European Command (NAVEUR) with a Joint Chiefs Of Staff Mission, and on occasion President of The United States (POTUS) Support.  LBAS is performing the current contract and has in place on-site the trained personnel and special handling and other equipment necessary to perform the required services.  At this time, there is no other contractor who is capable of taking over performance on such short notice without a disruption in these critical services.  It would take another contractor a minimum of three months to obtain all the required equipment and trained personnel necessary to assume performance of this contract.

     Given the foregoing, the incumbent contractor, LBAS is the only source currently available to meet this critical requirement.  LBAS can immediately perform the requirement without causing a break in service pending a protest decision by the Court.

6.  DESCRIPTION OF EFFORTS MADE TO SOLICIT OFFERS FROM AS MANY OFFERORS AS 
     PRACTICABLE: 

This option extension (not to exceed six months under FAR 52.217-8) will be awarded to LBAS on a sole source basis for the reasons described above.  The modification contemplated herein is being executed to provide continuous services due to a bid protest and stay of performance.  Upon resolution of the protest, performance of the follow-on contract which was competitively awarded will begin.  Notice of this justification and the Government’s intended modification of the contract will be provided on https://euro.neco.navy.mil/  in accordance with FAR 6.305.





7.  DETERMINATION OF FAIR AND REASONABLE COST 

     Modification P00032 to contract N68171-10-C-0022 will be issued pursuant to FAR clause 52.217-8, the prices for the extension of the current contract through 30 November 2015 (and for all five option periods) will be identical to those of the last option exercised against the current contract.  These prices were previously determined to be fair and reasonable via competition and the Contracting Officer has not noted any changes to the prevailing market conditions for the specific goods and services obtained under this contract that would otherwise indicate that the current contract prices are not fair and reasonable.     

8.  ACTIONS TAKEN TO REMOVE BARRIERS TO COMPETITION 

As stated above, the modification contemplated herein is being executed to provide continuous services due to a bid protest and stay of performance of the follow-on contract.  Upon resolution of the protest, performance of the competitive follow-on contract will begin. 
 
9.  CONTRACTING OFFICER’S DETERMINATION

     The Contracting Office has determined that the extension is in the best interest of the Government.
