II.  PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT

1.  The contractor shall perform towage services for U.S. Navy Ships (USS), Naval Fleet Auxiliary Force (NFAF) Ships of the Military Sealift Command and U.S. Coast Guard (USCG) Ships in the Port of Rota, Spain. 
Towage services include, but are not limited to:
· towing;
· docking;
· undocking;
· mooring;
· unmooring;
· shifting;
· steering;
· escorting;
· assisting in emergencies;
· clearing of berths and 
· providing personnel to go aboard a tow when the towed ship does not have its own personnel.

2.  Contractor shall provide 2 tractor style and 2 conventional tugs as requested by the authorized activities designated in the clause "FISCSI NRCD NAPLES G-10 ACTIVITIES AUTHORIZED TO PLACE ORDERS". Although the Contractor is responsible for providing 2 tractor style and 2 conventional tugs, if unusual circumstances occur, the Contractor may, with the verbal permission from the activity placing the order, substitute one of the two required tractor style tugs with two conventional tugs.

3.  Each tug under this contract, as a minimum, shall:
a) – if tractor style tug, be capable to produce 4000 SHP (Shaft HorsePower) and configured to support a 52.00 ton rating Bollard Pull;
b) –  if conventional tug,  be capable to produce 2000 SHP (Shaft HorsePower) and configured to support a 28.00 ton rating Bollard Pull.
c) be fendered to prevent metal-to-metal and screw-hull contacts or damages;
d) be able to operate in conditions including up to 30 knots of winds and 15 foot seas;
e) have firefighting systems;
f) have radar and fathometer.

4. The Contractor shall provide adequate staff and communication means to promptly respond to the Government’s requests for services under this contract on a 24-hour per day basis. The Contractor shall also have the radio to receive the order from the ship during the performance of the service.

5. All bridge to bridge communications under this contract will be conducted in basic English. The tug Master shall speak basic tug operational commands in English.
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6. When Pilot boat transfer service via U.S. Navy (Rota Port Operations) equipment or current contractual equipment is unavailable or not adequate (due to heavy weather, e.g.) the tug(s) in use may be called upon to provide for the transfer of the Pilot(s) to or from a vessel entering or departing Naval Station Rota. With the exception of a time constrained emergency, the tug company will be notified of the need for this service as soon as practically possible. In the event of a time constrained emergency the Pilot will coordinate directly with the tug Captain(s) assisting with the maneuver. 

7. The government shall provide the following minimum notification times:
· Normal working hours, required notification : 48 hours
· Outside normal working hours, required notification: 48 hours.
· For emergency the notification time is one hour. 
· For order placed with less notification, the contractor shall make every effort to meet the requested time.
	
8. The Contractor shall, without additional expense to the Government, be responsible for obtaining any necessary licenses and permits, and for complying with any applicable laws, codes, and regulations, in connection with the performance of the work.  Further, the Contractor is responsible for ensuring that proper safety and health precautions are taken to protect the work, the workers, the public, and the property of others.
