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1.0 Background

The United States Navy has an interest in providing support to the U.S. Government on Maritime Trade related issues. To assist with this support the Office of Naval Intelligence (ONI) has developed a Windows based mapping tool to produce graphical trade models.  This software tool was built and developed using the commercial off-the-shelf (COTS) products Embarcadero Delphi, TGlobe, Microsoft Access, and ComponentAce Absolute. The Trade Mapping Tool provides a graphical display of all ocean borne trade by route worldwide.  Users have the ability to customize and manipulate the output, show or hide individual routes, and alter their parameters. 

In order to keep the data used by the tool up to date and ensure the data is functioning correctly, ONI requires contractor support.  The support required shall be in the form of software maintenance (i.e. repairing software errors, making updates, performing user required enhancements), software documentation, data reports, and database updates. 


2.0 Scope 

This PWS shall lead to a contract priced in US dollars and covers the acquisition of data in support of the Maritime Trade Mapping Tool as well as software support to the Maritime Trade Mapping Tool software.  Major databases that comprise ONI’s Trade Mapping Tool are as follows: Global Movement Database, Global Transit Database, and the Worldwide Commodity Database. Two additional databases, the Trade Route Database and Standard International Trade Classification R 4 (SITC4) Routed Database, are derived from the Worldwide Commodity Database.

The Successful Offeror shall provide twice yearly updates to the Global Movement Database and Global Transit Database and annual updates to the Worldwide Commodity Database, the Trade Routed Database, and SITC4 Routed Database. The Successful Offeror shall also provide ad hoc software support consisting of bug fixes, software updates, and database enhancements.   

At the beginning of the period of performance (PoP), meetings shall be held between the Government POCs and the Successful Offeror to develop a plan for software enhancements over the year. 


3.0 Requirements:

Based upon the agreed-upon database and software enhancements, the Successful Offeror shall develop a work breakdown structure (WBS) and project schedule documenting the organization and completion timeline for the project, to include major task milestones, receipt of data, deliverables and regular review points. The Successful Offeror shall provide all data in softcopy and in a format that is fully compatible with the Government owned Maritime Trade Mapping Tool. 

A copy of the Maritime Trade Mapping Tool shall be provided to the Successful Offeror at contract award.

3.1 Global Transit Data: 

The Successful Offeror shall provide ONI softcopies of the required data for the Global Transit Database and its four (4) linked tables along with all associated sub and decode tables as defined in Appendix A.  The Successful Offeror shall provide this update at the midway point of the PoP with the second update due at the end the end of the PoP. Each update of the Global Transit Database shall contain comprehensive reporting of port-to-port transit data derived from arrival and departure information, for the previous six (6) months.  

The Global Transit Database shall include the number of unique vessels transiting between ports, the vessels’ aggregated deadweight and gross tonnage (GT), the total number of transits by type, and the total deadweight and gross tonnage of transiting ships.  This information shall be broken down by flag, canal, vessel type (Four variations of vessel type classifications shall be included – Generic, INFORMA, Lloyds Register and a Government developed ship type code (see Appendix F)) (Successful Offeror shall maintain a Vessels Type Classification system through research and mapping to standard system), five levels of ownership (Registered, Commercial Operator, Beneficial, Technical Manager and Third Party Operator), and owner nationality.  Reference Appendix A for full listing and description of the required fields contained within the Global Transit database’s core, sub, and decodes tables.  This data shall be used to update existing data and shall contain all new information acquired and processed over the previous 6 months.  

ONI expects the Successful Offeror to have demonstrated maritime expertise, and relies on this industry knowledge and best business practices to perform quality checks on the data.  These checks shall include, but are not limited to, analyzing the current year’s transit data and validating it against the previous year’s transit data.  Once all quality checks are complete the Successful Offeror shall present to the Government, in the form of a written report, an outline of changes over the previous year.  The Government shall review and approve this report before accepting delivery of the Global Transit Data. 

