PROCUREMENT BACKGROUND

This is a follow-on to previous efforts.  This requirement was currently being performed under contract N68171-12-D-0003, which will expire on 29 December 2016.  The incumbent is Cidichem S.r.l., CAGE Code: A1345.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS 

The exact requirements are described in the Performance Work Statement (PWS) which is Attachment (1).  In general, the requirement is to provide lease of chemistry analyzers.  The chemistry analyzers should have the following capabilities: 

a. Shall be able to operate without a water source. 
b. Shall be able to store >20,000 samples with ability to archive and retrieve results through CD-ROM. 
c. Shall be able to store >120 on board reagent positions.
d. Shall posses 10 user-defined chemistry channels.
e. Shall use single-use tips for specimen and reagent metering. 
f. Shall be able to operate without the need of pluming or drains.  
g. Shall be able to operate in temperatures of 59-86 degrees Fahrenheit, and humidity ranges between 15-75 RH%. 
h. Shall interface bi-directionally with the laboratory information system (LIS). 
i. Shall operate at an electrical voltage of 220V. 
j. Shall have the capability to process tests manually, STAT, and automatic. 
k. Shall be capable of processing from the primary tube with a positive sample identification system (PSID) via barcode reader. 
l. Shall have the contractor set up the system on site and perform all required validation testing (correlation, precision, linearity) and training prior to implementation of patient testing. 
m. Pricing for equipment, service and accessories will be listed in that includes
      all material needed for the system as well one on-site training per year. 
n. Shall provide full contract support and full maintenance support.  
o. Shall provide maintenance services, which includes on-site corrective repairs and scheduled preventive maintenance during normal working hours (8:00 A.M. to 4:00 P.M. Monday through Friday excluding Federal holidays).
p. Emergency service 
q. Shall provide 24-hour technical support via an English-speaking service technician. 
r. All assayed results must have an accuracy rate greater than 95%.

The base period of performance will be from 01 October 2016 to 30 September 2017, with four additional 12-month option periods.

The contract type will be Firm-Fixed-Price (FFP).
