JUSTIFICATION AND APPROVAL

FOR USE OF OTHER THAN FULL AND OPEN COMPETITION
1.  Contracting Activity.  

The contracting activity is Fleet and Industrial Supply Center, Jacksonville, 110 Yorktown Ave., Jacksonville, FL 32212-0097.  The requiring activity is Naval Service Training Command, NJROTC Program Manager, 250 Dallas Street, Pensacola, FL 32508. 

2.  Description of the Action Being Approved.  

This is a sole-source action to procure 600 each Model 1903 Daisy Drill Rifles plus assorted replacement parts.  It will be awarded as a new purchase order to the small business identified in paragraph 3 below.  The placement of a firm, fixed price order is anticipated.

3.  Description of Supplies/Services.  

Navy Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps has requested the purchase of Daisy drill rifles and replacement repair parts for use in drilling, parades, ceremonies, and other uses as required.  FY 2009 O&M funding will completely fund the requirement.

Estimated Dollar Value:  $269,622.00
4.  Statutory Authority Permitting Other Than Full and Open Competition.  

The statutory authority that permits other than full and open competition is 10 U.S.C. 2304(c)(1) as implemented at FAR 6.302-1 - only one responsible source will satisfy agency requirements.  
5.  Rationale Justifying Use of Cited Statutory Authority. 

NAVEDTRA 37123-B mandates the replacement of all other drill rifles with the Daisy 1903
Standardization is a concern as 18,000+ Daisy 1903 drill rifles valued at $3.7 million have already been procured under N00140-02-C-G605.  All replacement parts and subassemblies must be compatible with the Daisy 1903 drill rifles previously purchased for $3.7 million. The estimated $269,622.00 value of the procurement does not permit an economical procurement from any vendor other than the vendor identified in block #3.  The supplies will be procured directly from the manufacturer; procurement from distributors would not be expected to result in any cost savings.
6.  Description of Efforts Made to Solicit Offers from as Many Offerors as Practicable.  

The requirement will be synopsized on the NECO and FedBizOpps web sites.
7.  Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost.  

The Contracting Officer will determine the anticipated cost to the Government of the supplies/services covered by this J&A will represent the best value and lowest cost alternative.  It is anticipated that prices will be determined fair and reasonable on the basis of price analysis.  
8.  Actions to Remove Barriers to Future Competition.

For the reasons set forth in Paragraph 5, FISC Jacksonville has no plans at this time to compete future contacts for the types of supplies/services covered by this document. If another potential source emerges, FISC Jacksonville will assess whether competition for future requirements is feasible.
