CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.209-7   INFORMATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (APR 2010)

(a) Definitions. As used in this provision--

Administrative proceeding means a non-judicial process that is adjudicatory in nature in order to make a determination of fault or liability (e.g., Securities and Exchange Commission Administrative Proceedings, Civilian Board of Contract Appeals Proceedings, and Armed Services Board of Contract Appeals Proceedings). (iv) In a criminal, civil, or administrative proceeding, a disposition of the matter by consent or compromise with an acknowledgment of fault by the Contractor if the proceeding could have led to any of the outcomes specified in paragraphs (c)(1)(i), (c)(1)(ii), or (c)(1)(iii) of this provision.

(2) If the offeror has been involved in the last five years in any of the occurrences listed in (c)(1) of this provision, whether the offeror has provided the requested information with regard to each occurrence.

(d) The offeror shall enter the information in paragraphs (c)(1)(i) through (c)(1)(iv) of this provision in FAPIIS as required through maintaining an active registration in the Central Contractor Registration database at http://www.ccr.gov (see 52.204-7).

Principal means an officer, director, owner, partner, or a person having primary management or supervisory responsibilities within a business entity (e.g., general manager; plant manager; head of a division or business segment; and similar positions).

Introduction: 

This performance work statement provides for emergency berthing of disabled U.S. Navy ships during destructive weather identified as tropical storms and hurricanes by the National Weather Service (NWS) and the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA). 

Background:

 Due to the potential impact of destructive weather, this is a necessary contingency plan to dock U.S. Navy ships disabled during scheduled maintenance availabilities at Naval Station Mayport Florida.  Due to limited facilities in the Mayport and Jacksonville Florida area, if a disabled Naval Vessel is caught in port at Naval Station Mayport with a hurricane approaching, the only facility identified by the Navy as a safe mooring is the Jacksonville Port Authority (Jaxport), Talleyrand Marine Terminal Wharf (TMT).  For the past three years, this plan has been agreed to and implemented by the Navy and Jaxport 48-72 hours prior to projected landfall of tropical storms and hurricanes. The contractor (Jaxport) shall furnish the management, labor and materials to provide emergency berthing/docking of a maximum of three Navy vessels for a total of up to 1,800 linear feet. 

Requirements:  

The NWS and NOAA provide advanced warning of hurricanes.  A Hurricane watch is issued whenever a hurricane becomes a threat to coastal areas.  A hurricane warning is issued when hurricane winds of 64 miles per hour or higher, or a condition of dangerously high water and very rough seas are expected in a specific coastal area within 35 hours.  The Port of Jacksonville and the Mayport Naval Station Port are not considered hurricane havens because surrounding low topography does not provide an adequate wind break to provide some sheltering from southerly and southeasterly winds.  The Jacksonville Port Authority Talleyrand Marine facility would be utilized to provide shelter from destructive winds and hurricane conditions as follows:

a. Condition 5:  (General) 01 Dec – 31 May. Port Status:  open.

b. Condition  4:  Hurricane seasonal alert. 01 Jun – 30 Nov (return to this condition after passage of storm during season). Port Status:  open.

c. Condition Whiskey:  Sustained Gale Force winds associated with Tropical Cyclone activity are predicted within 72 hours.  Port Status:  open.

d. Condition X-Ray:  Sustained Gale Force winds associated with Tropical Cyclone activity are predicted within 48 hours.  Port Status:  open.

e. Condition Yankee:  Sustained Gale Force winds associated with Tropical Cyclone activity are predicted within 24 hours.  Port Status:  restricted, vessel/facility control measures in effect.

f. Condition Zulu:  Sustained Gale Force winds associated with Tropical Cyclone activity are predicted with 12 hours. Port Status:  closed to all vessel traffic and waterside ops except for activities approved by the COTP.

Three Naval Vessels for a total of 1,800 linear feet are to be provided emergency berthing.  Upon arrival of Navy vessels, there will be assigned authorized Navy and Jaxport personnel to inspect bollards, fenders, curbs and general conditions of the dock.  Any discrepancies will be noted.

