TRIREFFAC Contract Security Clauses

1.  WRA ACCESS – Waterside/Landside (Less Submarine)

Access to worksite requires contractor to have government issued security clearance under either SECNAVINST 5510.30 or DOD 5220.22-M programs or Facility Access Determination (FAD) under SECNAVINST 5510.30.  Under FAD process, individual is required to complete government provided security questionnaire (SF 85P) and provide fingerprints.  Additionally individual must consent for National Crime Information Center (NCIC) background check.  The government reserves the right to deny access based upon unfavorable trustworthiness determination, unfavorable NCIC results, or failure to provide requested security questionnaire information.  Such determinations will be final.  There are no appeal rights to a determination to deny access.  It is the Commanding Officer's prerogative to deny access to any area under his jurisdiction.  

Contractor to provide certification of U.S. Citizenship for all personnel employed (includes subcontractor/temporary hires/delivery vendors).  Provide worksite access list containing: company cage code, individual’s full name, date and place of birth, date, type and issuing authority of security investigation/FAD, and citizenship of all personnel requiring access to the worksite to TRIREFFAC/SWFLANT/SUBASE (depending on worksite location) Security Officer/Manager via Contracting Agency.  Contractor is required to maintain accuracy of worksite access list throughout contract duration. 

Contractor shall adhere to personnel worksite access requirements stated above when hiring subcontractor or temporary service personnel.  

For material deliveries to the worksite other than government authorized vehicles, provide name of company, name of driver, U.S. citizenship, vehicle information, purpose of delivery, actual date, time, and description of load material on government provided Vendor Delivery Data Sheet to TRIREFFAC/SWFLANT/SUBASE  (depending on worksite location) Security Officer/Manager.  Notification should be at least 1 working day prior to expected arrival.  Uncleared delivery personnel are required to be escorted.

2.  WRA Access Submarine

Access to submarine worksite requires contractor to have government issued security clearance issued under the National Industrial Security Program (DOD 5220.22-M).  Access for support personnel not requiring access to submarine is with Facility Access Determination (FAD) Program (SECNAVINST 5510.36).  Under FAD process, individual is required to complete government provided security questionnaire (SF 85P) and provide fingerprints.  Additionally individual must consent for National Crime Information Center (NCIC) background check.  The government reserves the right to deny access based upon unfavorable trustworthiness determination, unfavorable NCIC results, or failure to provide requested security questionnaire information.  Such determinations will be final.  There are no appeal rights to a determination to deny access.  It is the Commanding Officer's prerogative to deny access to any area under his jurisdiction.  

Contractor to provide certification of U.S. Citizenship for all personnel employed (includes subcontractor/temporary hires/delivery vendors).  Provide worksite access list containing: company cage code, individual’s full name, date and place of birth, date, type and issuing authority of security investigation/FAD, and citizenship of all personnel requiring access to the worksite to TRIREFFAC/SWFLANT/SUBASE (depending on worksite location) Security Officer via Contracting Agency. 3.  TRIREFFAC Industrial Area (including DOSF, Site VI, MSF and Supply Warehouse)

Access to worksite that are within interior of buildings, piers, and ordnance areas requires contractor to have government issued security clearance under either SECNAVINST 5510.30 or DOD 5220.22-M programs or Facility Access Determination (FAD) under SECNAVINST 5510.30 Program.  Under FAD process, individual is required to complete government provided security questionnaire (SF 85P) and provide fingerprints.  Additionally individual must consent for National Crime Information Center (NCIC) background check.  The government reserves the right to deny access based upon unfavorable trustworthiness determination, unfavorable NCIC results, or failure to provide requested security questionnaire information.  Such determinations will be final.  There are no appeal rights to a determination to deny access.  It is the Commanding Officer's prerogative to deny access to any area under his jurisdiction.  

Contractor to provide certification of U.S. Citizenship for all personnel employed (includes subcontractor/temporary hires/delivery vendors).
