Fleet & Industrial Supply Center Jacksonville request information about the cost and availability for two (2) large harbor tug vessels to support requirements to assist government sponsored ships in Key West, Florida. At times, the government may require the service of up to (3) large tugs.  Specifics are as follows:
1. Location:   

Primary area of Operation is Key West, Fl at Truman Harbor.

2. Mission:    

To provide support for various ship assists. 

3. Contract Style :  
Indefinite delivery contract
4. Period/Commencement:  Base period of one year and four additional one-year option periods. 
5. Government Furnished Items
NAS Key West will furnish the following to contractor:

a) Tugs will be provided berthing on pier 8 with full hotel services at no cost.
b) Pier 8 can berth 2 large tugs with a third tug breasted out if required.

c) Parking will be provided to contractor and personnel along the southern quay wall east of pier 8. 

d) Staging area for contractor will be provided at the field south of pier 8 which can be also used for extra parking and/or staging a CONEX box.  
6. Contractor Requirements

a) Contractor and tug crew would be required to get RAPID gate or a valid TWIC card and on base security access list.  (Crews would be provided a separate access code to allow them to enter harbor at will to conduct tug operations.)
b) Contractor shall follow base SOP for hurricane evacuations to include what tug personnel must do and what is expected for tugs (vacate, heavy weather plan).
c) Repair work and maintenance will be allowed but needs to be vetted through COR to ensure environmental issues or safety liabilities are mitigated.

d) Due to Environmental concerns, Tugs shall follow all federal and Navy regulations for HAZMAT (procurement and HAZWASTE disposal) and follow local base rules. 

e) Contractor shall support Navy requirements first and outside (non-military commercial) work will always take second seat to supporting Navy contract tasking.
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7. Workload
The Government anticipates the starting annual usage to be   20 – 60.  Expect number of ship visits to increase with steady tug service with reasonable pricing.
