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PART 1   GENERAL

[bookmark: _Toc255995017]1.1   REFERENCES

The contractor shall comply with all federal, state, and local environmental regulations throughout the course of the contract.  The contractor shall ensure that their employees are adequately trained to ensure compliance while working on Naval Air Station Jacksonville for the Fleet Readiness Center, Southeast.  The contractor shall reference as necessary all appropriate federal, state, and local regulations to accomplish the project scope in an environmentally compliant manner.

[bookmark: _Toc255995018]1.2   DEFINITIONS

[bookmark: _Toc255995019]1.2.1   Solid Waste

Discarded material (except hazardous waste, hazardous construction debris, and regulated waste as defined in paragraphs entitled "Hazardous Waste", “Hazardous Debris”, and “Regulated Waste”, including solid, liquid, semisolid, or contained gaseous materials).

[bookmark: _Toc255995020]1.2.2   Garbage

Refuse and scraps resulting from preparation, cooking, dispensing, and consumption of food.

[bookmark: _Toc255995021]1.2.3   Hazardous Waste

A waste as defined in 40 CFR 261 or as defined by applicable State and local regulations. Includes, but is not limited to, hazardous construction and demolition debris, unusable coatings, lead containing paint, spent solvents, and rags contaminated with hazardous materials.  

[bookmark: _Toc255995022]1.2.4   Universal Waste

Specific hazardous wastes defined by 40 CFR 273 or by applicable State and local regulations.  The categories of these wastes are Batteries, Pesticides, Thermostats, and Lamps.  Common items that are managed as Universal Wastes include, but is not limited to, spent lead-acid batteries, nickel-cadmium rechargeable batteries, NiMH (nickel-metal-hydride) batteries, lithium ion batteries, fluorescent lamps, high intensity discharge lamps, neon lamps, mercury vapor lamps, high pressure sodium lamps, metal halide lamps, and thermostats containing mercury ampoules. 

[bookmark: _Toc255995023]1.2.5   Petroleum Contaminated Waste

Surface water, groundwater, soil, or sediment that has the presence of petroleum or petroleum products or their chemical constituents (except hazardous waste as defined in the paragraph entitled "Hazardous Waste") in quantities that exceed the applicable cleanup target levels as stated in FAC 62-770.

[bookmark: _Toc255995024]1.2.6   Regulated Waste

Those wastes, other than Hazardous Wastes, that have specific additional Federal, state, or local regulatory requirements for handling, storage, or disposal.  Includes, but is not limited to, asbestos containing materials and PCB contaminated materials.

Any material that is regulated as a hazardous material in accordance with 49 CFR 171,172,and 173, requires a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) in accordance with 29 CFR 1910.1200, or which during end use, treatment, handling, storage, transportation or disposal meets or has components which meet or have the potential to meet the definition of a Hazardous Waste in accordance with 40 CFR 261.  Throughout this specification, hazardous material includes hazardous substances.

[bookmark: _Toc255995027]1.3.1   Waste Stream Identification Documentation

[bookmark: OLE_LINK5][bookmark: OLE_LINK6]The Contractor shall complete a Waste Stream Identification Document form (FRCSE 5090/42 as attached to this specification) for all wastes to be generated or anticipated to be generated.  The waste stream identification document shall be filled out based upon the following: a constituent listing from the manufacturer or visual identification of waste, combined with consideration of the process by which the waste was generated.

Final waste stream determination will be made by the FRCSE Environmental Office.

A Waste Stream Identification Document form must be provided for all wastes anticipated to be generated within the scope of this contract prior to the start of work.

[bookmark: _Toc255995028]1.3.2   Contractor Hazardous Material Inventory and Usage Log

Submit a "Contractor Hazardous Material Inventory and Usage Log" to the FRCSE Environmental Office through the FRCSE Project Manager on the 10th day of each month for the preceding month.  This form provides information required by the Environmental Protection Community Right-to-Know Act (EPCRA). Attach a copy of the Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) for each item listed and maintain a file copy of these logs and MSDSs at the job-site at all times.

