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PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT (PWS)
PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT
C.1 GENERAL INFORMATION

The Contractor shall provide all labor, materials, equipment, consumable supplies, etc., to meet the requirements set forth herein, unless otherwise specified as Other Direct Cost.

C.1.1 MISSION.  The mission of the Transit Protection System (TPS) is to provide blocking, reaction, and screening vessel support to the nation’s TRIDENT Submarine Fleet at Kings Bay, Georgia.  The mission of the Nuclear Weapons Security (NWS) program as it pertains to this contract is to provide harbor security inside the confines of the Waterfront Restricted Area (WRA).  Strategic Weapons Facility Atlantic (SWFLANT) requires maintenance support for six sixty-four foot and six thirty-three foot screening vessels and six thirty-three foot screening vessel trailers that support the TPS mission and also requires maintenance support for six thirty-six foot “Moose Boat” type Harbor Security Boats (HSB), four floating jet docks and six thirty-six foot “Moose Boat” trailers for support of the NWS mission.
C.1.2 SCOPE.  The services to be furnished under this contract include the performance of routine, corrective, preventative and predictive maintenance on boats, trailers, cradles, and related equipment in support of the Fleet operational mission of SWFLANT TPS program and NWS program.  The maintenance coverage for the twelve TPS vessels and related equipment shall commence 01 July 2013 and the maintenance coverage for the six Moose Boats and related equipment shall commence 01 October 2013.  
C.1.2.1 BEGINNING 01 JULY 2013.  The Contractor shall provide all labor, material, personnel, operational and technical support ashore and afloat, equipment, tools, and supplies to maintain the selected Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) listed in Technical Exhibits 1 and 3.  The Contractor shall work closely with the assigned Contracting Officer Representatives (COR), SWFLANT TPS program manager, SWFLANT NWS Program Manager, United States Coast Guard Maritime Force Protection Unit Engineering Branch Chief and Kings Bay Port Operation Services staff in the coordination and scheduling of all requirements within this work statement, ensuring effective completion of all services described herein.  For TPS, these vessels will be referred to as SV64s (since they are approximately sixty-four feet in length) and SV33s (since they are approximately thirty-three feet in length).  The SV64s are used as part of a TPS mission supporting home ported and visiting Strategic Submarines.  The SV64s are owned by the US Navy and operated by US Coast Guard Personnel.  The SV64s are not trailer-able.  They will be waterborne or placed in cradles ashore.  Crane lifts required for the SV64s will be coordinated by the COR under a Memorandum of Agreement with Trident Refit Facility (this is not government furnished).  The SV33s are also owned by the US Navy and operated by US Coast Guard personnel.  The SV33s are trailer-able and will be launched and recovered by use of appropriate trucks provided by the Contractor.  There will be approximately 150 TPS escorts each year in accordance with a formal, but changing schedule.  The SV64s and SV33s will be underway approximately 10 hours per escort.  Additionally, escorts may be required with as little as 8 hours of turnaround time.  By contrast there may be several days between missions.  The Contractor will have to constantly monitor and adjust to this schedule and be ready to support escort when scheduled (See Contract Admin Plan).  Additionally, US Coast Guard personnel will conduct underway periods in TPS vessels for training approximately two or three days/nights per week and will support various exercises held at Kings Bay totaling approximately 1000 hours of additional underway time per year.  For TPS support, the Contractor shall ensure that a minimum of four (4) SV64s and four (4) SV33s are fully operational for mission deployment at all times.  
C.1.2.2 BEGINNING 01 OCTOBER 2013.  The Contractor shall provide all labor, material, personnel, operational and technical support ashore and afloat, equipment, tools, and supplies to maintain the selected Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) listed in Technical Exhibits 1, 2, 3 and 4. This additional GFE includes the six HSB, trailers and supporting equipment.  For HSB, the vessels will be referred to as Moose Boats.  The Moose Boats are trailer-able and will be launched and recovered by use of appropriate trucks provided by the Contractor.  The Moose Boats are owned by the US Navy and operated by Navy Security Forces.  For NWS support, the Contractor shall ensure that four (4) Moose Boats are fully operational (two Moose Boats for deployment at all times within the WRA and two Moose Boats are available at all times as backup) for non-ordnance handling days.  Additionally, the Contractor shall ensure five Moose Boats are fully operational for deployment at all times within the WRA on scheduled Explosive Handling Wharf (EHW) ordnance handling days. The Moose Boats require a no more than two-hour response time from the Contractor for repair issues during normal working hour and a no more than four-hour response time from the Contractor for repair issues outside normal working hours.  Training and waterborne weapons qualification evolutions may require the Contractor to support transporting Moose Boats over the road to off-station sites for training.
C.1.2.3 GOVERNMENT POINT OF CONTACT(S).  The SWFLANT TPS COR shall be the sole point of contact with the Contractor for maintenance matters for the SV64s and SV33s.  The SWFLANT NWS COR shall be the sole point of contact with the Contractor for maintenance matters for the Moose Boats.
C.1.2.4 OVERVIEW.  The contract encompasses the maintenance, operations, and logistics support necessary to ensure that the Government has the numbers, types, and properly configured vessels available where and when required to meet the Government’s operational commitments.  The nature of the work ranges from vessel overhaul (“depot level maintenance”) to scheduled and unscheduled maintenance.  The principle skills required in the performance of this contract are primarily mechanics, mechanic’s helpers, and administrative support personnel.  The major functional areas of this contract are: 

C.1.2.4.1 Maintenance services, maintenance, repair, and modifications to vessels, support equipment, and GFE. 

C.1.2.4.2 Transportation of vessels and support equipment.

C.1.2.4.3 Operation of vessels and support equipment. 

C.1.2.4.4 Maintain control and accountability for all Government property and facilities. 

C.1.2.4.5 The Government reserves the right to substitute, add, subtract, or change the sponsors, number and/or types of vessels and equipment supporting the same and/or similar Government missions in accordance with the Changes Clause.

C.1.2.4.6 Utilize a Government approved maintenance and inventory tracking system for purchasing, maintenance data input, history, property control, inventory control, and financial tracking. 

C.1.2.4.7 Dock Master Services that include line handling, maintenance, fueling and staging of shore power cables, hoses, brows, towers, fenders and booms.

C.1.2.4.8 Management of all hazardous waste generated, to include disposal. 

C.1.2.4.9 Development and implementation of a Safety Program. 

C.1.2.4.10 Development and implementation of a Quality Control Program. 

C.1.2.4.11 Management of vessel spare parts and material inventories. 

C.1.2.4.12 Maintain control of vessel configurations. 

C.1.2.4.13 Contractor provided Offsite Maintenance Facility (OMF) located within the Kings Bay, Georgia, area for TPS vessel maintenance and storage as specified herein.
C.1.3 GENERAL OPERATING REQUIREMENTS
C.1.3.1 PLACE OF PERFORMANCE.  Place of performance is Naval Submarine Base, Kings Bay, Georgia, geographic area.
C.1.3.2 HOURS OF OPERATION.  Normal maintenance hours of operation are 0700–1700, Monday through Friday.  However, due to the operational tempo and nature of work conducted by SWFLANT there may be maintenance requirements outside normal working hours.  The Contractor must be able to respond to emergent calls within four hours for operations and maintenance outside the normal hours of operation.   
C.1.3.3 ADHERENCE TO GOVERNMENT DIRECTIVES AND REGULATIONS
C.1.3.3.1 GENERAL ADHERENCE.  The Contractor shall adhere to applicable Government directives and regulations in performing their duties.
C.1.3.3.2 PRIVACY ACT COMPLIANCE.  The Contractor shall ensure that employees assigned to this task understand and comply with DOD Regulation 5400.7, DOD Freedom of Information Act Program and SECNAVINST 5211.5E, Department of the Navy (DON) Privacy Program.  These directives set policy and procedures for the disclosure of records to the public and for making, handling, transmitting, and safeguarding For Official Use Only (FOUO) material.
C.1.3.4 SECURITY REQUIREMENTS

C.1.3.4.1 GENERAL SECURITY REQUIREMENTS.  Contractor personnel are subject to all laws, rules, regulations, and policies while aboard Government bases including the Government’s right to search any and all vehicles and personal possessions on the base.  Personnel shall obtain a base identification card and vehicle pass in accordance with base procedures.  Vehicles are required to meet the base regulations concerning insurance, safety inspections, and other requirements.  

C.1.3.4.2 US CITIZENSHIP.  Contractor employees are required to be citizens of the United States and must maintain such status for the duration of this task.
C.1.3.4.3 CLASSIFIED AND SENSITIVE INFORMATION SECURITY.  The Contractor shall safeguard information of a confidential or sensitive nature.  The Contractor shall provide training to all personnel concerning safeguarding classified information as well as customer confidentiality and privacy, and shall maintain records that document this training.

