JUSTIFICATION AND APPROVAL
FOR USE OF SOLE SOURCE

1.  CONTRACTING ACTIVITY:  The contracting activity is Navy Supply Systems Command (NAVSUP) Fleet Logistics Center, Jacksonville, 110 Yorktown Ave, Box 97, Naval Air Station (NAS) Jacksonville, FL 32212-0097.  The requiring activity is Commander Navy Region Southeast (CNRSE) at Naval SUBASE (NSB) Galley, Kings Bay, Georgia.

2.  DESCRIPTION OF THE ACTION BEING APPROVED:  This justification and approval authorizes issuance of a solicitation for the procurement of commercial grade galley equipment, both off the shelf and fabricated, for the Galley facilities located at NSB Kings Bay Georgia.  One key item is the Hobart dishwasher which was competitively purchased under N68836-15-F-0071.  Once the dishwasher was placed in to service it was determined to be not durable enough to support the patron traffic. The Commanding Officer decided to invest additional money to improve to galley services at all locations as the equipment was beyond reasonable service life standards and posed a morale concern.  For example, the existing salad bars did not contain soup warmers.  This was a consistent complaint from galley patrons.  These concerns were presented to Culinary Depot by the requiring activity in hopes of receiving an upgraded dishwasher at a discount since they just purchased it this year.  Culinary Depot offered a quote to include credit and replacement of not only the dishwasher to a more durable commercial grade dishwasher but agreed to offer credits and upgrades to 4 existing custom stainless steel fabricated salad bars and the stainless steel custom fabricated Vollrath Hot Serving Counter under their “buy back” program at a significant savings to the Government.  These credits or savings amount to $12,000 as described in paragraph 3 below.

3.  DESCRIPTION OF SUPPLIES/SERVICES:  The proposed acquisition is necessary for the procurement of galley equipment to enhance and upgrade the galley services currently offered by NSB Galley facilities at Kings Bay Georgia.  The Contractor shall provide the galley facilities – buildings 5162, 5163, 5009 and 3057 – in the WSSF-2 and lower base area satellite dining facilities with new and custom fabricated kitchen equipment in support of necessary upgrades, installation, disposal and building restrictions.  These items are brand name or equivalent and are described hereafter as: (under PR N4223715RC017CH)   1 each Convection Oven Vulcan Model No VC4ED; 1 each Countertop Griddle Vulcan HEG48E; 1 each Fryer Vulcan Model No 1ER50A; 1 each Kettle, Electric, Countertop Vulcan K6ETT; 1 each Dishwasher, Door Type, Ventless Hobart AM15VLT-2; 1 each Dishtable, Soiled stainless steel custom fabricated; 1 each Dishtable, Clean stainless steel custom fabricated; 1 each Sink Heater Hatco Model No 3CS2-9B; 1 each Disposer Hobart Model No FD4/300+ Buildup; 1 each Pre-Rinse Unit T&S Brass Model No B-0133; 2 each Faucet T&S Brass Model No B-1127; 1 each Salad Bar stainless steel custom fabricated 3 well; 1 each Serving Counter, Hot Food, Electric stainless steel custom fabricated 4 hot wells; 1 each Hot Dog Grill Star MFG Model No 30SCBD; 1 each Reach-in Freezer True Food Service Equipment Model No STM1F-1S.  Buy back Items offered by Culinary Depot are: 1 each Hot Dog Counter Vollrath Model No 38218 serial No E174-00688051-007, $2,032.00 credit; 1 each Dishwasher Hobart Model LXEX serial No 23-1161-332, $7,000.00 credit; and 1 each Cambro Salad Bar Model No FSD-7300 serial No CBL-157-0958, $300.00 credit.  The requirement will be awarded as a delivery order against GSA Schedule GS-07F-0211V.  This firm-fixed price contract is estimated at $80,731.00.
4.  STATUTORY AUTHORITY PERMITTING SOLE SOURCE:  The statutory authority which permits restricting consideration to fewer than that required in FAR 13.501(a)(1)(ii). 

5.  RATIONALE JUSTIFYING USE OF CITED STATUTORY AUTHORITY:  The required supplies do not resemble the substance of any pending competitive acquisition and the supplies are deemed to be available only from the original source as a follow-on effort from contract N68836-15-F-0071 which was competitively awarded.  These commercial items are considered an upgrade and continuation of highly specialized commercial-grade galley equipment which if awarded to another source would result in a substantial duplication of cost to the Government that would not be recovered through competition and create unacceptable delays in fulfilling the agency’s requirements.  

6.  DESCRIPTION OF EFFORTS MADE TO SOLICIT OFFERS FROM AS MANY OFFERORS AS PRACTICABLE:  The requiring activity, through their in-depth knowledge of the market, has determined that the required support is only available from Culinary Depot under GSA FSS GS-07F-0211V.  The requiring activities knowledge stems from information obtained from and interaction within the industry.  For the award of this contract, the negotiator conducted online research which included review of small business capabilities under the Small Business Administration's Dynamic Small Business search function and a review of the Government Point of Entry (GPE) websites (NECO/FedBizOpps) for the same or similar requirements.  As a result of this research, the negotiator reached the same conclusion as the requiring activity regarding the available sources for meeting this requirement.  To ensure that this conclusion is correct, a notice of intent to award a sole source contract to Culinary Depot for this work will be posted to the GPE website prior to contract award.  The pertinent information contained in this justification and approval will also be made available through the GPE within 14 days after the contract award and will remain posted for a minimum of 30 days.      

7.  DETERMINATION OF FAIR AND REASONABLE COST:  The Contracting Officer at NAVSUP Fleet Logistics Center Jacksonville, Florida will determine the price negotiated for this acquisition as fair and reasonable pursuant to FAR 15.404-1(b)(2)(vi), comparison of proposed prices with prices obtained through market research for the same or similar items.  FAR 15.404-1(b)(2)(v) compare against an Independent Government Estimate (IGE).

8.  ACTIONS TO REMOVE BARRIERS TO FUTURE COMPETITION:  For the reasons set forth in paragraph 5, there are no other known companies who can provide the requested Galley Equipment with a substantial $12,000.00 “buy back” credit for upgrades to previously purchased equipment from Culinary Depot (This figure covers J&A 15-092 and 15-095).  NAVSUP FLC Jacksonville has no plans at this time to compete future contracts for the types of supplies requested within this document.  If another potential source emerges, FLC Jacksonville will assess whether competition for future requirements is feasible.  

Any future requirement for the Galley Equipment for the requiring activity will be met through competitive processes unless the use of statutory authority which permits restricting consideration to fewer than required is justified and approved.
