[bookmark: _GoBack]It is requested that all questions be emailed within five (5) working days after release of the Request for Quote (RFQ) to allow the Navy adequate time to prepare and issue responses to all Offerors prior to the date and time set for receipt of offers. The Navy will continue to accept questions up to the closing date and time of the solicitation; however, time may not permit responses to be issued prior to quote receipt for questions received after the time set forth above. It is the Government’s intention that questions and responses will be distributed electronically to all Offerors via amendment/s to the RFQ. Questions need to include the document name, specific page, paragraph, clause or other definitive citation requiring clarification.

*Pricing shall be firm-fixed pricing and include all labor and consumables required to perform the work listed in the performance work statement and shall be structured in accordance with the line items structure identified in the combined synopsis solicitation. 

The proposed fully burdened Firm Fixed Price (FFP) hourly labor rates included in the Pricing Spreadsheet Attachment II of the solicitation will be incorporated into the resultant contract as the ceiling/maximum rates for each labor category.  All proposed labor rates shall be expressed as a value and be rounded to two decimal places (no formulas).  Failure to include an hourly rate for all of the provided labor categories within Attachment II may deem an quoter to be non-responsive. 

•  The quoter is required to price each CLIN based on the totals derived from the Pricing Spreadsheet.

•  Separate pricing information shall be submitted for each year of the services as well as a grand total for all four (4) years of performance.

*For the purposes of acquiring non-Lenel parts/equipment in accordance with PWS paragraph 4.2, the Contractor shall provide their G&A rate and profit margin, expressed as a percentage. This information shall be provided on the last page of the price quote.

*The CDRL requirements for CLINs 0004, 0005, 1004, 1005, 2004, 2005, 3004, and 3005 are “Not separately priced” line items.  There shall be no price associated to these CLINs. 

*The Miscellaneous Parts and Equipment CLINs 0003, 1003, 2003, and 3003 is incidental material in support of non-emergency, new work, and emergency CLINs. Not to exceed $41,298.00. Offerors’ Price Quote shall include $41,298 on these CLINs. Do not change this figure.

Offerors are hereby notified that the Government may post additional information to the web site relating to this solicitation (e.g. responses to questions, amendments, etc.). It is the Offeror’s responsibility to check the web site for any such information.

Font size for all offers material shall be 12 point font. Text lines shall be spaced at no less than (single space).

Offerors need only submit a signed quote by the solicitation closing that 
1. Shows the Offeror is not taking exception to any solicitation term
2. Includes the Representations and Certifications contained in the provisions
3. Includes unit prices and total prices for all Contract Line Items (CLINs) for which the Navy is soliciting a price.

OFFERORS SHALL NOT SUBMIT ANY ADDITIONAL INFORMATION WITH THEIR QUOTE.

After the solicitation closing date, the Contracting Officer may require an Offeror to promptly submit information to demonstrate the Offeror is responsible (See 52.212-2). Quotes must be returned to the email address listed below no later than the date and time specified on Page 1, block 9 of the solicitation. Quotes can be emailed to carol.mcgrapth@navy.mil. Submission of “Late” quotes will not be accepted.
