The project is for the construction of a Bachelors Enlisted Quarters (BEQ), with a minimum of 79 and a maximum of 83 2 + 2 modules, for a maximum of 332 ‘A’ school students training at the Center of Information Dominance (CID).  The 2 + 2 modules will include space for two bedrooms, two showers, four closets, refrigerator, and a microwave oven.  The basic floor plan will be based on a similar building BEQ project currently occupied by the Navy Explosive Ordinance Disposal (EOD) School at Eglin AFB.  Existing on site paved parking lots adjacent to Roberts Avenue and within 82’ of the new BEQ are to be removed and disposed of off station along with access to the parking lots from Robert Avenue.  Install and make good new curb lines along Roberts Avenue.  The new BEQ will be a four story brick building with structural steel framing and a standing seam metal roof.  The project will seek to blend will the surrounding campus buildings.  The facility will have interior double loaded corridors.  Sustainable design will be incorporated into the design and construction of the project in order to achieve a LEED Silver.  It will be required to meet AT/FP requirements in accordance with UFC 4-010-01.  The Government anticipates a contract to be awarded for this project in May 2010.
