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Estimated cost: $6,000,000 to $10,000,000

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The solicitation utilizes source selection procedures which require offerors to submit a technical proposal,
past performance, experience information, and a price proposal for evaluation by the Government.
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Offerors shall submit with their offer a bid bond of at least 20 percent of the bid price but not exceeding $3
million of the amount, for Davis Bacon Act (DBA) work.
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
