CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.209-5     CERTIFICATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (DEC 2008)

(a)(1) The Offeror certifies, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that- 

(i) The Offeror and/or any of its Principals- 

(A) Are (  ) are not (  ) presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, or declared ineligible for the award of contracts by any Federal agency;

The DLA Norfolk Naval Shipyard Contracting Division has established the following minimum subcontracting goals based on the subcontracted effort: 

Small Business – 23%

Small Disadvantaged Business – 5%

Woman Owned Small Business – 5%

HUBZone Small Business – 3%

Veteran Owned Small Business – 3%

Service Disabled Veteran Owned Small Business – 3%
