STATEMENT OF WORK

PART 1.   INTRODUCTION 

1.1.    This document provides the design and specifications for a new, custom-built Navy pump test stand, which must serve a variety of pumps and pump/motor combinations.  The design described in the following specifications shall serve as the minimum requirements of the system.  Vendors are not limited from offering alternatives or additional features, but all designs must meet the requirements listed here within. 

1.2.    The test stand equipment shall be located directly inside the environs of the existing industrial facility, Norfolk Naval Shipyard Building 171, adjacent to existing pump test stand. 
1.3.   Final design and placement of the new pump test stand shall be such that the existing stand will remain serviceable throughout the installation period and thereafter.
1.4.   The new pump test stand shall be able to support simultaneous testing of three (3) pumps with a total flow that will not exceed 8000 GPM.  The largest single pump will require a flow of 6000 GPM and the smallest will require a flow of 25 GPM.  The test measurements will include inlet/outlet pressure, voltage, current, vibration/noise (portable equipment will be provided by the Government), inlet/outlet temperature, and flow.  The test stand shall be fabricated within the footprint of the existing test stand.  Equipment to be reused, relocated, or demolished is identified in Section 3. 
1.5.    New equipment retrofitted into the existing structure will have an effect on usage classification and fire protection requirements.  Those concerns are not within the scope of this solicitation and resulting contract. 

1.6.    The design incorporates the modification to facility power plan with a single new disconnect feeding the electrical infrastructure.  Concerns on feeders to that disconnect and facility short circuit, power capability, and cable sizing/routing are not within the scope of this solicitation and resulting contract.  All electrical infrastructure from the disconnect and down to the equipment level (including the disconnect itself) is within the scope of this Statement of Work.

PART 5.    DESIGN AND FUNCTION REQUIREMENTS

5.1.      Functions:  The basic function of the pump test system shall be to allow testing of multiple pumps 
            while ensuring the life, safety, and health of NNSY employees.

5.1.1.   Support tank, provides access to equipment, support piping, support foundations, support pumps.

5.1.2.   Provide a source of test water suitable for extended test operations.

5.1.3.   Provide for handling and filling of tank water.

5.1.4.   Provides the electrical infrastructure to support motor operation.

5.1.5.   Provide a test motor assembly for stand-alone pumps.

5.1.6.   Provide a means of temporary connection (mechanical, electrical) for pump testing.

5.1.7.   Provide piping and instrumentation connection to support multiple testing operations running 
            concurrently.

                             5.1.8.   Provide for monitoring of test parameters and control pump test processes.

5.2.      System Testing Requirements:  The finished system shall accommodate the following testing criteria:

5.2.1.   Tests shall be able to run for seven (7) hours.

5.2.2.   Tests shall be conducted simultaneously on up to three (3) assemblies with a total flow of not to exceed 

            8000 GPM.  The largest single test  shall be 6000 GPM and smallest single test run shall be 5 GPM.  
            (Example of a concurrent run is a 6000 GPM test assembly #1, a 1800 GPM test on test assembly #2, 
            and a 200 GPM test on test assembly #3).

5.2.3.   Test measurements shall include inlet pressure, outlet pressure, voltage, current, vibration/noise 
            (portable equipment by government), inlet temperature, outlet temperature, and flow all to an 
            acceptable process standard (as designed but with manufacturer’s accuracy statement of at least 1%, 
            with flow not less than 0.5%).

5.3   Detection of Hazards/Fire Systems:

5.3.1   A smoke detector shall be installed in the test booth which is compatible with the existing building fire 
           alarm circuit.

5.4   Instrumentation and Controls:

5.4.1.   The selected system architecture for the pump test stand is automated control of the pump test stand 
             using a Hybrid/DCS control system. 

