(1)   The offeror’s past performance shall be evaluated in accordance with FAR 13.106-2 or 15.305(a)(2), as applicable.  This procurement is subject to Past Performance Information Retrieval System – Statistical Reporting (PPIRS-SR), authorized by the Department of Defense for use by participating activities during the acquisition of supplies and services.  

(2)   The purpose of the PPIRS-SR is to provide contracting personnel with quantifiable past performance information regarding delivery and quality, as collected from existing DoD reporting systems.  PPIRS-SR uses the past performance data collected to classify each supplier’s performance by Federal Supply Class(es) or Service Code(s).

(3)   Quality:  The method used in PPIRS-SR to classify the quality of a supplier’s past performance is a comparison of quality records among all suppliers who have provided goods or services to the Federal Government which are categorized in the same Federal Supply Class or Service Class (FSC). (4)   Delivery:  Supplier delivery past performance is classified in PPIRS-SR by the supplier’s percentage of on time deliveries.  On time deliveries are calculated using the number of line items delivered and a weighting factor which reflects the length of time a delivery was overdue.

(5)   PPIRS-SR classifications are established monthly for each supplier and can be reviewed at http://www.ppirs.gov/.  Suppliers are granted access to PPIRS-SR for their own classifications.  Offerors are encouraged to review their own classifications as well as the PPIRS-SR reporting procedures and methodology detailed in the PPIRS-SR Procedures Manual and the PPIRS-SR User Guide available at http://www.ppirs.gov.  The method to challenge a rating is also found on the identified website.

(6)   Suppliers with no history in PPIRS-SR will be considered to have a neutral PPIRS-SR rating.

TRACEABILITY AND CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS FOR NON-NUCLEAR LEVEL I MATERIALS

GENERAL – To assure correct materials are installed in Level I systems, it is imperative that traceability be maintained from the material to the material certification test report and other required objective quality evidence (OQE).  OQE is substantiated data of all tests (including mechanical and chemical) performed verifying the material complies with the procuring specification(s).

PURPOSE – This clause provides the minimum requirements for maintaining material traceability and supplements the requirement specified in DI-MISC-81020 and elsewhere in the procurement specification and/or contract.  Refer to DI-MISC-81020 attached.

REQUIREMENTS – The Contractor shall develop written procedures that implement the material control requirements.  Contractor must have an inspection system as required by MIL-I-45208A, ISO-9001 or ISO-9002.

The contractor shall perform or have performed the inspections and tests required to substantiate that the supplies or services provided are in accordance with the drawings, specifications, and contract requirements.  This includes if applicable, technical requirements for the manufacturer’s part number specified in the contract.  This is in addition to specialized contract requirements for Government inspection and tests.

If the material is rejected, the contractor will be notified within 90 days of the initial delivery.  The Contractor is responsible for replacing the material with acceptable material or monetarily reimbursing the Government.  This occurs at the discretion of the Contracting Officer.  With the exception of latent defects, the Government will not have recourse if the vendor is not notified within 90 days. 

If items furnished under the contract fail to need all contract requirements, the Contractor is financially responsible in accordance with the warranty provisions of the contract for correcting these conditions, regardless of the extent of testing or inspection required of the Contractor by the contract.

The contractor has 90 days following notification of material rejection to dispose of the material.  After that date, the material may be disposed of at the discretion of the Government at the Contractor’s expense.

CERTIFICATION – Certification papers must be recorded on the testing company’s letterhead and bear the date, name (typed or printed), organizational title, and signature of the authorized representative of the company stating the material is in accordance with applicable specification(s) and meets the mechanical and chemical properties required by the contract.  Certifications that contain a generic statement of compliance with specifications or phrases, (ie, “equal to, similar to” and words such as “to the best of our knowledge” or “we believe the information contained herein true”) are unacceptable.

The certification papers must include quantitative data traceable to the material through unique traceability codes marked on both the material and the certification papers.  Material certification data forwarded by the manufacturer shall contain a signed certification that the report results represent the actual attributes of the material furnished and indicate full compliance with all applicable specifications and contract requirements.  Transcription of certification data is prohibited.  In lieu of a mill certification, the sole alternative is a test laboratory’s quantitative test report, traceable to the material.  This is the ONLY alternative permitted.  Purchase orders for raw material shall specify that the material be traceable to material certification test reports by traceability codes that are marked on the material and identified on the test reports.

