9.  This notice does NOT constitute a request for proposal, request for quote, or invitation for bid.  The intent of this notice is to identify potential offerors of an upcoming solicitation that will be set-aside for HUBZone small disadvantaged businesses. 

10.  This Regional JOC will provide for all labor, materials, equipment, and other incidental work required to perform simultaneous construction, repair, and alteration at various installations and facilities at various locations serviced by Naval Facilities Engineering Command Northwest (NAVFACNW) including various locations in Washington, Oregon, California, Alaska, Idaho, Montana, Nevada, and Utah.  Historically, the majority of the work has been performed at Naval Base Kitsap, Bremerton, Washington; Naval Base Kitsap, Bangor, Silverdale, Washington; Naval Air Station, Whidbey Island, Washington; and Naval Station Everett, Everett, Washington.  A minimum guarantee of $30,000 will be offered on award of this contract. The contract duration consists of a one-year base period and two one-year option periods.  The Not-To-Exceed amount for the life of the overall JOC vehicle is $30 million.  Projects will utilize either the R.S. MEANS to select the pre-priced items required to perform the work, or three competitive quotes from vendors normally engaged in the task’s type of activity.  The method of proposal will be determined by the Government and stated in Task Order Request For Proposals (RFP).

The contract solicitation will provide for the contractor to submit a schedule of coefficients that will be applied toward the price of the items.  Task orders will be firm fixed price with a task order minimum of $2,000 and a task order maximum of $1,000,000.  

Award will be made to the responsible offeror whose proposal conforms to the Request for Proposal, conforms to the oral presentation guidelines, will be most advantageous to the Government, price and non-price factors considered, and represents the best value to the Government. Technical evaluation factors include Past Performance, Corporate Experience, Safety, and Management Approach.  This procurement is limited to certified HUBZone firms or HUBZone Joint Ventures (JV).  All other firms are deemed ineligible to receive award.  The North American Industry Classification (NAICS) Code is 236220. The NAICS size standard is $33,500,000.  This contract will provide Type/Category III and IV construction, alteration, and repair at Naval Installations. Type III and IV designates less complex construction that could receive a building permit without a licensed Professional Engineer or Registered Architect seal.  The selected contractor will receive requirement packages and, through interface with Government personnel and the contracting community, and jointly develop biddable, enforceable Scopes of Work.  This solicitation will be available in electronic format only.  Documents will be in the Adobe Acrobat PDF file format via the Internet.  The free Acrobat Reader required to view the PDF files can be downloaded from the Adobe website.  The Request for Proposal (RFP) Solicitation will be posted on or about 25 May 2011 to the Navy Electronic Commerce Online (NECO) website.  The official access to the solicitation is at https://www.neco.navy.mil/.  

In accordance with provisions of DFARS 252-204-7004 REQUIRED CENTRAL CONTRACTOR REGISTRATION, offerors must be registered in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) database.  Lack of registration in the CCR database on the part of the offeror will make an offeror ineligible for award.  Offers and contractors may obtain information on registration and annual confirmation requirements by calling 1-888-227-2428 or via the Internet at http://www.ccr.gov.  

This solicitation is a HUBZone set-aside competitive procurement subject to FAR 6.205 - Set-Asides for HUBZone Small Business Concerns.  Solicitation N44255-11-R-6006 is an Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) Job Order Contract (JOC).  This is a 100% HUBZone competitive procurement and is only open to HUBZone certified construction firms or Joint Ventures.  The solicitation is planned to be posted 25 May 2011. The due date for proposals is projected to be 5 July 2011.

Competition for this procurement is limited to small business concerns with a HUBZone status  as determined by the Small Business Administration in accordance with 13 CFR Part 126. Further information on HUBZone small business concerns can be obtained at http://www.sba.gov/hubzone. This procurement will be subject to FAR 19.13 – Historically Underutilized Business Zone (HUBZone) Program.

The contract term will be a base period of one year plus two option years.  Only the base period of the contract will offer a minimum guarantee.  If the Government does not award a follow-on contract in time, the Government may require the Contractor to continue performance for an additional period up to six months under the Option to Extend Services clause.  
This contract will replace a contract for similar but not equivalent services awarded in 2007 for $75,000,000.  The 2007 award was for a base-plus-four-option-year contract period as opposed to a base-plus-two-option-year contract period.

The proposed contract listed here is 100 percent HUBZone set-aside.  The Government will only accept offers from certified HUBZone business concerns.

The solicitation utilizes source selection procedures which require offerors to submit a technical proposal, past performance and experience information, and a price (or cost) proposal for evaluation by the Government.
