This aircraft is currently In the Interim phase of the life cycle process and as such It Is imperative that the government deal with one
contractar, the OFEM, for manufacture of these items. The government physically does not have In its possession sufficlent engineering
and technical data to contract spares with other than the OEM. As the P-8 aircraft Is curcently in the interim support phase of the life
cycle process and pre-physical configuration audlt (PCA), the aircraft mission systems are experiencing constant anomafles and varlance
within the configuration, The government does not have emplrical engineering data available that would allow for realistic competitive
sustalnment efforts at this Ume. These components are continually belng altered and evaluated, As the program develops and passes
the various milestones of the Interlm support phase, logistical and technical requirements are varylng in such a way that it s essentlal
and In the Navy's best interest to deal only with the OEM at this time,

One of the ¢ritical functions of the Interlrn support phase is deslgned to determine a baseline configuration, which Impacts maintenance
requirements and logistical support, The interim phase of the life cycle Is comprised of the Initlal Operation Test and Evaluation (IOT&E)
portion, and the initlat fielding portion. During the IOT& E portion the Navy's test and evaluation squadron has been evaluating the
these components with EDO fleld service representatives and Navy engineering technical support gathering data required for
maintenance and loglstical planning, The aircraft is now in the Initial fielding portion of interim support. During initiat fielding, the
Navy’s fleet replacement and tralning squadron is performing organic squadron level maintenance under the cognizance of EDO fleld
service representatives and Navy engineering technical support, training naval maintenance personnel for £-8 future support of fialded
alrcraft, NAVAIR is responsible for the configuration of the alrcraft.

NAVAIR has not yet established weather the data rights req uired
to allow for commercial competition will be procured from EDO Corporation . Therefore we cannot commit, at this time, to a post M5D
commercial competitive posture under this agreement.
