If this contract is completely or partially terminated, the records relating to the work terminated shall be made available for 3 years after any resulting final termination settlement. Records relating to appeals under the disputes clause or to litigation or the settlement of claims arising under or relating to this contract shall be made available until such appeals, litigation, or claims are finally resolved.

All maintenance and preventive maintenance will be conducted at Albany, GA (MCLC).  If at anytime maintenance can not be completed due to situations out of control of the contractor, notification will be made to the Government at that time with specific found information and enlightenments. 

In addition, no additional cost will be incurred without prior approval from the Contracting Officer.  

Upon completion of maintenance, the contractor will furnish written proof containing all applicable information to the Government representative.

2.0 DELIVERABLES

2.1 The contractor shall provide services equal to or exceeding the current maintenance service.

2.2 Annual Service On-Site:  The Contractor Shall:

2.4 Reporting: Upon completion of repair, maintenance,  the contractor will furnish a written report detailing the services performed, parts replaced, recommendations, and all applicable information to the Government Representative. The Government Representative will acknowledge the report by signature and provide a copy for the contractor.
3.0 Not Used

4.0   PERFORMANCE MANAGEMENT ASSESSMENT PROGRAM (QUALITY CONTROL)
 4.1. The Government’s Quality Assurance Plan (QASP) may evaluate the contractor’s performance any time during the duration of this contract. The QASP will record all assessment observations.  When observation indicates defective performance, the QASP will require the contract manager or representative at the site to initial the observation.  This initialing of the observations does not necessarily constitute concurrence with the observation only acknowledgment that he or she has been made aware of the defective performance. If performance defects are identified and validated by QASP, the contractor shall be provided the opportunity to re-perform. Disputes between QASP and contractor personnel over performance standards shall be referred to the contracting officer for final determination.  

4.2 Acceptable Performance:  Acceptable performance is achieved when performance meets or exceeds the minimum contract performance standard(s).

4.3 Unacceptable Performance:  Exists when the contractor does not meet the minimum contract performance standard(s).  Re-performance of unacceptable services at no additional cost to the government is the preferred course of action the government will seek when appropriate.

4.4 Unacceptable performance:  Re-performed by the Contractor and Acceptable to the QASP will not be considered a defect.  However, unacceptable performance not corrected with the specified time frame or re-performed and still considered unacceptable by the QASP will be considered a “defect.”  When defect(s) in service(s) cannot be corrected by re-performance, the government may reduce the contract price to reflect the reduced value of the service(s) performed and require the contractor to take the necessary action to ensure future performance conforms to contract requirements.

4.5   Re-performance:  When service performed does not conform to contract requirements, the contractor shall re-perform the service in conformity with the contract specifications at no additional cost to the Government.  Re-performance of the services shall commence immediately upon notification by the contracting officer’s representative and the contractor shall have a sufficient workforce dedicated to ensure corrections are accomplished by the time frame specified by the contracting officer’s representative without degradation of normal services.

5.0 GOVERNMENT FURNISHED INFORMATION (GFI)  
5.1 The Government shall furnish such GFI and system access as is necessary for the contractor to fulfill the requirements of this PWS.   All information, reports, data, etc., produced by the contractor in support of this PWS shall be the property of the Government.  

6.0 GENERAL INFORMATION

6.2 Military organizational exercises and operational requirements may delay or interrupt standard operations.  Contractors shall comply with Force Protection Conditions.

6.3 Special Events.  Tours, visits and the like which cannot be scheduled during standard duty hours will be identified by the QASP, a minimum of 24 hours in advance.  Employees’ work schedules shall be adjusted to ensure that the required employees are available to conduct the event outside of standard duty hours. 

7.0 CONTRACTOR EMPLOYEES
7.1 The contractor shall not employ persons for work on this contract if such employee is identified to the contractor by the contracting officer as a potential threat to the health, safety, security, general well being or operational mission of the installation and its population.

 

7.2 Contractor personnel shall present a neat appearance and be easily recognized as contract employees.  All employees shall wear contractor provided nametags, which include the contractor's name, employee's full name and duty title. 

 

7.3 Contractor employees shall be able to read, write, speak, and understand English.

7.4 The contractor shall make sure employees have current and valid professional qualifications before starting work under this contract.  

7.5 The contractor shall not employ any person who is an employee of the US Government if employing that person would create a conflict of interest.  Additionally, the contractor shall not employ any person who is an employee of the Department of the Navy, either military or civilian, unless such person seeks and receives approval.

7.6 The vendor must fill out a base access form and background consent form and send to the designated COR. A Secret Clearance is not required.

 8.0 SECURITY REQUIREMENTS 

 

8.1 The contractor shall be responsible for safeguarding all government property provided for contractor use.  At the end of each work period, all government facilities, equipment, and materials shall be secured.

 

9.0 SAFETY 

9.1 The contractor shall comply with commercial safety standards as identified by the Occupational Safety and Health Administration.

10.0. GOVERNMENT PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES DURING LABOR STRIKES

10.1 The services called for under this PWS are of critical importance to the United States Marine Corps, the government reserves the right to take over performance in the event of a labor strike by the contractor’s employees which impairs the contractor’s ability to satisfactorily perform the contract.  In such event, the government may elect to perform services with exclusively government personnel.

10.2 Under such circumstances and at the direction of the Contracting Officer, the Contractor agrees to remove its non-striking force from the performance site and not to interfere in any way with government performance.

10.3 Contractor further agrees under such circumstances to permit the government to use any essential contractor-furnished property.  The government will equitably compensate the Contractor for use of such property.

10.4 Contractor shall not be entitled to payment for any performance period or parts thereof during which the government assumes performance.
