5. Requirement. The Government’s requirement is for an analytical feasibility study in support of the
Marine Corps’ Prepositioning Program. This requirement is performed by firms regularly engaged in

6. Description of Services. Professional contractor Naval Architect and Marine Engineering support
service is needed in the preparation of four (4) feasibility studies for modification of Prepositioning
(PM3) T-AKEs such that they can serve a fourfold purpose: (1) Stow, deploy, and recover the
