ANSWER: The Government has determined that NAICS Code 541614 is the best suited NAICS Code for this procurement.

ANSWER: Specific SCA positions will not be identified. Contractors must select based on PWS descriptions.  Clause 52.222-42 which is incorporated in clause 52.212-5 has been modified to show Federal Hire Equivalents. (See paragraph 3 of this modification)

QUESTION 18.  PWS 1.6.1 Quality Control, Page 27 provides that “the contractor shall be required to comply with the government approved Quality Control and Management Plans adjusted for this Contract. No new submissions are required.” How does the Government define "the government approved Quality Control and Management Plans adjusted for this contract"? It appears this was cut from an IDIQ task order RFP.   
ANSWER:  PWS 1.6.1 Quality Control, Page 27 is replaced with:

The Contractor shall develop and maintain an effective quality control plan (QPC) to ensure services are performed in accordance with this PWS.  The Contractor shall develop and implement procedures to identify, prevent, and ensure non-recurrence of defective services.   The contractor’s quality control program is their means to ensure work complies with the requirements of the Task Order.  After acceptance of the QCP the Contractor shall receive the KO’s acceptance in writing, and of any proposed changes to the plan.   

QUESTION 19.   Part 7, Technical Exhibit 2, Deliverables Schedule - A Phase-In Phase-Out Plan is required to be submitted with the proposal Government Format. Please provide this required format. 
ANSWER:  Section 7.4 is hereby added to the PWS as follows:
7.4  CONTRACT TRANSITION - PHASE-IN/PHASE-OUT PLAN REQUIREMENTS   
7.4.0.  General.
7.4.1.  Applicability.   The Phase-In Plan, is applicable only when the successful offeror is not the incumbent.
7.4.2.  Transition Period.   Phase In/Phase Out Period:  The contractor shall begin phase-in immediately after award of the contract, having key personnel onsite within 10 days of the award and transition should be “complete” within 30 days after key personnel report on-site.  Transition “complete” is defined as having requisite qualified personnel necessary to support ongoing operations. During this period, the contractor shall make available to key incoming contractor personnel, representatives of the incumbent contractor who are versed in the operation of the functions to be performed.  This service shall be made available to explain procedures for conducting Government business and to show the next contractor various work sites, introduce the contractor to customer representatives, Program Managers, etc.   

QUESTION 20. Part 7, Technical Exhibit 2, Deliverables Schedule - A Phase In Phase Out Plan is required to be submitted with the proposal electronically yet the proposals are required to be submitted hard copy.  How is the Phase-In Phase-Out Plan to be submitted?
ANSWER:  Hard copy of Phase-In/Phase-Out submitted with proposal, and one digital version on a CD or DVD.

QUESTION 21. Evaluation Criteria, Factor C - Price, Page 55 details that "The Government will evaluate each cost/price proposal for completeness by determining the adequacy and traceability of cost/price data provided for all proposed requirements. The Government will evaluate how well each offeror's proposal supports elements of cost, work hours, loading factors and rates ...”Since the RFP does not require submittal of any data beyond the Firm Fixed Price for each Labor Category Hour, how will the Government evaluate these other elements?
ANSWER:  Factor C – Price is changed to read as follows:

Factor C – Price

Prices will be examined and evaluated to determine which offeror proposed the lowest price technically acceptable to the Government.   Prices (base and option periods) will be examined and evaluated to determine which offeror proposed the lowest price to the Government.  Please note:  Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINs)  0003, 0004, 1003, 1004, 2003 and 2004 have been included as Travel/ODCs and Over Time and are being “bulk funded” by the Government as indicated in the solicitation.  Offerors should provide pricing for all subCLINs of CLINs, 0001, 0002, 1001, 1002, 2001 and 2002.  Pricing should not be provided for 0003, 0004, 1003, 1004, 2003 and 2004.  The Government has assigned not-to-exceed values of  $10,000.00 for CLINS 0003, 1003 and 2003 and not-to-exceed values of $5,000.00 to CLINs 0004, 1004 and 2004.  The values assigned to CLINs 0003, 0004, 1003, 1004, 2003 and 2004 will be added to the offeror’s pricing of all subCLINS of CLINs 0001, 0002, 1001, 1002, 2001 and 2002, which will then constitute the offeror’s overall evaluated price (e.g. subline of CLINs  0001, 0002, 1001, 1002, 2001 and 2002 + CLINS 0003, 0004, 1003, 1004, 2003 and 2004 ($45,000.00) = overall estimated price)
QUESTION 22.  52.217 - 9 Option to extend the term of the contract, provides: "(c) The total duration of this contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall not exceed 5 years.  Does this imply that additional period of performance may be required?
ANSWER:  No, should have read “shall not exceed 30 months”.

