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Lease and Cleaning of Coveralls/Uniform Pants/Uniform Shirts/Assorted Towels/Huck Towels
APPLICABLE INFORMATION: Coveralls, Uniform Pants, Uniform Shirts, Assorted Shop Towels and Huck Towels. Pants/Shirts of Uniform should be standard stock color from vendor (example blue, brown or tan).  All clothing should be preshrunk and cotton or equivalent, but not considered light duty clothing.  All shirts and coveralls will have long sleeves for safety.  Each employee will be issued 6 changes per week.  500 Huck Towels (Dust Free) to be utilized by electronic workers.  9,000 Shop Towels to be supplied weekly with the following breakdown:
	-8,450 red/orange, size 18x18, utilized by mechanics
	-350 green, size 18x18, utilized by machinists 
	-200 purple, size 18x18, utilized by painters

Coveralls/Uniforms/Shop and Huck Towels should be cleaned weekly, with pick-up and delivery day to be mutually agreed upon by both maintenance center and vendor. Every effort should be made by the vendor to ensure the all clothing is thoroughly cleaned and no solvent of any kind remains since fabric of Coveralls/Uniforms are next to employee's skin. Coveralls/Uniforms should be returned on hangers grouped by employee. Production Plant Barstow will insure an accurate count is going back to vendor each week. Each order for new coveralls/uniforms must be filled within 7 working days. If delay is expected Production Plant Barstow must be notified with an estimated resolution date.

SERVICEABILITY: The Coveralls/Uniforms/Shop and Huck Towels furnished under the terms and conditions of the resulting contract shall be ''SERVICEABLE" and shall be maintained in serviceable condition by the contractor, throughout the contract duration, at no additional cost to the government except as stated below. When the quality of an item has deteriorated to such a point that, in the government's opinion, the item is no longer acceptable or can no longer be utilized for its intended purpose, the item shall be considered ''UNSERVICEABLE." However, the contractor will not be required to replace any item at his own expense due to causes such as fire, water, acts of god, accident, misuse, theft, or vandalism. The contractor will be required to replace, at no charge to the government, up to 30% of Coveralls/Uniforms/Shop and Huck Towels at the government’s discretion. Serviceably will be based on the uniforms/coveralls are so excessively worn that they no longer provide protection from grit or other materials.

REPLACEMENT: if, in the opinion of the contractor, the item in question should not be replaced after
the 30% that is allowed at the government's discretion, the contractor shall notify the contracting officer
immediately and withhold the replacement pending the contracting officer's decision. In the event that an item of contractor-owned property becomes lost, damaged, or otherwise rendered unserviceable as defined above, due to causes other than normal usage or normal wear and tear, the contractor shall replace the item and the government may be charged a replacement cost that is current market value.

Shop numbers: This contract will suit up 50 employees in Coveralls, 15 employees in Uniform Shirts/Pants.
