HEAVY DUTY SLIDER BED TYPE DESIGN

Below Grade Conveyor shall have a belt width of 36” (approx. 914.4mm). 
The belting will be 220# pounds per inch of width (PIW) 2 ply rubber with 1/8” (approx. 3.2mm) cover and slick backing, with 3” (76.2mm) high cleats on 48” (1219.2mm) centers.
