(7) "U.S.-flag vessel" means a vessel of the United States or belonging to the United States, including any vessel registered or having national status under the laws of the United States.

(2) A subcontractor transporting supplies by sea under this contract shall use U.S.-flag vessels if--

(1) Prime contract number;

(2) Name of vessel;

(3) Vessel flag of registry;

(4) Date of loading;

(5) Port of loading;

(6) Port of final discharge;

(7) Description of commodity;

(8) Gross weight in pounds and cubic feet if available;

(9) Total ocean freight in U.S. dollars; and

(10) Name of the steamship company.

(f) The Contractor shall provide with its final invoice under this contract a representation that to the best of its knowledge and belief--

(1) No ocean transportation was used in the performance of this contract;

5.  Proposal Content

The narrative shall explain in as much detail as possible how domain separation, process isolation, and resource encapsulation is provided for in the mobile device components. The narrative shall describe how the mobile devices security architecture embodies the security principles of modularity and simplicity.

The Offeror shall submit with its proposal a list of the customer POCs that received a Past Performance Questionnaire.
VOLUME VII.  MANAGEMENT

Volume VII, Part A: Business Strategy

The offeror shall provide the device manufacturers published strategy out to 5 years. If the device manufacturer does not have a published strategy out to 5 years the offeror shall provide relevant information that is considered by the manufacturer as a substitute or interim placeholder to the published strategy. Given the offerors proposed capabilities, the offeror shall provide a narrative that describes how the approach will maintain or achieve a better user experience. The offeror shall describe how their proposed approach will expand existing mobile markets or meet the demand of new markets. The offeror shall describe how the proposed capabilities will fill the gaps currently in the commercial markets (e.g., consumer, enterprise, etc.) thus expanding existing mobile markets or meeting unmet demand of new markets. The offeror shall describe future mobile device trends and how the proposed capabilities aligns with these trends. The intent of this subfactor is to determine the offeror’s understanding of the commercial markets and how the offeror will “invest” the potential funds received from award to meet shared goals indentified by this solicitation and the offerors presented device manufacturer strategy.

VOLUME VIII. PRICE

Volume VIII: Price

The price subfactor shall include the price proposal that includes a firm-fixed price for each separately priced CLIN in Section B. All items are to be priced FOB destination. The Government intends to perform price analysis in accordance with FAR 15.404-1(b)(2). The contractor shall provide the necessary price information as required to support the appropriate CLINs. The Offeror shall, at a minimum, provide supporting data that addresses the following areas in detail sufficient to provide the Government with the basis to accomplish its evaluation. All dollar amounts provided in a completed Section B shall be rounded to the nearest dollar. Pricing shall be provided on a spreadsheet that is compatible with Microsoft Excel 2007. 

Price inconsistencies. The Government assumes a proposal represents the offeror’s best effort to respond to the solicitation. Any inconsistency, whether real or apparent, between promised performance and price, should be explained in the proposal. Any significant inconsistencies, if unexplained, raise a fundamental issue of the offeror’s understanding of the nature and scope of work required and financial ability to perform the contract. This may result in the proposal being determined to be unacceptable.

The price proposal shall include a firm-fixed unit price for each separately priced CLIN in SECTION B. The CDRL CLINs are not required to contain a price.  The Government anticipates awarding up to three contracts with a total firm fixed price not exceeding $4 million per contract.

M-1
EVALUATION OF OFFERS

a. The Government intends to conduct a source selection in accordance with the competitive negotiated source selection procedures contained in Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), Part 15.


b. The Government will evaluate proposals in accordance with paragraph M-3 below.


c. In accordance with FAR 15.306(a), Offerors may be given the opportunity for clarification of certain aspects of their proposal or to resolve minor or clerical errors.


d. Any proposal that does not substantially and materially comply with all of the requirements of this solicitation will be rejected and not considered for further evaluation. Rejection of a proposal on this basis does not constitute creation of a “competitive range.”

e. The Government’s written evaluation will be based upon factors in paragraph M-3 that addresses strengths, weaknesses and risks.

f. The Government will evaluate each Offeror’s proposal and use the results in the contracting source selection decision.  The source selection process will determine the overall merits of each proposal in terms of its potential to best satisfy the needs of the Government. Proposals received before the RFP closing date and time established for this solicitation will be evaluated by a team of Government personnel.  

g. While the Government source selection evaluation team and the SSA will strive for maximum objectivity, the source selection process, by its nature, is subjective; and therefore, professional judgment is implicit throughout the entire process.  


h. Should conflicts arise between the material presented in any volumes and the CD-ROM submitted, the precedent for consideration of the proposal shall be within the written word contained in the hard copy of the proposal.

BASIS FOR AWARDS

a. The following conditions must be met in order to be eligible for award:


(1)  The proposal must comply in all material respects with the requirements of the law, regulation and conditions set forth in the solicitation.


(2) The proposal must meet all mandatory solicitation requirements.

