E. Unless otherwise provided in this contract, the Contractor:

1. May deliver the approved first article as part of the contract quantity, provided it meets all contract requirements for
acceptance and was not consumed or destroyed in testing; and
2. Shall remove and dispose of any first article from the Government test facility at the Contractor's expense.

F. If the Government does not act within the time specified in paragraph (b) or (c) above, the Contracting Officer shall,
upon timely written request from the Contractor, equitably adjust under the Changes clause of this contract the delivery
or performance dates and/or the contract price, and any other contractual term affected by the delay.

G. The Contractor is responsible for providing operating and maintenance instructions, spare parts support, and repair
of the first article during any first article test.

H. Before first article approval, the Contracting Officer may, by written authorization, authorize the Contractor to
acquire specific materials or components or to commence production to the extent essential to meet the delivery
schedules.  Until first article approval is granted, only costs for the first article and costs incurred under this
authorization are allocable to this contract for:
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(1) progress payments, or
(2) termination settlements if the contract is terminated for the convenience of the Government. If first article tests

reveal deviations from contract requirements, the Contractor shall, at the location designated by the Government, make
the required changes or replace all items produced under this contract at no change in the contract price.

. The Government may waive the requirement for the first article approval test where supplies identical or similar to
those called for in the schedule have been previously furnished by the Offeror/Contractor and have been accepted by the
Government.

For items that are
serialized within the enterprise identifier, the unique item identifier shall include the data elements of the enterprise
identifier and a unique serial number. For items that are serialized within the part, lot, or batch number within the
enterprise identifier, the unique item identifier shall include the data elements of the enterprise identifier; the original
part, lot, or batch number; and the serial number.

Enterprise means the entity (e.g., a manufacturer or vendor) responsible for assigning unique item identifiers to
items.

Enterprise identifier means a code that is uniquely assigned to an enterprise by an issuing agency.

(1) For fixed-price type line, subline, or exhibit line items, the unit price identified in the contract at the time of
delivery;

135 NATO Commercial and Government Entity (NCAGE)/Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) Code, or
the Coded Representation of the North American Telecommunications Industry Manufacturers, Suppliers, and
Related Service Companies (ATIS-0322000) Number), European Health Industry Business Communication Council
(EHIBCC) and Health Industry Business Communication Council (HIBCC)), as indicated in the Register of Issuing
Agency Codes for ISO/IEC 15459, located at http://mwww.nen.nl/Normontwikkeling/Certificatieschemas-en-
keurmerken/Schemabeheer/ISOIEC-15459.htm.

Issuing agency code means a code that designates the registration (or controlling) authority for the enterprise
identifier.
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Item means a single hardware article or a single unit formed by a grouping of subassemblies, components, or
constituent parts.

Lot or batch number means an identifying number assigned by the enterprise to a designated group of items, usually
referred to as either a lot or a batch, all of which were manufactured under identical conditions.

Machine-readable means an automatic identification technology media, such as bar codes, contact memory buttons,
radio frequency identification, or optical memory cards.

Original part number means a combination of numbers or letters assigned by the enterprise at item creation to a class
of items with the same form, fit, function, and interface.

Parent item means the item assembly, intermediate component, or subassembly that has an embedded item with a
unique item identifier or DoD recognized unique identification equivalent.

Serial number within the part, lot, or batch number means a combination of numbers or letters assigned by the
enterprise to an item that provides for the differentiation of that item from any other like item within a part, lot, or
batch number assignment.

Serialization within the enterprise identifier means each item produced is assigned a serial number that is unique
among all the tangible items produced by the enterprise and is never used again. The enterprise is responsible for
ensuring unique serialization within the enterprise identifier.

Serialization within the part, lot, or batch number means each item of a particular part, lot, or batch number is
assigned a unique serial number within that part, lot, or batch number assignment. The enterprise is responsible for
ensuring unique serialization within the part, lot, or batch number within the enterprise identifier.

Type designation means a combination of letters and numerals assigned by the Government to a major end item,
assembly or subassembly, as appropriate, to provide a convenient means of differentiating between items having the
same basic name and to indicate modifications and changes thereto.

Unique item identifier means a set of data elements marked on items that is globally unique and unambiguous. The
term includes a concatenated unique item identifier or a DoD recognized unique identification equivalent.

