We need more information regarding the number of maps, in order to be able to estimate the production cost.


Huk rebellion (should read items 1-6 NOT/NOT 1-8)
6) (Huk) Series of maps showing evolution of scale of insurgency by province over time: Approximately 3 maps - 1948 (start of open war), mid-1950 (start of Magsaysay operations), 1954 (surrender of Taruc)

7) Series of maps of major British military operations of the campaign over time - (Approximately 2-3 maps showing major UK operations during the 1948-1950 period and the 1950-1954 period).

11) Series of maps (approx 6 maps total) showing evolution of scale of insurgency by province over time: annual 1948, 1949, 1950, 1951, 1952, 1954 by province

13) Series of maps of major US and ARVN military operations of the campaign over time
16, 23 (combined)) Series of maps with evolution of Hamlet Evaluation System ratings: Annual, 1967-1974 based on data available through NARA and Vietnam Archives (Texas Tech). Show areas of insurgent control, government control, contested areas (color coded by HES rating)
21) Airpower maps – Route package boundaries map, bombing overlays for Rolling Thunder, Linebacker 1, Linebacker 2 (targets hit, off limits areas, naval mines (Operation Pocket Money), etc.  (4-5 maps total)
22) Laos maps – territorial control, Ho Chi Minh Trail Map (detailed with road network, base areas, POL pipelines). Air Force CHECO reports and Thomas Ahern CIA declassified official history ("Undercover Armies") as sources.
