Question 9: RFP pages 72-73 reflect that Vol I consists of Performance Approach, Past Performance, and Socio-Economic Plan. It is requested that the Government permit offerors to submit the Socio-Economic Plan separate from Vol I and not count against the 50-page limit for the Non-Cost/Price Proposal.

Answer: The socio economic plan is and will remain part of Vol. I However, the government is increasing Vol. I maximum page limitation from 50 pages to 75 pages. 

Question 10: Section L of the RFP does not include a requirement for a Small Business Subcontracting Plan.  Request confirmation that the Government does not require this plan. If Large Business offerors are required to submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan in addition to the Socio-Economic Plan, please confirm that the Small Business Subcontracting Plan is included in Volume 1 but not counted against the Volume I, Non-Cost/Price Proposal 50-page limit.

Answer: Subcontracting Plan is part of the proposal (see RFP page 34) and it will count towards the Volume I page limit. However, the Vol. I page limit is increased to 75 pages.

Question 11: Section III. PROPOSAL CONTENT, Number (1) Volume I – Non-Cost/Price Proposal as included in pages 72-73 of the Solicitation excludes paragraphs (b), (d), (e) and (f). Please confirm this was the Government’s intent not to include these paragraphs.

Answer: These paragraphs are purposely excluded from the RFQ as they included evaluation criteria not applicable to this acquisition. However, in order to avoid confusion, the government will re-name included paragraphs to be in sequential order (a,b,c)

Question 13: RFP page 9, PWS Task 1, sub-task f.:   Requires the offeror to “Provide instructors, education specialists, writers, expeditionary team members, mobile training and mobile education team members, and other subject matter experts, as required”.   Pages 4 – 5 of the RFP do not include labor categories that require the skill sets or qualifications for training efforts.  Please advise if a modification will be issued to add the appropriate labor categories required to successfully perform this task.

Answer: No modification will be issued to solicitation to adjust/amend the labor categories.

Question 17: RFP page 72 (5) Page Limitations states Each “page is defined as one sheet, 8 ½ “ x 11”, with at least one inch margins on all sides, using a font with a point size of 12 or great (e.g., “Times New Roman” style with 12 point font). Will the Government allow graphics and tables to be in a smaller point size (e.g., Times New Roman 10 point)?

Answer: No. However, the Non-Cost/Price page limitation is increased from 50 to 75 pages.

Question 18: RFP Page 72 III. PROPOSAL CONTENT (a) Performance Approach requires that the offeror shall provide in detail a performance approach that will successfully accomplish the requirements of the solicitation, including the offeror’s approach for providing services under the thirteen (13) functional areas of the PWS. Unnecessary elaboration or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective proposal are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the offeror’s lack of cost consciousness.
