1. The table in the “Historical Personnel Requirements” document totals 12 personnel, but the test below the table totals 13 personnel.  The difference is the Supply Technician (1 FTE) is referecned in the text but not in the table.  Is the Supply Technican required?

There are similar descrepancies on the other areas.  What numbers are we to base our pricing on?
