The solicitation is hereby amended as follows:

1. It is noted that attached to Amendment 0002 was a list of attendees for the Pre-Proposal conference.   

2. In the provision in Section L titled SUBMISSION OF PROPOSALS, the following are updated and replacement sub-sections under Section III titled PROPOSAL CONTENT: 

(a) Corporate Experience

The offeror shall demonstrate corporate experience.  Corporate experience is at least one reference within the past 10 years  covering  at least 125,000 hours provided to a single Federal Government client for accounting/financial support services that is the same as, or similar to, those set forth in subsection 9 of the PWS and performed within a one-year period.   

(b)  Past Performance  

The offeror shall demonstrate relevant past performance or affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant past performance.  Relevant past performance is performance (within the past ten years) that is of similar scope (see Section 2 titled SCOPE of the PWS), magnitude (approximately 375,000 hours within the past ten years), and complexity (implementing Generally Accepted Accounting Principles in the U.S. {US GAAP} standards) to that which is described in the solicitation.  Offerors are provided the opportunity to provide up to three references to demonstrate scope, magnitude and complexity.  Offerors should provide a detailed explanation demonstrating the relevance of the contracts or efforts to the requirements of the solicitation.  If subcontractor experience is provided as part of the three (3) of its most relevant contracts or efforts, the subcontractor experience will be given weight relative to the scope, magnitude and complexity of the aspects of the work under the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.  Therefore, the offeror’s cost proposal shall detail clearly the hours in the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.

The offeror shall address its past performance in complying with requirements of the clauses at FAR 52.219-8, "Utilization of Small Business Concerns," and 52.219-9, "Small Business Subcontracting Plan."

3.  In Section M, the following additional sentence is added to the provision titled EVALUATION CRITERIA AND THE BASIS FOR AWARD regarding the evaluation of Past Performance:

Past Performance references will be evaluated in the aggregate, in order to allow offerors who may not have the entire scope, magnitude and complexity of the requirement under one individual reference to still be considered relevant, if past performance with the full scope, magnitude and complexity of the requirement can be demonstrated within the allotted three references.
