Reimbursement of Travel Cost 

(a)  Travel

(1)  Area of Travel.  Performance under this contract may require travel by contractor personnel.  If travel, domestic or overseas, is required, the contractor is responsible for making all needed arrangements for his personnel.  This includes but is not limited to the following:


Medical Examinations


Immunization


Passports, visas, etc.


Security Clearances

All contractor personnel required to perform work on any U.S. Navy vessel will have to obtain boarding authorization from the Commanding Officer of the vessel prior to boarding.

(2)  Travel Policy.  The Government will reimburse the contractor for allowable travel costs incurred by the contractor in performance of the contract and determined to be in accordance with FAR subpart 31.2, subject to the following provisions:

Travel required for tasks assigned under this contract shall be governed in accordance with rules set forth for temporary duty travel in FAR 31.205-46.

(3)  Travel.  Travel, subsistence, and associated labor charges for travel time are authorized, whenever a task assignment requires work to be accomplished at a temporary alternate worksite.

Travel performed for personal convenience and daily travel to and from work at contractor’s facility will not be reimbursed.

(4)  Per Diem.  Per diem for travel on work assigned under this contract will be reimbursed to employees consistent with company policy, but not to exceed the amount authorized in the Department of Defense Joint Travel Regulations.

(5)  Shipboard Stays.  Whenever work assignments require temporary duty aboard a Government ship, the contractor will be reimbursed at the per diem rates identified in paragraphs C8101.2C or C81181.3B(6) of the DOD Joint Travel Regulations, Volume 2.

(6)  Air/Rail Travel.  In rendering the services, the contractor shall be reimbursed for the actual costs of transportation incurred by its personnel not to exceed the cost of tourist class rail, or plane fare, to the extent that such transportation is necessary for the performance of the services hereunder and is authorized by the Ordering Officer.  Such authorization by the Ordering Officer shall be indicated in the order or in some other suitable written form.

NOTE:  To the maximum extent practicable without the impairment of the effectiveness of the mission, transportation shall be tourist class.  In the event that only first class travel is available, it will be allowed, provided justification therefore is fully documented and warranted.

(7)  Private Automobile.  The use of privately owned conveyance within the continental United States by the traveler will be reimbursed to the contractor at the mileage rate allowed by Joint Travel Regulations.  Authorization for the use of privately owned conveyance shall be indicated on the order.  Distances traveled between points shall be shown in standard highway mileage guides.  Any deviations from distance shown in such standard mileage guides shall be explained by the traveler on his expense sheet.

(8)  Car Rental.  The contractor shall be entitled to reimbursement for car rental, exclusive of mileage charges, as authorized by each order, when the services are required to be performed outside the normal commuting distance from the contractor’s facilities.  Car rental for TDY teams will be limited to a rate of one car for every four (4) persons on TDY at one site.

1.0 Introduction

1.1 General

1.1.1 Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff Instruction (CJCSI) 6240.01, ―Responsibilities for the Joint Tactical Operations (JTO) Interface Training Program‖ describes the JTO Interface Training Program elements and specific issues affecting JTO interface training. Additional documents deemed ―directive in nature affecting the JTO Training Program is contained in Attachment A, Documents and References. The Joint Interoperability Division (JID) is tasked to develop, plan, coordinate, and manage (in collaboration with the combatant command, services, and defense agencies (C/S/As) a JTO Interface Training Program for operational forces consistent with Joint Training Policy. The JID is the Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) proponent for the JTO Interface Training. Additionally, CJCSI 6241.04, ―Policy and Procedures for Using United States Message Text Formatting‖ implements policy and procedures for management and use of United States Message Text Formatting (USMTF) in Department of Defense (DoD) information technology (IT) systems and describes the Joint Interoperability Division’s roles and responsibilities in training USMTF.

1.1.2 The scope of the JTO Interface and multi-Tactical Data Link (TDL) network (MTN) operations

includes interoperability within the J-series family of TDL, including Link 16, Joint Range Extension Application Protocols (JREAP), Link 22, Variable Message Format (VMF), Common Message Format (CMF), and Integrated Broadcast Service (IBS). The training focuses on Joint Interface Control Officer (JICO) prerequisite knowledge and skills for integration and interoperability of TDL within the MTN to contribute to the Common Tactical Picture (CTP), and planning and management of tactical data through gateways or extended interfaces to support the Joint Data Network (JDN), and Global Information Grid (GIG). The interface also includes legacy data links, including (but not limited to) Link 11A/B, and North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) Link 1. Finally, the JTO Interface

encompasses planning, management, and coordination of systems for TDL, including Joint Tactical Information Distribution System (JTIDS), Multi-functional Information System (MIDS), Small Tactical Terminal (STT), Air Defense System Integrator (ADSI), Joint Range Extension (JRE), Link Management System (LMS), Tactical Operations Center Network (TOCNET), Radios (PRC-117, GRC-150) and associated antennas integrated into Joint/Combined Operations Centers (Joint, Special, Cyber, Aerospace, Tactical, Maritime, Amphibious) as well as combat weapon systems (Fighters, Bombers, Transport, Helicopter , remotely piloted aircraft; PATRIOT, THAAD, SHORAD, ADAMS air defense; STRYKER combat vehicles; Carriers, AEGIS crusiers and destroyers; CRC, TAOM and TACP; and net enabled weapons). This training program is conducted through classroom instruction, Advanced Distributed Learning Technology on-line services, and Distributed Mission Operation technologies. The program includes coordinating training exercises and consulting with applicable Combatant Commands and Component staffs and service representatives. The JID will maintain and ensure USMTF knowledge is realized across the joint and coalition forces via Joint Knowledge Online (JKO) courses.

1.1.3 Support is required to ensure operational forces can exploit the full capability of JTO Interface Systems. JTO Interface Training Program is based on approved joint doctrine, joint tactics, techniques, and procedures (TTP), and joint standards contained in the Attachment A list of references. The JTO Interface Training Program permits centralized management and execution of JTO interface training to improve combat readiness. Participation of Combat Commands, Services and Defense Agencies involved in joint operations is essential. Incorporation of JTO operational procedures and objectives in joint, allied, and coalition training exercises and programs will maximize training opportunities and provide feedback to service training and education programs.

1.1.4 The Contractor shall assist the JID in developing, planning, coordinating, and managing JTO responsibilities outlined in CJCSI 6240.01. The Contractor shall ensure courseware and instruction complies with CJCSI 3500.01, Joint Training Policy and Guidance for the Armed Forces of the United States. The JTO Interface Training Program will make use of existing educational instructions, training programs, training syllabi, equipment and facilities. Additionally, the training program will adhere to Training Transformation policy and directives designed to provide dynamic, capabilities-based training for the DoD in support of national security requirements across the Combat Commands, Services and Defense Agencies. The JID is required to develop and integrate training products that span academic, live, virtual, and constructive training domains. The JTO Interface Training Program consists of traditional classroom blended learning, advanced distributed learning, and use of distributed mission operations during exercise and live training. The JID will coordinate with the Joint Knowledge Development and Distribution Capability (JKDDC) and Joint National Training Capability (JNTC), when required.

1.1.5 Training concepts and programs shall provide for fundamental operational experience training, advanced operational training, and executive level orientation training in JTO Interface standards and procedures necessary to attain and maintain proficiency in the use of those standards for joint/combined operations

employment.

1.1.6 A joint training program ensures increases in combat capability afforded by the JTO Interface are effectively employed in all joint, allied and coalition military operations and exercises. The JTO Interface Training Program adheres to the policy and direction contained in CJCSI 3500.02, Joint Training Master Plan for the Armed Forces of the United States. Participation of Combatant Commands, Services and Defense Agencies involved in joint interface operations is essential. Incorporation of Joint Interface TTP and JTO Interface training objectives in joint, allied and coalition training exercises and programs will improve the readiness of joint forces and maximize training opportunities.

1.1.7 Training, operational, and analytical support services may require worldwide deployment and contractor travel as indicated within the PWS.

1.2 Academic Instruction

1.2.1 Joint Interface Training objectives support Category 2, U.S. Interoperability Training; Category 3, U.S. Joint Training; and Category 4, U.S./Multinational Interoperability Training as defined in CJCSM 3500.03. In addition to joint training, full-time expertise in Security Assistance Training is required to support Allied Training requirements. JID training courses are designed to provide C2 system operators, battle managers and  Joint/Combined Operations Centers (JOC, AOC, TOC, MOC, TACC, SOC) with component force interoperability training. JTO Interface training objectives support integration, employment, and management of joint forces tactical data systems supporting regional Combatant Commander’s wartime information requirements. Training is targeted at expanding warfighter skills and knowledge required to integrate TDL operations. Courses are offered by the JID and are listed in the Joint Staff J7 Joint Course and Courseware Catalog (JCCC).

1.2.2 The JTO Interface Training Program includes instruction on the employment of major service Command, Control, Communications, Computers, and Intelligence (C4I) systems, weapon systems, and units capable of participating in Joint Theater Air and Missile Defense (JTAMD), Joint Fires, Cyber, Net-Enabled Weapons (NEW), and Remotely Piloted Aircraft (RPA) operations in joint service and coalition environments. The JID curriculum is designed to provide service command, control, communications, computers and information personnel requisite knowledge to interoperate in joint operations. Training focuses on key battle staff, information managers, C4I system operators, and communications technicians. Training is structured to educate and maintain perishable skills needed to design, plan, implement, and manage the MTN.

1.2.3 All academic objectives are derived from and traced back to overarching tasks contained in CJCSM 3500.04, the Universal Joint Task List (UJTL) and service specific Mission Essential Task Lists (METL). Specific sub-tasks supporting JTO Interface training are derived from the UJTL and METLs to support training objectives related to required task performance and procedures. Major objectives of JTO Interface training are:

1.2.3.1 Planning. Train operational commanders, staffs, battle managers, and weapon system/data link operators in the planning and employment of a joint communications interface to support information exchange requirements in

support of MTN data link operations.

1.2.3.2 Assessment and Management. Train Combatant Commands and Component Operations Center staffs, C2 operators, battle managers, and staff personnel to execute interface management functions. Train C4I system/unit operators and technicians to establish and maintain an operational joint communications interface in accordance with established joint procedures and directives. Train battle management and operations center personnel in planning and assessing the MTN to ensure interface and data interoperability between sensor, C2, and weapon

systems during operational employment.

1.2.3.3 Information Exchange. Train C4I system/unit operators and technicians in the exchange of operational data necessary to support JTO.

1.2.3.4 Exploitation. Train operational commanders and their operations center staffs to capitalize on mutual support concepts resulting from increased capabilities of interoperable joint units. Instruction is designed to meet the target population depicted in Attachment B. Attachment B defines the functional tasks, positional identifier, and service system responsible in JTO.

1.3 Joint Exercise Support

1.3.1 Joint exercises satisfy the full spectrum of training requirements from planning to operations. Joint exercises train key joint operational tasks essential to accomplishing operational plans that are identified on a command's joint METL. Lessons learned during these exercises are disseminated via the Joint Center for Lessons Learned (JCLL). The JCLL collects, processes, analyzes, maintains, and distributes lessons learned, issues, and observations from operations, training events, and other sources to enhance the combat effectiveness of joint forces. When requested, the JID provides lessons learned and Joint After Action Reports (JAAR) to Higher Headquarter (HHQ) for inclusion into the JAAR database. Joint exercises provide the JID with venues to conduct live, virtual, and constructive (LVC) training in support of JTO.

1.3.2 Joint training serves as the basis for exercise development. Joint academic instruction at the JID adds the common core of experience relative to JTO and interface requirements. Joint exercises serve to combine and complement service specific training with JTO interface training. These exercises can be considered as a means to facilitate the JID JTO Interface Training Program. They complement service specific training and stress the use of joint multi-TDL interfaces and message standards. They provide the warfighters practical application to augment academic instruction. Finally, full-scale field training exercises support JICO training requirements.

1.3.3 The Contractor shall assist in the development of specific JTO Interface Training Program objectives in various exercises; in distribution of JTO Interface Training Program materials to support unit preparation for operations; and in the preparation of JAAR and lessons learned reports resulting from JTO Interface operations conducted for various exercises. Logistics planning is required to ensure prompt delivery of JID equipment, and at times, personnel to support joint exercises. Full-time expertise in JTO Interface operations, exercise development, and training is required to support training material distribution, exercises, operations, and logistics.

1.4 Link-16 Deconfliction Server (LPDS). In accordance with CJCSI 6232.01, "Link 16 Spectrum Deconfliction,"

the JID shall serve as the joint lead and combatant commander advocate in Joint Tactical Information Distribution System (JTIDS), Multi-function Information Distribution System (MIDS), and Small Tactical Terminal (STT) deconfliction. As recognized experts, LPDS personnel shall be qualified instructors to support academic training of JTIDS/MIDS/STT deconfliction in joint and allied versions of the JT-101 Link 16 Interoperability Course, JT-102 Multi-TDL Advanced Joint Interoperability Course, JT-201 Link 16 Planner Course, JT-220 Link Unit Manager Course, JT-301 Joint Interface Control Officer (JICO) Course, JT-310 Advanced Joint Interface Control Cell Operators Course (AJOC), and JT 401 Executive Course. These courses may be conducted in-residence, online, or as part of a mobile training team throughout the world.

1.5 Link 16 Spectrum Deconfliction. CJCSI 6232.01 directs the JID to provide Combatant Commands, Services and Defense Agencies with a 24/7 point of contact to address all JTIDS/MIDS/STT deconfliction requirements as well as technical, operational and analytical support for pulse density deconfliction. The scope of work includes providing administrative management of the LPDS, to include hardware, database software, user and server licensing and resolution of C/S/A JTIDS/MIDS/STT deconfliction issues. The scope of work requires on-site support.