The four (4) required core tables associated with the Global Transit Data are as follows;

3.1.1 Table 1 - Port to Port Transits – The Port to Port Transit table shall contain fields to identify vessel types, origin, destination, indicator if a Canal was used, Owner, Flag, Number of unique vessels, transit Deadweight Tons (DWT), Vessel DWT, Transit GT, Vessel GT.   Data in this table shall be compatible in structure and content with the similar table contained within the Government owned Maritime Trade Mapping Tool. 

3.1.2 Table 2 – Vessel Table – The Vessel Table contains fields that identify the vessel.  The required fields include Vessel name, flag, year of build, ownership, capacities, vessel type and a unique vessel identifier.  Data in this table shall be compatible in structure and content with the similar table contained within the Government owned Maritime Trade Mapping Tool.

3.1.3 Table 3 - Places Table – The Places table contains unique place identifiers, name, country and area codes, latitudes and longitudes, and capacity codes.  Data in this table shall be compatible in structure and content with the similar table contained within the Government owned Maritime Trade Mapping Tool.

3.1.4 Table 4 Ownership Table – The Ownership table contains decodes for unique owner code name and nationalities.  Data in this table shall be compatible in structure and content with the similar table contained within the Government owned Maritime Trade Mapping Tool.

3.2 Global Movement Database: 

The Successful Offeror shall provide to ONI softcopies of the required data for the Global Movement Database and its four (4) linked tables along with all associated sub and decode tables as defined in Appendix B.  One update shall be provided at the midway point of the PoP with the second update due at the end the end of the PoP.  Each update of the Global Movement Database shall contain comprehensive vessel arrival and departure information for the previous six (6) months. 

The database shall contain data identifying general ship characteristic and vessel owner information. This data shall be used to update existing data and shall contain all new information acquired and processed over the previous six (6) months. The Global Movement database shall be comprised of all Vessel Movements (port arrivals, port departures, vessel transits) by individual vessel and/or ports for the specified period of time (See Appendix B for full listing and description of the required fields contained within the Global Movement database’s core, sub, and decodes tables). 

ONI expects the Successful Offeror to have demonstrated maritime expertise, and relies on this expertise, industry knowledge and best business practices to perform quality checks on the data.  These checks shall include, but are not limited to, analyzing the current year’s movement data and validating it against the previous year’s movement data.  Once all quality checks are complete the Successful Offeror shall present to the Government, in the form of a written report, an outline of all changes over the previous year.  The Government shall review and approve this report before accepting delivery of the Global Movement data. 

The four (4) required core tables associated with the Global Movement Data are as follows:

3.2.1 Table 1 – Movement Table – The Movement table contains files that identify the vessels, location, movement types, movement date, and sequence codes, along with a unique record identifier and qualifier.  Data in this table shall be compatible in structure and content with the similar table contained within the Government owned Maritime Trade Mapping Tool.

3.2.2 Table 2 Vessel Table – The Vessel Table is used to identify the civil maritime vessel.  The required fields are vessel name, flag, year of build, ownership, capacities, and vessel type, along with a unique vessel identifier.  The vessel type shall be the INFORMA vessel types mapped to the Lloyds Register (LR) type plus a Government developed ship type code (See Appendix F) that is compatible with the ONI’s historical global ship movements, choke point, transit, and capacity model vessel type nomenclature (see appendix B for additional details). Data in this table shall be compatible in structure and content with the similar table contained within the Government owned Maritime Trade Mapping Tool.

3.2.3 Table 3 Places Table - The Places Table shall contain data amplifying information on worldwide locations.  The table shall contain the following data fields: place name, country, area code, latitude, longitude, and area sequence codes, as well as an ONI specific area code (see appendix B for additional details) and a unique place identifier number. Data in this table shall be compatible in structure and content with the similar table contained within the Government owned Maritime Trade Mapping Tool.