Claims:

All claims will be processed in accordance with FAR Clause 52.233-1, entitled “Disputes” and other governing Federal Statutes and Regulations.

Post Hurricane:

The Navy and Jaxport management shall survey the berth in order to determine whether any damage occurred during the storm.  Any damages or discrepancies will be noted on the Pre/Post Hurricane Berth Inspection Form.  Jaxport shall be notified by the Navy of any conditions that pose an actual or potential threat to life, property or the environment.  

The Navy will make every effort, including finding alternative dockage within the Jacksonville area, nesting ships and anchoring ships in the Saint Johns River, to vacate Jaxport berths in a timely manner when the Captain of the Port (COTP) declares the port open to vessel traffic.  This will allow Jaxport authorities full commercial use of their facilities even if berths within the Mayport Naval Basin are not available.

Time for Open Emergency Berths:

Commercial vessel traffic has priority to finish vessel loading and discharge 24 hours prior to a threat to coastal areas.  As we move to Hurricane Condition Yankee, all work would stop 24 hours prior to a threat to coastal areas and commercial traffic shall seek departure when ordered by the Captain of the Port.  As berths become available beginning 72 hours prior to expected threat, Jaxport will coordinate acceptance of vessels based on the berthing plan. The Navy vessels designated on the mooring plan have reserved berths and first right of refusal to those berths.  

Responsibilities:

Authorities/Port Directors – Jaxport will provide emergency dockage for up to three Naval vessels for all named storms annually.  The Port Authority will also be responsible for security of piers, warehouses, and roadways within their jurisdiction.  At least 12 hours before predicted arrival of the threat, the Port Authority will notify the United States Coast Guard that the port is secured for the Heavy Weather, and provide the appropriate documentation of vessels moored at the Talleyrand Marine Terminal.

Ship’s Commanding Officers:

The Ship’s Commanding Officers will take prompt effective action to ensure safety and security of the vessel and crew members.  The vessel will adhere to the mooring plans to ensure minimum risk of life and property while weathering the storm.  

Each vessel shall be moored in the location directed by the Jaxport Hurricane Coordinator.  Each vessel shall be manned with personnel while berthed at the Talleyrand Marine Terminal and the Commanding Officer shall provide the Jacksonville Port Authority Hurricane Coordinator a communication list of radio and cellular phone systems that shall be monitored while the vessel is at berth.  The Commanding Officer will also ensure that all personnel are informed that personnel entering the prohibited areas do so at their own risk.  Within the limits of the law and regulations, Commanding Officer may take reasonable steps requested by Jaxport in an effort to reduce their exposure to lawsuits.

The Ship’s Commanding Officer will be responsible for all tug or pilot arrangements to move the vessel to proper berths and should develop hurricane recovery plans which will provide for earliest possible departure or resumption of the services after the storm or hurricane has passed.  The following mooring items represent the minimum that each Commanding Officer and all vessels moored at the Talleyrand Marine Terminal shall comply with the following MOORING PLAN:  (Reference – SSR-6556-OCN, Site Specific Report, CNRSE, Heavy Weather Mooring, dtd 17 AUG 09)

a.  The outboard anchor at short stay.

b.  The vessel shall be moored with sufficient mooring lines and wire to resist the effects of hurricane forced winds as per ships specific heavy weather plans.

c. Sufficient Officer and crew on board to adjust mooring lines, man navigation team, and ensure the vessel’s main propulsion and auxiliary machinery are fully operational (if available).

d. The vessel shall be ballasted in accordance with ship’s specific heavy weather plans.

e. Material condition ZEBRA (maximum watertight integrity); will be set from the main deck and below.

f. The main drainage system and secondary drainage systems shall be in good operating condition and ready for immediate use.

g. At least one pilot ladder shall be rigged on the onshore and offshore sides.

h. A brow or other suitable means of access between the vessel and the pier shall be rigged.

i. At least one fire warp of sufficient strength to tow the vessel shall be rigged at the bow and the stern on the offshore side of the vessel, no more than six feet from the water’s edge.

j. Spare mooring lines and/or wires shall be readily available on deck, forward and aft.