Hazardous Materials are defined in paragraph 1 of this section.  Typical types of materials requiring MSDSs and quantity reporting include, but are not limited to, acids, adhesives, alkalies/bases/caustics, cleaning compounds, compressed gases, corrosion prevention compounds, detergents/soaps, greases, hydraulic fluids, inspection penetrants, lubricants /oils, paint materials, polish/wax compounds, solvents, water test/treatment chemicals, oxidizers, fuels, batteries, pesticides, aerosol can products, admixtures, curing compounds, and other petroleum-based products.  

[bookmark: _Toc255995029]1.3.3   Environmental Protection Meeting

Prior to initiating any work on site, attend an environmental protection meeting.  The purpose of this meeting will be to discuss the contractor’s proposed Environmental Protection Plan and to develop a mutual understanding relative to the details of environmental protection.

[bookmark: _Toc255995030]1.3.4   Contractor Liabilities for Environmental Protection

The Contractor is advised that this project and the station are subject to Federal, State, and local regulatory agency inspections to review compliance with environmental laws and regulations.  The Contractor shall fully cooperate with any representative from any Federal, State or local regulatory agency who may visit the job site and shall provide immediate notification to the FRCSE Project Manager, who shall accompany them on any subsequent site inspections.  The Contractor shall complete, maintain, and make available to the FRCSE Project Manager, station, or regulatory agency personnel all documentation relating to environmental compliance under applicable Federal, State and local laws and regulations.  The Contractor shall immediately notify the FRCSE Project Manager if a Notice of Violation (NOV), Notice of Noncompliance (NON), or Notice of Deficiency (NOD) is issued to the Contractor.

The Contractor shall be responsible for all damages to persons or property resulting from Contractor fault or negligence as well as for the payment of any civil fines or penalties which may be assessed against the Government and/or the Contractor by any Federal, State or local regulatory agency as a result of any action or inaction of the Contractor or any of their subcontractors in the performance of work under this contract.  Should a Letter of Warning (LOW), Notice of Violation (NOV), Notice of Noncompliance (NON), Notice of Deficiency (NOD), or similar regulatory agency notice be issued to the Government as facility owner/operator on account of the actions or inactions of the Contractor or one of its subcontractors in the performance of work under this contract, the Contractor shall fully cooperate with the Government in responding to such notice and addressing any regulatory agency assessment of any civil fines or penalties arising out of such actions or inactions.

[bookmark: _Toc255995031]1.3.5   UNFORESEEN HAZARDOUS OR REGULATED MATERIAL

All known hazardous or regulated materials are indicated in the contract documents.  If material that is not indicated in the contract documents is encountered that may be dangerous to human health upon disturbance during operations, stop that portion of work and notify the FRCSE Project Manager immediately.  Intent is to identify materials such as PCB, lead containing paint, mercury, petroleum products, and friable and non-friable asbestos.  Within 14 calendar days the Government will determine if the material is hazardous.  If the material is not hazardous or poses no danger, the Government will direct the Contractor to proceed without change.  If the material is hazardous and handling of the material is necessary to accomplish the work, the Government will issue a modification pursuant to "FAR 52.243-4, Changes" and "FAR 52.236-2, Differing Site Conditions."

[bookmark: _Toc255995032]1.3.6   Environmental Compliance Assessment Training and Tracking System (ECATTS)

All contract personnel in a supervisory or management position performing contract work at this facility must complete a mandatory on-line training course titled, the Environmental Compliance Assessment and Training and Tracking System (ECATTS), prior to the commencement of any on-site related work associated with this project. If a change in personnel occurs during the performance period of this contract, replacement personnel shall complete ECATTS training within 14 calendar days of assignment to the project.

This training is structured to allow contractors to receive attendance credit for completing this requirement that may be used towards future contracts on this facility. The training is an annual requirement and not intended to be repeated for each individual project within the same calendar year. Contractors or sub-contractors shall ensure that all personnel review their training plans for new modules or updated training requirements prior to
beginning work.