C.1.3.4.4 SECURITY CLEARANCES.  Refer to paragraph C.1.3.6.6.7.
C.1.3.5 CONTINGENCY OVERVIEW

C.1.3.5.1 CONTINGENCY SITUATIONS.  Certain after hours work (natural disasters, military peacetime and wartime contingency operations/exercises, serious accidents, civil disturbances, major mobilization or repatriation of non-combatants) may necessitate that the Contractor be flexible in arranging different levels of support and service operational hours including overtime work.  The Contractor shall respond to contingency situations and revise priorities as directed by the COR.  Hurricanes can occur on the East Coast region each year generally from June through November.  If the Contractor cannot accomplish normal activities due to activation or exercise of any contingency plan, the Contractor shall not be held liable for non-support of lower priorities.  The COR will determine the lower priorities that can be temporarily relaxed in contingency situations.  If appropriate, the Contractor shall be reimbursed for contingency operations requiring a higher level of response and resources or overtime work not specifically involving repair of vessels to support minimum number of required boats for mission deployment.  The Contractor shall submit a request for equitable adjustment detailing the impact resulting from the incorporation and operation of such contingency actions prior to the beginning of the contingency operations.  In the event that waterfront operations are curtailed as a result of weather emergencies or other unplanned mission-related events, Contractor personnel may be considered non-essential personnel and thus, not be permitted at the work site.  They may, however, be required to be on call, to work at a designated evacuation site, or to be part of a crisis response team at a nearby site.  The Contractor shall move SV33s and Moose Boats to appropriate storage as directed by the COR for heavy weather periods.  At a minimum, two vehicles shall be simultaneously available to trailer vessels during heavy weather periods. 

C.1.3.5.2 CONTINGENCY REPAIRS.  Needed emergent repairs discovered outside normal work hours when the Contracting Officer is not available for approval will be handled on a case-by-case basis.  When it is determined by the Contractor that repairs are necessary to meet a mission and the Contracting Officer is not available for prior approval as noted in paragraph C.1.3.5.1, the Contractor shall purchase materials or obtain Technical Assistance, limiting the total cost of all vessel contingency repair reimbursable items to a maximum of $1,000, as necessary to meet the intent of this contract.  Subsequently, the Contractor shall submit a request for equitable adjustment and shall be reimbursed for repair parts and Technical Assistance obtained under this paragraph and not already part of the Firm Fixed Price.  Under no circumstance will the Contractor purchase materials or obtain technical assistance without prior Contracting Officer approval where the projected equitable adjustment would result in exceeding the maximum dollar amount associated each vessel type reimbursable CLIN. The Contractor’s labor in support of contingency repairs is part of the Firm Fixed Price.
C.1.3.6 CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL EXPERIENCE.  All services under this contract are required to be conducted by competent personnel, experienced and highly skilled to provide essential services without unnecessary stoppages or interference with Government functions.  Personnel shall be certified at or above the level of experience as necessary to perform the services identified in the PWS.

C.1.3.6.1 KEY PERSONNEL.  The Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer the resumes of all key personnel, clearly defining experience related to this contract and certifications, prior to their employment in support of this contract.  Key personnel under this contract are the Project Manager (PM) and the two Senior Maintenance Engineers (SME).  The Contractor agrees to assign to this contract those persons identified as key personnel whose resumes were submitted with its proposal.  No substitutions of key personnel shall be made except in accordance with NAVSUP Clause 5252.237-9400, entitled “Substitution or Addition of Personnel”.

C.1.3.6.2 PERSONNEL CONCERNS.  In the event the Government has any reason to be dissatisfied with the qualifications, conduct, or performance of any person employed by the Contractor the Contracting Officer shall provide details to the Contractor who shall promptly investigate and take the appropriate corrective action, including, but not limited to, making a change in the appointment.  The Contractor shall provide the Contracting Officer with written information detailing the action taken and the basis for such action.

C.1.3.6.3 SUBSTITUTION OF KEY PERSONNEL.  Resumes for substitution key personnel must be provided to the Contracting Officer for approval prior to the employee commencing work on this contract.  The Contracting Officer may reject such personnel for assignment based on the data submitted by the Contractor.  Unless specifically identified, certain positions can be filled by the same person with consideration of vessel operating tempo.  Refer to NAVSUP Clause 5252.237-9400, entitled “Substitution or Addition of Personnel”.

C.1.3.6.4 Reserved – Not used.
C.1.3.6.5 Reserved – Not used.
C.1.3.6.6 PERSONNEL REQUIREMENTS/QUALIFICATIONS
C.1.3.6.6.1 PROJECT MANAGER.  The PM is a key personnel and must have experience and qualifications to meet the work requirements set forth herein.  The Contractor shall designate an on-site individual as the PM for this contract.  The PM shall be the Contractor’s point of contact with the Contracting Officer and the COR in matters concerning this contract.  The PM shall have the authority to commit the Contractor in all matters related to this contract.  The PM shall be responsible for coordinating, formulating, disseminating, recommending and performing all task requirements issued by the Government.  The PM must demonstrate excellent verbal and written communication skills, must be capable of interacting effectively with the COR, Fleet Logistic Center (FLC) managers, and other technical and management personnel, and must be able to understand and respond to their concerns in a timely manner.  The Project Manager shall be free of any collateral duties and shall not perform additional functions not directly related to the PM role.
C.1.3.6.6.2 SENIOR MAINTENANCE ENGINEERS.  The SMEs are key personnel and must have experience in routine operation, preventive maintenance, corrective maintenance, and repairs of shipboard systems.  The SMEs supervise and perform maintenance on all engineering, deck, fire-fighting and emergency equipment.  The SMEs shall have experience in shipboard wiring, electronics mechanical repairs, welding, pipe fitting and machine shop fundamentals.  The SMEs must be experienced in supervising and maintaining preventive maintenance system (PMS) documentation of machinery history, and must have knowledge of MTU Detroit diesel engines, Cummins diesel engines, Mercury 300hp outboard motors, jet drive propulsion and inspection requirements.  The SMEs oversee and are responsible for all maintenance requirements within this contract.  These positions cannot be collateral duty with any other position.  The SMEs shall be located on-site. 
C.1.3.6.6.3 SMALL BOAT ENGINEERS.  A minimum of three engineers shall be assigned and certified to perform maintenance on the SV64s, SV33s, and Moose Boats used at SUBASE Kings Bay.  The Small Boat Engineers shall hold a current certification to perform maintenance on engines identified in Technical Exhibits 1 and 2.  Refer to paragraph C.5.10.13 for certification requirements.
C.1.3.6.6.4 MAINTENANCE PERSONNEL.  The Contractor shall perform all preventative and corrective maintenance.  All engineering maintenance personnel shall have experience in shipboard wiring, electronics, mechanical repairs, welding, pipe fitting and machine shop fundamentals.  However, due to the priority need for repair and support responses, it is required that the Contractor have sufficient personnel to support ongoing repair and support efforts on both the TPS and NWS vessels simultaneously.  One of the Maintenance Personnel shall have electronics experience with regards to systems such as FLIR, NVTI, Control Panel Modules, Jet Control Modules, Power Distribution Modules, etc
C.1.3.6.6.5 GENERAL PERSONNEL REQUIREMENTS.  The following requirements apply to Contractor personnel performing work on this contract:
C.1.3.6.6.5.1 UNIFORMS.  All Contractor employees shall wear a Contractor-furnished uniform.  Contractor must provide uniforms suitable to the environmental conditions.  The uniforms must be professional in appearance and be kept neat and clean.  The uniforms must have identification on front and back and the employee names and company name shall be visible on the front of outer clothing.  The uniform design must be submitted to the COR for approval prior to use.

C.1.3.6.6.5.2 IDENTIFICATION BADGES.  All Contractor employees shall wear Government-furnished identification badges.

C.1.3.6.6.6 MEDICAL REQUIREMENTS. The Contractor shall provide trained, qualified, and medically and psychologically fit personnel consistent with the craft mission and projected area of operation.  The Contractor shall develop a drug-testing program in accordance with 46 CFR Part 16 Section 230 and bear all costs associated with their random drug-testing program and as required by FAR Clause 52.223-6, entitled “Drug-Free Workplace”.   The Contractor shall submit a plan for random drug testing to the Contracting Officer per paragraph C.6.  Testing shall be conducted on a not to interfere basis with operations. All employees involved in an accident (See paragraph C.5.13.12) shall undergo a drug test within 24 hours.

C.1.3.6.6.7 CITIZENSHIP AND SECURITY CLEARANCES.  All Contractor personnel must be citizens of the United States.  All Contractor personnel shall require a minimum of a CONFIDENTIAL clearance or shall be required to have a Facility Access Determination and a National Criminal Investigative Check completed.  The Government reserves the right to require additional security screenings of Contractor personnel.  The Project Manager and Senior Maintenance Engineers must have a SECRET clearance. 

C.1.3.6.6.8 FORKLIFT CERTIFICATION.  All Contractor personnel who shall operate Government forklifts must be certified by the local Public Works Center (PWC) prior to operation.  All costs of certification are at the Contractor’s expense.  Certification required within 90 days of contract start date.

C.1.3.6.6.9 PERSONNEL CONTINGENCY PLAN.  The Contractor shall develop a contingency plan adequate to ensure that there shall be no interruption of training, operations, or maintenance service due to labor disruption within the Contractor’s own labor force.  The contingency plan must address the timely substitution of personnel, how they will be obtained, and where they will come from when qualified/trained personnel are not available due to leave, sickness, death or as a result of a labor disruption.  The Contractor shall submit the plan as part of his offer.