5.4.2.   The pump test stand shall have a Hybrid/mini-DCS control system that controls and monitors the test 
             process and equipment.  The control system shall ensure reliable and economical operation of the test 
             stand.  This function shall be implemented thorough the application of relevant design standards and 
             general industrial practice.  The design of the control system must incorporate the following 
             functionalities:
            a.   Provide an exception-based Historian which is capable of recording and displaying test data for up 
                  to one year after the performance of the test.  The Historian must seamlessly interface to report
                  generation software which will automatically generate test reports. 

            b.   Provide a robust, reliable control system that limits the effect of single component failure.

            c.   Provide a system that can trend performance data in real time. 

            d.   Provide an interface to the pump test stand and effectively provide a supervisory control and data 

                  acquisition control strategy.

            e.   Provide annunciation of process alarms to operators.

            f.   Provide a Graphical User Interface to allow operators to functionally monitor and control the pump
                  test stands from the Controls Area and to allow standard test procedures to be implemented as 
                  automated runs.  The operator shall still have the option to customize the run set points or sequence 
                  time prior to initiating the pump test.

5.4.3.   The system shall have a control panel which acts as power source and housing for the DCS.  A single 
            font-panel light shall indicate the system has power.  A separate server w/printer shall act as the
            OI/Historian.   A series of cutoff e-stops shall disable the MCC and Drives. 

5.5.      Structural Design:  The structural design shall incorporate the following salient features while using

            industrial standard techniques. 




 

5.5.1.   Foundation for test water tanks with a minimum height of 4" with rebar grid.  Anchors for test water 
            tanks shall be as required by manufacturer.  The Norfolk Naval Shipyard will provide foundations.

            Contractor shall provide proper interface between tank and building foundation. 

5.5.2.   Housekeeping pads for electrical gear with a minimum height of 4" with rebar grid.

5.5.3.   Pipe supports, hangers, and rods shall be located as required by pipe stress analysis or as standard for 
            bore size for unstressed piping.  Installation of pipe supports shall conform to manufacturer's 
            requirements. 

5.5.4.   A CMU-based test booth with architectural details as required by the various codes and with a wire 
            frame backed-window capable of protecting the operators in event of catastrophic pump failure. 

5.5.5.   Platforms, stairs, kick plates, handrails, and grating walkways as required by the various codes and as 
            shown by the drawings.

5.6.       Mechanical Systems:  The mechanical systems shall include the basic requirement to meet the test 
             criteria, which is to test three pumps simultaneously.

5.6.1.   Piping systems shall support three test assemblies.

5.6.2.   Test assembly #1 is an 18" supply and return pipe which shall support flows ranging from 6000 GPM

            to 600 GPM. 

5.6.3.   Test assembly #2 is a 10" supply and return pipe which shall support flows ranging from 2000 GPM to
            200 GPM. 

5.6.4.   Test assembly #3 is a 4" supply and return pipe which shall support flows ranging from 250 GPM to 25
            GPM. 

5.6.5.   Interconnection from the test stand piping flanges to the test pumps shall be via flexible hoses and 
            couplings/reducers. 

5.6.6.   System flows shall be modeled using an industrial standard calculation software package.   

5.6.7.   System pipe stress shall be modeled for all large bore (10” and greater) and high energy (greater than
            200 psig or 400 F) piping systems using an industrial standard calculation software package.  
5.6.8.   Where system interconnects to existing piping or transitions to small bore/low energy piping, continue 
            model to first anchor.

5.6.9.   Where piping interconnects to equipment, verify nozzle loads are within manufacturer’s tolerance.

5.6.10.   Mechanical systems shall include the pump test stand supply lines, return lines, test water tank(s),
              demineralized water fill lines interconnect, and demineralized water boost pump.

5.6.11.   
Test stand tanks shall be either lined-metal or fiberglass.  If fiberglass is selected, largest nozzle size 
               shall meet manufacturer's requirements.  Tanks shall be sized as designed to support seven (7) hours 
               of continuous testing without a temperate gradient that changes density significantly during the test 
               and not-less-than 15,500 gallons.

5.6.12.   Piping shall be as designed to meet service requirements and as shown on drawings. All piping shall 
              have high point vents and low point drains with ½”  ball valves and plugged connections.