In addition to quantitative chemical and mechanical properties, the material certification test reports shall include the class, form, condition, grade, type and finish, as applicable, of the material supplied.

When the mechanical properties of the material have been altered by heat treatment or metal working processes, the mill certification will be from the heat treatment or metal working facility and contain quantitative results of mechanical tests performed to prove that the material complies with the specification.  When heat identification is impractical due to production procedures, such as continuous casting, or pours, the vendor shall report the material composition and mechanical properties for the time period of manufacture.

For components (i.e., assemblies), certification is required for all materials used to fabricate the pressure containing parts of the component.  This includes the fasteners used to hold these pressures containing parts together.  All tests required by the specification and purchase order must be performed and results reported as required by the specification and purchase order.

All pipe and tube furnished must be certified as seamless.

The certification data requirements contained in DI-MISC-81020 shall be invoked by the prime contractor on all subcontractors supplying Level I material.

Required certification papers must be shipped with material.  If material is received without required certification papers, the material will be rejected.

The Certification of Compliance, enclosure (1), must be signed and returned with the material.

The re-identification and re-certification of material is required when material is subjected to a process, which alters its properties.  If the starting material or raw stock is processed in a manner that will not affect its chemical composition or mechanical properties, the original certifications for the chemical composition and mechanical properties, as required by the material specification, are acceptable.  Re-certification of the chemical or mechanical properties is required if a process is used during fabrication that alters the original properties (e.g., alloying, heat-treating, or forming).  In these instances, the properties of the material must be redetermined and documented to reflect the altered condition.  The altered material shall be uniquely re-identified.  The properties thus determined and documented, are required for final certification and shall conform to the material/procurement specification or purchase order requirements.  When only the mechanical properties are altered, the original certification for chemical composition shall be overstamped and/or annotated with the unique traceability marking used with the altered material.

Stored raw materials requiring traceability shall be segregated to preclude intermingling with materials not requiring traceability.

MATERIAL MARKING – The following are the minimum marking requirements.  Additions/alternative marking requirements, if applicable, will be specified in the procurement specification ordering data.

All materials, which secure or act as pressure boundaries of Level I systems, supplied must be permanently and legibly marked in accordance with MIL-STD-792 (latest revision) unless otherwise specified in the applicable specifications or drawings.

The marking will not affect the fit, form, or function of the material.  For welded items, the marking will be located at least ½ inch from the weld edge.  Items prepared for silver brazing will be marked outside of ultrasonic test area.

Traceability markings for items with precision machined or plate surfaces, or material with a suitable marking surface of less than 3/8 square inches (3/8” x 3/8”) shall be applied to a durable tag and the tag securely affixed to the material.  Mark the tag “Item not permanently marked.”

Traceability markings shall be maintained through assembly, and whenever possible shall be visible after assembly.  For the items where marking is not visible, a durable tag shall be securely attached to the item identifying the part number, piece number, traceability code and location of the permanent mark.

When traceability marking will be removed by a manufacturing or fabrication process, the marking shall be recorded prior to removal and be immediately restored upon completion of the process.  If this cannot be done or is impractical, an appropriate material control procedure (such as bag and tag, tagging, and/or tote box control) must be employed.  The material control procedure must provide the method of positive control to preclude co-mingling of heats or loss of traceability.  The traceability code shall be reapplied upon completion of the final manufacturing process.

MATERIAL TRACEABILITY – Material furnished should be from the same traceable heat, lot, or batch whenever possible.

Material traceability codes shall be permanently applies to material and annotated on test reports for each individual heat/heat treatment of material supplied.  Where heat traceability is not possible due to manufacturing processes (e.g., continuous pour operation), lot traceability shall be provided as defined in the applicable material specification and, when applicable, as further defined in the procurement ordering data.  Traceability number/code or a combination thereof to maintain complete traceability to certification objective quality evidence (OQE).  Traceability shall be maintained through all process operations including any subcontracted operations, to the finished component.