QUESTION 23.  PWS 1.1 Description of Services/Introduction, Page 27, requires that “the contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, supplies, facilities, transportation, tools, materials, supervision, and other items and non-personal services necessary to perform integrated support in the areas of logistical supply operations, logistics programmatic functions, and program support functions as defined in this Performance Work Statement except for those items specified as government furnished property and services.”
PWS 3.4 Equipment, Page 42, provides  “…For work performed under paragraph 5.4.10, the Government will provide special purpose tools and test equipment used for Limited Technical Inspections as well as technical manuals.”

PWS 4.0 Contractor Furnished Items and Responsibilities, Page 43, provides “For work performed under paragraph 5.4.10, the Contractor must provide tool boxes for each work station with common mechanics tools such as wrenches, sockets, screwdrivers, pliers, for example.”

Can the Government define which tools will be provided for performing Limited Technical Inspections under paragraph 5.4.10 to test or analyze USMC electronic assets? 

ANSWER:  We provide Xantrax power supplies, aeroflex 3515N radio test sets, multimeters, and system mockups for the VRC-103/104/110, Blue Force Tracker, TOCNET C/III/V and DVE to include R/T’s for testing signal amplification and reflected power.

QUESTION 24, PWS 1.6.10, Page 38, Key Personnel, Are resumes and Letters of Intent required for Key Personnel?

ANSWER:  Yes.
QUESTION 25.  Technical Exhibit 1, Performance Requirements Summary, Page 47.  The performance thresholds in the table for 5.4.11/5.4.12/5.5.2 are all stated as a % of recommendations accepted by the government.  Can the Government define what situations may lead to a recommendation not being accepted?  Is it possible that a recommendation was a good one, but that another factor causes the Government not to accept it?  

ANSWER:  Recommendations must be relevant and appropriate to the expected level of expertise and subject.  As stated in the question, there may be many reasons for not accepting a good recommendation, but rejection for irrelevancy, wrong information, invalid data, or for similar reasons, these rejections would be outside the standard.
QUESTION 26.  Will the government provide guidance regarding the structure and format of an offeror’s proposal, e.g., font, font size, margins, page limitations, etc.?
ANSWER:  See answer to Question #5
QUESTION 27.  The RFP is not specific as to where the Professional employees work?  Are they all located in Albany, GA or are some located in Barstow.  If some are located in Barstow, which ones are they?

ANSWER:  Please refer to PWS, paragraph 1.6.4 which states all employees except those identified as FSD- Albany and FSD- Barstow will be working in Bldg. 3600 and Bldg. 3700 at Albany, GA at the Government facility.

QUESTION 28.  Is there a phase-in and phase-out period associated with this contract?  How long are those periods?

ANSWER:  See answer to Question #19.
Performance Work Statement (PWS), General Question

QUESTION 29.  What type of equipment will be supported in response to this PWS? Based on the personnel required to support the effort (including Electronics Technicians and Mechanics), it is unclear what type of assets/weapons/equipment/machinery will be supported under this effort.

ANSWER: ALPHA TAMCNs of the tactical radio family of systems to include SL-3 gear embedded in tactical vehicles. It includes but not limited to Tactical Radios, radio amplifiers, radio power supplies, Blue Force Tracker, TOCNET and Driver Visual Enhancement.  This will include the primary weapon systems and associated SL-3.  