The Government reserves the right to award one or more contracts on the basis of competitive source selection (FAR Subpart 15.3) using “Best Value” criteria per FAR 15.101.  Award will be made to the responsible Offeror(s) whose proposal represents the best value in accordance with the evaluation factors defined in paragraph M-3.

Award will be made to the Offeror(s) whose proposal contains the combination of factors offering the best value to the Government.  Best value award will be to the responsive and responsible Offeror whose proposal, conforming to the solicitation, represents the best value to the Government, price and other factors considered.

When conducting the evaluation, the Government will consider data included by Offerors in their proposals, as well as data obtained from other sources for past performance. Each Offeror is responsible for ensuring that the information provided in the proposal is thorough and complete.

 M-3 EVALUATION CRITERIA
M3.1 General Instructions

a. Evaluation Areas, Factors & Relative Order of Importance 


General. The Government will apply the following evaluation factors to identify the best value proposal. The evaluation factors represent key areas of importance to be considered in the source selection decision. The factors and elements have been chosen to support meaningful discrimination between and among competing proposals. The proposals will be evaluated against the Government’s requirements using four factors.

· Factor 1: Technical/Risk. 

· Factor 2: Past Performance

· Factor 3: Management 
· Factor 4: Price
b. Definitions.


In order to provide the Offerors with insight into the Government’s value of the factors, the following terminology is used:

· Significantly More Important - The criterion is substantially more important than another criterion. The criterion is given far more consideration than another criterion.


· More Important - The criterion is greater in value than another criterion, but not as much as a significantly more important criterion. The criterion is given more consideration than another criterion.

c. Relative Importance.


In accordance with the definitions above, the Technical Factor is significantly more important than the Past performance factor. Past performance is more important than Management factor. The Management factor is more important than Price.  While not rated, price is an important evaluation factor. The importance of price as an evaluation factor will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the other non-price evaluation factors.

Ratings - The Government will use the following proposal evaluation ratings:

M3.2 Factor 1 – (Combined Technical/Risk Rating.).

The Government will use (5) color ratings (Blue, Purple, Green, Yellow, and Red) as described in Table 1 below to depict the adjectival ratings for each subfactor and for an overall factor rating.

For the above, strengths, weaknesses, risks, deficiencies and omissions are defined as follows:


1) Strengths – That aspect of an offeror's proposal that has merit or exceeds specified performance or capability requirements in a way that will be advantageous to the Government during contract performance.

2) Weaknesses – means a flaw in the proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract  performance. See FAR 15.001.

3) Deficiency – A material failure of a proposal to meet a Government requirement or a combination of significant weaknesses in a proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance to an unacceptable level. See FAR 15.001.

4) Omissions – Information requested in the solicitation that was not provided in the proposal. Omissions of requested data that render the proposal impossible to evaluate may result in the proposal being deemed unacceptable. A minor data omission is not necessarily a deficiency.


There are four subfactors in the Technical area. The relative importance of the Technical Subfactors are listed below in descending order of importance. 

T.1: Minimum Requirements

T.2: Rights in Intellectual Property and Technical Data

T.3: Optional Cababilities

T.4: Technical Team

Sub-Factor T.1 – Minimum Requirements

The Government will evaluate this subfactor based on the offerors narrative descriptions of each minimum requirement as defined in Section L, Attachment L-1, the Statement of Objectives. The offeror must adequately describe their approach to providing an isolation technology, multi-personalities, commercial standards, and a common product line architecture across multiple platforms. The offeror must use the reference architectures described in Exhibit (1) when describing their approach. 

Sub-Factor T.2 - Rights in Intellectual Property and Technical Data

The Government will evaluate the extent to which the rights in intellectual property (including but not limited to trade secrets, copyrights, inventions or patents) and technical data offer and provide  unimpeded expansion of the architectures and interfaces requested herein into existing broad commercial and government mobile markets through availability of security controls to ultimately allow for future development, acquisition and integration of inherently secure, off-the-shelf, mobile devices.  Such rights should promote and not limit government alignment with future mobile device trends and standards.  The Government will evaluate the distribution of data rights between the offeror and government to accomplish this intent and the justification for any restrictions, to include how the restrictions may or may not impede or risk the above objectives.  

Sub-Factor T.3 – Optional Capabilities

The offeror must identify any optional capabilities that the offeror proposes as part of their submission. Offerors shall describe their approach to meet the chosen optional capabilities listed in the SOO. 

Sub-Factor T.4 – Technical Team

The government will evaluate proposed key teaming arrangements to ensure they will assist in satisfying the proposed technical solution. This includes the commitments of the technical team, including any teaming arrangements, interdivisional relationships, and relationships with significant subcontractors (or anticipated significant subcontractors). The government will evaluate the strengths and risks of each teaming arrangement, interdivisional relationship, and significant subcontracts with respect to their contribution to achieving the SOO and to the government’s assurance of Intellectual Property and Technical Data rights consistent with Sub-Factor T.2 above.

M3.2 Factor 2 – Past Performance:


a.  A narrative past performance relevancy rating will be applied to the Past Performance factor. The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s Recent and Relevant Past Performance and provide an assignment of a past performance relevancy rating based on the Offeror’s past and present experience and performance, with efforts similar in size and scope. 