Unique item identifier type means a designator to indicate which method of uniquely identifying a part has been
used. The current list of accepted unique item identifier types is maintained at
http://www.acg.osd.mil/dpap/pdi/uid/uii_types.html.

(b) The Contractor shall deliver all items under a contract line, subline, or exhibit line item.

(c) Unique item identifier. (1) The Contractor shall provide a unique item identifier for the following:

(iv) Any item of special tooling or special test equipment as defined in FAR 2.101 that have been designated for
preservation and storage for a Major Defense Acquisition Program as specified in Attachment Number ----.

(iv) of this clause for which the contractor creates and marks a unique item identifier for traceability.

(2) The unique item identifier assignment and its component data element combination shall not be duplicated on any
other item marked or registered in the DoD Item Unique Identification Registry by the contractor.

““National stock number (NSN)" means a 13-digit stock number used to identify items of supply. It consists of a four-
digit Federal Supply Code and a nine-digit National Item Identification

Number.

“*Nomenclature" means—

(i) The combination of a Government-assigned type designation and an approved item name;

(if) Names assigned to kinds and groups of products; or

(iii) Formal designations assigned to products by customer or supplier (such as model number or model type, design
differentiation, or specific design series or configuration).
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““Part or identifying number (PIN)" means the identifier assigned by the original design activity, or by the controlling
nationally recognized standard, that uniquely identifies (relative to that design activity) a specific item.

“"Reparable” means an item, typically in unserviceable condition, furnished to the Contractor for maintenance, repair,
modification, or overhaul.

““Serially managed item" means an item designated by DoD to be uniquely tracked, controlled, or managed in
maintenance, repair, and/or supply systems by means of its serial number.

““Supply condition code" means a classification of materiel in terms of readiness for issue and use or to identify
action underway to change the status of materiel
(see http://www2.dla.mil/j-6/dImso/elibrary/manuals/dim/dim--pubs.asp).

“"Unique item identifier (U11)" means a set of data elements permanently marked on an item that is globally unique
and unambiguous and never changes, in order to provide traceability of the item throughout its total life cycle. The
term includes a concatenated Ull or a DoD recognized unique identification equivalent.

““Unit acquisition cost" has the meaning given in FAR clause 52.245-1.

(b) Reporting Government-furnished property to the IUID Registry. Except as provided in paragraph (c) of this
clause, the Contractor shall report, in accordance with paragraph (f), Government-furnished property to the IUID
Registry as follows:--

(1) Up to and including December 31, 2013, report serially managed Government-furnished property with a unit-
acquisition cost of $5,000 or greater.

(ii) Contents (the type of information recorded on the item, e.g., item internal control number).
(iii) Effective date (date the mark is applied).
(iv) Added or removed code/flag.

(v) Marker code (designates which code is used in the marker identifier, e.g., D=CAGE, UN=DUNS,
LD=DODAAC).

(vi) Marker identifier, e.g., Contractor's CAGE code or DUNS number.

(vii) Medium code; how the data is recorded, e.g., barcode, contact memory button.

(viii) Value, e.g., actual text or data string that is recorded in its human-readable form.

(ix) Set (used to group marks when multiple sets exist.

(6) Appropriate supply condition code, required only for reporting of reparables, per Appendix 2 of DoD 4000.25-2-

M, Military Standard Transaction Reporting and Accounting Procedures manual
(http://www2.dla.mil/j-6/dImso/elibrary/manuals/dim/dIm--pubs.asp).

(e) When Government-furnished property is in the possession of
subcontractors, Contractors shall ensure that reporting is
accomplished using the data elements required in paragraph (d) of
this clause.

(f) Procedures for reporting of Government-furnished property. Except as provided in paragraph (c) of this clause,
the Contractor shall establish and report to the IUID Registry the information required by FAR clause 52.245-1,
paragraphs (e) and (f)(1)(iii), in accordance with the data submission procedures at
http://www.acg.osd.mil/dpap/pdi/uid/data_submission_information.html.

(9) Procedures for updating the IUID Registry.

(1) Except as provided in paragraph (g)(2), the Contractor shall update the IUID Registry at
https://iuid.logisticsinformationservice.dla.mil/ for changes in status, mark, custody, condition code (for reparables
only), or disposition of items that are—

(i) Received by the Contractor;

(ii) Delivered or shipped from the Contractor's plant, under Government instructions, except when shipment is to a
subcontractor or other location of the Contractor;

(iii) Consumed or expended, reasonably and properly, or otherwise accounted for, in the performance of the contract
as determined by the Government property administrator, including reasonable inventory adjustments;
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(iv) Disposed of; or
(v) Transferred to a follow-on or other contract.