2.0 Scope. The Contractor shall provide services by accomplishment of described functional tasks associated with the JID organizational structure and other JID programmatic elements. This performance work statement delineates the tasks incumbent of the Contractor.

3.0 Performance Requirements

3.1 Performance Work Statement. The Contractor shall:

3.1.1 Provide training, operational and analytical support services for the JID through the JTO Interface Training Program.

3.1.2  Develop, update and teach modules within the courses of the JID to include:

3.1.2.1  Introduction to Data Links (JT-100)

3.1.2.2  Link 16 Interoperability Course (JT-101 and AT-101)

3.1.2.3  Multi-TDL Advanced Joint Interoperability Course (JT-102 and AT-102)

3.1.2.4  United States Message Text Format Course (JT-105 and AT-105)

3.1.2.5  Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability Course (JT-106)

3.1.2.6  Link 16 Planner Course (JT-201 and AT-201)

3.1.2.7  Link Unit Manager Course (JT-220 and AT-220)

3.1.2.8  Joint Interface Control Officer Course (JICO) (JT-301 and AT-301)

3.1.2.9  Advanced Joint Interface Control Cell Operators Course (AJOC) (JT-310)

3.1.2.10  Executive Course (JT-401 and AT-401)

3.1.3  Develop, update and teach new modules or new courses related to the JTO Interface Training Program.

3.1.4  Maintain current training materials in accordance with DoD standards and directives.

3.1.5 Provide planning, operations analysis, and support services to include TDL training and participation in selected joint LVC training exercises.

3.1.6  Modify, update, and teach JID courses as approved for release to coalition and allied countries by Joint Staff.

3.1.7 Manage, operate, and maintain the Joint Interface Control Cell – Pope (JICC-Pope) and LPDS. Provide System Management capabilities to recommend hardware, software and system integration changes. Schedule training missions for the JICC-Pope and conduct systems training sessions with JID personnel and external units. Support required semi-annual JICC-Pope and LPDS Configuration Control Board (CCB) and Integrated Product Team (IPT) meetings. Analyze and recommend operations or system changes.

3.1.8 In cooperation and in accordance with Joint Staff system administrative policies and procedures, provide system administrative support for JID. Functional tasks include: install, configure, and maintain JID Operating systems; install, configure, and maintain servers, computers, and peripheral automation devices; install and configure application software; create and maintain user accounts; back up, archive, and restore JID data files; monitor and improve operating performance of automation platforms and applications; implement, monitor, and assess information security procedures and encryption when required; coordinate with Fort Bragg Network Enterprise Center (NEC) for NIPR/SIPR user account activation, deletion and restoration.

3.1.9 Maintain and operate technologies associated with a digital classroom and distance learning. Ensure collaborative systems such as instructor podium software, audio visual equipment, Ethernet switches, interactive monitors and student laptops operate effectively inside two JID in-residence classrooms.

3.1.10 Maintain a student registration, curriculum, testing, critiques and tracking learning/course management system (LMS/CMS) databases. Operate and maintain JID LMS/CMS residing on JID Classroom Network (CLASSNET) servers established inside building 718 on Pope Field, NC and mobile training team servers while deployed to worldwide classrooms.

3.1.11 Operate and maintain a JID website as the JID Community of Interest on Chairman’s Joint Electronic Library (JEL) administered by Joint Staff J7 DD JED.

3.1.12 Support all Mobile Training Teams (MTT) with dedicated administrative and logistical support. Administrative support shall include personnel dedicated to research and assist travelers in all requirements to travel to the designated training facility. This may include but is not limited to passport oversight, Visa oversight, Aircraft and Personnel Automated Clearance System entry, and all other training requirements to obtain country or facility clearance for the designated facility. Logistical support shall include the capability to plan, account for, package, distribute, ship, and track all training aids to/from the designated training facility. Logistics planning includes the scheduling, required paperwork processing, and payment reconcilation procedures thru Department of Defense Transportation Mobility Offices (TMO), commercial carriers, multiple nations customs offices, and various United States Office of Security Cooperation representatives. Training aids include classroom servers, instructor/student laptops, projectors, printers, administrative boxes, curriculum student guides, handouts, charts, laboratory exercise worksheets, etc. and JICO data link equipment.

3.2 Technical Requirements

3.2.1 Course Descriptions. The following courses represent the curriculum and serve as the basis from which all tasks and deliverables are derived. Courses are administered in a building block approach to support the training required to qualify JICOs and Joint Interface Control Center (JICC) staff positions.

3.2.1.1  Introduction to Data Links Course (JT-100)

This course provides knowledge to familiarization level instruction for program officials, planners, operators of data links. The requirement for the contractor is to provide updates to the course curriculum annually through the J7 Joint Knowledge Online (JKO) administrator and deliver total number of students to the COR each quarter of the year.

Target Audience: E-4 through 0-5 Service TDL operators and DoD Personnel

Prerequisites: None

Length: 2.5 hours

Frequency/Capacity: This course will be administered through the Joint Knowledge Development and Distribution Capability (JKKDC) JT-100 Web Based Training via JKO.

3.2.1.2  Link 16 Interoperability Course (JT-101)

This course provides training in LINK 16 joint operational procedures and system capabilities of Joint Tactical Information Distribution System (JTIDS)/ Multifunction Information Distribution System (MIDS). The course is designed for anyone who operates a LINK 16 equipped system and has a basic working knowledge of their platform’s participation in a LINK 16 network.

Target Audience: E-4 through 0-5 and DoD Personnel

Prerequisites: None

Length 4days/32 hours

Frequency: Approximately 6 per year

Capacity: This course will be administered primarily through the Joint Knowledge Development and Distribution Capability (JKKDC) JT-101 Web Based Training via Joint Knowledge Online. The JID will retain the capacity to conduct this training in person in a classroom setting in garrison or by mobile training team (MTT) in addition to web based training deliveries in order to accommodate requests which may arise from Services or United Stated Combatant Commands (COCOMs). This course will continue to be offered as a MTT. The maximum student capacity for a JT-101 MTT is 100 students.

3.2.1.3  Link 16 Interoperability Course (AT-101)

This course provides training in LINK 16 joint operational procedures and system capabilities of Joint Tactical Information Distribution System (JTIDS)/ Multifunction Information Distribution System (MIDS). The course is designed for anyone who operates a LINK 16 equipped system and has a basic working knowledge of their platform’s participation in a LINK 16 network.

Target Audience: Allied and Coalition Personnel on Designated Distribution List for JTIDS/MIDS

Prerequisites: None

Length 5days/40 hours

Frequency: Approximately 9 per year

Capacity: This course will be administered through appropriate Foreign Military Sales (FMS) cases and US DOD Implementing Agencies. The JID will conduct this training in person in a classroom setting by mobile training team (MTT). The maximum student capacity for an AT-101 MTT is 75 students.

3.2.1.4  MAJIC (JT-102)

This course provides knowledge to comprehension level instruction for operators of multi-TDL systems in the joint operational tactics, techniques, and procedures (TTPs) of employing a Multi-

TDL architecture.

Target Audience: E-4 through 0-5 Service TDL operators and DoD Personnel

Prerequisites: None

Length: 80 Hours/10 Days

Frequency: Approximately 8 per year

Capacity: 50 students per class in resident

50 students during Mobile Training Team deployment

3.2.1.5  MAJIC (AT-102)

This course provides knowledge to comprehension level instruction for operators of multi-TDL systems in the joint operational tactics, techniques, and procedures (TTPs) of employing a Multi- TDL architecture.

Target Audience: Allied and Coalition Personnel on Designated Distribution List for JTIDS/MIDS

Prerequisites: AT-101

Length: 80 Hours/10 Days

Frequency: Approximately 6 per year

Capacity: This course will be administered through appropriate Foreign Military Sales (FMS) cases and US DOD Implementing Agencies. The JID will conduct this training in person in a classroom setting by mobile training team (MTT). The maximum student capacity for an AT-102 MTT is 22 students.

3.2.1.6  US Message Text Format Course (JT-105)

This course provides knowledge to comprehension level instruction for operators of United States Message Text Formats use, formation and publication. The requirement for the contractor is to provide updates to the course curriculum annually through the J7 Joint Knowledge Online (JKO) administrator and deliver total number of students to the COR each quarter of the year.

Target Audience: E-4 through 0-5 Service TDL operators and DoD Personnel

Prerequisites: None

Length: 40 Hours/5 Days

Frequency/Capacity: This course will be administered through the Joint Knowledge Development and Distribution Capability (JKKDC) JT-105 Web Based Training via JKO.

3.2.1.7  US Message Text Format Course (AT-105)

This course provides knowledge to comprehension level instruction for operators of United States Message Text Formats use, formation and publication.

Target Audience: Allied and Coalition Personnel on Designated Distribution List for JTIDS/MIDS

Prerequisites: None

Length: 40 Hours/5 Days

Frequency: Approximately 2 per year

Capacity: This course will be administered through appropriate Foreign Military Sales (FMS) cases and US DOD Implementing Agencies. The JID will conduct this training in person in a classroom setting by mobile training team (MTT). The maximum student capacity for an AT-105 MTT is 20 students.

3.2.1.8  Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability Course (JT-106)--NEW Course

This is an application level course designed to prepare the student to Plan, Install, Operate a Joint Tactical Communications Architecture (HF, Single Channel TACSAT, UHF,VHF, WNW) for situations ranging from small units to Joint Task Force.

Target Audience: Service Radio Operators (e.g. XVIII Airborne Corps, 18th Air Support Operations Group, etc)

Prerequisites: None

Length: 40 Hours/5 Days

Frequency: Approximately 20 per year

Capacity: 10 students per class in resident

No Mobile Training Team Support

3.2.1.9  Link 16 (Multi-TDL) Planner Course (JT-201)

This is a comprehension and application level course designed to prepare the student to plan a multi-TDL architecture for situations ranging from a Joint Task Force to a localized exercise.

Target Audience: Service operational planners, JTIDS network planners, and unit level

deconfliction managers

Prerequisites: JT-102

Length: 80Hours/10 Days

Frequency: Approximately 6 per year

Capacity: 25 students per class in resident

No Mobile Training Team Support

3.2.1.10  Link 16 (Multi-TDL) Planner Course (AT-201)

This is a comprehension and application level course designed to prepare the student to plan a multi-TDL architecture for situations ranging from a Joint Task Force to a localized exercise.

Target Audience: Allied and Coalition Personnel on Designated Distribution List for JTIDS/MIDS

Prerequisites: AT-102

Length: 80Hours/10 Days

Frequency: Approximately 3 per year

Capacity: This course will be administered through appropriate Foreign Military Sales (FMS) cases and US DOD Implementing Agencies. The JID will conduct this training in person in a classroom setting by mobile training team (MTT). The maximum student capacity for an AT-201 MTT is 22 students.

3.2.1.11  Link 16 Unit Manager’s Course (JT-220)

JT-220 prepares Joint Service Link 16 Unit Managers and Pulse Deconfliction Specialists for their responsibilities as Unit points of contact for all Link 16 management and Deconfliction requirements. The course provides training in effectively planning, managing and employing Link

16 operations at the unit level.

Target Audience: E-4 through 0-3 and DoD Personnel

Length: 40 hours/5 days

Frequency: Approximately 5 per year

Capacity: 28 students in resident

50 students during Mobile Training Team deployment

3.2.1.12  Link 16 Unit Manager’s Course (AT-220)

AT-220 prepares Joint Service Link 16 Unit Managers and Pulse Deconfliction Specialists for their responsibilities as Unit points of contact for all Link 16 management and Deconfliction requirements. The course provides training in effectively planning, managing and employing Link

16 operations at the unit level.

Target Audience: Allied and Coalition Personnel on Designated Distribution List for JTIDS/MIDS

Prerequisites: None

Length: 40 hours/5 days

Frequency: Approximately 3 per year

Capacity: This course will be administered through appropriate Foreign Military Sales (FMS) cases and US DOD Implementing Agencies. The JID will conduct this training in person in a classroom setting by mobile training team (MTT). The maximum student capacity for an AT-220 MTT is 22 students.

3.2.1.13  JICO Course (JT-301)

This course is an analysis, synthesis and evaluation-level course designed to prepare the graduate to lead the JICC organization as the JICO and/or be responsible for JICC operations and active management of the Multi-Tactical Data Link (TDL) Network (MTN) as a JICC Watch Officer.

Target Audience: E-7 through 0-5 and DoD Personnel

Prerequisites: JT-102 and JT-201

Length: 160 Hours/20 Days

Frequency: Approximately 5 per year

Capacity: Up to 16 students per class, depending on mix of 301/310 attendees; Field Training Exercise (FTX) is required for each course

3.2.1.14  JICO Course (AT-301)

This course is an analysis, synthesis and evaluation-level course designed to prepare the graduate to lead the JICC organization as the JICO and/or be responsible for JICC operations and active management of the Multi-Tactical Data Link (TDL) Network (MTN) as a JICC Watch Officer.

Target Audience: Allied and Coalition Personnel on Designated Distribution List for JTIDS/MIDS

Prerequisites: AT-102 and AT-201

Length: 160 Hours/20 Days

Frequency: Approximately 5 per year

Capacity: This course will be administered through appropriate Foreign Military Sales (FMS) cases and US DOD Implementing Agencies. The JID will conduct this training in person in a classroom, laboratory and field exercise setting by mobile training team (MTT). The maximum student capacity for an AT-301 MTT is up to 12 students per class; Field Training Exercise is required for this course.