3.2.4 Table 4 Ownership Table – The Ownership Table shall contain data on the four (4) levels of ownership of each vessel.  The following fields shall be included in this table: Registered, Commercial, Beneficial and Technical owners and nationalities.  Data in this table shall be compatible in structure and content with the similar table contained within the Government owned Maritime Trade Mapping Tool.
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3.3 Worldwide Commodity Database:

The Successful Offeror shall provide to the Government at the conclusion of the PoP a copy of all data required for the Worldwide Commodity Database and its two (2)  linked core tables along with all associated decode tables. The Worldwide Commodity Database is comprised of global annual merchandise trade that is based on the most recent bilateral trade data reported by the UN.  The database shall include global bi-lateral trade data for over 1,000 commodities at the four digit Standard International Trade Classification (SITC) level (See Appendix E) by value (in US Dollars) and volume (in Metric tons).  The trade data shall be further split into the five transportation modes: Seaborne, Air, Land, Pipeline and Other.  Seaborne trade shall be further segmented into Tanker, Dry, Bulk, General Cargo and Container modes.  The Container trade volumes shall additionally be represented in Twenty Foot Equivalent Units (TEU’s).

The Successful Offeror shall review and verify the Bilateral UN trade data before it is provided to the Government.  Because the data is provided to the UN from both importers and exporters, the Successful Offeror shall first review the data for duplicate records and standardize all volumes into metric tons.  Then using their expertise, industry knowledge and best business practices, the Successful Offeror shall analyze the data and repair and/or normalize any gaps and/or inconsistencies.  In addition, the Successful Offeror shall use their industry experience and best business practices to populate any missing data points. Once all quality checks are completed the Successful Offeror shall bring to the attention of the technical lead, in the form of a written report, any data quality issues that would cause the data to not be representative of real world trade flows.  The Successful Offeror shall provide to the Government at the mid-point of the data review and verifying process, defined as the  point when the Successful Offeror has accomplished all of the bilateral value and volume assessments but before any modal voyaging work has been accomplished, a draft copy of the data for the Government to review and provide comments.  Once the data is verified and normalized the Successful Offeror shall split it into the required transport modes: [Seaborne (Tanker, Dry Bulk, General Cargo and Container modes), Air, Land, Pipeline and Other].   The Successful Offeror shall then ensure that all seaborne trade volumes are benchmarked and validated against industry recognized totals, such as Informa’s Analysis of Petroleum Exports (APEX) for the Crude oil volumes and Informa’s Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG) tracker for the LNG shipments.  All Maritime trade by Capacity Commodity shall be compared to observed worldwide vessel movements by vessel size range to ensure it is consistent with observed vessel capacities used on individual trade routes, to include all canal/non-canal routing and routing via chokepoints.

See Appendix C for the required format of the Worldwide Commodity database’s core, sub, and decodes tables.  The required two (2) core tables are follows;   

3.3.1 Table 1 - Global Trade Tonnes – The Global Trade Tonnes table shall include all details of bilateral trade by volume (tonnes) and TEU’s along with transport mode for the four (4) different commodity classification nomenclatures (Liquid Bulk, Solid Bulk, General Cargo, Containerized Cargo) and two geographic classifications (UN and Capacity) by commodity and trade route.  Data in this table shall be compatible in structure and content with the similar table contained within the Government owned Maritime Trade Mapping Tool.

3.3.2 Table 2- Global Trade Value -  The Global Trade Value table shall include details of bilateral trade by value (US$) and also by transport mode for the four different commodity classification nomenclatures (Liquid Bulk, Solid Bulk, General Cargo, Containerized Cargo) and two geographic classifications (UN and Capacity) by commodity and trade route. Data in this table shall be compatible in structure and content with the similar table contained within the Government owned Maritime Trade Mapping Tool.