CAP
CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION PLAN (CAP)

FOR FIXED PRICE CONTRACTS

In order to expedite the administration of this contract, the following delineation of duties is provided.  The names, addresses and phone numbers for these offices or individuals are included elsewhere in the contract award document.  The office or individual designated as having responsibility should be contacted for any questions, clarifications, or information regarding the administration function assigned.

1.  The Procuring Contract Office (PCO) is responsible for:   
    
a.  All pre-award duties such as solicitation, negotiation and award of contracts. 

    
b.  Any information or questions during the pre-award stage of the procurement.

    
c.  Freedom of Information inquiries.

   
 d.  Changes in contract terms and/or conditions.

   
 e.  Post award conference.

2.  The Contract Administration Office (CAO) is responsible for matters specified in the FAR 42.302 and DFARS 42.302 except those areas otherwise designated as the responsibility of the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) or someone else herein. 

3.  The paying office is responsible for making payment of proper invoices after acceptance is documented.

4.  The Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) is responsible for interface with the contractor and performance of duties such as those set forth below.  It is emphasized that only the PCO/CAO has the authority to modify the terms of the contract.  In no event will any understanding, agreement, modification, change order, or other matter deviating from the terms of the basic contract between the contractor and any other person be effective or binding on the Government.  If in the opinion of the contractor an effort outside the scope of the contract is requested, the contractor shall promptly notify the PCO in writing.  No action may be taken by the contractor unless the PCO or CAO has issued a contractual change.  The COR duties are as follows:

  
a. (1) The COR is responsible for all Government technical interface concerning the contractor and furnishing technical instructions to the contractor.  These instructions may include:  technical advice/recommendations/clarifications of specific details relating to technical aspects of contract requirements; milestones to be met within the general terms of the contract or specific subtasks of the contract; or, any other interface of a technical nature necessary for the contractor to perform the work specified in the contract.   The COR is the point of contact through whom the contractor can relay questions and problems of a technical nature to the PCO. 


  
(2) The COR is prohibited from issuing any instruction which would constitute a contractual change.  The COR shall not instruct the contractor how to perform. If there is any doubt whether technical instructions contemplated fall within the scope of work, contact the PCO for guidance before transmitting the instructions to the contractor.

    
b.  Contract Surveillance


  
(1) The COR shall monitor the contractor's performance and progress under the contract.  In performing contract surveillance duties, the COR should exercise extreme care to ensure that he/she does not cross the line of personal services.  The COR must be able to distinguish between surveillance (which is proper and necessary) and supervision (which is not permitted).  Surveillance becomes supervision when you go beyond enforcing the terms of the contract.  If the contractor is directed to perform the contract services in a specific manner, the line is being crossed.  In such a situation, the COR's actions would be equivalent to using the contractor's personnel as if they were government employees and would constitute transforming the contract into one for personal services.


  
(2) The COR shall monitor contractor performance to see that inefficient or wasteful methods are not being used.  If such practices are observed, the COR is responsible for taking reasonable and timely action to alert the contractor and the PCO to the situation.


  
(3) The COR will take timely action to alert the PCO to any potential performance problems.  If performance schedule slippage is detected, the COR should determine the factors causing the delay and report them to the PCO, along with the contractor's proposed actions to eliminate or overcome these factors and recover the slippage.  Once a recovery plan has been put in place, the COR is responsible for monitoring the recovery and keeping the PCO advised of progress.



(4) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS Automated Information System (AIS).  The initial CPAR, under an eligible contract, must reflect evaluation of at least 180 days of contractor performance.  The completed CPAR, including contractor comments if any, (NOTE: contractors are allowed 30 days to input their comments) should be available in the CPARS AIS for reviewing official (PCO) review no later than 270 days after start of contract performance.  Subsequent CPARs covering any contract option periods should be ready at 1-year intervals thereafter. 
    
c.  Invoice Review and Approval/Inspection and Acceptance


  
(1) The COR is responsible for quality assurance of services performed and acceptance of the services or deliverables.  The COR shall expeditiously review copies of the contractor's invoices or vouchers, certificate of performance and all other supporting documentation to determine the reasonableness of the billing.  In making this determination, the COR must take into consideration all documentary information available and any information developed from personal observations. 