For record keeping purposes, a comprehensive list of all Contractors and Sub-contractors (individual names) performing construction work on this project that have completed the mandatory ECATTS Course must be submitted to the FRCSE Project Manager prior to starting work.  The training is web-based and can be accessed from any computer with Internet access by utilizing the following link: https://frc.ecatts.com/contractor.

[bookmark: _Toc255995033]1.3.7   Conformance with the environmental management system

The Contractor shall perform work under this contract consistent with the
policy and objectives identified in the installation's Environmental
Management System (EMS). The Contractor shall perform work in a manner
that conforms to objectives and targets, environmental programs identified by the EMS. The Contractor will provide monitoring and measurement information as necessary to address environmental performance relative to environmental, energy, and transportation management goals. In the event an EMS nonconformance or environmental noncompliance associated with the contracted services, tasks, or actions occurs, the Contractor shall take corrective and/or preventative actions. In addition, the Contractor shall ensure that its employees are aware of their roles and responsibilities under the EMS and how these EMS roles and responsibilities affect work performed under the contract.
The Contractor is responsible for ensuring that their employees receive applicable environmental and occupational health and safety training, and keep up to date on regulatory required specific training for the type of work to be conducted onsite. All on-site Contractor personnel, and their subcontractor personnel, performing tasks that have the potential to cause a significant environmental impact shall be competent on the basis of appropriate education, training or experience. Upon contract award, the Contracting Officer's Representative will notify the installation's EMS coordinator to arrange EMS training. The installation's EMS coordinator shall identify training needs associated with environmental aspects and the EMS, and arrange training or take other action to meet these needs.

[bookmark: _Toc255995035]2.1   FACILITY HAZARDOUS WASTE GENERATOR STATUS

NAS Jacksonville is designated as a Large Quantity Generator of hazardous waste.  All work conducted within the boundaries of this activity must meet the regulatory requirements of this generator designation.  The Contractor shall comply with all provisions of Federal, State and local regulatory requirements applicable to this generator status regarding training, accumulation, handling, and disposal of project generated wastes.

[bookmark: _Toc255995036]2.2   WASTE MANAGEMENT.

This section addresses how wastes must be managed to ensure compliance with environmental regulations.

Provide to the FRCSE Environmental Office through the FRCSE Project Manager a copy of waste stream identification documents for any solid waste streams that have the potential to be characterized as a hazardous waste, regulated waste, universal waste, or any other waste that may require special handling along with a Weekly Hazardous Waste Site Inspection checklist for all hazardous waste generated by the work performed on site.

Hazardous waste and regulated waste (except asbestos waste) generated by the contractor during operations shall be disposed of through PWD Jacksonville and shall not be taken off station by the contractor.  PWD Jacksonville will provide labeled and marked containers for waste disposal based upon the contractors submitted waste stream identification document.  The contractor is responsible for contacting PWD Jacksonville for removing the waste containers from the job site for disposal at PWD Jacksonville.  The contractor must ensure that the containers are properly closed and ready for shipment. The Navy will pay for all waste disposal costs except for non-hazardous solid wastes (including construction and demolition debris).  Air drying any containers to render them empty is prohibited.

FRCSE will not provide containers for non-hazardous solid waste.  All non-hazardous solid waste containers must be provided by and paid for by the contractor including waste disposal costs.

[bookmark: _Toc255995037]2.2.1   CONTROL AND DISPOSAL OF SOLID WASTES

Pick up solid wastes, and place in covered containers which are regularly emptied.  Do not prepare or cook food on the project site.  Prevent contamination of the site or other areas when handling and disposing of wastes.  At project completion, leave the areas clean.  Recycling is encouraged and can be coordinated with the FRCSE Environmental Office through the FRCSE Project Manager.  Remove all solid waste from Government property and dispose off-site at an approved landfill.  The Contractor is responsible for paying all solid waste disposal costs.  Solid waste disposal off-site must comply with most stringent local, State, and Federal requirements including 40 CFR 241, 40 CFR 243, and 40 CFR 258.