C.1.3.6.6.10 LICENSES AND PERMITS.  The Contractor shall, without additional expense to the Government, be responsible for obtaining any necessary licenses and permits, and for complying with all applicable laws, codes and regulations in connection with the performance of work.  Further, the Contractor is responsible to ensure that proper safety and health precautions are taken to protect the work, the workers, the public and the property of others.
C.1.3.6.6.11 SUBSTITUTE PERSONNEL.  All substitute personnel replacing Contractor personnel assigned to this contract shall have qualifications that equal or exceed the minimums established in the contract.
C.1.3.6.6.12 SMOKING.  Smoking is permitted only in designated smoking areas.
C.1.3.7 MEETINGS, BRIEFINGS AND TRAINING REQUIREMENTS
C.1.3.7.1 MEETING ATTENDANCE.  The Contractor shall attend meetings identified by the COR that address maintenance support, programs, or issues, and, on occasion give briefings or presentations at those meetings.  Preparation may include gathering information, organizing material, and preparing charts, slides, and/or presentations.   

C.1.3.7.2 PROJECT BRIEFING.  When requested by the government, the Contractor shall provide project status briefings as required by the COR, which will include, but not limited to, the following information: 

C.1.3.7.2.1 Progress status of all activities.
C.1.3.7.2.1 Accomplishments.
C.1.3.7.2.1 Findings, issues, risks and problems to date.
C.1.3.7.2.1 Mitigations and recommended actions.
C.1.3.7.2.1 Project Schedule.
C.1.3.7.3 TRAINING REQUIREMENTS.  Training required to maintain and to continue licenses or credentials, or training required to meet job qualifications is not considered to be Government-directed, and will not be reimbursed by the Government.  

C.1.4 QUALITY CONTROL
C.1.4.1 QUALITY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM.  The Contractor shall provide and maintain a quality management system to include a description of the Contractor’s quality management process, process controls, inspections, testing, and should be focused on preventing, controlling, and detecting defects.  The procedures, documentation, and data that comprise the system shall be incorporated into a Quality Management System Plan detailing how the Contractor shall monitor quality under this contract.  Existing quality documents that meet the requirements of this contract may continue to be used.  Quality Management System Plan shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer per paragraph C.6.  At a minimum, the plan shall include:
C.1.4.1.1  An inspection system covering all the services identified in this performance work statement.  It must specify the areas to be inspected on either a scheduled or unscheduled basis and how often inspections shall be accomplished.
C.1.4.1.2  Methods for identifying and preventing defects in the quality of service performed before the level of performance becomes unacceptable.
C.1.4.1.3  On-site records of all inspections conducted by the Contractor and necessary corrective actions taken.  These records must be made available to the Government upon request.
C.1.4.2 FORMAL INSPECTIONS OF GOVERNMENT-FURNISHED WATERCRAFT, EQUIPMENT, AND FACILITIES.  At various times during the contract period, the watercraft, equipment and facilities shall undergo Government conducted inspections.  The Contractor shall participate in the inspections and shall also maintain the watercraft/equipment in an operational condition during the inspections.  The period of time during which the inspections are conducted shall be treated as scheduled operations unless otherwise directed by the COR.  The Contractor shall correct discrepancies detected during the inspections when such discrepancies are determined to be within the Contractor’s preventive, predictive and corrective maintenance responsibility.  The Contractor shall provide status information to the COR and Contracting Officer relative to the correction of discrepancies found during the inspections.

C.1.5 SAFETY PROGRAM.  Watercraft and personnel safety are the top priority.  The Contractor shall establish and maintain a safety program to promote occupational safety for all personnel.  The safety program shall encompass appropriate procedures and practices as necessary to establish a safe and hazard-free working and living environment.  The program shall address areas of typical shipboard and port operations evolutions and equipment operations, mission operations, maintenance, and housekeeping.  The program shall also incorporate applicable US Coast Guard Regulations.

C.1.5.1 SAFETY PLAN.  The safety program and plan shall include, but not be limited to asbestos control, heat stress control, hearing and sight conservation, lead control, respiratory protection, electrical safety, gas free engineering, confined space operations, lock-out/tag out procedures, hazardous material control and management, mercury control, polychlorinated biphenyls control and made-made vitreous fibers control.  With respect to operations, the safety plan shall address methods to identify, evaluate and control safety and occupational health hazards.  The Contractor shall comply with the safety plan approved by the COR/ACOR .
C.1.5.2 SAFETY PLAN DELIVERABLE.  The Safety plan shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer per paragraph C.6.
C.1.6 HAZARDOUS MATERIALS 
C.1.6.1 HAZARDOUS MATERIALS AND WASTES (HAZMAT).  The vessels and watercraft may contain material that is considered to be HAZMAT.  The Contractor shall be responsible for ensuring all Contractor employees receive HAZMAT training in accordance with applicable OSHA, EPA, and State regulations.  For hazardous materials generated during operation and/or maintenance including shipyard periods, the Contractor will comply with the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), the Comprehensive Environmental Response Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA), the Clean Air Act, the Clean Water Act, OPA 90, and all other applicable statutes and regulations.  Hazardous waste shall be disposed of at the Government’s expense with the exception of HAZMAT generated at the Contractors Offsite Maintenance Facility (OMF).  Hazardous waste shall be properly packaged/containerized with complete identification of all contents clearly labeled on the container in accordance with all Federal, State and local regulations.  The Contractor shall be responsible for any additional expenses/fines incurred as a result of any acts of noncompliance or negligence or violation of federal, state or local laws and regulations as a result of the Contractor’s management of regulated waste or hazardous materials.  The Contractor shall also adhere to Naval Base Kings Bay Hazardous And Industrial Waste Management Plan 5090.3E and Naval Base Kings Bay Hazardous Material Control And Management (HMC&M) Program.
C.1.6.2. HAZMAT PLAN DELIVERABLE.  The Contractor shall submit the HAZMAT plan to the Contracting Officer per paragraph C.6.

Such artifacts would normally be part of a commercial organization’s available tools, equipment, and operating supplies when engaged in performing maintenance and repairs on vessels, trailers and equipment. C.3 GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY/INFORMATION/EQUIPMENT/FACILITIES/SERVICES 

Government furnished items shall include all items listed in Technical Exhibits 1, 2, 3 and 4 and facilities as follows:
C.3.1 VESSEL TURNOVER
C.3.1.1 VESSEL TURNOVER.  At vessel turnover, the Government warrants that the platforms are in good material condition, safe to perform all missions and that equipment is in proper working order.  The Contractor shall take custody of the Government-furnished watercraft listed in TE 1, TE 2 and equipment listed in TE 3 and TE 4.  Refer to paragraph C.5.15.3 for additional details.  Government will replace vessels with boats in-kind at the end of their service life. 

C.3.2 TOOLS AND SUPPORT EQUIPMENT
C.3.2.1. TOOLS AND SUPPORT EQUIPMENT.  The Government will turnover special tools and test equipment currently utilized to perform maintenance and testing on the equipment furnished by this contract. The Contractor may be required to purchase special tools not currently in inventory but necessary to perform the required maintenance on Government-furnished Equipment under this contract. If purchase of these tools is directed by the Government and if the Contractor is required to incur costs under this Section by the Government, the Government shall thereafter reimburse the Contractor in accordance with Section B, Reimbursable Items. Such tools, the costs of which have been reimbursed by the Government, shall become Government property. The Contractor is financially responsible for damage/loss of Government tools and support/test equipment provided in support of this contract. A joint inventory shall be conducted at the beginning and end of the contract period to verify condition and quantities of tools provided by the Government/returned to the Government.
C.3.3 FACILITIES.  The Contractor shall have limited use of Government-owned facilities (as identified in this contract) in support of this contract.  The Government shall provide all office furniture (e.g. desks, chairs, cabinets, trashcans, etc.) necessary to support Government furnished facilities.  Cleanliness of shop spaces is the responsibility of the Contractor.  The Government provides for janitorial services and minor maintenance of office and restroom.  The Contractor shall conserve energy and water to the maximum extent practical.  The Contractor shall not modify any of the buildings without the approval of the COR.  The Contractor shall keep all assigned facilities in an orderly and sanitary condition.  This shall include policing of the grounds, parking lots, slips, and piers provided for use, including pickup and removal of trash and debris.  The Contractor shall be financially responsible for any damage to assigned spaces caused by personnel in his/her employ or by subcontractors hired by the Contractor.
C.3.3.1 ITEMS/SERVICES.  The Government shall provide the following within Naval Base Kings Bay.  For those items requiring disposal, the Contractor shall deliver the items to the location identified by the Government.
C.3.3.1.1 Electricity.
C.3.3.1.2 Fuel Oil – DFM and MOGAS for boat operations (Government-owned boats).
C.3.3.1.3 Lube Oil (Government-owned boats).
C.3.3.1.4 Fresh Water.
C.3.3.1.5 Hazardous Waste Disposal for waste generated during normal operations or maintenance on Government-owned boats.
C.3.3.1.6 Oily Waste Disposal.
C.3.3.1.7 Garbage Disposal.
C.3.3.1.8 Sewage and grey water disposal.
C.3.3.1.9 TPS STORAGE CONTAINER.  For TPS vessel maintenance the Government shall furnish a minimum of 320 ft2 for storage for spare parts and consumables (presently an 8 foot X 40 foot container in an “AS-IS” condition).  The storage container shall be located in the vicinity of Site 6.
C.3.3.1.10 SV33 LAY DOWN SITE.  The Government will provide a lay down area in the vicinity of Site 6 for two SV33s, and their associated trailers, when it is necessary to have them removed from the water.  This lay down area will also have ample space for the two SV64 cradles.  No maintenance will be allowed in the lay down area during an explosive arc.
C.3.3.1.11 MOOSE BOAT ADMIN OFFICES.  These offices will be located in Building 5040.
C.3.3.1.12 PORT OPERATIONS BOAT HOUSE (MOOSE BOAT SUPPORT).  A limited area will be available for minor maintenance and repair in the Port Operations Boat House.  This area is located in building 5043.
C3.3.1.13 MOOSE BOAT SPARE PART STORAGE.  A small building near Port Operations will be available for spare part storage.
C.3.3.1.14 MOOSE BOAT JET DOCK.  The jet dock is located at the Port Operations Pier.  The Contractor shall operate and maintain the Jet Dock.
C.3.3.1.15 HAZARDOUS MATERIAL STORAGE.  The Government shall furnish a Hazardous Material Storage area at the Site 6 pier for storage of required hazardous material associated with TPS.  The Government shall also furnish a Hazardous Material Locker, located in building 5041 on the ground floor for stowage of required Hazardous Material associated with NWS.
C.3.3.1.16 The Government shall provide the items and services listed above unless the Contractor is directed otherwise by the Government.  If the Contractor is required, by the Government, to incur costs under this section, the Government shall reimburse the Contractor in accordance with the Reimbursable Supplies and Services clause.  The Contractor shall not, however, be reimbursed any amount in excess of the current market price of products at the place purchased.
C.3.3.1.17 The Government reserves the right to substitute, add, subtract or change the sponsors, number and/or types of vessels and equipment supporting the same and/or similar Government missions in accordance with the Changes Clause.
FAR Clause 52.245-1, Applies to the requirements set forth under paragraph C.3.