5.6.13.   Demineralized water fill interconnect


a.   Mechanical systems shall include a 2" field​-run fill line from existing gravity fill system.


b.   A 120 VAC boost pump with control panel (integral starter) and receiver tank shall pump the 
                     demineralized water from the existing fill connection to the new test water tanks. 


c.   Line up of fill system to/from existing gravity fill to existing tanks shall be via new manually-
                    operated ball valves. 
5.6.14.    Mechanical systems shall also include the test motor assembly which includes the test motor, 
               uncoupled pump base, and quick-acting hydraulic brake.  Design of the test motor base shall support 

               the selected test motor, but at a minimum, shall be a rectangular metal skid with an integral 
               adjustable pump base plate and brake system. 
               a.   Adjustment of pump base shall be via a series of mechanical gears with hand-operators that allow
                     the movement of the pump base plate relative to the fixed test motor shaft. 

               b.   Movement shall be in three axis- forward/back, up/down, left/right.  Maximum displacement 
                     from the three-axis center line of the test motor shaft shall be as designed after review of Navy's 
                     uncoupled pump inventory, but shall be not-less-than 6". 
              c.    Quick acting hydraulic brake shall be activated via a remote pushbutton (with cover) with a 30-

                     foot flexible cable lead.  This system shall act to cut off the test motor electrically and rapidly 
                     bring the test motor shaft to a halt in event the push button is depressed. 

5.7.        Electrical Infrastructure & Design:

5.7.1.    The electrical system shall be modeled using an industry standard calculation software package.  

5.7.2.
Electrical infrastructure shall support pump testing of various combinations of motors.  Feeds 
               required are as follows: 

              a.   480 VAC Variable Frequency drive (3600 rpm) for a 500 hp test motor.

              b.   480 VAC Single speed Drive of a 25 hp motor 

              c.   480 VAC Single speed Drive of a 100 hp motor 

              d.   480 VAC Single speed Drive of a 350 hp motor 

              e.   250 VDC, 600 Amp DC Variable voltage drive for a 300 hp motor 

              f.    208 VAC for 40kV A UPS

52.209-7   INFORMATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (APR 2010)

b.  The vendor’s proposed structural design of the pump test stand meets the required specifications.

c.  The proposed mechanical systems for the pump test stand meet the required specifications.

d.  The vendor has submitted a model of its proposed system flows using an industrial standard calculation software package.  The proposed system flows meet the required specifications.
e.  The vendor has submitted a model of its proposed system pipe stress using an industrial standard calculation software package.  The proposed system pipe stress meets the required specifications.
f.  The vendor has submitted a model of its proposed electrical system using an industry standard calculation software package.  The proposed electrical system meets the required specifications.
g.  The vendor's proposed taps or leads for portable vibration testing equipment meet the required specifications.

h.  The vendor has submitted a plan for maintaining the operation of the current pump test stand while installing the new test stand with minimal interruptions.
i.  The vendor has demonstrated that it has the capability to meet the required rigging, lifting, and handling requirements for the installation of the new test stand and removal/relocation of the designated existing equipment.
j.  The vendor has demonstrated its capability to complete the fabrication, installation, and training within 365 days by providing a timeline or milestone plan.

Scoring/ Rating of Technical Capability Factor.

The Written Technical Proposal will be evaluated as Acceptable (Pass) or Unacceptable (Fail). 

A rating of UNACCEPTABLE on any element may render the overall proposal TECHNICALLY UNACCEPTABLE and the vendor may no longer be considered for further competition or award.

Past Performance:

In order to facilitate the Government’s evaluation of this factor, the vendor shall provide information on no more than three (3) previous contracts whose effort was relevant to the effort required by this solicitation. Past performance will be evaluated based on the relevance and quality of the submitted contracts.     

Relevance is determined by a contract’s similarity to the current requirement, based upon scope and magnitude.  For the purposes of this evaluation, relevancy in scope  and magnitude are measured by the following: 

Scope:  Experience in the areas defined in the Statement of Work.

Magnitude:  The measure of the similarity of the dollar value of actually performed work that exists between the Statement of Work and the vendor’s contracts.  Magnitude will be evaluated on the dollar amount of work actually performed under the contract or contracts during the relevant five-year period established by the solicitation.  

Vendors lacking relevant past performance history will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance – they will receive a Neutral rating. 