Traceability marking of consumable materials (weld filler metal, silver braze alloys, etc) shall be by label attached to each container.  Each container must contain material from the same heat, lot, or batch.

FASTENER IDENTIFICATION

Identification shall be maintained for Level I fasteners by unique lot number.  All Level I fasteners, ½ inch nominal diameter and larger and all hull integrity fasteners regardless of size, shall be marked with the kind of material, manufacturer’s trademark or symbol, and traceability code (i.e., heat number, lot number).  Level I fasteners less than ½ inch nominal diameter shall be marked as space permits, using the following order of precedence:



(1)  The kind of material



(2)  The manufacturer’s trademark or symbol



(3)  The traceability code

PROCESS CONTROLS

The material control process shall include requirements for the maintenance of traceability for items sent out for subcontracted operations.  If such operations would remove traceability marking, purchase or work orders shall specify method and marking location for remarking.  The Contractor shall also ensure that subcontractor production controls are adequate to preclude co-mingling of material during processing.

For material produced by batch, continuous cast, or continuous pour process, samples shall be taken no less than once in every eight hours of operation for the purpose of validating proper chemical composition and mechanical properties.

Brazing or weld filler metals for strength welds forming, or integral with, pressure containing components or assemblies requiring traceability shall be verified to be the correct material, and type or grade, as applicable, prior to consumption.  At a minimum, material verification shall consist of inspection of material test reports for conformance to specified requirements.  Control of welding and brazing filler metals shall be maintained to the point of consumption to assure use of the correct type and grade.  Markings and traceability requirement do not apply to brazing and weld filler metals after consumption.  It is the responsibility of the rime Contractor to ensure conformance with the above requirements on welds performed by their subcontractors.

At Receiving Inspection, verification that the traceability number marked on the material agrees with that on the certification test reports is required.  Additional verification is required to verify that the contents of the certification test reports are legible, complete, and in compliance with the contractually invoked specifications and requirements.

At Final Inspection, prior to shipping, the following inspections are required to be performed:


a.  All traceability codes marked on the material are legible.


b.  Material certification test reports are complete, legible, traceable to the material, and that there is a test

     report for each heat or lot of material being shipped.

INSPECTION – Government inspection is required prior to shipment from your plant.  Upon receipt of this order promptly notify the government quality assurance representative who services your plant to coordinate government inspection.

“INSPECTION AT SOURCE, ACCEPTANCE AT DESTINATION”

The Government may use variable or attribute gaging during receipt inspection.

In accordance with FAR 46.201(c), and Military/Standard Specifications referenced in this contract, the Government may conduct material receipt inspection up to and including specialized technical tests.

MATERIAL INSPECTION AND RECEIVING REPORT

On each delivery of supplies or services under this contract, contractor shall prepare and furnish to the government a material inspection and receiving report in accordance with FAR Subpart 46.6 “Material Inspection and Receiving Report”.

EXCLUSION OF MERCURY

By acceptance of this contract/order and delivery of supplies under this contract/order, the contractor is verifying that the supplies do not contain metallic mercury or mercury compounds and are free from mercury contamination.

Note:  Materials which may contain mercury as a trace impurity are not subject to the provisions of this clause.

Any test conducted by the contractor will be at his expense.  However, no test data need be submitted unless specifically requested.

If the inclusion of metallic mercury or mercury compound is required as a functional part of the material furnished under this contract/order, the contractor shall obtain written approval from Norfolk Naval Shipyard before proceeding with manufacture.  The contractor’s request shall explain in detail the requirements for mercury; identify specifically the parts to contain mercury; and explain the method of protection against mercury escape.  Upon arrival by Norfolk Naval Shipyard, the contractor will provide a “warning plate” as prescribed by Norfolk Naval Shipyard which will include a statement that mercury is a functional part of the item and will include the name and location of the part.

If this contract/order calls for work to be performed by the contractor in a submarine or in the engineering spaces of a nuclear powered surface ship, the contractor, shall not bring into or utilize in the submarine or in the engineering spaces of nuclear powered ships any equipment, instrument, or device that has not been approved by the purchase officer.  Functional mercury is mercury or mercury compound required for proper operation of supplies, or if not present would cause supplies to malfunction.

The requirements of this clause shall be included in all subcontracts hereunder.