QUESTION 30. PWS Section 1.6.4 Place of Performance, Section 1.6.4 indicates Senior Electronic Technicians, Electronic Technicians, and Mechanics will have personnel on site at both FSD Albany and FSD Barstow. Will the government confirm the work location for the remaining personnel (Operations/Research Analyst, Management Analysts, Senior Logistics Engineers, Logistics/Supply Engineers, and Junior Design Engineers)? Will the government confirm all positions will work at government facilities, or will some personnel be required to work at contractor facilities?

ANSWER: The remaining personnel (Operations/Research Analyst, Management Analysts, Senior Logistics Engineers, Logistics/Supply Engineers, and Junior Design Engineers) will be divided between being seated in buildings 3600 and 3700.  Personnel in building 3700 will be further divided between locations on second and third floors. All personnel will work at government facilities.  

However, if a military officer who is hired by a contractor and is working while on terminal leave, is prohibited by 18 U.S.C. § 205 and 18 U.S.C. § 203 from representing their company to the Government, disqualifying he/she from appearing here on MCLB Albany as a contractor employee of their respective company.  In essence, the presence of this person here in a Government building on behalf of a contractor inherently is a representation.  However, military officers on terminal leave may begin work with the contractor, but only “behind the scenes” at a contractor office or otherwise away from the Government workplace.  

QUESTION 31. Section 4, Contractor Furnished Items and Responsibilities In addition to tool boxes and common mechanical tools such as wrenches, sockets, screwdriver, and pliers, is the contractor required to provide additional safety equipment such as boots, ear protection, eye protection, head protection, etc.? If yes, what type of additional safety equipment and tools are necessary?

ANSWER:  Contractor must provide all personal protective equipment.  This consists of steel toe boots, hearing protection and high visibility vest and depending on what function they are performing they could also require safety goggles.

QUESTION 32. Attachment 1, DD254, Will the government advise which positions require Secret Clearance?
ANSWER: All Contractor personnel performing work in support of this PWS shall obtain and maintain a SECRET security clearance throughout the period of performance. 

QUESTION 33.  Is there an incumbent for this effort?  If so, who is the incumbent and what is the associated contract number?

ANSWER:  See answer to Question #3

QUESTION 34.  FAR 22.1202 states, “When a service contract succeeds a contract for performance of the same or similar services, as defined at 29 CFR 9.2, at the same location, the successor contractor and its subcontractors are required to offer those service employees that are employed under the predecessor contract, and whose employment will be terminated as a result of the award of the successor contract, a right of first refusal of employment under the contract in positions for which they are qualified. Executive Order 13495 generally prohibits employment openings under the successor contract until such right of first refusal has been provided, when consistent with applicable law”. 29 CFR 4.173, “requires an employer to furnish to employees working on the contract a specified amount of paid vacation upon completion of a specified length of service with a contractor or successor…The incumbent contractor, when bidding on a contract, must consider … vacation benefits for those workers in his employ.” As result of the two requirements, it is possible to obtain a listing of length of service of personnel by position to ensure that pricing submissions are in compliance with required vacation and incumbency hire regulations noted above?

ANSWER:  No. This information cannot be obtained from the Government.  No contractor personnel records are kept by the Government. 

QUESTION 35.  SF 1449, Continuation Sheet.   Line items 0002, 1002, and 2002 indicate that some positions are considered Wage Grade. Does the government have specific Service Contract Act Wage Determination codes that apply to the positions noted in these line items (Senior Electronics Technician, Electronics Technician, Mechanics)?
ANSWER:  Specific SCA positions will not be identified. Contractors must select based on PWS descriptions.  Clause 52.222-42 which is incorporated in clause 52.212-5 has been modified to show Federal Hire Equivalents. See paragraph 3 of this modification.

QUESTION 36:  Can we have the name of the incumbent?

ANSWER:  See Answer to Question #3 above.