The Government will use the following Past Performance Relevancy Ratings:

b.  A Performance Confidence Assessment will be assigned to the Past Performance factor. The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s Recent and Relevant Past Performance and provide a Performance Confidence Assessment based on the Offeror’s past and present experience and performance with efforts similar in size and scope.

Past Performance Relevancy:


The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s past performance to determine how relevant  recent efforts accomplished by the Offeror is to the Trusted Handheld effort to be acquired through the source selection. The Government will evaluate relevant performance information on all contracts based on (1) Previous Contract Effort/Experience (attachment L-2), (2) Customer Assessment/Past Performance (attachment L-3) and (3) data independently obtained from other Government and commercial sources. “Recent” and “Relevant” are defined in Section L, Volume VI, Part A, paragraph 1. Each Offeror will be assigned an overall relevancy rating in accordance with Figure 3 and the associated definitions.

Performance Confidence Assessment: 


a.
The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s Quality of Performance as the prime or subcontractor in the performance of relevant contract efforts of comparable scope and effort through the assignment of a Performance Confidence Assessment Rating. The contracts identified through Attachment L-2 and Attachment L-3 should demonstrate experience/performance conducted as or in enabling similar capabilities, solutions, and services of comparable in size and scope to the effort required by this solicitation. Each Offeror will be assigned an overall Confidence Assessment in accordance with Figure 4 and the associated definitions.


b.
When assessing past performance, the Government will focus on the past performance of the Offeror as it relates to the solicitation requirements. These requirements include aspects of cost, schedule and performance, including the Offeror’s record of their:  1) ability to follow through on its commitments, 2) correspondence of products/service delivered to the order specifications and quantity, 3) timeliness of the product/service delivered, 4) quality of the product/service provided, 5) ease of doing business with the company, 6) attitude, courtesy, and professionalism of the company’s staff, 7) customer support and 8) responsiveness to information requests, issues, or problems, that arose in the course of the transaction. 


c.  Only past experience/performance data regarding similar efforts that have been completed within the last five years or is work that is ongoing work that is at least 75% complete will be evaluated. The lack of relevant past experience/performance information will result in the assignment of a neutral rating (i.e., neither favorable nor unfavorable).



d.  Where the performance record indicates performance problems, the Government will consider the number and severity of the problems and the appropriateness and effectiveness of any corrective actions taken (not just planned or promised). The Government may review more recent contracts, or performance evaluations, to ensure corrective actions have been implemented and to evaluate their effectiveness. If the Offeror clearly demonstrates management actions employed in overcoming problems and the effects of those actions, in terms of improvements achieved or problems rectified, this may allow the Offeror to be rated higher than might otherwise be indicated. 


e.  Offerors are cautioned to submit sufficient information and in the format specified in Section L. Offerors may be asked to clarify certain aspects of their proposal (for example, the relevance of past performance information) or respond to adverse past performance information to which the Offeror has not previously had an opportunity to respond. Adverse past performance is defined as past performance information that supports a less than satisfactory rating on any evaluation element or any unfavorable comments received from sources without a formal rating system. 

In the case of an offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, the offeror WILL not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance. 

m3.2  FACTOR 3 MANAGEMENT 

Sub-Factor M.1 – Management

The Management factor will be rated using the same ratings found in Table 1 and its associated definitions.  The Management factor consists of the Business Strategy.  The following minimum criteria must be included in the Management section of the offeror’s proposal: 

a.  The proposed devices manufacturers published or equivalent strategy (e.g., Q10 and perspectives). 

b.  The offeror must correlate the proposed capabilities with the devices manufacturers strategy. 

c.  The offeror must demonstrate how the proposed capabilities will expand existing device markets or meet the demands of new markets.

d.  The offeror must provide mobile device trends and explain how the proposed capabilities align with these trends.
M3.2 FACTOR 4 PRICE

 a.  Price - Price will be evaluated, but not rated. The Government will calculate an “Evaluated Price to the Government” for each Offeror’s proposal by adding together the extended price for all CLINs. The total evaluated price includes the sum of the “total amount” identified for all CLINs (including any option CLINs). The price evaluation will determine whether each offeror’s proposed price to the Government is reasonable using one or more of the methods cited in FAR 15.404-1(b)(2).
b. It is expected that this contract will be awarded based upon a determination that there is adequate price competition; therefore, the offeror is not required to submit or certify cost or pricing data with its proposal. If, after receipt of the proposals, the Contracting Officer determines that adequate price competition does not exist, the offeror shall be required to provide cost or pricing data as requested by the Contracting Officer. 

c.  An offeror may be rejected if the prices proposed are materially unbalanced between line items, and this lack of balance poses an unacceptable risk to the Government (see FAR 15.404-1 Proposal Analysis Techniques). Unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more contract line items is significantly over or understated as indicated by the application of price analysis techniques. The Government reserves the right to request whatever cost and pricing data is necessary for analysis when unbalanced pricing is suspected.
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