(b) The Contractor shall label the item package (unit container) of any hazardous material to be delivered under this
contract in accordance with the Hazard Communication Standard (29 CFR 1910.1200 et seq). The Standard requires
that the hazard warning label conform to the requirements of the standard unless the material is otherwise subject to
the labeling requirements of one of the following statutes:

(1) Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act;

(2) Federal Food, Drug and Cosmetics Act;

(3) Consumer Product Safety Act;

(4) Federal Hazardous Substances Act; or

(5) Federal Alcohol Administration Act.

(c) The Offeror shall list which hazardous material listed in the Hazardous Material Identification and Material
Safety Data clause of this contract will be labeled in accordance with one of the Acts in paragraphs (b)(1) through
(5) of this clause instead of the Hazard Communication Standard. Any hazardous material not listed will be

interpreted to mean that a label is required in accordance with the Hazard Communication Standard.

MATERIAL (If None, Insert "None.") ACT

(d) The apparently successful Offeror agrees to submit, before award, a copy of the hazard warning label for all
hazardous materials not listed in paragraph (c) of this clause. The Offeror shall submit the label with the Material
Safety Data Sheet being furnished under the Hazardous Material Identification and Material Safety Data clause of
this contract.
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(e) The Contractor shall also comply with MIL-STD-129, Marking for Shipment and Storage (including revisions
adopted during the term of this contract).

252.223-7002 SAFETY PRECAUTIONS FOR AMMUNITION AND EXPLOSIVES (MAY 1994)

(a) Definition. “Ammunition and explosives," as used in this clause --

(1) Means liquid and solid propellants and explosives, pyrotechnics, incendiaries and smokes in the following forms:
(i) Bulk,

(if) Ammunition;

(iii) Rockets;

(iv) Missiles;

(v) Warheads;

(vi) Devices; and

(vii) Components of (i) through (vi), except for wholly inert items.

(2) This definition does not include the following, unless the Contractor is using or incorporating these materials for
initiation, propulsion, or detonation as an integral or component part of an explosive, an ammunition or explosive
end item, or of a weapon system --

(i) Inert components containing no explosives, propellants, or pyrotechnics;

(if) Flammable liquids;

(iii) Acids;

(iv) Powdered metals; or

(v) Oxidizers;

(vi) Other materials having fire or explosive characteristics.

(b) Safety requirements.

(1) The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of the DoD Contractors' Safety Manual for Ammunition and
Explosives, DoD 4145.26-M hereafter referred to as “the manual”, in effect on the date of the solicitation for this

contract. The Contractor shall also comply with any other additional requirements included in the schedule of this
contract.
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(2) The Contractor shall allow the Government access to the Contractor's facilities, personnel, and safety program
documentation. The Contractor shall allow authorized Government representatives to evaluate safety programs,
implementation, and facilities.

(c) Noncompliance with the manual.

(1) If the Contracting Officer notifies the Contractor of any noncompliance with the manual or schedule provisions,
the Contractor shall take immediate steps to correct the noncompliance. The Contractor is not entitled to
reimbursement of costs incurred to correct noncompliances unless such reimbursement is specified elsewhere in the
contract.

(2) The Contractor has 30 days from the date of notification by the Contracting Officer to correct the noncompliance
and inform the Contracting Officer of the actions taken. The Contracting Officer may direct a different time period
for the correction of noncompliances.

(3) If the Contractor refuses or fails to correct noncompliances within the time period specified by the Contracting
Officer, the Government has the right to direct the Contractor to cease performance on all or part of this contract.
The Contractor shall not resume performance until the Contracting Officer is satisfied that the corrective action was
effective and the Contracting Officer so informs the Contractor.

(4) The Contracting Officer may remove Government personnel at any time the Contractor is in noncompliance with
any safety requirement of this clause.

(5) If the direction to cease work or the removal of Government personnel results in increased costs to the
Contractor, the Contractor shall not be entitled to an adjustment in the contract price or a change in the delivery or
performance schedule unless the Contracting Officer later determines that the Contractor had in fact complied with
the manual or schedule provisions.