3.2.1.15  AJOC (JT-310)

This course uses comprehension and application level-instruction to train Joint Interface Control Cell operators in configuration and control of jointly utilized MTN host systems and interface link

management.

Target Audience: E-7 through 0-5 and DoD Personnel

Prerequisites: JT-102

Length: 160 Hours/20 Days

Frequency: Approximately 5 per year

Capacity: Up to 16 students per class, depending on mix of 301/310.

This course will run concurrent and collocated with the JICO course (JT 301).

3.2.1.16  Executive Course (JT-401)

JT-401 is an executive level course which is tailor made for the requesting party.  The course normally provides an overview of Multi-TDL capabilities and operations and will focus on Link 16 operations, but will also entail legacy link (Link 11/11B) capabilities and how they work with Link 16.  Normally, this course is delivered to major weapons systems program offices and senior leader/decision makers for large programs. The requirement for the contractor is to provide updates to the course curriculum annually through the J7 Joint Knowledge Online (JKO) administrator and deliver total number of students to the COR each quarter of the year.

Target Audience: O-6 and above and equivalent DoD Personnel

Prerequisites: None

Length: 8 hours/1 day

Frequency/Capacity: This course will be administered through the Joint Knowledge Development and Distribution Capability (JKKDC) Web Based Training via JKO.

3.2.1.17  Executive Course (AT-401)

AT-401 is an executive level course which is tailor made for the requesting party.  The course normally provides an overview of Multi-TDL capabilities and operations and will focus on Link 16 operations, but will also entail legacy link (Link 11/11B) capabilities and how they work with Link 16.  The course will include a discussion on how to develop a five year master training plan to incorporate other JID courses (AT-101 through AT-301) into the major weapons system delivery. Normally, this course is given to senior leader/decision makers for the nation’s military.

Target Audience: O-6 and above and equivalent civilian personnel

Prerequisites: None

Length: 8 hours/1 day

Frequency: Approximately 5 per year

Capacity: This course will be administered through appropriate Foreign Military Sales (FMS) cases and US DOD Implementing Agencies. The JID will conduct this training in person in a classroom setting by mobile training team (MTT). The maximum student capacity for an AT-401 MTT is 20 senior leader students.

3.2.1.18 Instructor Manning for JT and AT courses. The maximum instructor manning for both JT and AT courses is 30 instructors including 21 JICO skilled instructors.

3.2.2 Academic Instruction

3.2.2.1 General. The Contractor shall:

3.2.2.1.1 Ensure there are sufficient instructors available to conduct all courses as required in 3.2.2.1.2. Identify instructor shortages and implement a plan to train new personnel to eliminate shortfalls in an expeditious manner. Provide a report monthly of instructor shortfalls. 

3.2.2.1.1.1  Assist with JID administration, which includes maintenance of course schedules, student briefs, handouts, administrative documents and testing. 

3.2.2.1.1.2  Assist in JID classroom and computer preparation for student use, to include configuration control of student workstations and peripheral equipment. 

3.2.2.1.1.3  Manage, schedule, and analyze end of course critiques. 

3.2.2.1.1.4  Prepare test analysis for JID. 

3.2.2.1.1.5  Provide ISD expertise to support curriculum revisions, courseware development and multimedia enhancements. 

3.2.2.1.1.6  Assist with modernizing JID classroom techniques, particularly within the electronic classroom, to export JID courses to the widest joint service audience or student population, to include reviewing video teleconferencing equipment and procedures. 

3.2.2.1.1.7  Edit and provide ISD standardization of lesson plans, instructor plans, student workbooks, practical exercises, student guides, examinations, and other JID courseware materials as defined by the contract. 

3.2.2.1.1.8  Maintain an inventory of JID courseware and associated training materials. 

3.2.2.1.1.9  Maintain a database of JID course material, and student records. 

3.2.2.1.1.10  Provide support to JID sponsored conferences. 

3.2.2.1.1.11  Assist in maintaining a database of JID course material and student records. 

3.2.2.1.1.12  Instruct JID courses as required.

3.2.2.1.2 Develop and maintain an Instructor Platform Training Program on all military and Contractor personnel to insure at a minimum, three instructors are qualified to teach all lessons in the curriculum. Maintain this information as an Instructor Qualification Matrix (Letter of X’s). The Contractor shall submit an initial training plan outlining the names and quantity of personnel and proposed training schedules to the JID Director via the designated Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) at contract award and certify all instructors within 30 days of contract award during phase-in (see paragraph 4.1.5.1).

3.2.2.1.3 Provide United States Message Text Format (USMTF) Subject Matter Expert (SME) to facilitate USMTF knowledge within the interoperability courses.

3.2.2.1.3.1 Assist Joint/Combatant Command USMTF application software users in program functions, problem resolution and interface requirements.

3.2.2.1.3.2  Maintain database of USMTF training material mailing addresses, distribution, and receipt.

3.2.2.1.3.3  Maintain current DISA schema for OPTASK LINK message including text and xml formats.

3.2.2.1.3.4  Develop and deliver a USMTF course on Joint Knowledge Online utilizing JT-105/AT-105 curriculum materials NLT six months after contract award. The Contractor shall maintain the new USMTF JKO online course with current materials and updated DISA schema for OPTASK LINK.

3.2.2.1.4 Modify, develop and maintain courseware as required in support of allied and coalition training in accordance with CJCSI 6240.01 and CJCSI 6141.04 and any new courses approved and resourced by the JID.

3.2.2.1.5 Convene a quarterly instructor meeting and provide a report for the JID recommending changes to the curriculum, procedures, identifying new requirements, and updating the Instructor Qualification Matrix noted in paragraph 3.2.2.1.2.

3.2.2.1.6 Develop and maintain practical exercises, challenging scenarios, and positional system training utilizing traditional training methods, JICO Simulator (when operational), and JICC-Pope (when operational) capabilities.
The contractor shall demonstrate all exercises, scenarios and positional training NLT one year after contract award.

3.2.2.1.6.1 Develop and maintain four practical exercises to support AT/JT-102 MAJIC.

3.2.2.1.6.2 Develop and maintain five equally challenging scenarios to support AT/JT-201.

3.2.2.1.6.3 Develop and maintain positional system training to support AT/JT-301 and JT-310.
3.2.2.2 Civilian Course Management. The Contractor shall:

3.2.2.2.1 Assist the JID military staff in producing, assembling, and executing the existing curriculum documented in the Joint Plans of Instruction from Joint/Combined Campaign Plans or Exercises.

3.2.2.2.2 Ensure the class schedule, which assigns instructors to specific lessons, is delivered to the JID Director via the COR 30 Days after AWD and 30 Days prior to class start thereafter. Provide an updated schedule with any changes to the JID Director one week prior to class start. If modifications are required after the final schedule is published, ensure that a schedule change is provided to JID Director for distribution.

3.2.2.2.3  Conduct formal classroom instruction using training materials, plans of instruction, and related materials.

3.2.2.2.4  Formulate and evaluate proposals for changes to courseware and instructional media.

3.2.2.2.5 Develop and implement Instructional System Design (ISD) procedures for the revision and maintenance of course materials. Review and analyze service course material for inclusion into the curriculum.

3.2.2.2.6 Revise and maintain Plans of Instruction, Course Schedule, Instructor Guides, Student Guides, Student Workbooks, practical exercises, examinations, and other courseware materials, for all JID courses contained in the JCCC, as required.

3.2.2.2.7 Provide, as required, education and training support to other unified or specified commands relating to the JTO Interface Training Program may be required as part of a MTT and could range from three days to four weeks in duration.

3.2.2.2.8 Develop and implement a Course Evaluation Plan that will facilitate the development of recommended changes to the JID curriculum. The plan will be used to develop and implement a strategy for determining the effectiveness and efficiency of JID courses. The plan will assist the JID staff in defining metrics and data to be collected during the conduct of each course and the results used to analyze and interpret instructional program/course effectiveness and efficiency. The Course Evaluation Plan explains the methodology and metrics the Contractor will use to implement a curriculum critique and Trends Analysis program. The report will address how evaluation data is managed and the results of evaluations are documented and reported to the JID Director via the COR to support revision of curriculum if necessary. The Course Evaluation Plan initial draft will be provided 60 days after contract award to the JID Director via the COR.

3.2.2.2.9 Take minutes during the post-course hot-wash. Provide a typewritten, soft-copy of the minutes to the JID Director via the COR no later than close of business of the following work day after the hot-wash.

Adequate ISD support is required to ensure little (less than 1%) to no administrative errors exist between curriculum presentations, student guides, and tests. Additional ISD support is required to ensure quarterly approved JID Curriculum Control Board (CRB) curriculum updates to lesson content, new UJTLs, objectives, standards, conditions, or instructional methods are accomplished prior to the next CRB.

3.2.2.3. 1.3.3  Manage development and maintenance of the Instructor Training Plan. 

3.2.2.3.2 Develop and maintain a one-year annual integrated Curriculum Control Plan to manage development and revision of all JID curriculum products; deliverable to the JID Director via the COR within 120 days after contract award and annually thereafter. The Plan must outline the process to sequence quarterly curriculum updates without disrupting execution of annually scheduled classes. The Plan will identify subject courses/lessons to be revised based on trends garnered from critique analysis. Additionally, the plan will outline a realistic quarterly work schedule with instructors to develop and revise course lesson plans, student guides, course presentation materials, lab handouts, outlines, tests, supplemental materials, software, and other curriculum resources.

3.2.2.3.3 For each course offering (in-residence, distance learning site, MTT, etc), submit a valid list of graduates to the JID Director via the COR by NLT 30 Days after contract award and monthly thereafter.

3.2.2.3.4 For each course conducted, submit an End-Of-Course report to the JID Director via the COR for approval, 30 days after contract award and monthly thereafter. This report will contain metrics approved by the COR and will serve as the foundation for an objective (versus subjective) trend analysis program.

3.2.2.3.5 Develop and Implement an automated critique program to be used to evaluate instructors, instructional methods, curriculum, facilities, and other areas of interest for all academic courses within 60 days from contract award. Students must be able to complete the critique from their workstations.

3.2.2.3.6 Provide Course Administration to include development and maintenance of course schedules, handouts, administrative documents, and student notification and in-processing procedures immediately upon contract award.

3.2.2.3.7 Establish procedures for posting errata sheets to physical curriculum (lesson plans, instructor plans,  modules, handouts, lab sheets, etc) prior to the next teaching of the course.

3.2.2.3.8 Develop, produce, and distribute training materials required to support the JTO Interface Training Program to include training on all JID courses contained in the JCCC NLT 60 days after contract award and at the beginning of each quarter (23 Dec, 30 Mar, 30 Jun, 30 Sep) thereafter. Additionally, specific materials to be developed may be determined based on the results of analyses and evaluations conducted under paragraphs 3.2.2.3.11/12/13/14/15 below.

3.2.2.3.9 Maintain an automated Instructional Material Library of JID course instructional materials. Archives may include, but not be limited to: Course material, current and in development, Videos, slides, high resolution photos, audio tape, training materials, CD-ROMs, and reports.

3.2.2.3.10 Provide the JID Director via the COR the following curriculum documentation (on-site in digital media, hard copy, and on JID LMS/CMS (when available)) NLT 60 days after contract award and quarterly thereafter to support each training module, as required by the performance work statement:

3.2.2.3.11 In accordance with CJCSI 6240.01, provide an annual JTO Interface Training Program report to the JID Director via the COR NLT 10 Oct for forwarding to HHQ by 1Nov. This report will include information regarding student throughput, training conducted, curriculum changes, lessons learned, appropriate recommendations, and the status of planned activities with coalition partners and allies. The report will be provided in paper and electronic

format. The report will be used to inform the Joint Training Committee of course progress and potential changes.

3.2.2.3.12 Provide a Semi-Annual Version of the JTO Interface Training Program report to the JID Director via the COR, no later than 10 Apr.

3.2.2.3.13 Provide a fiscal year Training Analysis Report NLT 7 Dec to provide an integrated report of day-to-day monitoring and critique trend analysis. The objective of this report is to make recommendations for future training enhancements or media products. Additionally, the report will contain recommendations and quantitative and   qualitative analysis to support changes to current curricula and future training media products. The Training Analysis Report will be the recurring fiscal year report that implements the data collection and analysis processes explained in the Course Evaluation Plan (ref 3.2.2.2.9). The Training Analysis Report shall identify existing and potential lessons or courses that should be considered by the Government for inclusion in the curriculum. Report recommendations will be based on criteria that are developed and approved as part of the curriculum evaluation process. The fiscal year Training Analysis Report will form the basis to support an annual review of the courses that make up the JTO Interface Training Program. This report will be submitted to the JID Director via the COR.

3.2.2.3.14 Develop and implement computer based competency and achievement tests to measure student performance against specific course learning objectives NLT 60 days after contract award and thereafter during quarterly curriculum review boards.

3.2.2.3.15 Conduct six month follow-up student satisfaction and job performance surveys to determine effectiveness of training. The contractor shall submit the templates for the surveys NLT 60 days after award.

3.2.2.3.16 Provide a monthly Student Throughput Report to the JID Director via the COR. The contractor shall submit the initial report NLT 60 days after award.