3.4 Global Trade Model Maintenance: 

The Global Trade Mapping Tool is a Government owned software package that was built and developed to graphically display worldwide country to country maritime trade information, using the commercial of the shelf (COTS) products Embarcadero Delphi, TGlobe, Microsoft Access and ComponentAce Absolute.  Data used by the Global Trade mapping Tool is described in section 3.1, 3.2, and 3.3 of this PWS.  The Successful Offeror shall be provided with a CD of the software for development and maintenance purposes at the initiation of the contract.  The Government shall discuss modifications and enhancements with the Successful Offeror annually with quarterly review per the prioritized list in Appendix D.  Successful Offeror shall provide the Government with a cost estimate for the prioritized tasks and wait for approval from COR before starting all work.  

The Successful Offeror shall annually validate and update the Commodity Analysis Tool routing rules.  Validation shall ensure the coastal assignment and canal routing of commodity trade volumes mirror the trading patterns associated with real world vessels. 

The Successful Offeror shall provide to the Government at the completion of the task both source and executable software along with updated manuals outlining the software functionality. Before starting work on any task the Successful Offeror shall outline the required work to be done and identify, with the approval of the Government, key milestones, to include dates, during the development processes. The Successful Offeror shall not progress past this milestone without approval of the Government.    As an example a key milestone in the software development cycle is when the Successful Offeror completes the display option work but before any of the associated support coding work has been accomplished.  At this point the Successful Offeror shall provide for Government review and approval, an outline of the work completed to date.  Once written approval is provided by the Government, the Successful Offeror shall continue to work towards the next Milestone.  At the final delivery, when modification/updates are complete, the Government shall review and test the Software before acceptance.  Once accepted, all software related documentation and source code shall be provided to the Government via Secured File Transfer Protocol (SFTP) or CD if SFTP is unavailable. In addition to software development, the Successful Offeror shall provide software support, to include software fixes, modifications and updates for the Global Trade Mapping Tool on an as needed basis. 
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3.5 User Manuals: 

The Successful Offeror shall provide to the Government complete user manuals.
Completed manuals are divided into two sections: 

3.5.1 The first section is a step by step guide describing all the functionality of the Trade Mapping tool.  This section shall be designed to allow the first time user of the Trade Mapping tool to fully understand the capability and functionality of the system to include how to navigate throughout the system to get their desired results.  

3.5.2 The second section of the manual shall be devoted to the underlying tables used by the Trade Mapping Tool. This section shall describe in-depth each table and sub table used by the system. It shall provide, but is not limited to, an overview of the database structure to include a definition of each data element; the methodology used to develop, prepare, and modify the data; any required indexes; and any linkage between tables and sub tables.   

3.5.3 The Successful Offeror shall maintain an up-to-date user manual with any changes as a result of recent enhancements, modification or errors.  Manuals shall be provided softcopy, as both a Microsoft Word text document and as a pdf file.  Updated manuals will detail version changes.  


4.0 Data Sharing Requirements

The Government shall require unlimited data rights for all data provided under this PWS to include the ability to view, query, and manipulate all data supplied by the Successful Offeror within ONI’s Nimitz Operational Intelligence Center’s Trade Team.  In addition, the Government shall have the right to share and disseminate information and derivative products for official use.  The Government shall take every reasonable step to ensure that raw movement and transit data provided by the Successful Offeror under this PWS is not made available within the public domain in accordance with DFARS clause 252.227-7015.  

5.0 Monthly Status Reports, Technical Reports, and Performance Impact Reports

5.1 Monthly Status Report:  The Successful Offeror shall provide to the Government a monthly status report outlining the work performed within the previous month.  This report shall include all completed tasks and the percent of completion of all outstanding tasks.  

5.2 Technical Reports: The Successful Offeror shall provide regular documentation for software changes, to include software fixes, modifications and updates.  These will be provided to the Technical Point of Contact (TPOC) upon the implementation of each update.