  
(2) The COR must indicate either complete or partial concurrence with the contractor's invoice/voucher by executing the applicable certificate of performance furnished by the contractor.  The COR must be cognizant of the invoicing procedures and prompt payment due dates detailed elsewhere in the contract. 


 
(3) The COR will provide the PCO and the CAO with copies of acceptance documents such as Certificates of Performance. 



(4) The COR shall work with the Contractor to obtain and execute a final invoice no more than 60 days after completion of contract performance.  The COR shall ensure that the invoice is clearly marked as a “Final Invoice.”

    
d.  Contract Modifications.  The COR is responsible for developing the statement of work for change orders or modifications and for preparing an independent government cost estimate of the effort described in the proposed statement of work. 

    
e.  Administrative Duties


  
(1) The COR shall take appropriate action on technical correspondence pertaining to the contract and for maintaining files on each contract.  This includes all modifications, government cost estimates, contractor invoices/vouchers, certificates of performance, DD 250 forms and contractor's status reports. 


  
(2) The COR shall maintain files on all correspondence relating to contractor performance, whether satisfactory or unsatisfactory, and on trip reports for all government personnel visiting the contractor's place of business for the purpose of discussing the contract. 


  
(3) The COR must take prompt action to provide the PCO with any contractor or technical code request for change, deviation or waiver, along with any supporting analysis or other required documentation.

    
f.  Government Furnished Property.  When government property is to be furnished to the contractor, the COR will take the necessary steps to insure that it is furnished in a timely fashion and in proper condition for use. The COR will maintain adequate records to ensure that property furnished is returned and/or that material has been consumed in the performance of work. 
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g.  Security.  The COR is responsible for ensuring that any applicable security requirements are strictly adhered to.

    
h.  Standards of Conduct.  The COR is responsible for reading and complying with all applicable agency standards of conduct and conflict of interest instructions. 

    
i.  Written Report/Contract Completion Statement.  



(1) The COR is responsible for timely preparation and submission to the PCO, of a written, annual evaluation of the contractors performance.  The report shall be submitted within 30 days prior to the exercise of any contract option and 60 days after contract completion.  The report shall include a written statement that services were received in accordance with the Contract terms and that the contract is now available for close-out.  The report shall also include a statement as to the use made of any deliverables furnished by the contractor. 



(2) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a final Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS with 30 days of contract completion.



(3) The COR is responsible for providing necessary assistance to the Contracting Officer in performing Contract Close-out in accordance with FAR 4.804, Closeout of Contract Files.

5.  The Technical Assistant (TA), if appointed, is responsible for providing routine administration and monitoring assistance to the COR.  The TA does not have the authority to provide any technical direction or clarification to the contract.  Duties that may be performed by the TA are as follows: 

    
a.  Identify contractor deficiencies to the COR.  

    
b.  Review contract deliverables, recommend acceptance/rejection, and provide the COR with documentation to support the recommendation.  

    
c.  Assist in preparing the final report on contractor performance for the applicable contract in accordance with the format and procedures prescribed by the COR.

    
d.  Identify contract noncompliance with reporting requirements to the COR.

    
e.  Review contractor status and progress reports, identify deficiencies to the COR, and provide the COR with recommendations regarding acceptance, rejection, and/or Government technical clarification requests.

    
f.  Review invoices and provide the COR with recommendations to facilitate COR certification of the invoice.

    
g.  Provide the COR with timely input regarding technical clarifications for the statement of work, possible technical direction to provide the contractor, and recommend corrective actions.

    
h.  Provide detailed written reports of any trip, meeting, or conversation to the COR subsequent to any interface between the TA and contractor.