[bookmark: _Toc255995038]2.2.1.1   Dumpsters

Equip dumpsters with a secure cover.  Keep cover closed at all times, except when being loaded with trash and debris.  Locate dumpsters behind the construction fence or out of the public view.

[bookmark: _Toc255995039]2.2.2   CONTROL AND DISPOSAL OF HAZARDOUS WASTES

[bookmark: _Toc255995040]2.2.2.1   Hazardous Waste/Debris and Universal Waste Management

The Contractor shall identify all activities which will generate hazardous waste/debris and Universal Waste.  Hazardous waste/debris shall be identified, labeled, handled, stored, and disposed of in accordance with all Federal, State, and local regulations including 40 CFR 260-268 and 40 CFR 273.

Hazardous waste generated within the confines of Government facilities shall be identified as being generated by the Government.  No hazardous waste shall be brought onto Government property.

Provide to the FRCSE Environmental Office through the FRCSE Project Manager a copy of waste stream identification documentation (FRCSE 5090/42 as attached to this specification) for any solid waste streams that have any potential to be hazardous waste.

Disposal of all hazardous waste shall be arranged through PWD Jacksonville.

Air drying any containers to render them empty is prohibited.

[bookmark: _Toc255995041]2.2.2.1.1   Hazardous Waste/Universal Waste/Regulated Waste Storage Areas

If the work requires the temporary storage and accumulation of hazardous waste, or regulated waste, the Contractor shall request the establishment of the waste storage area at the point of generation.  The Contractor must submit a request in writing to the FRCSE Environmental Office via the FRCSE Project Manager providing the following information:

· Contract Number
· Contractor
· Responsible Individual
· Phone Number
· Type of Waste
· Source of Waste
· Emergency POC
· Emergency POC Phone Number
· Location of the Site (Attach Site Plan to the Request)

Allow 5 working days for processing this request.

For Hazardous Waste accumulation areas, submit weekly hazardous waste inspection logs to the FRCSE Environmental Office via the FRCSE Project Manager and maintain compliance with 40 CFR 265.16 training requirements.  The Contractor shall ensure all containers are kept closed, except when adding or removing waste, that containers remain in good condition and are properly labeled.  Labels will be provided by the FRCSE Environmental Office.

[bookmark: _Toc255995042]2.2.2.1.2   Mercury Containing Devices

Prior to starting work, remove bulbs, thermostats, switches, and other components that contain mercury.  Upon removal, place items containing mercury in DOT approved containers, label, and turn over to the activity for disposal/recycling.  

Spent fluorescent bulbs turn-in should be prearranged with to FRCSE Environmental Office.  The management of mercury containing devices shall comply with the requirements for management and disposal of hazardous waste or Universal Waste as applicable.  All bulbs will be boxed and must be labeled or clearly marked with the words "Universal Waste-Lamp(s)" or "Waste Lamp(s) or "Used Lamp(s)" and the date of accumulation.

[bookmark: _Toc255995043]2.2.2.1.3   Aerosol Cans

The management of aerosol cans shall comply with the requirements for management and disposal of hazardous waste.  Aerosol cans shall not be disposed of as solid waste.  

[bookmark: _Toc255995044]2.2.3   CONTROL AND DISPOSAL OF REGULATED WASTES

[bookmark: _Toc255995045]2.2.3.1   Regulated Waste Management

Regulated waste shall be identified, labeled, handled, accumulated and stored in accordance with all Federal, State, and local regulations.  Disposal of all regulated waste shall be arranged through PWD Jacksonville.  Regulated waste generated within the confines of Government facilities shall be identified as being generated by the Government.  No regulated waste shall be brought onto Government property.