C.4 CONTRACTOR FURNISHED ITEMS
C.4.1 FACILITIES.  The Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining Government furnished equipment and maintaining various watercraft and associated equipment.  The Contractor will be required to provide an off-site maintenance facility (OMF) for maintenance and storage suitable for the following: maintenance on and storage for up to two SV33s at one time and storage for all TPS vessels’ spare parts requiring approximately 1500 ft2 of additional storage space.  In addition to the OMF storage requirements above, the Contractor will be required to provide storage for two additional SV33s and associated trailers in the event the vessels are required to be removed from the water for heavy weather.  This requirement for heavy weather storage of two additional SV33s and associated trailers will be reimbursed under the heavy weather CLIN.  The OMF shall be located where boats can be returned to the water within one hour notice by the Government.  For all TPS work, the Contractor shall use Contractor-provided service truck/s and or towable trailers.  For Moose Boats maintenance work will be accomplished on-base at the Port Operations Boat House (see paragraph C3).  In addition, the Contractor shall be responsible for launch, recovery, and towing of SV33s and Moose Boats with DOT approved trailers as outlined in this contract.
C.4.1.1 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS.  The Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining the Government furnished equipment as outlined in this contract.  The Contractor shall maximize the use of personnel resources and cross-deck people (as qualified) to the greatest extent possible to create financial efficiencies.

C.4.1.2 TOOLS AND SUPPORT EQUIPMENT.  The Contractor shall provide all hand tools (e.g. wrenches, screw drivers, socket sets, hex key wrenches, hammers, pliers, etc.) and portable power tools (e.g. drills, grinders, etc.) with applicable accessories necessary to perform preventative, predictive, and corrective maintenance as outlined in the contract.  When requested by the Contractor and/or the Government required special tools (e.g. special measuring devices) are procured under the ODC CLIN, ownership of these special tools, will pass to the Government, and it will become Government Furnished Equipment.
C.4.1.3 OFFICE SUPPLIES.  The Contractor shall provide all office supplies (e.g. paper, staples, clips, pens, binders, etc.) necessary to support this contract.  The price of Contractor furnished office supplies shall be included in the Contractor’s daily rates.

C.4.1.4 CELL PHONES.  The Contractor shall be responsible for providing cell phones for all key personnel.  Cell phones cannot have photographic capability.

C.4.1.5 ADDITIONAL OFFICE EQUIPMENT.  The Contractor shall provide all additional Automatic Data Processing (ADP) equipment to include copiers, fax machines, and printers to perform the requirements of this contract.  The Contractor furnished equipment cannot be connected to the existing Government local area network.  Each service and/or vessel defined herein can have a unique flextime schedule.
C.4.1.6 VEHICLES AND SUPPORT EQUIPMENT.  For TPS support, the Contractor shall furnish work vehicles including a vehicle capable of towing, launching, and recovering the SV33s at the boat ramp as well as over the road on and off the Naval Base.  The Contractor at their expense may obtain and utilize support equipment such as a small craft/boat for booming SV64s during fueling operations.  For Moose Boat support, the Contractor shall furnish a four wheel drive work vehicle capable of towing up to 26,000 lbs in order to launch, recover, and tow Moose Boats.  The Contractor’s Firm Fixed Price for these vehicles and support equipment includes fuel for towing, launching, and recovering vessels, booming, etc. in the Kings Bay geographical area.  Fuel for towing out of the area for waterborne training or delivery of large objects not related to launching and recovery of vessels shall be reimbursable at a mileage rate based on current GSA rates and filed via reimbursable CLIN.  
C.4.1.7  Reserved – Not used.
C.4.1.8 EMERGENCY CONTACT.  The Project Manager (or Government approved designee with the same authority in the Project Manager’s absence) must be available for contact by Government Representatives 24 hours per day, 7 days per week to respond to emergency situations.  A phone number shall be provided to the COR.

C.4.1.9 Reserved – Not used.
C.4.1.10 TRANSITION 
C.4.10.1 START-UP AND PHASE-IN PERIOD SERVICES.  The Contractor will be required to integrate with government personnel and affect a turnover with existing Contractor personnel prior to individual planned CLIN start dates.  The Contractor personnel will be provided familiarization training for the entire operation.  The CORs will be responsible for coordinating these efforts.  Upon the CORs’ determination that training and indoctrination has been successfully completed, the watercraft and related equipment shall be turned over to the Contractor and the Contractor personnel will be approved to independently operate all assigned watercraft and equipment with exception of getting SV64s U/W from the pier.  GFE shall be transferred to the Contractor upon completion of a turnover inventory performed by the Government during the training and transition period as directed by the CORs.  The Contractor shall complete all familiarization and obtain the CORs’ approval in accordance with the timelines below:
C.4.10.2 INITIAL PERIODS OF PERFORMANCE.  The period of performance for the initial contract period commences not earlier than 01 July 2013 for the TPS vessels and related equipment, and no earlier than 01 October 2013 for the Moose Boats and related equipment.  The Contractor shall commence training and transition after contract award on a date approved by the COR that will ensure readiness to assume full responsibility on 01 July 2013 for TPS mission and 01 October 2013 for NWS mission.
C.4.10.3 ASSUMING RESPONSIBILITY.  The incoming Contractor shall work with the incumbent to prepare to assume full responsibility for all areas of operations and maintenance.  Although the incoming Contractor and the incumbent will work together during the transition period, the incumbent will assume full responsibility during this transition time period.
C.4.10.4 CONTRACT COMPLETION.  At the end of this contract performance period, the Contractor shall assist the Government in training and transition of a new Contractor.
C.5 SPECIFIC TASKS
C.5.1 VESSEL MONITORING.  Each SV64, SV33, and Moose Boat will have a pre-/post-underway checklist to ensure all start up checks, safety equipment, and communication checks are completed prior to underway.  This pre-underway checklist will be completed before each underway by the government and provided to Contractor personnel.  Discrepancies will be identified and immediately corrected prior to the underway missions if possible.  The readiness of SV64s, SV33s, and Moose Boats shall be monitored to ensure that these craft are capable of unrestricted operations.  This monitoring is accomplished through a variety of programs, including pre/post underway checklist and the boat preventative maintenance system (PMS) schedules.  For TPS assets, discrepancies shall be classed as Disabling Casualties, Restrictive Discrepancies or Major Discrepancies in accordance with USCG COMDTINST M16114.28, Chapter 5.B.1-4.  If a discrepancy is determined to be safety related or mission limiting the boat will be removed from service until the discrepancy is corrected.  Upon return from a mission each Vessel Coxswain will formally document any discrepancies discovered or that occurred while underway using a pre/post-underway checklist.   Examples of checklists are provided in Technical Exhibits 5 and 6.

C.5.2 PMS REQUIREMENTS.  The Contractor shall accomplish preventative maintenance requirements as provided in Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) manuals and Technical Exhibits 3, 8, and 9.  The Contractor shall create an electronic system for planning and tracking all required maintenance, parts inventory, maintenance history, and cost.  Tracking system data will be made available to the Government.  The Contractor’s maintenance tracking system must be aligned with current Navy programs and approved by NSWC-CCD.  The Contractor shall provide maintenance planning data to the Government for approval.  In lieu of an electronic maintenance planning and tracking system created by the Contractor, the Government may require the Contractor to utilize a Government provided maintenance tracking system.
C.5.3 CRITICAL SPARE PARTS.  The Contractor shall identify and maintain a pool of critical spare parts as necessary to maintain operational readiness.  Parts can be obtained commercially or through the Navy supply system.