The quality evaluation will be based on the following sub factors: Quality, Timeliness, and Contractor Responsiveness which are of equal importance.

· Quality: The vendor’s demonstrated history of delivering products and services of high quality and compliance with contractual requirements.  Quality will be evaluated in terms of:

The Contracting Officer will then assign a composite past performance adjectival rating for the vendor’s overall past performance, considering the ratings assigned to each individual contract.

INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

Inspection and acceptance will be at destination, unless otherwise provided.  Until delivery and acceptance, and after rejections, risk of loss will be on the Contractor unless loss results from negligence of the United States Government.  Not withstanding the requirements for any Government inspection and test contained in specifications applicable to this contract, except where specialized inspections or tests are specified for performance solely by the Government, the Contractor shall perform or have performed, the inspections and tests required to substantiate that the supplies and services provided under the contract conform to the drawings, specifications and contract requirements listed herein, including, if applicable, the technical requirements for the manufacturer's part numbers specified herein.

COST OF TESTING

Notwithstanding any other provisions of this contract, any chemical analysis and physical tests required by the specifications of the contract shall be made at the expense of the Contractor, unless specified in the contract to be made in a Government Laboratory.

EXPLANATION TO PROSPECTIVE OFFERORS CONCERNING QUESTIONS

Any prospective offeror desiring an explanation or interpretation of the solicitation, drawings, specifications, etc., must request it in writing soon enough to allow a reply to reach all prospective offerors before the submission of their offers.  Oral explanations or instructions given before the award of the contract will not be binding.  Any information given to a prospective offeror concerning a solicitation will be furnished promptly to all other prospective offerors as an amendment of the solicitation, if that information is necessary in submitting offers or if the lack of it would be prejudicial to any prospective offerors.

Site Visit

ACCESS TO NNSY
REQUIREMENTS FOR ACCESS TO NNSY

Contractors’ representatives must be United States citizens. Representatives are to provide the NNSY Security Office proof of U.S. citizenship (i.e. DHS I-9 FORM. “Employee Eligibility Verification Form”). The I-9 is based on presentation of appropriate documentation that both verifies the employee’s eligibility for employment and denotes his citizenship status. Contractors can go to http://www.nnsy1.navy.mil/Security/docs/i-9.pdf to acquire the required form and completion guidance.

NOTE:

(b)  The I-9 must be provided before a badge will be issued for unclassified contract work, for access to the shipyard.

(c)  If the contract requires access to classified material, a visit request identifying the employee’s clearance status may suffice depending on the employee’s status within the JPAS database.

(d)  In the case of contractor truck drivers, knowing some are owner operators, if they are carrying proof of citizenship they can be issued a badge for access to drop off/pick up material.

(e)  If the truck driver does not have sufficient documentation and the sponsor is willing to escort the driver to/from the desired location, a by-escort badge may be issued.

VENDORS/CONTRACTORS SHALL FORWARD ALL VISIT REQUESTS ON THEIR COMPANY LETTERHEAD SIGNED BY AN AUTHORIZED COMPANY OFFICER.

Vendors/contractors shall provide FULL name, FULL SSN, Date of Birth, Place of Birth and a specific statement attesting that the person(s) for whom they are requesting access are citizens of the United States. By so stating, the vendor/contractor is certifying that they have positive documentation of that person’s citizenship on file (i.e. a signed and verified EEVF I-9 form). The request shall also state the specific reason for the visit request and the specific date(s) for which they are requesting access to Norfolk Naval Shipyard (i.e., date of delivery).

Material Shipments: Upon completion of the above documentation, vendors/contractors shall fax the letter to the Material Division (phone: 757-396-3141 and fax: 757-396-1029).

Service contractor: Upon completion of the above documentation, vendors/contractors shall fax the letter to Technical Point of Contact listed in the contract.

IF THE PERSON FOR WHOM THE VENDOR/CONTRACTOR IS REQUESTING A BADGE WAS BORN IN A FOREIGN COUNTRY, THAT PERSON SHALL BRING POSITIVE DOCUMENTATION OF UNITED STATES CITIZENSHIP TO THE NORFOLK NAVAL SHIPYARD PASS OFFICE IN ADDITION TO THE COMPANY LETTER. The additional documentation can be a birth certificate, passport or other official military documentation of United States citizenship. Once presented, it will be entered in the database and be available for future use so this step will not be required to be repeated.