3.2.2.3.18  Emerging Mission Areas. Technological advances in warfare are being tested and fielded with operational forces faster than warfighter training can keep pace.  Many of these advances are designed to operate within existing Multi-TDL information exchanges; as such they will have significant impacts to TDL operations and similarly to the curricula of the Joint Interoperability Division (JID).  Examples of such technological advances and enhanced mission areas are, but not limited to:  Remotely Piloted Aircraft (RPA), Net-enabled Weapons (NEW), Joint Fires and Digitally Aided Close Air Support (DaCAS), Combat Net Radio (CNR) operations, Contested/Anti-Access Link 16 operations, Integrated Air and Ballistic Missile Defense, and data link terminal enhancements such as Simultaneous Multi-Net and Link 16 Enhanced Throughput (LET).  The Joint Interoperability Division must stay connected with these advances and ensure the curriculum is up-to-date when various systems are fielded.  The Contractor shall conduct and complete a Front End Analysis (FEA) of emerging mission area systems within six months of contract award to determine training requirements for the inclusion of these items into the JID curricula.  The Contractor shall provide proposed courses of action necessary for implementing emerging technologies and mission threads into existing curricula or through the addition of advanced courses of instruction or online delivery methods.   Additionally, within one year of contract award, the Contractor shall provide a proposed syllabus (or syllabi if more than one course is recommended) containing terminal learning objectives, enabling objectives, and recommended design and instructional methodologies for the emerging mission topics.   After the COR and JID Director approve the proposed syllabus (or syllabi), the Contractor shall update the current curriculum and construct the new lessons within the proposed new course(s) NLT two years after contract award and maintain/update the courseware per continuous observation from applicable weapon systems program offices, design/test facilities, and industry representatives quarterly thereafter. The Contractor shall act as the senior instructor, train/certify the required additional instructor(s) per the syllabus (or syllabi) NLT two and half years after contract award and annually thereafter. This work will not be tied to or interfere with any of the other branches within the JID and should be performed as a standalone entity.

3.2.2.3.18.1 Participate in live or virtual working groups in order to gather analysis data on emerging/enhanced systems which are programmed or planned to participate on the Multi-TDL Network. 

3.2.2.3.18.2 Conduct liaison functions with service network design facilities (NDF) in order to grasp new design techniques and conventions. 

3.2.2.3.18.3  Observe test and evaluation exercises of emerging capabilities. 

3.2.2.3.18.4 Collaborate with various program offices to understand how a new platform or capability will interface with the MTN and what specific Information Exchange Requirements (IER) are needed. 

3.2.2.3.18.5 Make reasonable conclusions about data collected from attending various working groups, interfacing with NDF's, observations made during T&E events, and from collaborating with various system program offices. 

3.2.2.3.18.6 Produce comprehensive reports regarding the data collected, conclusions made and specific recommendations for JID leadership. 

3.2.2.3.18.7  Function as a MTN SME. 

3.2.2.3.18.8  Perform OPTASK LINK analysis to determine the impact new capabilities and systems will have on this foundation message and the JICO planning process.

3.2.2.3.18.9 Schedule and conduct regular interim progress reviews (IPR) with JID program management, ISD, branch chiefs, and leadership in order to present data, update status, make recommendations, and receive guidance. 

3.2.2.3.18.10  Review existing blocks of instruction of the JTO Interface Training Program and make logical 

recommendations for where new capabilities may be inserted.

3.2.2.3.18.11 The FEA will be based on Chairman Joint Chiefs of Staff Manual (CJCSM) 3500.02 Joint Training Master Plan, CJCSM 3500.03 Joint Training Manual for the Armed Forces and CJCSM 3500.04 Universal Joint Task List procedures, and any other guidance documents as applicable. Specific attention should be paid towards changes in doctrine, operations, training, material, logistics, personnel and force structure. The FEA will include a thorough task analysis of the Joint Mission Essential Task List (JMETL), identification of the applicable JMETL tasks associated with identified emerging mission topics; and a determination of training standards, conditions and the instructional method used to train each task. The Contractor shall review and update the Joint Interface Control Officer (JICO) Training Task List (TTL) by describing each observable and measurable task, condition, standard, performance step(s), and a reference training description that incorporates all determined training inputs and which will be Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Relevant, and Time-Framed (SMART), using Instructional Systems Design (ISD) guidance and assistance NLT two years after contract award and annually thereafter. The Contractor shall use Bloom's Taxonomy to determine at what level(s) the JID students will be required to demonstrate an understanding of each task (i.e., Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, and Evaluation).

3.2.2.3.18.12  The nature of emerging technologies and mission threads will require extensive research and discussion with Service Network Design Facilities, various weapon systems program offices (NEW Program Office, JSOW Program Office, etc.), test facilities and industry representatives.  The Government will ensure access to these programs and the data necessary to conduct a full analysis.  The Contractor shall establish liaison with related Service Battle Laboratories, Service test programs, special staff agencies (e.g., Missile Defense Agency (MDA), Joint Interoperability Test Command (JITC), Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA), Joint Interoperability Engineering Organization (JIEO), Joint Training, Analysis, and Simulations Center (JTASC), and Advanced

Concept Technology Demonstration (ACTD) to ensure maximum exploitation of information to support enhancements to joint training.

3.2.2.3.18.13  For each emerging mission topic the Contractor shall provide “topic packages” that include, but are not limited to:

a. UJTL/JMETL association to the JICO TTL including any proposed additions, deletions, and/or modifications.

b. Recommended course(s) of action for the topic; what course(s) it can be included or placed in new advanced JICO graduate course(s), what course topics need to be rearranged or moved to other instructional methods, written objectives, instructional method(s) including a consideration of JICC-Pope and/or JICO Simulator capabilities, evaluation method(s), reference material, and topic outline.
c. Each topic will contain trade-off data necessary for Government decision making.  Such data may include; development resources (time, personnel, material), loss of other topics already in existence, the need to acquire additional equipment or material, or a restructure of delivery methods to the student (online training, Defense Connect Online, etc.).

d. Impact statement if the topic is not implemented into the JID curricula.

e. Recommendations on additional technologies and/or mission threads not originally identified but discovered during the research phase of this task.

3.2.2.3.18.14  The Contractor shall provide the Government the necessary decision tools to determine if, where, when, what scope and how best to implement different emerging mission topics into the JICO training pipeline including pre and post graduates.  Using Analysis, Design, Development, Implementation and Evaluation (A.D.D.I.E.) Instructional Systems Design (ISD) method, guidance, and terminology, the final products will be what is considered to be from the “Analysis” through the “Implementation” phases:  Topic definition, impact statement, learning objectives, evaluation method(s), instructional method(s), equipment required, learner prerequisite data, instructional prerequisite considerations, target student audience, an estimate of development resources required, and production of the content and learning materials based on the “Design” phase; development of learner and instructor training procedures, and finally delivery and evaluation of the student material in the “Implementation” phase.  

3.2.2.3.18.15  The contractor shall provide Quarterly Progress Reports and Decision Briefings to the COR and JID Director on the execution of the FEA, topic data discovered, syllabus (or syllabi) development, and updated/new lesson(s), and the recommended course(s) of action for curriculum delivery.

3.2.2.3.18.16  Develop and deliver five emerging mission online courses (Joint Fires, Integrated Air & Missile Defense, Net Enabled Weapons, Remotely Piloted Aircraft, Degraded Operations including Cyber/Space) on Joint Knowledge Online utilizing curriculum materials NLT 30 September 2017 and annually thereafter. The Contractor shall maintain the new emerging mission JKO online course with current materials and updated information obtained from external organizations SMEs fostered during PWS paragraph 3.2.2.3.18.12 work. Curriculum changes will be incorporated into the formal Curriculum Requirements Board process.

3.2.2.3.19  Joint Data Network (JDN) Operations Officer (JDNO) and JDN Cell. As described in CJCSM 3115.01 Joint Data Network (JDN) Operations, the JDN combines the tactical, operational and strategic information processed over the Multi-Tactical Data Link Network (MTN), Ground Network (GN), Intelligence Network (IN), and Sensor Network (SN) in order to fuse a concise, timely and actionable common operational picture for the Joint Force Commander (JFC), Joint Task Force Commander(s) and Subordinate Component Commanders and their operational staffs to plan and execute joint/combined military operations. An O-6/senior civilian joint operations officer and support staff of subject matter experts will be assigned to each COCOM’s J3 Directorate to plan, manage and execute the JDN for the Joint Force Commander’s Area of Responsibility. JDN information sharing will occur among COCOMs, non-DoD agencies such as the Department of Homeland Security, and allied/partner nations militaries. The Contractor shall form an instructor and support team that comprehends all of these information sharing areas and domains. This work will not be tied to or interfere with any of the other branches, courses or efforts within the JID and should be performed as a stand-alone entity.

3.2.2.3.19.1 Syllabus or Syllabi. The Contractor shall provide a proposed syllabus (or syllabi if more than one course is recommended) for the JDNO course(s) within one year after award based on the approved Doctrine, Operations, Training, Material, Logistics, Personnel and Force Structure (D.O.T.M.L.P.F.) Change Request (DCR) and Front End Analysis (FEA) reports provided by the Government. Each syllabus will include a Course Description with objectives tied to each JDNO and JDN Cell task, training time, standard, condition, and instructional method as well as the numbers of instructor-to-student ratio required to teach each course. A Course Map will be included to show the training progression from proposed pre-requisite course(s), and/or any recommended foundational course(s) (as identified from a review of the Joint Staff J7, Combatant Commands, and Service functional schools as well as Joint Knowledge Online courses) to the JDNO Course(s). During JDNO Course(s) Syllabus development phase, the Contractor shall create a Target Population Description for each course. It is during this phase that the Contractor shall identify what the overall training objective will be for each course along with the knowledge, skills, and aptitudes (KSAs) that the students are expected to bring to each course.

3.2.2.3.19.2 Curriculum. After the JDNO Course(s) Syllabus (or Syllabi) is approved and notification is received by the COR, the Contractor shall complete the development of all lesson objectives, learning objectives, test questions, and instructional material for each lesson of every JDNO associated course and deliver the completed JDNO course curriculum to the COR by 1 September 2017. The Contractor shall be prepared to update any JDNO course curriculum changes given by the COR by 1 November 2017 (or agreed upon extension). Curriculum changes will be incorporated into the formal Curriculum Requirements Board process.
3.2.2.3.19.2.1 On-Line. Develop and deliver a JDNO course on Joint Knowledge Online utilizing JDNO-101 curriculum materials NLT 1 May 2018. The Contractor shall maintain the new JNDO-101 JKO online course with current materials and updated tactics, techniques and procedures. Curriculum changes will be incorporated into the formal Curriculum Requirements Board process.

3.2.2.3.19.3 Instructors. The Contractor shall develop and present a JDNO instructor certification program to the COR by 15 November 2017. The Contractor shall conduct and complete all instructor training and certification for the JDNO course(s) by 1 December 2017 (or agreed upon extension). The Contractor shall provide an Instructor Qualification Matrix (Letter of X) for the JDNO course(s) to the COR by 2 December 2017 (or agreed upon extension) and quarterly thereafter.

3.2.2.3.19.3.1 Manning for JDNO courses. The maximum manning for JDNO course(s) development and delivery is 8 instructors, 1 instructional systems design (ISD) analyst, and 1 computer systems administrator.

3.2.2.3.19.4 Pilot Course(s). The Contractor shall propose and conduct up to three JDNO pilot course(s) in 2018 for selected Government students as scheduled by and approved by the Joint Training Committee in December 2017. The Contractor shall submit a JNDO pilot course(s) schedule NLT 30 January 2018. The Contractor shall develop, collect and present JDNO course(s) critiques and proposed curriculum changes from the Government student participants to the COR no later than 30 duty days after each pilot course completion date. The Contractor shall be prepared to update any JDNO Course(s) curriculum given by the COR within 60 days (or agreed upon extension) after the requested updates are received. All JDNO pilot courses will be completed NLT 15 December 2018.

3.2.2.3.19.5 Progress Reports. The Contractor shall provide Quarterly Progress Reports (QPR) and Decision Briefings (DB) to the COR and JID Director on the execution of the Syllabus or Syllabi, Curriculum, Instructor Certification, and Pilot Course(s) for the JDNO Course(s). The Contractor shall conduct the first QPR and DB three months after contract award or after a COR requested delay and conduct follow-on QPR and DBs every three months until three months after the last Pilot Course is completed.

3.2.2.3.19.6 Execution. The Contractor shall submit a JNDO course(s) schedule NLT 30 January 2019. The Contractor shall be prepared to deliver up to ten JDNO Course(s) per year starting NLT 1 March 2019 per approved schedule. The Contractor shall be prepared to deliver the JDNO Course(s) JKO online, at the Joint Staff J3 National Military Command Center (NMCC), and the different Combatant Commands (PACOM, EUCOM, NORTHCOM, CENTCOM, STRATCOM, SOUTHCOM, SOCOM) Training Facilities. The Contractor shall submit end-of-course reports NLT 1 April 2019 and thereafter one month after each JDNO course is completed.

3.2.3 Operations Support. The Contractor shall:

3.2.3.1 Produce checklists covering JICO Toolset/Equipment Kits and all other JICO related systems as may be fielded at the JID; provide training to JID personnel in the set-up, configuration and operation of equipment NLT 30 days after contract award and annually thereafter.

3.2.3.1.1  Coordinate with development and acquisition agencies for procurement of JICO automated tools. 

3.2.3.1.2  Maintain configuration management of JICO automated tools.

3.2.3.2 Perform positional and instructor duties as a JICO, JICC Watch Officer, Joint Track Data Coordinator (JTDC); Multi-TDL Network Manager, Communications Expert; and conduct analysis of Multi-TDL architectures in support of exercises. The operating procedures are included in the References: CJCSM 6120.1 Joint Multi-TDL Operating Procedures.

3.2.3.2.1  Manage courseware development and maintenance. 

3.2.3.2.2  Provide course planning and administration, which includes development and maintenance of schedules, 

scheduling hands-on field training, student briefs, handouts and administrative documents, and student 

notification processes. 