5.3 Performance Impact Reports:  The Successful Offeror shall immediately report issues or events that will impact the Successful Offeror’s performance and services under this Performance Work Statement.  Situations that warrant the Successful Offeror to submit a report to the COR and TPOC includes, but is not limited to, the following:

5.3.1 Any situation that could potentially disrupt the Successful Offeror’s ability to perform any work needed to satisfy the requirements of this Performance Work Statement.
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6.0 Deliverables

6.1 The Successful Offeror shall provide monthly status reports in accordance with paragraph 5.1 to the COR and TPOC.

6.2 The Sucessful Offeror shall provide the COR and TPOC monthly financial updates. 

6.3 The Successful Offeror shall provide performance impact reports on an as-needed basis in accordance with paragraph 5.2.

6.4 The Successful Offeror shall provide the WBS and project schedule required by paragraph 3.0 in softcopy and hardcopy no later than 6 weeks after delivery order award date. 

6.5 The Successful Offeror shall provide the following final databases, models and tools within 5 days of the midpoint and end of the PoP: the Global Transit Database (in accordance with paragraph 3.1), Global Movement Database (in accordance with paragraph 3.2), and User Manuals (in accordance with paragraph 3.5). 

6.6 The Successful Offeror shall provide within 30 days of the end of the PoP the normalized Worldwide Commodity Database, and Trade Routed Database in accordance with paragraph 3.3. 

6.7 The Successful Offeror shall provide within 5 days of the government specified delivery date, all Global Trade Model Software, in accordance with paragraph 3.4. The Global Trade Model Software maintenance and/or enhancements are considered delivered only after all government reviews are completed and the Successful Offeror makes any required corrections.

6.8 The Successful Offeror shall provide Enterprise-wide Contractor Manpower Reporting Application (ECMRA) data in accordance with paragraph 8.0.

6.9 The Successful Offeror shall provide a Quality Control Plan in accordance with paragraph 10.0.
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7.0 Enterprise-Wide Contractor Manpower Reporting Application (ECMRA)

The contractor shall report ALL contractor labor hours (including subcontractor labor hours) required for performance of services provided under this contract via a secure data collection site. The contractor is required to completely fill in all required data fields using the following web address https://doncmra.nmci.navy.mil.

Reporting inputs will be for the labor executed during the period of performance during each Government fiscal year (FY), which runs October 1 through September 30. While inputs may be reported any time during the FY, all data shall be reported no later than October 31 of each calendar year. Contractors may direct questions to the help desk, linked at https://doncmra.nmci.navy.mil.

8.0 Performance Standards and Performance Evaluation

The Contractor’s performance under this contract will affect Government decisions relating to future contract awards, including option exercises. Through the performance assessments, the Government expects that the Contractor is motivated towards improved performance or reinforces exceptional performance in the option periods exercised. The areas and/or standards to be evaluated are outlined in the Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP), provided as an attachment.  The QASP will be used as the primary tool to verify that the contractor is performing all services required by the PWS in a timely, accurate and complete fashion.  


9.0 Contractor Quality Control Plan

9.1 The Successful Offeror shall develop and submit its quality control plan to the COR and TPOC within 30 days after the date of the contract award.  This plan shall contain, but is not limited to, discussion of quality control procedures regarding the following topics:  timeliness of required databases, software modification, invoices and manuals.  The Government will approve or reject (with findings) the proposed plan within 14 days after receipt of the draft plan.  In case the plan is rejected, the Successful Offeror shall review the Government’s findings and resubmit the plan after making necessary changes or with explanation on the questioned area(s).  The revised plan shall be submitted to the Government for final acceptance within the number of days specified by the Government based on the extent of the Government’s findings.

c. Show SITC 4 breakdown of selected Capacity Commodity trade data by location
d) Select and display data for unique port or area pairs for trade or shipping
e) Add MPFRE (Manufactured goods, Processed goods, Food, Raw materials, Energy) query capability to the Mapping Tool front end to display selected results.
f) User defined system aggregations
a. All vessel types together in a single number at a location (total, no origin or destination)
i. Major vessel types summed
ii. Vessel sub-types summed
b. All trade together by value and volume at a location (no origin or destination)
i. Value and volume by Capacity Commodity (but no origin or destination)
ii. Total value and volume (no commodities, origins or destinations)