[bookmark: _Toc255995046]2.2.3.1.1	Disposal of regulated Waste

In accordance with Station requirements, accumulate regulated waste in DOT approved containers.  Ensure that containers remain closed except when adding or removing waste and that they are marked with the appropriate Hazardous Waste Label, which will be provided by the FRCSE Environmental Office.  Disposal of all regulated waste shall be arranged through PWD Jacksonville.

Air drying any containers to render them empty is prohibited.


[bookmark: _Toc255995047]2.2.3.1.1.1   Disposal of Petroleum Contaminated Wastes

[Disposal shall be in accordance with provisions in paragraph entitled “Disposal of Regulated Wastes”]Disposal of petroleum contaminated waste in accordance with Federal, State, and local regulations.  Removal of petroleum contaminated waste from Government property shall not occur without prior notification and coordination with the FRCSE Project Manager and the FRCSE Environmental Office.  Transport petroleum contaminated waste by a permitted, licensed, or registered transporter to a permitted facility.  Petroleum contaminated waste shall be properly identified, packaged, and labeled.  Provide completed Non-Hazardous Waste Manifest for petroleum contaminated waste disposal of off-site to the FRCSE Project Manager within seven days of disposal.

[bookmark: _Toc255995048]2.2.3.1.1.2   Disposal of PCB and Non-PCB Light Ballasts

All light ballasts shall be removed from light fixtures.  Ballasts shall be accumulated and stored in DOT approved containers.  Ensure that containers remain closed except when adding or removing waste and that they are marked with the appropriate Non-Hazardous Waste Label, which will be provided by FRCSE.  Disposal shall be in accordance with provisions in paragraph entitled “Disposal of Regulated Wastes”.

[bookmark: _Toc255995049]2.3   Pollution Prevention and Hazardous Waste Minimization

The Contractor shall actively pursue minimizing the use of hazardous materials and the generation of hazardous waste while on-base.

[bookmark: _Toc255995050]2.4   Releases/Spills of Oil and Hazardous WASTES/Materials

Take precautions to prevent releases/spills of oil and hazardous materials.

In the event of any releases of oil and hazardous waste/materials, chemicals, or gases; immediately call 911 (from any hard wired phone at NAS Jacksonville), FRCSE security at 790-5392, and verbally notify FRCSE Project Manager immediately.  The Base Environmental Office shall make verbal and written notifications as required by the federal, State, local regulations and Navy Instructions.  The Contractor shall collect and provide information as needed to the FRCSE Project Manager.

The contractor shall be responsible to contain and clean up these spills without cost to the Government.  If Government assistance is requested or required, the Contractor shall reimburse the Government for such assistance.  

[bookmark: _Toc255995051]2.5   Hazardous Material Control

The Contractor is required to include hazardous material control procedures in the Accident Prevention Plan in his Health and Safety Plan.  If a Health and Safety Plan is not required and does not exist, this information should be provided in the Environmental Protection Plan.  The procedures shall address and ensure the proper handling of hazardous materials, including the appropriate transportation requirements.  The Contractor shall also ensure that hazardous materials are utilized in a manner that will minimize the amount of hazardous waste that is generated.  The Contractor shall ensure that all containers of hazardous materials have NFPA labels or their equivalent.  The Contractor shall certify that all hazardous materials removed from the site are hazardous materials and do not meet the definition of hazardous waste per 40 CFR 261.

[bookmark: _Toc255995052]2.6   DUST CONTROL

Keep dust down at all times, including during nonworking periods.  Sprinkle or treat, with dust suppressants, the soil at the site, haul roads, and other areas disturbed by operations.  Dry power brooming will not be permitted.  Instead, use vacuuming, wet mopping, wet sweeping, or wet power brooming.  Air blowing will be permitted only for cleaning non-particulate debris such as steel reinforcing bars.  Only wet cutting will be permitted for cutting concrete blocks, concrete, and bituminous concrete.  Do not unnecessarily shake bags of cement, concrete mortar, or plaster.