C.5.4 SECURITY REQUIREMENTS.  The Contractor must be able to provide a workforce that can pass background checks and be granted access to Site 6 and the WRA at Kings Bay.  Refer to paragraph C.1.3.6.6.7.
C.5.5 WORKFORCE FLEXIBILITY AND DUTY ROVER.  The Contractor must be able to provide a workforce that is flexible enough to work any shift necessary to match the SSBN underway schedule and response times as specified in this contract.  This will require backshift and weekend work.  Close coordination with the Government will be required.  Additionally, the Contractor shall provide a 24/7 Duty Rover for the TPS vessels.  The duty rover shall check on the condition of waterborne SV64s and SV33s to ensure that they are securely moored; if plugged into shore power, that the breakers have not tripped and batteries are being properly charged; inspect all floodable spaces; and ensure oil is not present in the bilges.  The duty rover shall also inspect the condition of the floating dock, gangways, brows, and general pier areas.  There are no Government facilities to accommodate the TPS Duty Rover.
C.5.5.1 AFTER HOURS MOOSE BOAT DUTY ROVER WATCH (OPTIONAL).  At the discretion of the Government, the Contractor may be required to provide an after normal hours duty rover for the Moose Boats.  This Option may be exercised at any time during the performance of this contract provided the Contracting Officer gives written notice 60 days prior to the commencement of work.  Upon exercising this option, the Contractor will be paid at the rates in Section B (Rate Table).  The Moose Boat Duty Rover’s responsibilities shall be the same as those specified in paragraph C.5.5, above.
C.5.6 REPAIR AND MAINTENANCE STRATEGY.  The Contractor shall develop a strategy identifying repair and maintenance items that can be done on site and where off site repairs and maintenance will be conducted.  This strategy must support having four out of the six SV64s and four out of the six SV33s available for each escort or training evolution; as well as four Moose boats available on non-ordnance operational days and five Moose Boats available on ordnance EHW operational days.
C.5.6.1 READINESS.  The Contractor shall ensure that boats are maintained such that they are ready to support operational requirements in accordance with contract requirements.  The Contractor shall ensure that all equipment, machinery, and appurtenances of the craft, regardless of the frequency or importance of use, shall be maintained in a high state of readiness.  The Contractor shall be responsible for performing scheduled and unscheduled maintenance and repairs, as necessary, to ensure mission readiness 24 hours per day.  The Contractor shall submit a boat/equipment non-availability notice to the COR no later than one hour after any boat and/or equipment failure or damage occurs.
C.5.7 POST TPS ESCORT SUPPORT.  The Contractor will be responsible for post TPS escort turn around items such as booming and fueling boats, replacing expendable onboard items, assessing any deficiencies identified by the Coast Guard Coxswains, and developing a plan for correcting or deferring deficiencies as necessary to support the next escort.

C.5.8 GENERAL BOAT STANDARDS OF APPEARANCE
C.5.8.1  All boats shall be maintained in a neat sanitary condition with all loose gear, equipment and tools stowed in a safe, secure, and orderly fashion.  All bright work shall be kept shined and all labels and stencils shall be kept clearly legible.

C.5.8.2  The exterior hull, weather decks and superstructure, including ladders, booms, winches, capstans, and all other deck fittings, shall be maintained in a clean, rust free condition.  Waterline and draft marks shall be repainted or if decals, replaced with sufficient frequency to ensure a high standard of appearance and boat smartness.  The national ensign, jack, pennants, and signal flags shall be clean and un-tattered. All boats shall be washed down with freshwater as necessary.

C.5.8.3  Mooring lines, rigging, and ground tackle shall be maintained in a clean and orderly fashion.  Ground tackle shall be regularly inspected and maintained to be rust and corrosion free.  Mooring lines and rigging shall be maintained in proper working order so that they can handle the safe working load limits for which they were designed.

C.5.8.4  Engineering spaces shall be maintained in a neat, clean, oil-free condition with bilges dry and oil-free.  Attention shall be given to small leaks, insulation and lagging, painting and preservation, equipment stowage, and similar housekeeping items.  Machinery shall be maintained to original equipment manufacturer’s specifications, Navy Planned Maintenance System and professional marine engineering standards of material condition and readiness required for mission performance.  Packing glands, guards, and other similar items shall be routinely maintained.  Immediate attention shall be given to maintenance and repair actions that impact on safety.  A sound painting and coating system shall be maintained.  Status boards, posted instructions and diagrams shall be neatly and accurately maintained.  

C.5.8.5  All interior spaces shall be maintained in a clean, corrosion/rust-free and properly painted condition.  Decks and ladders shall be kept free of tripping hazards.  Deck tiles and ladder treads shall be replaced as necessary to prevent slipping hazards. All interior bright work shall be regularly shined. 

C.5.9 SUPPLY AND CONFIGURATION MANAGEMENT OF GOVERNMENT OWNED WATERCRAFT AND EQUIPMENT
C.5.9.1 SPARE AND REPAIR PARTS.  The Contractor shall maintain custody/security of Government-furnished spare and repair parts and shall be responsible for maintaining the spare and repair parts in a Ready-for-Issue (RFI) condition.  A joint inventory shall be conducted at the beginning and end of the contract to verify the identification of parts provided their quantities and condition.  Copies of the spare parts inventory shall be sent to the Contracting Officer upon completion.
C.5.9.2 LOGISTICS PROCESS.  The Contractor shall be responsible for the logistics process, including but not limited to identifying the repair part, ordering, tracking, storing, shipping, receiving and/or disposing, and issuing spares and repair parts.  The Contractor shall maintain current levels of spare/repair parts necessary to perform the work.  If unable to maintain current level of spare/repair parts as specified by the COR, the Contractor will notify the COR within 5 working days.  Cost of parts required shall be tracked by the Contractor.  The Contractor shall maintain and update the supply and configuration records to reflect all modifications.
C.5.9.3 SUPPLY SUPPORT.   The Contractor shall provide supply support for the SV64s, SV33s and, Moose Boats.  The Contractor’s supply representative will be familiar with Navy supply management programs and will work closely with the onsite Contracting Officer’s Representatives.  The Government’s position is to first utilize the Government supply purchase program to acquire parts and materials used under this Government contract.  In situations where the Government services are not available or feasible for the given situation, the Contractor may acquire the parts or equipment as outlined under paragraph 4 of this section.
C.5.9.4 NON-AVAILABILITY OF PARTS IN GOVERNMENT INVENTORY.  If a part is not available from Government inventory provided, the Contractor may then purchase the part subject to the ODC CLIN.  All purchases under the reimbursable CLINs must be approved in advance by the Contracting Officer and a formal modification issued under the contract.

C.5.9.5 RELIABILITY/MAINTAINABILITY CHANGES.  Change requests to improve equipment reliability and maintainability (R&M) including parts interchangeability shall be submitted to the COR.  No changes shall be made prior to COR approval of the request.  The Contractor shall be responsible for modification documentation.
C.5.9.6 CONSUMABLE SUPPLIES.  The Contractor shall furnish all consumables required for the performance of this contract as part of the Firm Fixed Price work specified in Section B.   A representative list of consumable supplies is outlined in Technical Exhibit 10.  This list is not intended to be all-inclusive, but is provided to indicate a range and types of items that may be required for this contract. 
C.5.10 MAINTENANCE
C.5.10.1 GENERAL.  The SV64s, SV33s, Moose Boats, cradles, trailers, systems and equipment, and other assigned support equipment shall be maintained in accordance with original equipment manufacturer’s specifications, Navy Planned Maintenance System, and applicable regulations.  The Contractor shall perform predictive, preventive and corrective maintenance including certain shipyard work within their capabilities.  The Contractor shall accomplish all maintenance within his/her capability, but can obtain technical assistance on a reimbursable basis with concurrence of the COR and Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall accomplish boat alterations which are Government directed added features or capabilities (e.g. Additional Radar) on a reimbursable basis.  The Government shall reimburse the Contractor in accordance with Section B, Reimbursable Supplies and Services.  Additionally, as directed by the COR, the Contractor will perform the necessary maintenance tasks in support of the Navy’s Diesel Inspection Program in accordance with the Joint Fleet Maintenance Manual (JFFM) Vol. 4, Chapter 4.  A copy of the JFFM manual will be provided.

C.5.10.2 SENIOR MAINTENANCE ENGINEER (SME).  The Contractor shall assign two SMEs.  One SME to manage Moose Boat and equipment maintenance and repair, and one SME to manage SV64 and SV33 boat and equipment maintenance and repair.  The SMEs will be responsible to the PM for all maintenance that is conducted.

C.5.10.3  Reserved – Not used.
C.5.10.4 Reserved – Not used.

C.5.10.5 PREDICTIVE MAINTENANCE.  The Contractor shall accomplish lubricating and hydraulic oil testing.  The Government will provide testing services for lubricating and hydraulic oil as detailed in Technical Exhibit 3.  The Contractor shall adhere to the requirements of Technical Exhibit 7 with respect to administering and maintaining the testing programs and maintaining all required records.  The Contractor shall respond to and perform as necessary preventive and corrective maintenance as indicated by the testing program results or by the Government-provided service engineer recommendations.
C.5.10.6 PREVENTATIVE MAINTENANCE.  The Contractor shall perform all preventive maintenance on assigned boats, their systems and equipment, and other assigned TPS and HSB equipment.  The Contractor shall conduct maintenance for each vessel and piece of equipment in accordance with Contractor’s maintenance plan as approved by the Government and based on OEM manuals and Technical Exhibits 7, 8 and 9.  Refer to paragraph C.6 – Deliverables.