If the person for whom the vendor/contractor is requesting a badge is a naturalized United States citizen, that person SHALL BRING THEIR ORIGINAL NATURALIZATION papers with them to the pass office in addition to the aforementioned company letter. Once presented, it will be entered in the database and be available for future use so this step will not be required to be repeated.

Any questions with regard to this requirement shall be addresses to the Purchasing Agent/Contract Specialist identified elsewhere on the solicitation/award document.

52.222-99  Notification of Employee Rights Under the National Labor Relations Act

NOTIFICATION OF EMPLOYEE RIGHTS UNDER THE NATIONAL LABOR

RELATIONS ACT (DEVIATION 2010-O0013) (JUN 2010)

(a)  During the term of this contract, the Contractor shall post a notice, of such size and in such form, and containing such content as prescribed by the Secretary of Labor, in conspicuous places in and about its plants and offices where employees covered by the National Labor Relations Act engage in activities relating of the performance of the contract, including all places where notices to employees are customarily posted both physically and electronically, in the languages employees speak, in accordance with 29 CFR 471.2 (d) and (f).

     (1)  Physical posting of the employee notice shall be in conspicuous places in and about the Contractor’s plants and offices so that the notice is prominent and readily seen by employees who are covered by the National Labor Relations Act and engage in activities related to the performance of the contract.

     (2)  If the Contractor customarily posts notices to employees electronically, then the Contractor shall also post the required notice electronically by displaying prominently, on any website that is maintained by the Contractor and is customarily used for notices to employees about terms and conditions of employment, a link to the Department of Labor’s website that contains the full text of the poster.  The link to the Department’s website, as referenced in (b) (3) of this section, must read “Important Notice about Employee Rights to Organize and Bargain Collectively with Their Employers.”

(b)  This required notice, printed by the Department of Labor, may be –

     (1)  Obtained from the Division of Interpretations and Standards, Office of Labor-Management Standards, U.S. Department of Labor, 200 Constitution Avenue, NW, Room N-5609, Washington, DC  20210, (202) 693-0123, or from any field office of the Office of Labor-Management Standards or Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs;

     (2)  Provided by the Federal contracting agency, if requested;

     (3)  Downloaded from the Office of Labor-Management Standards website at www.dol.gov/olms/regs/compliance/EO13496; or

     (4)  Reproduced and used [as] exact duplicate copies of the Department of Labor’s official poster.

(c)  The required text of the Employee Notification referred to in this clause is located at Appendix A, Subpart A, 29 CFR part 471.

(d)  The Contractor shall comply with all provisions of the Employee Notice and related rules, regulations, and orders of the Secretary of Labor.

(e)  In the event that the Contractor does not comply with the requirements set forth in paragraphs (a) through (d) of this clause, this contract may be terminated or suspended in whole or in part, and the Contractor may be suspended or debarred in accordance with CFR 471.14 and FAR Subpart 9.4.  Such other sanctions or remedies may be imposed as are provided by 29 CFR Part 471, which implements E.O. 13496 or as otherwise provided by law.

(f)  Subcontracts.  

     (1)  The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (f), in every subcontract that exceeds $10,000 and will be performed wholly or partially in the United States, unless exempted by the rules, regulations, or orders of the Secretary of Labor issued pursuant to section 3 of Executive Order 13496 of January 30, 2009, so that such provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor.

     (2)  The Contractor shall not procure supplies or services in a way designed to avoid the applicability of Executive Order 13496 or this clause.

     (3)  The Contractor shall take such action with respect to any such subcontract as may be directed by the Secretary of Labor as a means of enforcing such provisions, including the imposition of sanctions for non-compliance.  

    (4)  However, if the Contractor becomes involved in litigation with a subcontractor, or is threatened with such involvement, as a result of such direction, the Contractor may request the United States, through the Secretary of Labor, to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the United States.