3.2.3.2.3  Develop, instruct, revise, and maintain JID course materials. 

3.2.3.2.4  Instruct various specified blocks of course material for JID courses as required. 

3.2.3.2.5  Perform curriculum reviews, courseware development, and multimedia enhancements, especially in an 

electronic classroom, for JID. 

3.2.3.2.6  For the JID courses, author lesson plans, instructor guides, student workbooks, practical exercises, student 

guides, examinations, and other JID courseware materials, as required.

3.2.3.3 Provide technical and training assistance for JTO Interface training exercise development, planning, management, and execution.

3.2.3.4 Plan, coordinate, and assist the JID in conducting all required conferences and meetings to support JTO Interface training including the annual JICO Symposium, Joint Training Committee meetings. Record, produce, and distribute conference minutes when required.

3.2.3.5 Assist JID staff in the development of joint military training exercise briefings.

3.2.3.6 Assist the JID in integrating JICO training in joint military training exercises. Provide SME support in the design, scenario development, and exercise control related to JICO training. Provide SME expertise in defining operational training requirements, developing training objectives, developing the Master Scenario Events List (MSEL); and orientation briefing for JICO integration into joint exercise events.

3.2.3.6.1  Liaison with operational Combatant Commander staffs for exercise planning and preparation. 

3.2.3.6.2 Attend and assist in planning, supporting, and facilitating exercise planning and coordination meetings and conferences (Initial Planning Meeting, Concept Development, Initial, Middle, and Final Planning) when required.

3.2.3.6.3  Assist in selection, modification, or request of Link 16 networks to support JTO exercises.

3.2.3.6.4  Prepare or review OPTASK LINK messages for use in JTO exercises.

3.2.3.6.5  Provide after action reporting inputs and lessons learned during exercise execution and post exercise wrap-up.

3.2.3.6.6  Provide scenario briefings as required.
3.2.3.7 Assist military in providing Communications Security (COMSEC) support for JID equipment.

3.2.3.8  Provide communications planning and support.

3.2.3.8.1 Administer and maintain the JID mission assets with proper configurations, maintenance scheduling, bench testing, and pre-deployment testing 

3.2.3.8.2  Provide technical support and assistance to the JID staff in the use of communications equipment

3.2.3.9 Provide JICO SME assistance to military during Operations Strategic Planning Group (OSPG), NATO Modeling and Simulation Group (NMSG), NATO-NMSG, Multi-TDL working groups, and other Multi-TDL related meetings when requested by COR.

3.2.3.10  Provide JICO SME and instructional support to all joint training and allied training courses, when required.

3.2.3.11 Conduct near, mid, and long range planning and integration across Doctrine, Organization, Training, Material, Leadership, Personnel, Facilities (DOTMLPF) spectrum to support Allied Training operations. Develop and maintain integrated schedules for people and equipment.
3.2.4 JID Support.

3.2.4.1 Classroom Technology. The Contractor shall:

3.2.4.1.1 Provide classroom and computer preparation support to include configuration control of audiovisual and computer support equipment for in-residence and mobile training team curriculum. Provide personnel to coordinate, configure and operate distance learning equipment. Ensure there is a Contractor DL equipment expert on-site at the JID whenever DL classes (internal or external) are in progress. Produce and maintain classroom and distance-learning interfaces for the JID. Contractor shall submit a standard operating procedure with audiovisual and computer support equipment setup, teardown and periodic maintenance checklists for all classroom and computer preparation to the JID Director via the COR within 30 days of contract award and annually thereafter. The Contractor shall provide training to JID personnel in the set-up, configuration and operation of equipment within 30 days of contract award and annually thereafter.

3.2.4.1.1.1 Administer and maintain the JID mission assets on the appropriate computer domains. Assist JID personnel as needed in the use of the domains. 

3.2.4.1.1.2 Provide technical support and assistance to the JID staff in the use of computer programs and audiovisual 

equipment, including classroom assets and other equipment. 

3.2.4.1.1.3 Provide technical support and system administration for the JID's website, including file transfer and 

information updates. 

3.2.4.1.1.4 Assist the JID staff with development, update and maintenance of configuration management plan to include classroom and MTT electronic configuration. 

3.2.4.1.1.5 Administer and maintain the classroom and MTT computers, to include hardware, software and anti-virus protection. Reconfigure the classroom computers as needed after each class to ensure standardization. 

3.2.4.1.1.6 Assist the JID staff and students in the use of the classroom and MTT computers. 

3.2.4.1.1.7 Provide technical support to the JID staff in the configuration of the distance learning center. 

3.2.4.1.1.8 Administer and maintain the computer equipment used in the distance learning center. 

3.2.4.1.1.9 Assist the LPDS Administrator in the administration and maintenance LPDS.

3.2.4.1.2 Assist military personnel with arranging, moving, and re-configuring classroom facilities.

3.2.4.2  Communications Support. The Contractor shall:

3.2.4.2.1 Manage JT-102, JT-106, JT-301, JT-310 communications courseware development and maintenance. 

3.2.4.2.2 Provide JT-106, JT-301, and JT-310 communications course planning and administration, which includes development and maintenance of schedules, scheduling hands-on field training, student briefs, handouts and administrative documents, and student notification processes. 

3.2.4.2.3  Develop, instruct, revise, and maintain JID communication course materials. 

3.2.4.2.3.1  Instruct various specified blocks of course material for JID communication courses as required. 

3.2.4.2.3.2  Perform curriculum reviews, courseware development, and multimedia enhancements, especially in an 

electronic classroom, for JID. 

3.2.4.2.3.3 For the JID communication courses, author lesson plans, instructor guides, student workbooks, practical exercises, student guides, examinations, and other JID courseware materials, as required.

3.2.4.2.4 Review and revise tactical communications blocks of instruction, instructor and student materials, and present tactical communications equipment and operational training in support of the JTO Interface Training Program in accordance with the schedule established by the JID. Provide technical assistance and evaluation in identifying JID communications needs and develop recommendations for the identification and procurement of communications equipment, services and specialized training to support the requirements of the JID. The Contractor shall submit recommended communications equipment, services, specialized training, and JID communications curriculum changes report NLT 60 days after contract award and annually thereafter.

3.2.4.2.5 Provide tactical communications instruction, planning, technical support, and subject matter expertise for the execution of JID operations during scheduled supported Joint or Allied exercises. Deploy to exercise or other

operational support locations IAW CJCSM 3115.01, Joint Data Network (JDN) Operations procedures. 

3.2.4.2.6 JT-106 Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability Course Front End Analysis (FEA). The Contractor shall conduct a complete FEA within six months after contract award. Using Analysis, Design, Development, Implementation and Evaluation (A.D.D.I.E.) Instructional Systems Design (ISD) method, guidance, and terminology, the final products will be what is considered to be from the “Analysis” through the “Implementation” phases:  Topic definition, impact statement, learning objectives, evaluation method(s), instructional method(s), equipment required, learner prerequisite data, instructional prerequisite considerations, target student audience, an estimate of development resources required, and production of the content and learning materials based on the “Design” phase; development of learner and instructor training procedures, and finally delivery and evaluation of the student material in the “Implementation” phase. The FEA will be based on Chairman Joint Chiefs of Staff Manual (CJCSM) 3500.02 Joint Training Master Plan, CJCSM 3500.03 Joint Training Manual for the Armed Forces, and CJCSM 3500.04 Universal Joint Task List procedures, and any other guidance documents as applicable. The FEA will include a thorough task analysis of the Joint Mission Essential Task List (JMETL), identification of the applicable JMET for Joint Communicator roles, responsibilities, and functions; and a determination of training standards, conditions, and the instructional method used to train each task. During the Joint Communicator Training Task List (TTL) determination phase, the Contractor will describe each observable and measurable task, condition, standard, performance step(s), and a reference training description that incorporates all determined training inputs; and which will be Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Relevant, and Time-Framed (SMART), using Instructional Systems Design guidance and assistance. The output of this step will be the official Joint Communicator TTL. After the Joint Communicator TTL is approved, the Contractor shall identify the instructional setting and level of proficiency for each task. The Contractor will use Bloom’s Taxonomy to determine at what level(s) the Joint Communicator student will be required to demonstrate an understanding of each task (i.e., Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, and Evaluation).

3.2.4.2.6.1 Syllabus. The Contractor shall provide a proposed syllabus for the Joint Communicator course within one year after contract award. The syllabus will include a Course Description with objectives tied to each Joint Communicator task, training time, standard, condition, and instructional method as well as the numbers of instructor-to-student ratio required to teach each course. A Course Map will be included to show the training progression from proposed pre-requisite course(s), and/or any recommended foundational course(s) (as identified from a review of the Joint Staff J7 and Service functional schools as well as Joint Knowledge Online courses) to the Joint Communicator Course. During Joint Communicator Syllabus development phase, the Contractor shall create a Target Population Description for each course. It is during this phase that the Contractor shall identify what the overall training objective will be for each course along with the knowledge, skills, and aptitudes (KSAs) that the students are expected to bring to each course.

3.2.4.2.6.2 Curriculum. The Contractor shall complete the development of all lesson objectives, learning objectives, test questions, and instructional material for each lesson of the Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability course and deliver the completed course curriculum to the COR by 1 September 2017. The Contractor shall be prepared to update any Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability course curriculum changes given by the COR by 1 November 2017 (or agreed upon extension) and quarterly thereafter. Curriculum changes will be incorporated into the formal Curriculum Requirements Board process.
3.2.4.2.6.2.1 On-Line. Develop and deliver a JT-106 familiarization course on Joint Knowledge Online utilizing JT-106 curriculum materials NLT 1 May 2018 and incorporate curriculum changes annually thereafter. The Contractor shall maintain the new JT-106 JKO online course with current materials and updated tactics, techniques and procedures. Curriculum changes will be incorporated into the formal Curriculum Requirements Board process.

3.2.4.2.6.3 Instructors. The Contractor shall develop and present a Joint Communicator instructor certification program to the COR by 15 November 2017. The Contractor shall conduct and complete all instructor training and certification and submit a report for the Joint Communicator course NLT 1 December 2017 (or agreed upon extension). The Contractor shall provide an Instructor Qualification Matrix (Letter of X) for the Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability course to the COR NLT 2 December 2017 (or agreed upon extension) and quarterly thereafter.

3.2.4.2.6.4 Pilot Course(s). The Contractor shall propose and conduct Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability pilot course(s) in 2018 for selected Government students as scheduled by and approved by the Joint Training Committee in December 2017. The Contractor shall develop, collect and present Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability course critiques and proposed curriculum changes from the Government student participants to the COR no later than 15 duty days after each pilot course completion date. The Contractor shall be prepared to update any Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability Course curriculum given by the COR within 30 days (or agreed upon extension) after the requested updates are received. All Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability pilot courses will be completed NLT 15 December 2018.

3.2.4.2.6.5 Progress Reports. The Contractor shall provide Quarterly Progress Reports (QPR) and Decision Briefings (DB) to the COR and JID Director on the execution of the FEA, Syllabus, Curriculum, Instructor Certification, Pilot Course(s) for the Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability Course. The Contractor shall conduct the first QPR and DB three months after contract award or after a COR requested delay and conduct follow-on QPR and DBs every three months until three months after the last Pilot Course is completed.

3.2.4.2.6.6 Execution. The Contractor shall submit a JT-106 course(s) schedule NLT 30 January 2019 and annually thereafter. The Contractor shall be prepared to deliver up to twenty (20) Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability Course per year starting NLT 1 March 2019 per approved Joint Training Committee schedule. The Contractor shall be prepared to deliver the Joint Tactical Communicator Interoperability Course either in-residence on Fort Bragg or at the different Combatant Commands (PACOM, EUCOM, NORTHCOM, CENTCOM, STRATCOM, SOUTHCOM, SOCOM, TRANSCOM) Training Facilities including Joint Exercise venues such as the Joint Readiness Training Center at Fort Polk, LA. The Contractor shall submit end-of-course reports NLT 1 April 2019 and thereafter one month after each JT-106 course is completed.

3.2.4.3 JID Systems (Link-16 Pulse De-confliction Server (LPDS), JICC-Pope and JICO Simulator). The Contractor shall:

3.2.4.3.1 LPDS. Operate, maintain and administer the LPDS in accordance with CJCSI 6232.01 and assist

users in its operation. Provide support for Link-16 customers as required.

3.2.4.3.1.1  Author point papers and issue papers for the JID on JTIDS/MIDS/STT utilization issues, as required. 

3.2.4.3.1.2 Provide expertise in the implementation of JTIDS/MIDS/STT networks to meet operational training exercise requirements. 

3.2.4.3.1.3 Act as a JID technical expert for the instruction, identification and resolution of JTIDS/MIDS/STT connectivity issues. 

3.2.4.3.1.4 Provide JTIDS/MIDS/STT advice to the JID to ensure instruction is in compliance with national directives, instructions, and restrictions.

3.2.4.3.1.5  Support JTIDS/MIDS/STT network integration and verification initiatives. 

3.2.4.3.1.6  Acquire and assemble JTIDS/MIDS/STT course references and training materials. 

3.2.4.3.1.7  Planning, develop, manage, and instruct training courseware for JTIDS/MIDS/STT courses. 

3.2.4.3.1.8 Assist the JID in instructing joint curriculum and assist military instructors with development, revision, and maintenance of JID course materials pertaining to JTIDS/MIDS/STT instruction. 