C.5.10.7 MAINTENANCE PLANS.  The Contractor shall develop maintenance plans for predictive and preventative maintenance for each SV64, SV33, and Moose Boat.  The maintenance plans shall be developed by the Contractor using equipment technical manual data, machinery history, manufacturer’s recommended maintenance, Navy Planned Maintenance System, and other existing programs.  The plan shall focus on using commercially acceptable practices and shall be approved by the Government.

C.5.10.8 CORRECTIVE MAINTENANCE AND REPAIRS.  The Contractor shall accomplish all corrective maintenance and all repairs to ensure a high state of readiness of each SV64, SV33, and Moose Boat, their systems and equipment, and other assigned support equipment.  The Contractor will coordinate all warranty work while each craft and/or equipment fall under the manufacturer’s warranty period.

C.5.10.8.1  Corrective maintenance and repairs consist of those activities that are within the capability of Contractor’s personnel.  Corrective maintenance includes such efforts as troubleshooting, disassembly, repair, replacement, assembly, startup, adjustments and shipyard package work.  Typical examples of corrective maintenance are as follows: remove and replace electronics, cable repair, pump overhaul, injector replacement, gunwale repair, piping repair, breaker or transformer replacement, deck fitting repairs, leak correction, and pulling/installing engines.

C.5.10.8.2  Corrective maintenance and repairs shall be accomplished in an efficient manner while in port, such that the craft’s material condition is timely returned to full operating level and further deterioration in the condition of equipment and systems does not occur.  No maintenance plan is required for corrective maintenance other than planned shipyard work.  All labor associated with this work is part of the Firm Fixed Price CLINs and associated sub-CLINs.
C.5.10.9 GOVERNMENT CHANGES AND MODIFICATIONS TO VESSELS.  The Government may accomplish changes and modifications to the vessels.  Unless otherwise directed by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall be responsible during the period of change or modification installation for continued operation and maintenance of all systems/subsystems on the vessel other than those undergoing change or modification.  Installations will generally be conducted on a not-to-interfere basis with mission operational requirements.
C.5.10.10 ACCEPTANCE INSPECTIONS AND TESTING.  When changes or modifications to the vessel occur, the Government will be responsible for all inspections, testing, and acceptance.  

C.5.10.11 MATERIALS.  The Government shall reimburse the Contractor after the Contracting Officer has reviewed Contractor supporting documentation, approved and issued formal modification under the contract, for all parts and materials required to perform all predictive (oil analysis) and corrective maintenance, not including consumables, in accordance with Section B, ODC CLIN.  No parts or materials (not including consumables) shall be expended to perform corrective maintenance until approved by the Contracting Officer and a formal modification issued under the contract except as noted in contingency paragraph C.1.3.5.
C.5.10.12 GAGE CALIBRATION.  Calibration of gages shall either be provided by the Government or shall be reimbursable through depot level maintenance under Section B, Reimbursable Supplies and Services.  The Contractor shall remove, provide local transportation and reinstall gages as part of the Firm Fixed Price.
C.5.10.13 OVERHAUL/REPAIR OF DIESEL ENGINES & MERCURY OUTBOARD ENGINES.  At a minimum the Contractor shall have three separate Small Boat Engineers with the following certifications:  One Small Boat Engineer will be certified to perform maintenance on 10V2000M92 MTU engines and HM521 Hamilton Jet Drive Systems; one Small Boat Engineer will be certified to perform maintenance on Mercury 300 hp outboard engines; one Small Boat Engineer will be certified to perform maintenance on Cummins QSB5.9 Marine Engines and MJ-292 Hamilton Jet Drive Marine Propulsion Units.
C.5.10.14  Structural welding and cutting on ferrous and nonferrous materials shall be conducted with qualified personnel.

C.5.10.15  Repair and Diagnostics of Marine Electrical Equipment and Systems including Northern Lights or other makes of generators that the government may procure will be required.

C.5.10.16  Diagnostics and minor repairs to Electronic Equipment and Systems will routinely occur.

C.5.10.17  Fabrication and repair of parts utilizing basic machine shop equipment (i.e. lathes, milling machines, drill presses, etc.) will be necessary.

C.5.10.18  Removal and installation of MTU Detroit Diesel Engines, Cummins diesel engines, Mercury outboard engines, ZF transmissions, and Hamilton Jet Pump propulsion systems, for overhaul and repair will be typically conducted.

C.5.10.19  The Contractor shall have the ability to perform complete fiberglass/aluminum repairs on boat hulls and other items.

C.5.10.20  The Contractor shall have the ability to perform complete rebuilds (upper and lower ends) on diesel engines.
C.5.10.21 INDUSTRIAL ASSISTANCE.  Industrial Assistance is corrective maintenance (e.g. vendor assistance for shipyard work, OEM’s assistance).  The Contractor shall perform maintenance in the most cost effective way possible.  When modifications or equipment failures occur that are either beyond the capabilities of Contractor’s personnel, or the COR and/or Contracting Officer determines it is beneficial to the Government, the Contractor will obtain/use industrial assistance.  Unless otherwise directed by the Government, the Contractor shall manage all industrial assistance and shall comply with the procedures set forth below.  Management and administrative costs shall be considered part of the Contractor’s Firm Fixed Price work and will not be reimbursed.
C.5.10.21.1  The Contractor, when necessary, shall develop work specifications, solicit quotes/bids,  sub-contract work, manage subcontracts, and ensure quality of all work as part of the Firm Fixed Price work.  

C.5.10.21.2  Whenever possible, work required to be subcontracted shall be consolidated into a small “work package” to reduce costs.

C.5.10.21.3  Before commencing with the Industrial Assistance process, the COR and Contracting Officer shall be notified of the need for industrial assistance and shall approve all such work.  Industrial assistance subcontractors must be reviewed by the COR and approved by the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall submit the work package or work specification for Government’s review.  An estimate of costs shall be provided to the Contracting Officer for review, negotiations, and approval.  The Contractor will be reimbursed under ODC CLIN for all direct subcontractor maintenance costs that are paid only after obtaining approval by the Contracting Officer and a formal modification is issued under the contract.

C.5.10.21.4 CONFER WITH GOVERNMENT.  The Contractor shall confer with the designated on-site Government representative to ensure that all work is accomplished in accordance with the approved work package.  All Government-directed work shall be performed and completed to the satisfaction of the on-site Government representative.  The COR will designate who the on-site Government Representative will be, and what authority the on-site representative has on each industrial assistance effort.  The Government reserves the right to use Government services and procedures to perform industrial level maintenance and shipyard work.
C.5.11 SHIPYARD AVAILABILITIES
C.5.11.1 CONTRACTOR PREPARATIONS.  The Contractor shall develop a generic Plan Of Action and Milestones (POA&M) as well as procedures for use in the preparation for and procurement of availabilities.  The Contractor shall develop procedures for work package preparation that includes seven (7) days for COR review of all work items, and allow for revisions.  The POA&M and procedures shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for approval.  The Contractor will ensure an updated POA&M is provided to the USCG and the COR.

C.5.11.2 DEVELOPMENT OF SHIPYARD WORK PACKAGES.  The Contractor shall identify required work and develop work specifications that include a detailed description of the necessary repairs, equipment affected, and a separate cost estimate.  The Contractor shall submit draft Shipyard Work Packages to the COR for review and concurrence.  The Contractor shall coordinate with NSSC, USCG, and the COR in scheduling availability periods so as not to interfere with operations and training schedules.

C.5.11.3 SUBMISSION AND SOLICITATION.  The Contractor shall submit a work package for the Contracting Officer’s approval.  The Contractor shall permit a minimum of fifteen (15) days for Government review and comment on the work package.  The Contracting Officer will communicate with the COR for Government review and comments or approve the work packages when determined to be satisfactory.

C.5.11.3.1 WORK PACKAGE TERMS AND CONDITIONS.  The Contractor shall include contract terms and conditions in each work package.  The terms and conditions shall contain shipyard or repair facility contract performance enforcement language necessary to ensure the requirements of the work package are met.  In addition, the terms and conditions shall include provisions for liquidated damages for late delivery, Clause for Waiver of Liens and all required Government contract clauses.

C.5.11.3.2 RELEASE OF WORK PACKAGE.  Upon receipt of Contracting Officer’s approval of the work package, the Contractor shall submit the work package to repair facilities within the geographic area.  The solicitation of bids shall be based on the time frame established in the vessel schedule and as stated in the planning letter.  If after releasing the work package for bids the Contractor determines that additional time is required for the repair period, the Contractor shall submit a request for the additional time with full justification.  The Contracting Officer will review the requests and advise the Contractor of the final determination. 