3.2.4.3.1.9  Assist Training Support Branch in working groups as a technical expert and administrative assistant. 

3.2.4.3.1.10 Act as the JID point of contact, interfacing with service Network Design Facilities to gather lessons learned and potential curriculum updates.
3.2.4.3.1.11 Update, maintain and administer all existing databases required for the LPDS, and identify and develop new databases as required for growth of the LPDS.

3.2.4.3.1.12 Update, maintain and administer the de-confliction system domain, administer computer and domain security, and administer JTIDS/MIDS/STT user access to the LPDS.

3.2.4.3.1.13 Update, maintain, and administer the World Wide Web Internet Home Page for JTIDS/MIDS/STT Deconfliction Services.

3.2.4.3.1.14 Act as the principle point of contact for LPDS use, assist users, provide technical support, and manage daily database operations.

3.2.4.3.1.15  Provide 24-hour on-call support for administration of the LPDS.

3.2.4.3.1.16 Update and maintain JTIDS/MIDS/STT Deconfliction procedural documents, including standard operating procedures (SOP), and user, administrator and training manuals as necessary.

3.2. 4.3.1.17 Conduct LPDS user training at military site locations, as required including all Canadian and CONUS military airbases, naval ports and military operating areas.

3.2.4.3.2 JICC-Pope and JICO Simulator. Live, Virtual and Constructive (LVC) Training Development and Support with JICC-Pope. Develop and integrate Live, Virtual and Constructive training into existing courses as well as emerging mission areas in accordance with the DoD directives to develop cost effective methods of training and use of new and existing technologies.

3.2.4.3.2.1 In conjunction with JMTS, OSB, TS, and ISD, develop JICC integration strategies into the core curricula of the JID.

3.2.4.3.2.2  Develop and maintain a JICC system operating schedule in order to deconflict JID activity. 

3.2.4.3.2.3 Assist in the planning, monitoring, and administration of the JICC's data link interoperability training system. 

3.2.4.3.2.4  Identify and match interoperability/operational instances from JICC systems and integrates them into 

existing interoperability courseware. · 

3.2.4.3.2.5  Provide technical support and expertise to JID staff in the utilization of JICC systems for student training, staff continuation training and operational or exercise support. 

3.2.4.3.2.6  Advise the JID staff on necessary equipment or software upgrades to the JICC system, providing vendor and cost data when appropriate. 

3.2.4.3.2.7  Perform duties as a JID Master Instructor. 

3.2.4.3.2.8 Develop the JID's staff training plan sufficient to quality JID staff instructors on JICC systems operations. 

3.2.4.3.2.9 Assist JMTS, AT, and OSB in providing instructor led and/or hands on training in regularly scheduled in-residence or MIT course deliveries. 

3.2.4.3.2.10 Provide "train-the-trainer" instruction to JID staff on the operation of the JICC system and its integration into the classroom environment. 

3.2.4.3.2.11  Develops curriculum based products for student use in the classroom and JICC Environments. 

3.2.4.3.2.12  Provide regular JICC system status reports to the JID director. 

3.2.4.3.2.13  Provide daily configuration management and control of the JICC system to support the JID's plan of instruction.

3.2.4.3.2.14   Provide SME support in LVC training in support of JICC-Pope, JICO Simulator, and Joint National Training Capability (JNTC) events.

3.2.4.3.2.15  Provide Multi-TDL interface opportunity training from within JICC-Pope to units via tactical data-link interfaces, advance distributed learning, distributed mission operations or constructive simulation interfaces.
3.2.4.3.2.16 Maintain virtual training devices such as the JICO Simulator and/or any other comparable system or device used for virtual training as fielded. Assist in the development and integration of learning media for use with such virtual training devices.

3.2.4.3.2.17  Upon request from Combatant Commands, Joint Services, or Joint Program Offices, perform analysis of multi-TDL architecture performance and institute changes based on observations.
3.2.4.4 JID Learning Management System (LMS). The Contractor shall:

3.2.4.4.1 LMS Analysis Report. Support JID LMS curriculum integration, management; server support; site navigation, security, and portal design. Study, determine and incorporate LMS linkages selected by the government. Required study includes Blackboard or equivalent LMS operated by Fayetteville Technical Community College, Fayetteville State University, Joint Deployment Training Center, National Defense University, Joint Staff College, or other similar institution. The Contractor shall provide an analysis report with findings from above study including risk assessment, required software licenses, additional manpower, curriculum integration timing, and production costs for implementation NLT six months after contract award.

3.2.4.4.2 Online. Develop applications and integrate assigned curriculum with the Joint Knowledge Online (JKO). Maintain JT-100 and JT-109 courses on JKO. Develop and integrate JT-105, selected portions of JT-220, and five emerging mission courses onto Joint Knowledge Online utilizing JT-105/AT-105, JT-220 and emerging mission curriculum materials NLT 30 September 2017 and incorporate curriculum changes annually thereafter. The Contractor shall maintain the new JT-105, JT-220, and emerging mission JKO online courses with current materials and updated tactics, techniques and procedures.
3.2.4.4.3 Operate the Classroom Network (CLASSNET) server and seven MTT servers, IntraNet Ethernet ports within Bldg 718, and JID LMS Share Point (or future replacement) software suite. 

3.2.4.4.4 Perform curriculum maintenance, student database updates, testing analysis and critique reporting before and after each JID course delivery.

3.2.4.4.5 Assist with integration of interactive web tools (chatrooms, Voice over IP (VOIP), on-line testing, grading, etc).

3.2.4.5  Database Management. The Contractor shall:

3.2.4.5.1 Update and maintain a database containing historical data such as names, number of students, service attendance, and unit information.

3.2.4.5.2 For those courses where students provide critiques via computer automation, provide a copy of the critiques to the JID Director via the COR immediately after the graduation ceremony. The critiques will be reviewed in the post-course Hot Wash conducted shortly after the graduation. Course critiques will be collected and compiled for delivery (within the JID LMS when available) to the JID Director via the COR NLT 30 days after contract award and monthly thereafter.

3.2.4.5.3 Develop and maintain an accurate database of graduates, for the purpose of checking/enforcing course pre-requisite compliance (within the JID LMS when available).

3.2.4.5.4 Develop and maintain an accurate database of student ―numerical rating scale grades from student critiques, for the purpose of trend analysis (within the JID LMS when available).

3.2.4.5.5 Develop and maintain a comprehensive and logically organized database of student―written comments from student critiques, for the purpose of trend analysis (within the JID LMS when available).

3.2.4.5.6 Assist ISD personnel in maintaining and implementing database tools to use in completing all Instructional System Design requirements (within the JID LMS when available).

3.2.4.6 Knowledge Management. The Contractor shall:
3.2.4.6.1 Develop organization-wide knowledge sharing plan, so that the organization’s know-how, information and experience is shared inside and (as appropriate) outside the organization with clients, partners, and stakeholders NLT 60 days after contract award.

3.2.4.6.2 Promote knowledge sharing through the organization's operational business processes and systems by, among others, strengthening links between knowledge sharing and the information systems, and improving integration among information systems in the organization, to facilitate seamless exchange of information across systems. 


3.2.4.6.3 Promote collaborative tools such as activity rooms to facilitate sharing of ideas and work among internal teams and external partners


3.2.4.6.4 Provide support for the establishment and nurturing of communities of practice, including workshops, one-on-one guidance, and troubleshooting

 
3.2.4.6.5 Share experiences across communities of practice, business units, and networks on innovative approaches in knowledge sharing, including preparation of case studies

 
3.2.4.6.6 Help monitor and evaluate the knowledge sharing program, including external benchmarking and evaluation programs/opportunities

 
3.2.4.6.7 Help disseminate information about the organization's knowledge sharing program to internal and external audiences, including organizing knowledge sharing events (such as knowledge fairs, site visits, interviews), maintaining communications on knowledge sharing across the organization, participation in orientation and training sessions, and preparation of brochures/presentations.

3.2.4.7 Joint Electronic Library (JEL) Web Master and Web Page Management. The Contractor shall:

3.2.4.7.1 Provide for the delivery of electronic training materials and linkage to training services across the internet via JEL, Facebook, jid.org, and other web media capabilities NLT 60 days after contract award.

3.2.4.7.1.1 Design and build web site structures, provide web graphic support, and scan and link training files and materials to support in-residence and the distance learning courses.

3.2.4.7.1.2 Make use of the hypertext linking and organizational capabilities of the World Wide Web to provide integrated access to a variety of course-related materials.

3.2.4.7.1.3 Provide remote access to multimedia materials and specialized training databases.

3.2.4.7.1.4 Construct web sites for organizing and linking course-related resources to support distance learning.

3.2.4.8  Reference Library. The Contractor shall:

3.2.4.8.1 Assemble and maintain links to electronic versions of existing multi-TDL publications in their most current, accurate and up-to-date form via JEL NLT 60 Days after contract award. The Government will determine the list of documents that will comprise the reference library. The Government will add and delete from the list as required. 3.2.4.9 Logistics. The Contractor shall:

3.2.4.9.1 Assist JID staff in the development of exercise briefings, and logistical support for training courses (joint and allied/coalition partner nation) deliveries requiring shipment of curriculum materials, training aids and mobile classroom equipment.

3.2.4.9.2 Assist in the planning and coordination of program/logistic support requirements and assist with the execution of program support in JTO/Joint Theater Air and Missile Defense (JTAMD) interface or related exercises and assist with tracking and monitoring program/logistic related activities of the JID.

3.2.4.9.3 Use logistics lessons learned and noted problem areas from previous related exercises or MTTs to make recommendations for programming/logistic support improvements to the JID.

3.2.4.9.4 Coordinate matters relating to programming, planning and logistic support in joint training exercises between participating exercise units and the JID. Typical events include Exercise Weapons and Tactics Instructor (WTI), Exercise RED FLAG, Exercise RIMPAC (even years), Exercise NORTHERN EDGE (odd years), Exercise Virtual Flag, and others as required.

3.2.4.9.5 Coordinate with JID officials in matters concerning program/logistic forecasting and execution within the JID.

3.2.4.9.6 Participate in the exercise concept development process with exercise representatives to offer suggestions and tentative solutions to exercise programming/logistic support issues. Facilitate translation of intended JTO/JTAMD exercise activity into specific exercise objectives and record those objectives and other decisions made during the planning process.

3.2.4.9.7 Analyze specified and implied tasks necessary to enable accomplishment of JTO, JTAMD or related exercise objectives after exercise concept development is complete, and develop a recommended time line for completion of required programming/logistic support tasks.

3.2.4.8.8 Identify the overall exercise planning/programming/logistic support concept and design a support plan that integrates the desired level of exercise support.

3.2.4.9.9 Create briefings and presentations when required using office software (Microsoft Office Professional). The Contractor shall be capable of presenting briefings on JID exercise resource support plans and the status of JID resource posture in preparation and conduct of JID requirements.

3.2.4.9.10 Provide inputs to an After Action Report (AAR) for each supported JTO exercise. The AAR shall include pertinent exercise, division programming, logistic support observations, exercise lessons learned and  recommendations for exercise and/or division improvements.

3.2.4.9.11 Develop a recommended time line for completion of required tasks necessary to enable accomplishment of JTO, JTAMD or related program/logistic support objectives.

3.2.4.9.12 Identify the overall JID program/logistic support concept and design, or coordinate a technical program and logistic support plan that integrates JID support requirements.

3.2.4.9.13 Prepare a program and logistic support plan in accordance with exercise and course delivery milestones.

3.2.4.9.14 Track JID equipment and ensure equipment is handled in accordance with HHQ directives.

3.2.4.9.15 Conduct equipment accountability with designated Government hand receipt holders and assist with documenting changes to referenced hand receipts. Provide a monthly report to JID Director via the COR which includes the status and location of all JID equipment.

3.2.4.9.16 Provide maintenance and accountability of all JID equipment to include cleaning, software upgrades, storage, inventory, and repairs. If equipment is beyond local repair, provide JID Director via the COR with recommendations for repair or disposition.

3.2.4.9.17 Develop and maintain a logistics contact list with names, shipping addresses, phone numbers, and email addresses of all training delivery locations such as Nellis AFB, Yuma MCAS, and other international locations NLT 60 Days after contract award and provide the updated list annually thereafter.
3.2.4.9.18 Provide logistical support for JID when deploying equipment to include pallet build-up, loading and unloading trucks, etc.

3.2.4.9.19 Provide an available point of contact located at the JID who can be available on short notice Other Direct Cost purchases in support of JID requirements. All purchases shall be approved by the COR prior to expenditure. Provide a POC to receive delivered goods from shippers such as FEDEX.

3.2.4.9.20 Track and produce a shipping expense report including all commercial and military transport projected and actual costs NLT 30 days after contract award and then monthly, quarterly and annual reports thereafter. Obtain appropriate logistical system access and applicable accounts with commercial shipping firms. Establish contact, obtain appropriate logistical system access, and follow procedures for obtaining and reconciling JID TAC Code shipping account with TACC at Scott AFB, IL. 
4.0. Non-Technical Requirements

4.1 Contract Management and Administrative Services

4.1.1. Contract Management. On-site office space and equipment are available for all contractor employees. 

4.1.2. Other General Management and Administrative Services. The Contractor shall maintain currency with applicable Department of Defense (DoD) directives and other releases related to the various functions of this contract.

4.1.2.1 The COR will provide the JID director feedback from the Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan process utilizing the Deficiency Problem Notification Report (Attachment D) for use in preparing Contractor Past Performance Evaluations.

4.1.2.2 For Contractor deliverables provided under this contract or associated task orders, the Government will have unlimited rights to all technical data and computer software. Technical data is defined as recorded or material information and includes (but is not limited to) research and engineering data, drawings, courseware, specifications, standards, process sheets, manuals, technical reports, and computer software and documentation. The Government assumes unlimited use rights in the release and distribution of technical data and computer software.