C.5.11.3.3 OFFEROR’S REVIEW AND INSPECTION.  The Contractor shall provide sufficient time in the procurement schedule for adequate review of the work packages by the interested repair facilities, and for the scheduling of offeror inspections when the craft’s schedule permits.  In the case of regular overhauls, the Contractor shall permit in his procurement schedule a minimum of seven (7) working days for Government review of offers and twenty-one (21) calendar days for dry docking preparation after award and prior to start of the dry docking.

C.5.11.3.4 SOLICITATION PROCEDURES.  The Contractor shall include in the solicitation provisions a specific date, time and place for receipt of offers.

C.5.11.3.5 OPENING OF OFFERS AND AWARD OF SUBCONTRACT.  The Contractor shall open offers at the time, date and place specified in the solicitation and report the results immediately to the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall evaluate proposals and report to the Contracting Officer its recommendation for award of the subcontract.  The Contractor’s report shall include the name, location, total amount offered, cost breakdown for each item, and any exceptions taken by any repair facility with regard to the work package or performance period.  Based on evaluation of the opening results and Contractor’s recommendation, the Contracting Officer may consent to the placement of the subcontract. 

C.5.11.4 SHIPYARD ADMINISTRATION.  The Contractor shall issue the work package and solicit a minimum of 3 quotes/bids from shipyards.  The Contractor is responsible for administering the shipyard package, payment and all other administrative and oversight functions required during the shipyard period.  Management and administrative costs shall be considered part of the Contractor’s firm price and will not be reimbursed.  

C.5.11.5 CONFER WITH GOVERNMENT.  The Contractor shall confer with the COR or designated on-site Government representative (if assigned) to ensure that all work is accomplished in accordance with the approved work package.  All Government-directed work shall be performed and completed to the satisfaction of the COR or on-site Government representative (if assigned).  The COR may designate who the on-site Government Representative will be, and what authority the on-site representative has on each industrial assistance effort.  It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to ensure the COR and on-site Government representative (if assigned) receive weekly updates on work packages being completed during the shipyard availability.

C.5.11.6 MATERIAL PROCUREMENT.  The Contractor shall procure sufficient materials to ensure that the start of any availability and the completion of all scheduled work items are not delayed.

C.5.11.7 DRY-DOCKING REPORT.  The Contractor shall include, in each work package requiring vessel dry-docking, provisions for the shipyard to prepare a dry-docking report upon completion of the dry docking.  The Contractor shall distribute this report to the COR or his designated representative on-site during the dry-docking.  A copy of the shipyard’s docking plan (block spotting plan) shall be attached to each report.

C.5.11.8 MANAGING GROWTH TO DEPOT LEVEL SUBCONTRACTS.  The consent to subcontract for depot level maintenance for all work includes authorization for the Contractor to negotiate and accomplish change orders to work items within a specified not-to-exceed cost limit (generally 10% of the total bid price for subcontractor work).  If it becomes apparent that the not-to-exceed limit will be insufficient, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer and request an increase in the limit by an amount considered necessary to complete the work to be accomplished during the repair period.  The Contractor shall include in the request for additional funding a list of work anticipated to justify the new amount.  The requests for Contracting Officer approval shall include a description of the work required, the estimated cost, any additional time required to accomplish the work, reasons why the work was not included in the original work package and why it cannot be deferred until a future work package.  The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer of any change order, regardless of cost, that is expected to require additional time to complete the shipyard availability.  The Contractor shall be responsible and accountable for properly and accurately documenting all change order actions.  The Contractor shall notify the COR or his designated representative immediately of a possible work growth situation.

C.5.11.9 ALTERATIONS AND MODIFICATIONS.  The Contractor shall prepare for and manage Government directed modification work as required by the Contracting Officer; this may include minor or major modifications to equipment and/or vessels.  The Contractor may be required to develop technical work packages to accomplish this work.  Such work will generally be directed for accomplishment during a scheduled dry-docking or repair period.  Upon receipt of the task order, the Contractor shall review the work items and provide comments and cost estimates for each item within the time frame requested on the task order.  The Contractor shall include these work items in the work package.  

C.5.11.10  Reserved – Not used.

C.5.11.11  Reserved – Not used.
C.5.11.12 MAINTENANCE EXPENDITURE REPORT.  (Refer to paragraph C.5.13.9 – For Items/Equipment, etc. reimbursed under Reimbursable CLINs and sub-CLINs.)  The Contractor shall maintain records for labor and material expended for each vessel, equipment, and services performed herein for each vessel.  Prior to submission of the monthly invoice, the Contractor shall submit a monthly maintenance expenditure report. 

C.5.11.13 INDUSTRIAL LEVEL MAINTENANCE STATUS REPORT.  This report shall be submitted for all completed industrial maintenance actions regardless of the number of man-hours expended.  

C.5.11.14 STATUS REPORTS.  For industrial level work actions that exceed 15 calendar days, the Contractor shall submit a Weekly Status Report to the COR each Monday for the preceding week.  

C.5.12 HEAVY WEATHER OPERATIONS.  The Contractor shall be familiar with the Navy SUBASE Kings Bay hurricane condition posture. The Contractor shall comply with all readiness conditions set by SUBASE Kings Bay.  Adequate contract personnel shall be available to move or make secure all vessels, government furnished equipment, materials, property, and Contractor furnished equipment as outlined in this contract.  At a minimum two Contractor provided vehicles shall be simultaneously available to trailer vessels (SV33s and Moose Boats) during heavy weather periods.
C.5.13 CONTRACT PLANS AND REPORTS REQUIREMENTS
C.5.13.1 CONTRACT DATA REQUIREMENTS.  The Contractor shall prepare and submit the following contract data requirements.  All Contract data requirements shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for review, comment, and approval.  The Contractor shall revise Contract data requirements, as necessary, to incorporate Contracting Officer’s comments and concerns within the timeframe indicated below.
C.5.13.2 PROPERTY CONTROL SYSTEM.  The Contractor shall establish and maintain an accurate property control system to control, protect, preserve, and maintain all Government property as described in Section C 3.0. Records for all Government property in Contractor custody are to be maintained in accordance with FAR Clause 52.245-1(f)(iii).
C.5.13.3 QUALITY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM PLAN.  The Contractor shall provide a quality management system plan as described in Section C.1.4.1 and shall update it as changes occur.
C.5.13.4 SEVERE WEATHER RESPONSE PLAN.  The Contractor shall provide a specific Severe Weather Response Plan/Hurricane Plan that describes how it shall comply with this RFP and identify the personnel assigned to each task (See section C.5.12).  The Contractor shall adhere to all weather warnings issued by cognizant Naval Base Kings Bay authority and shall take necessary precautions to ensure the safety of all GFE, structures and supplies under its charge.
C.5.13.5 Reserved – Not used. 
C.5.13.6 MAINTENANCE PLANS.  The Contractor shall develop maintenance plans for the vessels and equipment as described in Section C.5.10.
C.5.13.7 DRUG TESTING PLAN.  The Contractor shall develop and submit a plan for random drug testing as described in Section C.1.3.6.6.6.  Updated schedule and results shall be submitted as requested.
C.5.13.8 PERSONNEL CONTINGENCY PLAN.  The Contractor shall develop a contingency plan adequate to ensure that there shall be no interruption of training, operations, or maintenance service due to labor disruption within the Contractor’s own labor force (see section C.1.3.6.6.9).  The contingency plan must address the timely substitution of personnel, how they will be obtained, and where they will come from when qualified/trained personnel are not available due to leave, sickness, death or as a result of a labor disruption.  The Contractor shall submit the plan as part of his offer. 

C.5.13.9 MAINTENANCE EXPENDITURE REPORT.  Items/Equipment reimbursed under Reimbursable CLINs and sub-CLINs only.  The Contractor shall submit a monthly maintenance expenditure report to the COR and Contracting Officer.  It shall include:
C.5.13.9.1  Watercraft/equipment identification/hull number.
C.5.13.9.2  Brief description of the particular maintenance and the date(s) performed.
C.5.13.9.3  Labor hours expended for the particular maintenance.
C.5.13.9.4  Listing of the parts used for the particular maintenance and their cost.
C.5.13.9.5  Summary of labor and material expended (watercraft/equipment, Rate Table Identifier Number, CLIN, and total).
C.5.13.10 INDUSTRIAL LEVEL MAINTENANCE WEEKLY STATUS REPORT.  The Contractor shall submit a Industrial Level Maintenance / Industrial Assistance Status Report (see section C.5.11.14) for any industrial assistance action that exceeds fifteen (15) calendar days.  The report shall include detailed progress/status of work performed, items of concern and additional costs incurred.  This report shall be submitted to the COR weekly.

C.5.13.11 WORK PACKAGE SUBMISSION.  The Contractor shall submit work packages for industrial assistance and repair / shipyard availabilities to the Contracting Officer for approval (see section C.5.11.1, C.5.11.2 and C.5.11.3). 

C.5.13.12 ACCIDENT REPORT.  The Contractor shall submit an accident report within 24 hours, in all instances in which any vessel under this Contract sustains damage or is involved in any incident resulting in damage to vessels, property, piece of equipment, or in bodily injury or death. Notification to the COR should occur within one hour of the incident.  The Contractor shall secure a report from the vessel master/operator or equipment operator or Officer acting as pilot, or from any licensed pilot aboard the vessel being handled.  Contractor shall submit said report to the Contracting Officer and COR within twenty-four hours following said incident, reporting the facts, listing deaths, reporting the extent of damages or bodily injuries, and listing recommendations to prevent recurrence.  Contractor shall complete drug and alcohol testing of all Contractor personnel involved (if applicable) in accordance with 46 CFR.