4.1.3. Support Staff Interaction and Facility: To facilitate required interaction with the JID staff, the Contractor's direct support staff shall be located at JID facilities.

4.1.3.1. Interaction with the JID staff is expected daily; however, weekly meetings to determine status of programs and deliverables shall be scheduled. To facilitate these meetings, the Government will make available a conference room, which is collocated with the support staff, and has a SECRET facility clearance. The minimum seating capacity of this conference room shall be 30 people with chairs and tables.

4.1.3.2 The JID utilizes Microsoft applications (Outlook, Word, Excel, PowerPoint, and Access) in the daily execution of its operation. The Contractor’s capabilities shall be fully compatible with the current version of Microsoft Office Professional the JID implements. This shall also include scheduling software.

4.1.4. Relationships with Other Organizations. It will be necessary for the Contractor to visit other Government agencies and Federally Funded Research and Development Centers (FFRDCs) to discuss aspects of the work  performed under this contract. Communications will additionally be necessary with other JID support Contractors, academic institutions, research laboratories, and foreign elements to discuss aspects of the work performed under this contract. The necessity for such visits and communications shall be coordinated with and approved by the JID via the COR.

4.1.5 Transition Planning

4.1.5.1 Phase In. In coordination with the incumbent contractor, the Contractor shall implement the Engineering, Technical, and Management Services Transition Plan provided during the proposal phase. Plan includes:

4.2 Government Furnished Equipment (GFE).

4.2.1 The Government will provide office furniture and automation equipment for on-site personnel.

4.2.2 The Government will furnish the equipment identified in Attachment 5 - Government Furnished Equipment.

4.2.3 The Contractor and the COR, or designee, shall conduct a joint inventory of all GFE provided to and on hand receipt by the Contractor.

4.2.4 The Contractor shall acknowledge receipt of all equipment provided by the Government. The Contractor and the COR shall jointly determine the working order and condition of all equipment. Items of mission equipment or office equipment not in working order shall be recorded. The COR will determine disposition of missing items in accordance with property management procedures and repair all items not in working order. The COR will give written disposition instructions for items beyond repair.

4.2.5 If the Contractor chooses not to take part in the inventory, the Contractor shall accept the listing and stated condition of GFE as accurate. If the Contractor takes part in the inventory, but disagrees with the COR determination as to the working order of the GFE, the matter shall be referred to the Contracting Officer for resolution. If unresolved, this disagreement shall then be treated as a dispute according to the clause of this contract entitled Disputes.

4.2.6 The Government may replace GFE as required. However, the Government is required to replace GFE only when replacement is necessary due to fair wear and tear, and if the equipment is no longer usable for its intended purpose.

4.2.7 The Contractor shall not replace GFE or acquire equipment for use under this contract, without prior approval of the COR.

4.2.8 The Contractor and the COR shall conduct a joint inventory of equipment during the last month of the contract. The Contractor shall be liable for loss or damage to GFE beyond fair wear and tear if the damage is determined to be the result of the Contractor’s action. Compensation shall be effected either by withholding funds owed to the Contractor or by direct replacement by the Contractor; the method to be determined by the Contracting Officer.

4.3 Contractor Furnished Items.

4.3.1 The Contractor shall furnish an identifying badge, which shall include as a minimum the individual’s name, photo, and the name of the Contractor. Each employee shall wear the badge on the outer clothing of the front of the body between the neck and waist and such badge must be visible at all times when performing duty at a Government facility.

4.3.2 The Contractor shall develop a Quality Control Plan (QCP) to guide implementation of a comprehensive program of inspections and monitoring actions. The QCP shall be provided to the Government not later than 90 days after the issuance of contract award. 

4.3.3 The Contractor shall provide a one page biography with a photo for each employee to the COR. The biography needs to contain pertinent experience, education and awards to the JID program tasks.

4.4 Contractor Travel.

4.4.1 The Contractor shall be reimbursed for travel costs based on actual expenses in accordance with the Joint Travel Regulation. All travel by Contractor personnel shall be approved by the COR or a designated Government representative in advance. Requests for travel shall include the number of people, duration of the travel, and mission.

4.4.2 Training, operational and analytical support services may include worldwide deployment, therefore Contractor travel will be required.

4.5 Task Orders.

4.5.1 Task orders will be issued to support and meet all JID requirements within this PWS and contract. A separate, new PWS will not be required due to the integral, related tasks of operating an international school.
4.6 Government Quality Assurance.

4.6.1 The Government reserves the right to monitor the Contractor’s performance in accordance with its proper authority and contractual rights. Accordingly, a QASP has been established and is provided under Attachment D. However, the QASP is provided for the Contractor’s information only, and the Government reserves the right to alter or change the plan at its discretion.

4.6.2 Inspection of Deliverables by the Government: The Contracting Officer or COR will provide written results of its deliverable review (inspection) to the Contractor within 30 business days of receipt by the Government. At the Government’s discretion, comments regarding improvements or minor deficiencies may be provided by the COR  along with an acceptance of the deliverable, in which case the subsequent or final version of the subject deliverable must address the comments or conditions provided. Major deficiencies can result in the rejection of a deliverable; however, specifics will be provided to the Contractor as to the reasons for rejection, as well as a deadline for re-performance (correcting deficiencies and resubmitting the deliverable). There shall be no constructive or inferred acceptance of any deliverable if the Government fails to meet the review deadline; however, in such cases an equitable adjustment to the delivery schedule may be granted.

4.7 Contractor Security Clearances.  All on site contractor personnel and those requiring access to the computer system MUST possess at a minimum a final Secret (S) Clearance based on a National Agency Check (NACLC) completed within the last 10 years (in-scope). Some personnel may be required to possess a final TOP SECRET clearance with Sensitive Compartmented Information (SCI) access based on a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI), SSBI Periodic Reinvestigation (SBPR), or Phased Periodic Reinvestigation (PPR) current within 5 years prior to reporting to any assignment within Joint Staff in order to meet contractual security requirements. The clearance must be fully adjudicated at the Top Secret level and will have an indication of “determined eligibility of SCI” in Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS).  

During the performance of this contract, the contractor may encounter information that is sensitive in nature. Therefore, contractor employees associated with this contract shall sign appropriate Government classified information/special access program (SAP) non-disclosure agreements/statements prior to beginning work.  Individuals working with SAPs on this contract may be subject to, and must be willing to submit to an initial counter-intelligence polygraph at the Government’s expense as required by the SAP Program Manager.  Individuals with continued SAP access may be subject to random counter-intelligence polygraphs as required by the SAP Program Manager at the Government’s expense.

SAP or Alternate Compensatory Control Measures (ACCM) is required under tasks in PWS paragraphs 3.2.3.2.4, 3.2.3.2.6, 3.2.3.3, 3.2.3.6, 3.2.3.7, 3.2.3.8 and 3.2.3.10.

4.8 Period of Performance. The base period of performance will be include a one (1) month phase-in, eleven (11) month base period with four (4) option years to be exercised at the Government’s discretion. Option year four will have a eleven (11) month period, followed by a one (1) month phase-out period.

4.9 Place of Performance. Building 718 and 757 on Pope Army Airfield, Fort Bragg, North Carolina and CONUS training sites as well as OCONUS locations as designated in the individual task orders.

4.10 Hours of Operation. Work schedule will be performed Monday - Friday, 8:00 AM – 5:00 PM. The duty day can be moved up to start one hour early, if approved by the Contracting Officer or COR.

4.11 Employee Conduct.

4.11.1 The Contractor shall not allow any employee to perform work who has illegal possession of, or who is under the influence of alcohol or controlled substances. Government rules, regulations, laws, directives, and requirements, which are in place or issued during the contract term shall be applicable to all Contractor employees or representatives who enter the Installation or who travel using Government transportation. Violation of such rules, regulations, laws, directives, or requirements shall be grounds for removal (permanently or temporarily as the Government determines) from the work site. Individuals who violate such rules, regulations, laws, directives, or requirements may be denied access to the Installation, either temporarily or permanently. Contractor personnel receiving a driving under the influence (DUI) conviction may be prohibited from driving on the installation.

4.11.2 Employee Appearance: Contractor employees shall be appropriately dressed including any necessary personal protective equipment (PPE) and clothing.

4.11.3 Personnel Constraints: The Contractor shall immediately remove any personnel who fails to meet or maintain required qualifications or fails to conduct themselves within the constraints identified herein.

4.11.3.1 Conflicts of Interest: The Contractor shall not hire for this contract, any person whose employment would result in a conflict of interest, or employment which is prohibited by Department of Defense Regulation 5500.7-R entitled "Joint Ethics Regulation (JER)", dated August 30, 1993. 

4.11.3.2 Restricted Personnel: The Contractor shall not employ persons for work on this contract if such employee is considered by the Installation Commander or designated representative to be a potential threat to the health, safety, security, general well being, or operational mission of the Installation and its population, to include personnel who are, or become, barred or restricted from the Installation. The Government reserves the right to require removal of any Contractor personnel from the job site, who endanger persons or property, or whose continued employment is inconsistent with the interests of military security. The Government also reserves the right to require the Contractor to remove from the job site, any employee found to be under the influence of alcohol, drugs or any other incapacitating agent or any employee involved in the theft of Government property. The removal from the job site of such personnel shall not relieve the Contractor of the requirement to provide replacement personnel to perform services within the times specified in the contract.

4.11.3.3 Contractor personnel shall be lawfully employable in the United States. Government rules, regulations, laws, directives and requirements, in place or issued during the performance period, shall apply to all contractor personnel. The contractor shall be solely responsible for any costs resulting from contractor employee violations. Personnel with outstanding felony warrants or felony convictions pose a security risk and shall not perform services under this contract.

(a)  Definitions - In this clause:


(i)  “Contractor” means the firm signing this contract;


(ii)  “Supplier” means any firm engaged in or having a known or prospective interest in contracts/orders that will result from work performed by the Contractor under this order

(iii)  “Affiliates” means employees or officers of the contractor and first tier subcontractors involved in the performance of this contract, or in the decision making process concerning this contract.


(iv)  “Interest” means organizational or financial interest.


(v)  “Term of this Contract” means the period of performance plus any extensions thereto.

(b)  Restrictions on Contracting


(i)  The contractor agrees that during the term of this contract, and for a period of thirty-six (36) months thereafter, neither it nor its affiliates shall (1) enter into any contract for supplies, services or materials, related to the work under this contract with the suppliers; (2) create for themselves any interest in the suppliers; (3) consult or discuss with the supplier any aspects of work under this contract; or (4) furnish to the United States Government, either as a prime contractor or as a subcontractor any component of a requirement it has worked on or had access to under this contract.


(ii)  The contractor further agrees that neither it nor its affiliates will conduct a review nor make recommendations under this contract concerning any item which is the product of work performed by the contractor or its affiliates under any other contract.

(c)  Non-Disclosure of Proprietary Data

Certain information of a proprietary nature may be submitted to the Government by a supplier.  While performing under this contract, the prime contractor and any subcontractors may receive this information.  The prime contractor and any subcontractors agree to use and examine this information exclusively in the performance of this contract and to take the necessary steps to prevent disclosure of such information to any party outside the Government, as long as it remains proprietary.  The contractor and the subcontractors agree to indoctrinate their affiliates who will have access to this information as to the proprietary nature of the information and the relationship under which they have possession of the information.  Affiliates will also be informed that they may not engage in any other action, venture or employment where this information will be used for profit of any party other than the party furnishing this information.  Additionally, the contractor and subcontractor agree to execute agreements to this effect with companies providing proprietary data for performance under this contract.  The contractor and subcontractors will restrict access to proprietary information to the minimum number of employees for performance of this contract.

(d)  Government Remedy

The contractor agrees that any breach or violation of the restrictions, disclosures or non-disclosures set forth in this conflict of interest clause shall constitute a material and substantial breach of terms, conditions, and provisions of the contract and that the Government may, in addition to any other remedy available, terminate the contract for default.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.209-9 UPDATES OF PUBLICLY AVAILABLE INFORMATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (JULY 2013)

(a) The Contractor shall update the information in the Federal Awardee Performance and Integrity Information System (FAPIIS) on a semi-annual basis, throughout the life of the contract, by posting the required information in the System for Award Management database via https://www.acquisition.gov.

(b) As required by section 3010 of the Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2010 (Pub. L. 111-212), all information posted in FAPIIS on or after April 15, 2011, except past performance reviews, will be publicly available. FAPIIS consists of two segments--

(1) The non-public segment, into which Government officials and the Contractor post information, which can only be viewed by--

(i) Government personnel and authorized users performing business on behalf of the Government; or

(ii) The Contractor, when viewing data on itself; and

(2) The publicly-available segment, to which all data in the non-public segment of FAPIIS is automatically transferred after a waiting period of 14 calendar days, except for--

(i) Past performance reviews required by subpart 42.15;

(ii) Information that was entered prior to April 15, 2011; or

(iii) Information that is withdrawn during the 14-calendar-day waiting period by the Government official who posted it in accordance with paragraph (c)(1) of this clause.

(c) The Contractor will receive notification when the Government posts new information to the Contractor's record.

(1) If the Contractor asserts in writing within 7 calendar days, to the Government official who posted the information, that some of the information posted to the non-public segment of FAPIIS is covered by a disclosure exemption under the Freedom of Information Act, the Government official who posted the information must within 7 calendar days remove the posting from FAPIIS and resolve the issue in accordance with agency Freedom of Information procedures, prior to reposting the releasable information. The contractor must cite 52.209-9 and request removal within 7 calendar days of the posting to FAPIIS.