C.5.13.13 OIL AND HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCE (OHS) SPILL REPORT.  All OHS spill incidents including on land or in water shall be reported immediately in accordance with Federal, State and Navy regulations and requirements. Immediate notification shall be made according to Regional ICP.  Immediate action includes telephone notification of spill.  The initial report must be submitted within 24 hours of the incident.  During the investigative process, all follow-up reports will be submitted accordingly.  A final report shall be submitted at the conclusion of the investigation.

C.5.13.14 REIMBURSABLE EXPENSE REPORT.  The Contractor shall submit with each invoice a report identifying the nomenclature and cost of any reimbursable items purchased.

C.5.13.15 LIST OF REQUIRED PERIODIC REPORTS.  The Contractor shall complete and submit the following reports to the COR and Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall provide all testing, analysis, evaluation and labor necessary to produce these reports.  All reports shall clearly breakdown all information by program and craft.

C.5.15 PROPERTY ADMINISTRATION
C.5.15.1 GENERAL.  The Contractor shall establish and maintain a system to control, protect, preserve and maintain all Government property.  Records for all Government property in Contractor custody are to be maintained in accordance with FAR 245.105(b). Physical inventories are to be performed on an annual basis and the results reported to the COR within 15 days after completion of the inventory. 
C.5.15.2 INITIAL TURNOVER INVENTORY.  The Government and Contractor shall jointly conduct an inventory of all Government-furnished Material/Equipment/Tools/Property that shall be provided in support of this contract.  The joint inventory of property shall be completed approximately one week prior to the scheduled turnover to the Contractor.  The inventory of material, equipment and/or property located ashore shall be jointly conducted within four weeks after the start of the performance period.  Copies of all turnover inventories shall be sent to the Contracting Officer upon completion.
C.5.15.3 VESSEL INSPECTION.  The Government and Contractor shall jointly inspect each vessel before turnover to the Contractor.  All inspections may be videotaped for future reference.  If desired by the Contractor, bottom inspections of watercraft may be conducted at the Contractor’s expense.  This inspection shall provide the baseline material condition of each vessel.  Deficiencies that are beyond normal wear and tear for a watercraft of that age shall be determined and recorded.  A plan to correct identified deficiencies shall be jointly developed and agreed to by the Contracting Officer and the Contractor.  Once the repairs are complete, the Contractor shall maintain the vessel in the corrected condition throughout the remainder of the contract.
C.5.15.4 CONTRACT COMPLETION INVENTORY AND VESSEL INSPECTION.  Upon completion of the contract, a joint inspection and complete watercraft, equipment, tool and material inventory must be accomplished.  The Contractor shall be responsible for the costs associated with the replacement/repair of missing/damaged watercraft, equipment and inventory in excess of normal wear and tear.
C.5.15.5 VESSEL AND EQUIPMENT CHECK-OUT/CHECK-IN SYSTEM.  The Contractor shall develop and administer an Equipment Check-Out/Check-In and inspection system for Government use of any Government-furnished equipment and/or boats.  The procedure and all associated documentation to be used shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for approval within thirty (30) days of Contract award.  Documentation for checking out and in boats or equipment shall include signature blocks for both the Contractor delivering and the Government person receiving the equipment.  The system shall document the condition of the boat and equipment prior to and after use.  The Contractor shall maintain an activity log available to the Government upon request.  Damage to the boat or equipment beyond normal wear and tear shall be reimbursable in accordance with Section B, Reimbursable Supplies and Services.

C.7 RAPIDGATE PROGRAM
C.7.1 GENERAL. All contractors and any subcontractors performing on this contract shall utilize the Navy Access Control System (NCACS), also known as the RAPIDGate Program.  NCACS manages the Non-Common Access Credential (CAC) eligible vendor/contractor companies and their employees who require access to Commander, Navy Installation Command installations in the Continental United States (CONUS), Hawaii and Guam. Vendor/contractor CAC eligibility has been restricted to only those who require physical access to a US Navy installation and logical access to a US Navy or DoD network or system, like NMCI. NCAC policy is codified in CNIC Notice 5530 and Standard Operating Procedure (SOP). 

C.7.2 COST. Vendor/contractor companies pay an annual company enrollment subscription to participate in the Program of $199.00 ($0.76 per day based on a 260-day work year), for a single installation or $249.00 ($0.95 per day based on a 260-day work year) for multiple installations and an annual employee registration subscription for each employee to participate in the Program of $159.00 ($0.61 per day based on a 260-day work year), for a single installation or $199.00 ($0.76 per day based on a 260-day work year), for multiple installations.  All costs associated with RAPIDGate Program access in support of this contract are part of the contractor’s Firm Fixed Price and are the sole responsibility of the contractor.
C.7.3 SPONSOR. Vendor/contractor companies must be approved by a Government sponsor at each CNIC installation where their employees require access. Vendor/contractor employees who participate in the Program are registered, undergo initial and regular vetting (to a standard established by CNIC), and are issued a single credential (by the Government), which is valid for perimeter access to those CNIC installations where access privileges have been granted. 

C.7.4 ENROLLMENT. All company enrollments are managed by phone or email. Initial employee registrations take place at a Program Registration Kiosk, typically located at CNIC Installation Pass & ID Offices. Once a credential is issued, the employee need not return to Pass & ID for five (5) years, so long as the annual company enrollment subscription and annual employee registration subscriptions are paid and the company and employees continue to be authorized access by one or more CNIC installations.

HEALTH & WELFARE: $3.71 per hour or $148.40 per week or $643.07 per month

VACATION: 2 weeks paid vacation after 1 year of service with a contractor or

successor; 3 weeks after 8 years, and 4 weeks after 15 years.  Length of service

includes the whole span of continuous service with the present contractor or

successor, wherever employed, and with the predecessor contractors in the

performance of similar work at the same Federal facility.  (Reg. 29 CFR 4.173)

HOLIDAYS: A minimum of ten paid holidays per year, New Year's Day, Martin Luther

King Jr's Birthday, Washington's Birthday, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor

Day, Columbus Day, Veterans' Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  (A

contractor may substitute for any of the named holidays another day off with pay in

accordance with a plan communicated to the employees involved.)  (See 29 CFR 4.174)

THE OCCUPATIONS WHICH HAVE NUMBERED FOOTNOTES IN PARENTHESES RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING:

1)  COMPUTER EMPLOYEES:  Under the SCA at section 8(b), this wage determination does

not apply to any employee who individually qualifies as a bona fide executive,

administrative, or professional employee as defined in 29 C.F.R. Part 541.  Because

most Computer System Analysts and Computer Programmers who are compensated at a rate

not less than $27.63 (or on a salary or fee basis at a rate not less than $455 per

week) an hour would likely qualify as exempt computer professionals, (29 C.F.R. 541.

400) wage rates may not be listed on this wage determination for all occupations

within those job families.  In addition, because this wage determination may not

list a wage rate for some or all occupations within those job families if the survey

data indicates that the prevailing wage rate for the occupation equals or exceeds

$27.63 per hour conformances may be necessary for certain nonexempt employees.  For

example, if an individual employee is nonexempt but nevertheless performs duties

within the scope of one of the Computer Systems Analyst or Computer Programmer

occupations for which this wage determination does not specify an SCA wage rate,

then the wage rate for that employee must be conformed in accordance with the

conformance procedures described in the conformance note included on this wage

determination.

2)  AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you

work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential

and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.

 If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your

regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday

premium of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime

(i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered

overtime work).

HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees

employed in a position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or

in close proximity to ordinance, explosives, and incendiary materials.  This

includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive

ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder

and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or explosives.

  Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance operations

on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All operations

involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges.

A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that

represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to

ordance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials

which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the

employee engaged in the operation,  irritation of the skin, minor burns and the

like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used.

All operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and

incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials

are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for

ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract

(either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or

local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by

laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an

employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage

determination. The Department of Labor will accept payment in accordance with the

following standards as compliance:

The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an

adequate number of uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual

cost of the uniforms.  In addition, where uniform cleaning and maintenance is made

the responsibility of the employee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to

this wage determination shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining

agreement providing for a different amount, or the furnishing of contrary

affirmative proof as to the actual cost), reimburse all employees for such cleaning

and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or $.67 cents per day).  However, in

those instances where the uniforms furnished are made of "wash and wear"

materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garments, and do

not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial

laundering in order to meet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terms

of the Government contract, by the contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work,

there is no requirement that employees be reimbursed for uniform maintenance costs.

REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form

1444 (SF 1444)}

Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is

not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to

be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage

determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable

relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted

classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such

conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the

fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by

the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)

of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall

be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}

When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444

should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be

conformed.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed

occupation(s) and computes a proposed rate(s).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order

proposed classification title(s), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each

proposed classification(s), job description(s), and rationale for proposed wage

rate(s), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the

authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized

representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the

contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees

performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report

of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent

information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage

and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,

for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or

disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or

notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process

the request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of

Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure

that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the

wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that

determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination.

Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide

classifications listed in the wage determination.