 (2) The Contractor will also have an opportunity to post comments regarding information that has been posted by the Government. The comments will be retained as long as the associated information is retained, i.e., for a total period of 6 years. Contractor comments will remain a part of the record unless the Contractor revises them.

(3) As required by section 3010 of Pub. L. 111-212, all information posted in FAPIIS on or after April 15, 2011, except past performance reviews, will be publicly available.

(d) Public requests for system information posted prior to April 15, 2011, will be handled under Freedom of Information Act procedures, including, where appropriate, procedures promulgated under E.O. 12600.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-19      Order Limitations.  (OCT 1995)

(a) Minimum order.  When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract in an amount of less than $5,000.00, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.

(b) Maximum order.  The Contractor is not obligated to honor:

(1) Any order for a single item in excess of $5,000,000.00;

(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of $10,000,000.00; or

(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office within 30 days that together call for quantities exceeding the limitation in subparagraph (1) or (2) above.

(c) If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at subsection 52.216-21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not required to order a part of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum-order limitations in paragraph (b) above.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) above, the Contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within      days after issuance, with written notice stating the Contractor's intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons.  Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-22     Indefinite Quantity.  (OCT 1995)

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the "maximum". (2) Appropriate operating system certification for information assurance technical positions as required by DoD 8570.01-M.

(b) Upon request by the Government, the Contractor shall provide documentation supporting the information assurance certification status of personnel performing information assurance functions.

(c) Contractor personnel who do not have proper and current certifications shall be denied access to DoD information systems for the purpose of performing information assurance functions.

5252.204-9400 Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information 

(July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements: 

· Must be either a US citizen or a US permanent resident with a minimum of 3 years legal residency in the United States (as required by The Deputy Secretary of Defense DTM 08-006 or its subsequent DoD instruction) and 

· Must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) including a FBI fingerprint check prior to installation access.  

To be considered for a favorable trustworthiness determination, the Contractor’s Security Representative must submit for all employees each of the following: 

· SF-85 Questionnaire for Non-Sensitive Positions

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
· Original Signed Release Statements

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.  

* Consult with your Command Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager for local policy when IT-III (non-sensitive) access is required for non-US citizens outside the United States.

If the offeror has completed all of the representations and certifications required by this solicitation in ORCA in accordance with FAR 52.204-8 and DFARS 252.204-7007 ALT A, then the offeror need not submit the hardcopy Representations and Certifications; however, the offeror shall affirmatively state that its Representations and Certifications are in ORCA.

The completion and submission of the above items will constitute an offer (proposal) and will be considered the offeror’s unconditional assent to the terms and conditions of this solicitation and any attachments and/or exhibits hereto.  Alternate proposals are not authorized.  An objection to any of the terms and conditions of the solicitation will constitute a deficiency (see FAR 15.001) which will make the offer ineligible for award.

IMPORTANT NOTES:

(1)  Offerors shall respond to all requirements of the solicitation document.  Offerors are cautioned not to alter the solicitation.

(2)  In the event any person who is not a bona fide employee of the offeror participated in the creation, formulation, or writing of any portion of the proposal, a certificate to this effect shall be included in the proposal which shall be signed by an officer of the offeror.  Such certificate shall identify the name of the person who is not a bona fide employee, that person’s employment capacity, the name of the person’s firm, the relationship of that firm to the offeror, and the portion of the proposal in which the person participated.

II. REQUIREMENTS FOR PROPOSAL CONTENT 

(1) Any offeror who will be submitting CLASSIFIED data in its Non-price proposal shall first notify the Contracting Officer by contacting the point of contact in the solicitation.  CLASSIFIED data that is forwarded as part of an offeror’s proposal shall be housed in its own binder, separate from the unclassified portion; similarly, for a proposal submitted on DVD, CLASSIFIED data shall be contained on its own, separate DVD marked “CLASSIFIED.”  

(2)  Introduction and Purpose - This section specifies the format that offerors should use in proposals submitted in response to this solicitation.  The intent is not to restrict the offerors in the manner in which they will perform their work but rather to ensure a certain degree of uniformity in the format of the proposals for evaluation purposes.

(3)  Each volume should contain the following items in addition to the other information required by this solicitation:

Table of Contents:
The table of contents should provide detail sufficient to allow the important elements to be easily located.  The use of tabs and dividers is encouraged. 

(4)  Requirements for Style:  Each offeror shall submit a proposal that clearly and concisely sets forth the contractor’s response to the requirements of the solicitation.  Unnecessary elaboration or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective proposal are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the offeror’s lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate artwork, expensive paper or bindings, and expensive visual or other presentation aids are neither necessary nor desired.  The proposal shall contain all the pertinent information in sufficient detail in the one area of the proposal where it contributes most critically to the discussion.  When necessary, the offeror shall refer to the initial discussion and identify its location within its proposal.

(5)  Page Limitations

Volume I, “Non-price Proposal,” is limited to a maximum of 35 pages in length inclusive of contingency letters of hire and Past Performance Information forms (which are each limited to one page per person proposed/contract cited, respectively), and inclusive of charts, diagrams, and/or other graphics.  Each “page” is defined as one sheet, 8 ½” x 11”, with at least one inch margins on all sides, using a font with a point size of 12 or greater (e.g., "Times New Roman" style with 12 point font).  Lines shall, at a minimum, be single-spaced.   Pages shall be consecutively numbered.  Multiple pages, double pages, two-sided pages, or foldouts will count as an equivalent number of 8 ½" x 11" pages.  The cover sheet, table of contents (not to exceed one page per volume), tabs, and dividers will not count toward the page limit.  The one exception to the font size requirement shown above is that the "past performance information forms" may be completed with a point size of 10 or greater.  Pages submitted in excess of the page limitations described above will not be evaluated.

Volume II, “Price/Cost Proposal,” is not page limited.  

III. PROPOSAL CONTENT

   (a)  Performance Approach

The offeror shall provide in detail a performance approach that will successfully accomplish the requirements of the solicitation, including all elements of PWS sections 1.2 Academic Instruction, 1.3 Joint Exercise Support, 1.4 Link-16 Deconfliction Server (LPDS), 1.5 Link-16 Spectrum Deconfliction, and 3.0 Performance Requirements.  The offeror should provide an overview of the offeror's quality control plan to monitor and ensure the quality of services provided, including corrective action procedures.  The offeror should describe any risks associated with the solicitation, including the PWS and any risks associated with implementation of the offeror’s performance approach; describe any techniques and actions to mitigate such risks; and explain whether the techniques and actions identified for risk mitigation have been successfully used by the offeror.  The offeror should provide any other information the offeror considers relevant to the solicitation.


(b)  Management Approach

The offeror shall provide in detail a management approach that will successfully accomplish the requirements of the solicitation, including all elements of PWS section 4.1.5, Transition Planning and PWS section 4.7, Contractor Security Clearances.  

The offeror should submit an ETMS Phase-In Plan and ETMS Phase-Out Plan. The ETMS Phase-In Plan should include an instructor training plan; describe how the offeror will complete documentation inventories, government furnished equipment acceptance procedures, coordinate scheduling milestones effecting operations; and indicate how sufficient personnel will be ready to presume duties to support on-going courses and Link-16 Pulse De-confliction Server (LPDS) operations.  The ETMS Phase-In Plan should demonstrate a capability to field a multi-disciplined team. The ETMS Phase-In Plan should include a staffing matrix that maps to PWS requirements and graphically depicts the offeror’s organization with the number of personnel and reporting relationships.  The staffing matrix should describe each proposed labor category and identify each proposed personnel’s name, current security clearance level, education, certifications, work experience, and employment status (i.e., currently employed by offeror or proposed with a signed Letter of Intent).  The ETMS Phase-Out Plan should describe how the offeror will complete documentation inventories, government furnished equipment acceptance procedures, and coordinate scheduling milestones effecting operations.  The offeror’s proposal should describe how the oversight of tasks will be accomplished to ensure quality deliverables for phase-in, phase-out, and full endurance efforts. The types of deliverables are CDRLs, training courses, operations support, and LPDS operations activities.  

The offeror’s proposal should indicate whether the firm will possess a Top Secret facility clearance from the  Defense Security Service by the end of the phase-in period.  At the end of the phase-in period, the Government will verify that the firm’s facility clearance is within the Industrial Security Facilities Database

(d)  Past Performance 
The offeror shall demonstrate relevant past performance or affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant past performance.  Relevant past performance is performance under contracts or efforts within the past five years that is the same as, or similar to, the scope, magnitude and complexity of the work described by this solicitation (as defined under the Corporate Experience factor). Only a single set of up to three (3) references shall be submitted. 

The Past Performance factor is defined by how well the offeror has performed relevant contracts or efforts over the past five years. The primary focus of the Past Performance evaluation will be on those contracts identified in the proposal that are found to be relevant to the solicitation’s requirements, although the Government reserves the right to consider the quality of performance on relevant contracts or efforts that are not identified in the proposal. Greater significance will be placed on the quality of performance on contracts that are determined to be of greater relevance.  

To demonstrate its past performance, the offeror shall identify up to three (3) of its most relevant contracts or efforts within the past five (5) years, and provide any other information the offeror considers relevant to the requirements of the solicitation. Offerors should provide a detailed explanation demonstrating the relevance of the contracts or efforts to the requirements of the solicitation. If subcontractor past performance is provided as part of the three (3) of its most relevant contracts or efforts, the subcontractor past performance will be given weight relative to the scope, magnitude and complexity of the aspects of the work under the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.  Therefore, the offeror’s proposal should detail clearly the aspects of the work in the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.    

The offeror should complete a “Past Performance Information Form” for each reference submitted.  The form is an attachment to the solicitation.  The forms will count toward the Volume I page limit described above.  For additional information regarding a particular reference beyond that which will fit on the form, the Offeror may continue onto another sheet of paper.  Such continuation sheet(s) for submitted references will count toward the Volume I page limit.  

(2)  Volume II – Price/Cost

Volume II shall include the completed solicitation documents and a complete and detailed price/cost breakdown with all supporting documentation.  The price/cost proposal shall support the Non-price proposal.  If the price/cost proposal does not support the Non-price proposal, the offeror’s proposal rating may be downgraded.  The price/cost proposal shall include all elements of cost and such other cost information as considered appropriate to support the offeror’s proposal.  The cost and pricing information shall be completed in accordance with the following:


(a)  Separate cost and pricing information shall be submitted for each time period specified in the pricing model described later in this provision (see below).


(b)  Supporting data including labor rates and hours, burden rates, material lists and costs, travel charges, and “other direct costs” used in developing the price/cost breakdown shall be furnished.  The supporting data for “other direct costs” shall include an itemization of those costs and an explanation and justification for each cost so itemized.

EVALUATION CRITERIA AND THE BASIS FOR AWARD

 (1) The Government intends to award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose proposal represents the best value after evaluation in accordance with the factors and subfactors in the solicitation. The offeror’s proposal shall be in the form prescribed by, and shall contain a response to each of the areas identified in the Section L solicitation provision entitled “Submission of Proposals.”  The evaluation of proposals will consider the offeror’s Non-price proposal more important than the offeror’s cost/price proposal.
(2)  The Non-price evaluation factors are listed below in descending order of importance, with Performance Approach and Management Approach being of equal importance, each individually more important than Past Performance.

The Non-Price evaluation factors will be evaluated in accordance with the instructions outline above and the evaluation criteria contained in this section.

The Government reserves the right to obtain information for use in the evaluation of past performance from any and all sources including sources outside of the Government.  Offerors lacking relevant past performance history will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance.  However, the proposal of an Offeror with no relevant past performance history, while not rated favorably or unfavorably for past performance, may not represent the most advantageous proposal to the Government and thus, may be an unsuccessful proposal when compared to the proposals of other offerors.  The offeror should provide the information requested above for past performance evaluation, or affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant directly related or similar past performance.  If an offeror fails to provide any past performance information which is similar in scope, of significant magnitude and similar in complexity to that which is detailed in the RFP, inclusive of all contracts/efforts performed by the prime and any intended subcontractors - or fails to affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant directly related or similar past performance, the offer may not be awardable.   The Government will consider the quality of offeror’s past performance.  This consideration is separate and distinct from the Contracting Officer’s responsibility determination.  The assessment of the offeror’s past performance will be used as a means of evaluating the relative capability of the offeror and other competitors to successfully meet the requirements of the RFP.  In determining the rating for the past performance evaluation factor, the Government will give greater consideration to the contracts or efforts which the Government feels are most relevant to the RFP.

When an offeror is determined to have relevant past performance, the quality of its past performance will be evaluated; an offeror whose past performance demonstrates either a low expectation or no expectation that the offeror will be able to successfully perform the required effort will be considered ineligible for award.

For all other non-price factors or subfactors, an offeror’s proposal must be determined to be acceptable or better in order to be eligible for award.

The Government reserves the right to award the contract to other than the lowest priced offeror.

The price proposal will be evaluated on the basis of price analysis.  Price analysis pertains to the offeror’s ability to provide a price which is fair and reasonable and which indicates that the offeror understands the nature and scope of work to be performed.

Labor will be evaluated on the basis of 100% straight time.  

Uncompensated overtime and uncompensated overtime rates will not be used in the evaluation. 

The method of evaluation used by the Contracting Officer is solely within the discretion of the Contracting Officer.

Evaluation of personnel compensation will be part of the price evaluation.  Unrealistic rates, as determined by the Contracting Officer, may also be considered in risk assessment and the offeror’s overall proposal may be downgraded.
