        QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS
Q1: If my company submits a proposal as the prime with a subcontractor, can the same subcontractor also submit a proposal as a prime contractor with my company as a subcontractor?

A1: Yes.

Q2. Is a subcontracting plan required from small business primes?

A2: Small businesses are not required to submit a small business subcontracting plan in accordance with FAR 52.219-9 ALT II, as stated on page 147 of the RFP.

Q3: Will the Government afford offerors the opportunity to submit questions?  If so, what is the intended deadline and will all questions and answers be made available to all Offerors? 

A3: Yes. The deadline to submit questions is 5:00PM Eastern, October 15, 2015. 

Q4: Considering the length of the PWS requirements we must show relevant corporate experience and past performance to (48 total pages of requirements just from Section 6), would the government consider an additional 15-25 pages just to allow all Offerors the opportunity to address the PWS relevancy requirements effectively? (Ref. Section L.II.(5), pg 148)

A4: An additional 25 pages will be afforded, for a total of 50 pages. See changes within the RFP.

Q5: Page 143 of 154 (3) (i) provides for the time and location of delivery of the solicitation. Will the place identified in Block 7 on the cover page of the solicitation be able to accept packages on Saturday and/or Sunday? (Ref. Section L.I.(3)(i), pg 143)

A5: No. Packages will only be accepted Monday-Friday. To ensure your package is delivered, be sure to monitor tracking records. 

Q6: Section L, III (2)(c) of the RFP indicates Offerors shall propose labor rates by utilizing the actual labor rates for personnel working under the labor categories specified in Section B.  With the absence of 5252.237-9601 KEY PERSONNEL in the RFP, will the Government consider removing the reference of “actual” or allow the Offerors the ability to base labor rates on any applicable current Forward Pricing Rate Proposals (FPRP) and Forward Pricing Rate Agreements (FPRA) on file?

A6:  The language in Section L, III(2)(c) of the RFP is unchanged.  If the offeror has actual labor rates for employees that will be used, it should provide their actual labor rates.  To the extent that the offeror does not have actual labor rates, the offeror should demonstrate how it arrived at the proposed labor rates for each labor category.

Q7: Section L, III (2)(d) of the RFP stipulates the ratio of 20% on-site and 80% off-site for all labor categories.  With the assumption that the majority of the technical work to be performed at Government facilities located in the National Capitol Region (NCR), will the Government allow Offeror’s to take the approach of having the 20%/80% at the overall estimated manhours of direct labor and not for each labor category?

A7: Yes.

Q8: With labor performance to be expected at Contractor facility and the existence of FAR 52.215-16, will the Government require DD Form 1861?

A8: It is not required for offerors to submit a DD Form 1861. 

Q9: The solicitation includes DFARS clauses 252.204-7008 and 252.204-7009 which are dated AUG 2015 and refer to the August 2015 version of FAR 252.204-7012, including the NIST Standard 800-171 which is required by the August 2015 version of the clause. Will the Government be replacing DFARS Clause 252-204-7012, NOV 2013 with DFARS 252-204-7012, SEP 2015 so the clauses work in concert with the latest Cybersecurity standards?

A9: DFARS Clause 252-204-7012, NOV 2013 is hereby replaced with DFARS 252-204-7012, SEP 2015.

Q10: Will the Government confirm that Block 7 of the Standard Form 33 is in fact the delivery location Offerors are to use when delivering their respective proposals?

A10: Confirmed.

Q11: RFP:     Page 148:  Section II, paragraph (5) references Volume 1 and the requirement to use 12 font or greater. Page 149:  Section II, paragraph (5) continued references an exception to the font size (10 or greater) for the “corporate experience past performance  information” form. Page 149:  Section III, paragraph (1) allows for continuation pages for the “corporate experience past performance  information” form. Question:  What are the font requirements for the continuation pages; 10 and greater or 12 and greater?

A11: The font size requirement for the continuation pages is 10 and greater.

Q12: Section L, III, (1), (c) (Page 150). Socio-Economic Plan: Referenced guidance requires the offeror to submit targets for various socio-economic categories, including historically black colleges or universities and minority institutions. Request the requirement for this category be deleted. First, the DOD Office of Small Business Programs does not define a target subcontracting goal for 2015 for this category. Second, the nature of the CNIC PMOS contract requirements do not lend themselves to bringing in historical black colleges or universities or minority institutions to perform on task orders. Requiring offerors to establish a target for this socio-economic category is unachievable.

A12: Section L, III, (1), (c) Socio-Economic Plan remains unchanged.

Q13: Section L, III, (2), (c) (Page 151): This requirement requires the proposed labor rates “should “ be arrived at by utilizing the actual labor rates for personnel working under the labor categories specified in Section B. Two questions:

Can salary survey data be used in lieu of actual salaries to reflect current market conditions?

What supporting documentation must be submitted, if any, to validate base salaries used to build labor category rates?

A13: Reference Answer 6 of this amendment. 

Q14: Section L, 1. (Page147): Requirement exists for the Offeror to submit a Professional Compensation Plan. Should plans be submitted for all subcontractors as well?

A14: Yes.

Q15: Section C, para 5.4 (Page 20): Solicitation states that hours of operation are 0730-1700 Monday thru Friday except for Federal Holidays and when the Government is closed. There are existing task orders that require 24/7/365 coverage. Recommend this requirement be changed to reflect the requirement to support 24/7/365 coverage as well as occasional extended work days.

A15: Section C para 5.4 is hereby changed accordingly.

Q16: The Software Engineers (Senior and Junior) (pages 88-89) as well as the Database Administrator/System Administrator (page 89) do not include years of experience required in the labor category descriptions. Can the Government provide years of experience for these labor categories?

A16: Junior Software Engineer, 2 years; Senior Software Engineer, 5 years. Database Administrator/System Administrator minimum of 10 years. Descriptions in the solicitation are modified accordingly.

Q17: Do SCA Wage Determination Guidelines apply to any labor categories in this solicitation? If so, which labor categories are affected?

A17: SCA wage determination guidelines do not apply to any labor categories in this solicitation.

Q18: The Training Support Specialist I (pages 87-88) requires a Bachelor’s Degree. However, the Training Support Specialist II (page 88) does not state that requirement. Is a Bachelor’s Degree required for both positions or only the Training Support Specialist I?

A18: A Bachelor's Degree is required for both positions.  The Training Support specialist II (Training and Delivery) description is hereby modified. 

Q19: Section L Pricing: Will the Government be providing a pricing template?

A19: See table shown in Section L.

Q20: Can additional subcontractors be added after award or must all team members and subcontractors be identified at the time of proposal?

A20: Additional subcontractors may be added after award.

Q21: Section I – Contract Clauses, 52.250-1 Alt I (Indemnification under Public Law 85-804). Please clarify that inclusion of this FAR clause is correct as it applies only to unusually hazardous or nuclear situations.

A21: FAR 52.250-1 Alt I is hereby stricken from the contract.

Q22: Under Section L, III. Proposal Content, (2) Volume II – Price/Cost, (c) page 151: Since this is an IDIQ contract with task orders to be defined and issued at some later date, please clarify the requirement for submission of actual salaries for this proposal.  Will the Government permit the use of direct labor rates under forward pricing rate agreements and/or salary survey data as a means for developing the proposed labor rates?

A22: Reference Answer 6.

Q23: Under Section L, III. Proposal Content, (2) Volume II – Price/Cost, (f) page 151: What is required for subcontractors?  The government is requiring the Offeror to propose only one set of rates.

A23: Unsanitized subcontractor price/cost breakdowns shall be submitted in separate sealed envelopes, included in the prime contractor proposal package. Subcontractors shall, in addition, email their unsanitized price/cost breakdowns, in Microsoft Excel format, to Rachel.mcginley@navy.mil at the time of or prior to the due date for submission of proposals found elsewhere in the solicitation. Section L is revised accordingly.

Q24: Under Section L, III. Proposal Content, (2) Volume II – Price/Cost, (f) page 151: Are subcontractor sealed envelopes to be submitted as part of the Offerors submission or can they be mailed separately? Should subcontractor’s price/cost breakdown be emailed?

A24: Reference Answer 23.

Q25: CLINs 2, 5, and 7 say Not Separately Priced.  I assume you don't want pricing information in here correct?

A25: Correct.

Q26: Does the Government want the tables on pages 3-6 of section B completed in the price proposal?

A26: Yes.

Q27: In regards to a full time equivalent or work year equivalent (WYE), will the government please confirm that those categories in the LOE table (on page 7) with 2,080 hours per year, such as the Admin Analyst II are inclusive of PTO and Holidays?  Can the government confirm that the WYE is 2,080 hours minus PTO and Holidays?  If not, can the government confirm that all bidders are to assume that 2,080 hours are the full time WYE billable hours, since several categories are priced at 2,080 hours per year.

A27: For purposes of proposing at the MAC level, a full time equivalent is 2,080 hours.

Q28: According to Section A of the RFP, the contractors are to provide professional services to the CNIC HQ.  To confirm, should survey data for labor rates be provided for the Washington DC area as part of the contractor’s submission?

A28: Yes.

Q29: Should Primes be providing information for all subcontractors or only major subcontractors who are defined at a certain threshold?  If so what is the threshold?  Will the government provide instructions as to what the subcontractors are required to submit for their Cost Proposal, and can they submit proprietary information directly to the government?

A29: Primes shall provide information for all subcontractors proposed. Reference Answer 23.

Q30: Is the government expecting blended rates for each of the labor categories, based on the 20/80 ratio for onsite and offsite work? In other words, instead of two separate rates for the Program Manager I for example, does the government want the Prime to propose one rate based on the assumption that 20% of the time will be on Contractor facility and 80% on the government facility?  

A30: *Offerors shall propose blended rates for each labor category, based on the 20/80 ratio for onsite and offsite work. 

*This answer is superseded by Answer 70.  

Q31: In Section H (page 96) of the RFP it states:  The Government reserves the right to exclude contract holders from continued participation should they fail to adequately perform any aspects (i.e. meet socio-economic plans/goals) of their subsequent contract or fail to actively participate in the task order competitions.  Can Government provide additional input on how compliance/non-compliance with prior proposal socio-economic plans will be used as an evaluation factor for incumbents?

A31: The cited language is not part of the evaluation factors in sections L and M. Section H is revised accordingly.

Q32: We believe FAR 52.215-20 Requirements for Certified Cost or Pricing Data or Information Other Than Certified Cost or Pricing Data referenced in Section L was cited in error because most of the proposal content and submission requirements are inconsistent and in conflict with the proposal content and submission requirements set out  in Section L, FAR 52.215-1  INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS--COMPETITIVE  ACQUISITION  (JAN 2004).  Therefore, we request deletion of FAR 52.215-20 in its entirety or substitution of  FAR 52.215-20, Alternate IV instead.

A32: FAR 52.215-20 is hereby removed.

Q33: There is no clause titled “Reimbursement of Travel Costs” in this RFP.  Please clarify how travel costs will be reimbursed.

A33: The clause is located on page 13 and is titled “Reimbursement of Travel Cost”. The “s” is hereby removed from the sentence referencing the clause in section L.

Q34: FAR Subpart 37.115-3 states that FAR 52.237-10,  Identification of Uncompensated Overtime is required , in all solicitations valued above the simplified acquisition threshold, for professional or technical services to be acquired on the basis of the number of hours to be provided.  Consequently, we request inclusion of FAR 52.237-10 in both Section L and Section M of the RFP. 

A34: FAR 52.237-10 is hereby incorporated into section L. However, as per Section M, “Labor will be evaluated on the basis of 100% straight time. Uncompensated overtime and uncompensated overtime rates will not be used in the evaluation.”

Q35: Based on the LOE requirement for 8 CNIC CREDO FTEs does the government intend for these resources to be National Capital Region (NCR)-based and to travel to these locations? Or does the government intend for these resources to be stationed full-time at these locations, and priced accordingly?

A35: Reference Answer 28. 

Q36: Section L states that the personnel compensation plan will be evaluated pursuant to FAR 52.222-46, and we understand that that FAR clause focuses on whether the compensation levels proposed are realistic and demonstrate an understanding of the work to be performed. T&M / Labor Hour priced subcontractors, however, should not be subject to realism analysis since the costs are not variable and are typically not the basis of the rate proposed under this contract type. Instead, they are subject to price reasonableness with the Prime’s responsibility being to conduct a price reasonableness assessment. Please confirm that the professional compensation plan and requirements of FAR 52.222-46 are therefore not applicable to T&M/Labor Hour subcontractors since the primes will be doing the applicable Price Analysis instead.

A36: The requirements of FAR 52.222-46 apply to all prime contractors and their subcontractors. See Section L for method of submission of subcontractor price/cost breakdowns.

Q37: Regarding the following: NOTICE OF INCLUSION OF AN ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICT OF INTEREST: This solicitation contains a clause entitled Organizational Conflict of Interest which is to be included in the Schedule of any contract to be awarded hereunder.  The language of the clause is subject to negotiations. Prospective offerors are requested to furnish with their proposals, information pertaining to any existing contract between the offeror and the companies engaged in furnishing to the United States Government any services or supplies pertaining to the development, production or analysis of any of the weapon systems, equipment or programs identified in the statement of work of this solicitation or listed below, if any, which may have a bearing on any existing or potential conflict of interest within the meaning of the clause in the Schedule. The question is, in which volume should the required  information be provided?

A37: The required information shall be provided as an Attachment to Volume I. This Attachment is excluded from the Volume I page count identified within the solicitation.

Q38: Regarding the list found in the OCI clause on page 146, is there any other information requested by the contracting officer beside the listed items?

A38: No.

Q39: Please revisit Question A7 in Amendment 1. The answer allows companies to game the pricing and price only the low salaried labor categories at Contractor Site rates to artificially drive their overall cost down. The best solution is to have companies bid 80% of the hours on Government Site rates and 20% of the hours at the Contractor site rates so Government is evaluating apples to apples.

A39: See Answer 30.

Q40: It is our understanding that the “Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information Form” is to be filled out and submitted in the Corporate Experience section of Volume 1.  Is there an additional form that is to be filled out for the Past Performance section of Volume 1?  Or does the “Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information Form” fulfill the requirements of both sections?

A40: Use the same form for both factors.

Q41: We are a small business.  It is our understanding that we are not required to submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan in Volume 2.  Is it also true that we do not need to submit a Socio-Economic Plan in Volume 1?

A41: No. All offerors are required to submit a Socio-Economic Plan in Volume I.

Q42: The synopsis and solicitation summaries on FBO and NECO state that the solicitation is “…100% full and open…with on-ramp provisions with a preference for small business awards at on-ramp.”  Does this mean that the Navy will make some small business awards along with unrestricted awards for the base ordering period or will small business awards only be made if/when the “on-ramp” solicitation is issued in year three per Section H of the solicitation?

A42: The Government intends to award a contract or contracts resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror/s whose proposal/s represent the best value after evaluation in accordance with the factors in the solicitation.  The Government reserves the right to issue the on-ramp solicitation on a set-aside basis, if warranted.

Q43: We note that all questions are due 15 October.  It will take the government at least a couple of days to prepare and publish the responses.  The solicitation due date is 22 October and requires hard copies to be produced and delivered via mail/Fedex/UPS.  This time line does not allow prospective bidders sufficient time to review the government responses to questions, make any necessary changes to submission volumes, and be able to assemble/mail them to meet the deadline.  Therefore, we respectfully request the government extend the submission deadline to 20 November 2015.

A43: The submission deadline is hereby extended until 5:00PM EST 29 OCT 2015.

Q44: On page 149 of the RFP, the government states, “The offeror should complete a ‘Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information Form’ for each reference submitted.  The form is an attachment to the solicitation.  The forms will count toward the Volume I page limit described above.  For additional information regarding a particular reference beyond that which will fit on the form, the offeror may continue onto another sheet of paper.  Such continuation sheet(s) for submitted references will count toward the Volume I page limit.  In these two sentences back to back, the government says offerors may continue “onto another sheet of paper”, but then references “…continuation sheet(s)” – which connotes using more than 1 additional “another sheet of paper”. Recently, in its answer to submitted Question 4, the government answered a request for additional page count with, “A4: An additional 25 pages will be afforded, for a total of 50 pages. See changes within the RFP.”

Does the government mean to authorize the expansion of the Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information Forms to as many pages as offerors deem necessary, so long as in total, those forms, together with other Volume 1 requirements, total no more than 50 pages?

A44: Yes.

Q45: Due to the current CNIC PMOS contract’s extension, the contract has exceeded 5 years in length.  Will the government consider work performed under the current CNIC PMOS contract that is older than 5 years relevant corporate experience?

A45: No.

Q46: Page 149… the offeror shall identify up to five (5) of its most relevant contracts or efforts within the past five (5) years, and provide any other information the offeror considers relevant to the requirements of the solicitation.

The RFP language state “contracts or efforts.”  In the past, the government has interpreted this same language as allowing for multiple contracts directed at projects for a single government client to count as one reference.  Please confirm that this is still a correct interpretation.

A46: No. A maximum of five (5) contracts or efforts shall be submitted. Multiple contracts should not be combined.     

Q47: Page 149… the offeror shall identify up to five (5) of its most relevant contracts or efforts within the past five (5) years, and provide any other information the offeror considers relevant to the requirements of the solicitation.

Please confirm the RFP language “…and provide any other information the offeror considers relevant…” allows for Past Performance / Corporate experience information relevant to the PWS requirements to be included outside the 5 individual Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information forms and attachment sheets—(e.g., introductory information, etc.).  Please also confirm whether such other relevant information will be evaluated as long as the information is contained within the 50 page limit for Vol. 1.

A47: The terms of the solicitation (Section L) clearly direct that Corporate Experience and Past Performance information are to be addressed on the Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information Form and any continuation sheet(s).  Section L states: “For additional information regarding a particular reference beyond that which will fit on the form, the offeror may continue onto another sheet of paper.  Such continuation sheet(s) for submitted references will count toward the Volume I page limit.  Relevant references submitted under the Corporate Experience factor will also be considered in the evaluation of Past Performance.  Only a single set of up to five references shall be submitted.”

Q48: Page149…The offeror should complete a “Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information Form <https://www.navsup.navy.mil/portal/page/portal/45942CF7458A1E11E04400144F2D8694> ” for each reference submitted.  The form is an attachment to the solicitation.  The forms will count toward the Volume I page limit described above.  For additional information regarding a particular reference beyond that which will fit on the form, the offeror may continue onto another sheet of paper.  Such continuation sheet(s) for submitted references will count toward the Volume I page limit. 

The amendment provided a 50 page limit for Vol 1.  There are no explicit page limits within Vol 1 for the various individual requirements.  However, the language stating the “offeror may continue onto another sheet of paper” could be interpreted to mean a 2 page limit for each reference (A one-page form plus another single sheet).  Please confirm that the 50 page total limit is the only length requirement for the contents within Vol 1 (i.e., offerors can use as many continuation pages as desired as long as they stay within the total volume page count).

A48: Offerors are not limited in the number of continuation pages for the Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information Form as long as they stay within the total page limitations in Section L of the solicitation.  

Q49: The current language in the CNIC RFP does not allow for tables and figures to have less than 12pt font, excluding the CE/PP forms and continuation pages.  Section L.II(5): page 148: Volume I; Non-priced Proposal states: “Each “page” is defined as one sheet, 8 ½ “ x 11”, with at least one inch margins on all sides, using a font with a point size of 12 or greater (e.g., "Times New Roman" style with 12 point font).”

Offeror is requesting the Government accept graphics and tables at no less than 8pt font.  Some tables to be include may not fit on an 8 ½ “ x 11” page, with at least one inch margins on all sides, using a font with a point size of 12 or greater.

A49: See revised language in Section L of the solicitation.

Q50: The following paragraph appears on page 151 of Section L, Volume II – Price/Cost instructions:  “(f) Any and all subcontracts identified in the Non-price proposal shall be identified and priced in the price/cost proposal.  Subcontracts (regardless of dollar value) shall be adequately documented.  Subcontractor price/cost breakdowns may be submitted in separate sealed envelopes.”   Would the Government please clarify if relevant subcontractor sealed packages can be included as part of the prime’s offer or should each subcontractor submit their sealed package directly to the Government?   

A50: See answer 23.

Q51: Does the government anticipate that the prime and/or subcontractor have offices in the National Capital Region, San Diego and Norfolk when task order is located in these locations?

A51: The solicitation does not provide for evaluating the location of contractor facilities.

Q52: Ref: Attachment II – Past Performance Information Form, Section Corporate Experience/Past Performance Information Form.  When referencing contracts of equal size, scope and complexity, some Offerors may use contracts that have 25 or more (and for those referencing the Seaport-e contract, nearly 700 potential subcontractors). Was the government’s intent for Offerors to list, in the space provided in the Attachment II - Past Performance Form, a breakdown of FTEs for all subcontractors on the referenced contracts?  If the intent of the requirement was simply to gain insight into the percentage of total work subcontracted by special designation/type of company (e.g. WOSB, SDVOSB, Hubzone, LB, etc) and/or by companies that are also being bid as part of this proposal, would the government consider modifying (or removing) this requirement to list out subcontractor user by business designation and percentage and not by subcontractor by FTE? This will result in Offeror’s providing verifiably and accurate numbers to the government.

A52: The Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information Form is revised to clarify the FTE information sought.  The revised form is attached andFTE examples are highlighted.

Q53: Ref: Attachment II – Past Performance Information Form, Section Corporate Experience/Past Performance Information Form.  Should the government require a literal interpretation of the FTE by Subcontractor requirement, will an additional 5-10 pages be allowed for data to be inserted in the space required in Attachment II to list out the information.  The additional page count will allow for the inclusion of an extensive list due to the relevancy to CNIC PSMAC requirements.  For analysis of FTE by subcontractor purposes - specifically on referenced PP contracts that don’t have the government nor the prime contractor required to track work performed, by FTE – what is the man year, in terms of hours, that industry is required to use to ascertain the number of FTE by subcontractor?

A53: See answer 52.

Q54: Q11: RFP:     Page 148:  Section II, paragraph (5) references Volume 1 and the requirement to use 12 font or greater. Page 149:  Section II, paragraph (5) continued references an exception to the font size (10 or greater) for the “corporate experience past performance  information” form. Page 149:  Section III, paragraph (1) allows for continuation pages for the “corporate experience past performance  information” form. Question:  What are the font requirements for the continuation pages; 10 and greater or 12 and greater?

A11: The font size requirement for the continuation pages is 10 and greater.

 Follow up questions: For each corporate capability and past performance citation, can we use 10 pt or greater for the entire write up which includes the information form and the continuing write ups that follow? We are asking if all the corporate capabilities and past performance information can be in 10 pt or greater. 

A54: See revised language in Section L of the solicitation.

Q55: Section A – General Information and Section H – Addition of Contractors During the Life of the ID/IQ Contract; If a team led by a small business prime contractor submits a bid in response to this solicitation, will the government consider making an award to that small business team should the bid be deemed a best value to the government in accordance with Section M?  Or, is the government only going to make awards to large businesses and wait until the “on-ramp” option in year 3 to then make awards to responsive small business teams?

A55: See answer 42.

Q56: Section B – paragraph/table a), Level of Effort; The table in this section does not break out the labor categories by scope area (i.e., the 8 major scope areas in Section 6 of the PWS).  The solicitation also requires bidders to show what scope areas each subcontractor is assigned to perform.  We have made these assignments for our team, but we cannot do CPFF pricing without knowing which labor categories and hours correspond with each major scope area because we have nothing on which to base the assignment of these items to each subcontractor so they may do their pricing.  The Navy needs to either break out this table by major scope area or drop the CPFF pricing requirement and just require team-wide FFP labor rates for each category.

A56: The solicitation remains unchanged.

Q57: Section B – paragraph d); The solicitation states that “…hours expended per month under each…term-type task order shall be commensurate with the pursuit of performance of the task order’s statement of work, provided that such fluctuation does not result in the utilization of the task order hours prior to the expiration of the task order”.  If the government has issued a performance based work statement as indicated, be it term or completion, the contractor should be free to meet the performance objectives in any manner it sees fit, even if that means completing the work before the end of the period of performance.  Request the Navy modify the language as to how “term-type” task orders will be managed or remove this type of task order altogether.

A57: The solicitation remains unchanged.

Q58: Section L – page 150, (c) Socio-Economic Plan; In Amendment 0001, the Navy said that small business primes do not have to address the “Utilization of Small Business Concerns” or “Small Business Subcontracting Plan”.  Similarly, does a small business prime have to provide a socio-economic plan?

A58: Yes. See answer 41.

Q59: Section L – page 150, (c) Socio-Economic plan; If a team does not have any subcontractors that fall in to one or more of the seven socio-economic categories listed in this section, what does the government want to see as far as a plan goes?  Should we still identify a target for the given category(ies) even though we don’t have a team member?  If so, can we meet this target by adding team members in the future?  If we don’t identify a target for the given category(ies) but submit a socio-economic plan with all of the others addressed, will we be deemed eligible for an award?

A59: The solicitation is clear on its face.
Q60: Section L – page 150, (2) Volume II – Price/Cost; Does the government require bidders to submit a FFP price/cost for all of the labor categories/hours/periods in the table in Section B in addition to the CPFF pricing, or are we to leave CLINs 0002 and 0007 blank?

A60: See answer 25.

Q61: Section L – page 151, (a); The language here asks for separate cost and pricing information for each time period specified.  Does this mean the government wants one rolled up price for the Base Period (3 years) and one for the Option Period (2 years) to match with the CLIN structure in Section B?  Or, does the government want pricing for each year and then for it to be rolled up to the CLIN levels appropriately?

A61: Submit separate cost and pricing information in Volume II for each of the 5 years. Fill in the pricing pages in section B appropriately.

Q62: Section L – page 151, (b); The language here asks for supporting data for pricing to include “material lists/costs”, “travel charges”, and “other direct costs”, amongst other things.  However, the CLINs in Section B prescribe fixed amounts to use for travel, ODCs, and data requirements.  Should bidders use those specified amounts and spread them across the labor hours to generate that portion of the rate in our cost build-up?  Are there other, additional items the government wants to see in the pricing back-up in addition to these given amounts?

A62: For purposes of the proposal, the offeror should enter the given amounts in the designated Section B CLINs for travel and ODCs, PLUS applicable G&A.

Q63: Section L – page 151, (d); Providing a split between on-site (government site) and off-site(contractor site) labor performance further complicates an already complicated pricing effort.  Do any actual task orders being executed at this time that will be rolled into this contract require support at the contractor site?  If not, then please remove the requirement to perform this break-out.  Alternatively, if there is a small percentage of work that will be done at the contractor site, please revise the price/cost submission requirements to just have the bidders provide (from the prime and any subcontractors) their contractor site burden rates broken down by fringe, G&A, OH, etc. instead of requiring the use of an artificial breakout of labor hours.

A63: See Answer 70.

Q64: Section L – page 151, (e) (iii); We are not clear as to what the government is asking for in this section.  Any/all travel conducted by a company that is not reimbursable to a client is rolled up in to either OH, G&A, or split across both with the distinction that travel that is used in support of a given client is recognized as an OH expense to that client, while general travel in conducting the business of the company as a whole is recognized as G&A expense.  Is the government asking if any reimbursable travel is somehow accounted for in overhead or G&A?  If not, then there is no point to asking this question and it should be removed.

A64: Section L – page 151, (e) (iii) remains unchanged. 

Q65: Section L – page 151, (f); This language requires pricing/costs from each subcontractor identified in the non-price proposal.  In order to form teams for this bid, each subcontractor is assigned a scope area or areas for which they are most qualified and experienced to perform under the contract.   However, given that the labor categories and hours in Section B are not broken out by scope area (i.e., the 8 areas in PWS Section 6), there is no way to break out the hours and labor categories to each of our subcontractors to have them price and submit.  The Navy needs to either break out the hours and labor categories by scope area or modify the price/cost proposal requirements.   Potential revisions could include having each team propose team-wide CPFF “CAP” labor hour rates for each labor category, eliminate the CPFF pricing altogether and go with FFP labor rates while retaining the right to issue CPFF task orders upon award, or eliminate the entire CPFF portion of the contract and just stick with FFP pricing/task orders.

A65: See answer 56. 

Q66: [Intentionally omitted.]  

Q67: Section L – page 151, (f); This paragraph says that subcontractor price/cost breakdowns may be submitted in separate sealed envelopes.  Given the sensitivity of this information, will the government accept delivery of these packets separately from the rest of the proposal as long as they contain the necessary information to positively identify it as belonging to the given team’s proposal submission?  Also, can the subcontractors also email their price/cost breakdown directly to the contracting officer identified instead of having to send it to the prime to email in on their behalf?

A67: See answer 23.

Q68: Section L – page 151, (g); Multiple questions about this table:

a. Does the government want to see this table for both the on-site pricing and the off-site pricing or just one table with a “blend” (80/20) of the OH, Fringe, G&A?

b. In the Subcontractor Costs row, should these costs include the fixed fee amounts for the portion of the labor categories/hours that the subcontractors are pricing, or should all of the fixed fee for the entire team be shown in the row labeled “Fixed Fee”?

c. In the ODC and Travel rows, should we use a pro-rated amount of the total ODC and Travel numbers that are specified in Section B schedule?  If so, should we spread it evenly across each year?

A68: 

a. See Answer 70.

b. The chart contemplates the Prime’s fixed fee on the fixed fee line. See also revised language in Section L of the solicitation.

c. See Answer 62. 

Q69: Section L – Font Size; If we are using tables and/or figures to display information, may we also use 10 point font in those as with the Corporate Experience Forms?

A69: See revised language in Section L of the solicitation.

Q70: Reference the response to Question 30 in Amendment 2. Recommend you reconsider your response to question 30 which requires offerors to propose blended rates for each labor category, based on the 20/80 ratio for onsite and offsite work. This poses significant challenges to create blended rates for small business subcontractors who do not have established onsite rates for contractor site work. Furthermore, in subcontracting plans, you allocate hours and work to subcontractors based on their capabilities and where they perform the preponderance of their work. In most cases, companies are either performing on site or off site work, but not both for each labor category. Creating a blended rate under this scenario does not accurately reflect the cost of labor for onsite or offsite work. We propose that offerors be allowed to submit either a traditional cost/price build up which provides separate pricing for both onsite and offsite work at the 20/80 ratio, or a blended rate as described in Question 30.

A70: Offerors shall apply the on-site 20% and the off-site 80% ratio to each labor category.  The offeror may use a blended rate if it clearly demonstrates how the rate was derived. This answer supersedes Answer 30.

Q71: Ref: Attachment II – Past Performance Information Form, Section Corporate Experience/Past Performance Information Form.  In the event the Government grants additional page count to allow for the literal interpretation of FTEs by Subcontractor requirement, will the Government issue an extension to the solicitation response time from 5:00 PM EST, 22 October 2015 to 5:00 PM EST, 5 November 2015?

A71: An extension to the solicitation response time was granted via Amendment 03.

Q72: The solicitation says the Service Contract Act does not apply, but several of the labor category titles and descriptions look like SCA type positions.  For example:  Admin Analysts I, II, and II; Events Coordinator; Training Support Specialists I and II; IT Help Desk Support, etc.  Our understanding is that SCA determinations are made by the Department of Labor based on factors such as the labor category title and job descriptions, and an employee can go to DoL at any time if he/she believes the position should be covered by the SCA.  Please provide additional information on how the Navy determined this contract is not subject to SCA. 

A72: The solicitation remains unchanged.

Q73: We just received Amendment 2, and in it the government indicates that small business primes must submit a socio-economic plan.  Given that it was confirmed that small business primes do not have to develop and submit a small business subcontracting plan, and that the limitations on subcontracting for small businesses require the prime to execute a fairly large percentage of the total value of a contract, we do not think the requirement to have a socio-economic plan makes sense in this instance.  The socio-economic designations all apply only to small businesses, so we should not have to submit this type of plan when we are not required to submit a small business subcontracting plan by FAR requirement.

A73: The solicitation remains unchanged. See also Answer 41.

Q74: The answer to question 30 appears to create a new requirement for a single blended rate for each category. Is this independent of the vertical summary cost build sheet detailed in the Table in Section L (g) and should be presented as its own table?

A74: See Answer 70.

Q75: Should there be a single blended rate for each team?

A75: See Answer 70.

Q76: Are the blended rates for evaluation purposes only ?

A76: See Answer 70.

Q77: Do subcontractors need to provide compensation plans or is that only a Prime requirement?

A77: See Answer 36.

Q78: In Answer 36, the Government states the following:  “A specific Comp Plan is required only from the prime, however, direct labor and fringe rates are needed from the subcontractors regardless of the subcontract type.”  This is a change from the original requirement found at FAR 52.222-46 which would require subcontractors to “submit a compensation plan setting forth salaries and fringe benefits.”  Many small business subcontractors do not have the ability to develop fringe rates nor compliant accounting systems in general.  As such, most small business subcontractors did not use a cost build up methodology to propose pricing to their respective prime contractor and would be unable to provide the fringe rates.  Would the Government simply remove the requirement for subcontractors to provide direct labor and fringe rates?  If not, would the Government consider reverting back to the initial requirement of FAR 52.222-46? If neither of the above options are acceptable, as an alternative, can subcontractors propose prices utilizing a GSA schedule or some other form of commercial pricing?  Allowing this would also assist the Government in determining price reasonableness and would allow prime contractors the ability to retain quality small business subcontractors on their team who are unable to develop the fringe rates.

A78: Answer 36 does not contain the quoted language.  Please see answer 36.

Q79: The answer to question 7 directly conflicts with the answer to question 30.  Please advise on which answer applies. An updated amendment with the new Q&A would be beneficial and ensure accuracy.  If the response to question 30 applies, please explain your guidance on blended rates.  

a. Are you expecting offerors to blend rates between primes and subs?

b. What are offerors to do if their disclosed practices do not allow them to blend rates onsite and offsite because of different cost structures?

A79: See answer 70.

Q80: Answer to Q9 of AMD 01 indicated DFAR 252.204-7012 SEP 2015 was to be incorporated, however, listed in pg 8 of 13 is reflecting AUG 2015.  Would the Government please reflect the latest enacted date of SEP 2015?

A80: See revised solicitation.

Q81: Answer to Q30 of AMD 02 is contradictory to Q7’s response under AMD 01.  As a result, would the Government provide clear explanation of the basis of the blended rate request?  Is it the Government’s intention that the Offeror provide one fully burdened rate per labor category to include Offeror’s onsite, offsite, and Subcontractor rates?  

A81: See Answer 70.

Q82: AMD 02, Section L, pg 17 of 17, provides a template for the cost proposal.  This template seems contradictory to the submission of one blended rate since most Offerors will have differing overhead rates for government and contractor sites. Is this template still a requirement for pricing submission?  

A82: See Answer 70.

Q83: Answer to Q30 is not consistent with the contemplated contract type of CPFF MAC with CPFF and FFP ordering provisions. Also, the Ordering Procedures on pg 99 of 154 of the RFP doesn’t reference the use of blended rates.  Is it the Government’s intention to incorporate proposed blended rates under a CPFF MAC with the understanding that such blended rates may not coincide with a particular RFQ LOE? Or is the Government looking to have a blended rate very much like an average rate for evaluation purposes only?

A83: See Answer 70.

Q84: On Page 9, Section B, the Government’s language within the section on fee appears contradictory:

(c)       If substantially fewer than the estimated hours established in any task order are employed in the performance of that task order, then the fixed fee amount for the task order shall be equitably reduced to reflect the reduction of work.  

(d)    All payments shall be in accordance with the provisions of FAR 52.216-8, “Fixed Fee,” and FAR 52.216-7, “Allowable Cost and Payment.”  The total of all such payments shall not exceed eighty-five (85%) percent of the fixed fee specified under each applicable delivery/task order.  Any balance of fixed fee due the contractor shall be paid to the Contractor, and any over-payment of fixed fee shall be repaid to the Government by the Contractor, or otherwise credited to the Government at the time of final payment.

 The solicitation language in (c) clearly says the Government will reduce the fee. This is NOT in accordance with the FAR. Conversely, paragraph (d) references the correct FAR clause and states that the contractor is entitled to the remainder of fee – which should be the remainder of the entire fee not a reduced fee.  Please confirm that fee will be handled in accordance with the FAR as stated in (d) and that (c) will be removed.

A84: The solicitation remains unchanged.  

Q85: Question regarding graphics display font size: If I include a graphic in the non-price proposal (business flow chart, organization chart, etc.) is the font size restricted to 12 pt. font per page 148 of the solicitation?

A85: See revised language in Section L of the solicitation.

Q86: Respectfully request eliminating the requirement for hard copy delivery of our proposal packages entirely...due to short timeline and extra work involved, for submissions that are traditionally electronic in nature. Alternatively, request at least one-week extension on due date to allow additional/sufficient time to assemble/prepare and submit hard copy packages.

A86: The requirements for proposal submission remain unchanged. An extension to the end date for submission of proposals was granted via Amendment 03.

Only personnel with current DoD Common Access Cards (CACs) or appropriate military credentials will be able to access the compound.  There will be no ability to drop off the proposals outside the compound.

Such certificate shall identify the name of the person who is not a bona fide employee, that person’s employment capacity, the name of the person’s firm, the relationship of that firm to the offeror, and the portion of the proposal in which the person participated.

(4)  Requirements for Style:  Each offeror shall submit a proposal that clearly and concisely sets forth the contractor’s response to the requirements of the solicitation.  Unnecessary elaboration or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective proposal are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the offeror’s lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate artwork, expensive paper or bindings, and expensive visual or other presentation aids are neither necessary nor desired. III. PROPOSAL CONTENT

(1)  Volume I – Non-price Proposal

The Non-price evaluation factors are listed below with Corporate Experience and Past Performance being of equal importance, and both being significantly more important than Socio-Economic Plan:

(a)  Corporate Experience

The offeror shall demonstrate relevant corporate experience.  Relevant corporate experience is experience within the past five years that is the same as, or similar to, the scope, magnitude, and complexity of the work described by this solicitation.

To demonstrate its corporate experience, the offeror shall identify up to five (5) of its most relevant contracts or efforts within the past five (5) years, and provide any other information the offeror considers relevant to the requirements of the solicitation.  Offerors shall provide a detailed explanation demonstrating the relevance of the contracts or efforts to the requirements of the solicitation.  If subcontractor experience is provided as part of the five (5) of its most relevant contracts or efforts, the subcontractor experience will be given weight relative to the scope, magnitude and complexity of the aspects of the work under the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.  Therefore, the offeror’s proposal shall detail clearly the aspects of the work in the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform. To demonstrate the relevance of the contracts or efforts to the requirements of the solicitation, the offeror should provide a detailed explanation of:

(1) The offeror’s relevant past performance regarding the eight (8) tasks in part six (6) of the PWS;

(2) The offeror’s previous experience in management under relevant references, including management of projects, personnel, and if applicable, management of subcontractor personnel; 

(3) The offeror’s previous experience with transition periods under relevant references, if applicable; 

(4) The offeror’s previous experience with the implementation of risk mitigation; and

(5) Any other information the offeror considers relevant to the requirements of the solicitation.

The corporate experience references will be evaluated in the aggregate in order to allow offerors who may not have the entire scope, magnitude, and complexity of the requirement under one individual contract to still be considered acceptable if experience with the full scope, magnitude, and complexity of the requirement can be demonstrated within the allotted number of references as described above.  

The offeror should complete a “Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information Form” for each reference submitted.  The form is an attachment to the solicitation.  The forms will count toward the Volume I page limit described above.  For additional information regarding a particular reference beyond that which will fit on the form, the offeror may continue onto another sheet of paper.  Such continuation sheet(s) for submitted references will count toward the Volume I page limit.  Relevant references submitted under the Corporate Experience factor will also be considered in the evaluation of Past Performance.  Only a single set of up to five references shall be submitted.  

The corporate experience proposed for each offeror will be used to assess the extent of the offeror’s understanding of the scope, magnitude, and complexity of the requirement and the extent of risk of unsuccessful performance.

NOTE:  The Corporate Experience factor is defined by what relevant experience the offeror has gained under specific contracts within the five years immediately preceding the submission of its proposal; while the Past Performance factor, identified below, is defined by how well the offeror has performed on the relevant efforts over those five years.  The primary focus of the Past Performance evaluation will be on those contracts identified in the proposal that are found to be relevant to the solicitation’s requirements.  While Corporate Experience and Past Performance are separate evaluation factors, they principally focus on different aspects of the same contracts.  Accordingly, offerors shall submit a single set of corporate experience and past performance information (maximum of five (5) of its most relevant contracts) to satisfy the submission requirements for both factors.   


(b)  Past Performance 
The offeror shall demonstrate relevant past performance or affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant past performance.  Relevant past performance is performance under contacts or efforts (within the past five years) that is of similar scope, magnitude, and complexity to that which is described in the solicitation.  The Government will evaluate the relevant references submitted under Corporate Experience factor.  Only a single set of up to five (5) references shall be submitted.

The offeror should address its past performance in complying with requirements of the clauses at FAR 52.219-8, "Utilization of Small Business Concerns," and 52.219-9, "Small Business Subcontracting Plan."


(c) Socio-Economic Plan 
The offeror shall address the extent of participation of small businesses, small disadvantaged businesses, women-owned small businesses, historically black colleges or universities and minority institutions, veteran-owned small businesses, service-disabled veteran-owned small businesses, and HUBZone small businesses in performance of any resultant contract.  The solicitation, however, does not require participation by such entities.  The offeror shall provide targets, expressed as dollars and percentages of total contract value*, for small businesses, small disadvantaged businesses, women-owned small businesses, historically black colleges or universities and minority institutions, veteran-owned small businesses, service-disabled veteran-owned small businesses, and HUBZone small businesses in any of the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Major Groups as determined by the Department of Commerce.   The targets may provide for participation by a prime contractor, joint venture partner, teaming arrangement member, or subcontractor.  Targets will be incorporated into and become part of any resultant contract.

*Targets expressed as dollars and contract value amounts shall be redacted from Vol. I, the non-price/cost proposal.  The offeror’s price/cost proposal, Vol. II, shall include the unredacted information for the Socio-Economic Plan.   

If the offeror fails to provide targets for the contract and/or any of the seven socio-economic factors, the offeror's proposal will be evaluated at zero percent and/or zero dollars for the contract and/or any socio-economic factor for which a target is not provided.  However, an offeror that provides no socio-economic plan in response to this factor may be considered ineligible for award.
(2)  Volume II – Price/Cost

Volume II shall include the completed solicitation documents and a complete and detailed price/cost breakdown with all supporting documentation.    The price/cost proposal shall be based upon the government’s estimated level of effort and labor categories in Section B of the solicitation.  The FFP line items (0002 and 0007) are not separately priced and will not be included as part of the total evaluated price. The price/cost proposal shall include all elements of cost and such other cost information as considered appropriate to support the offeror’s proposal.  The cost and pricing information shall be completed in accordance with the following:


(a)  Separate cost and pricing information shall be submitted for each time period specified in the pricing pages of the solicitation.


(b)  Supporting data including labor rates and hours, burden rates, material lists and costs, travel charges, and “other direct costs” used in developing the price/cost breakdown shall be furnished.  The supporting data for “other direct costs” shall include an itemization of those costs and an explanation and justification for each cost so itemized.


(c)  For personnel, the proposed labor rates should be arrived at by utilizing the actual labor rates for personnel working under the labor categories specified in Section B.


(d)  For proposal purposes, the following ratios of On-site (Contractor facility) and Off-site (Government facility) labor performance are established for all labor categories:

(e) The following amounts (plus applicable G&A and Material Handling) will be utilized by the Government for evaluation purposes only in determining the total evaluated cost of a proposal.

(i) Travel estimated above is for travel and subsistence associated with performance under any resultant contract which will be reimbursed in accordance with the clause entitled “Reimbursement of Travel Cost.”



(ii) Material estimated above is for incidental material and special materials as defined in the clause entitled, ”Allowability of Material and General Business Expenses” and elsewhere in the solicitation.



(iii) Any offeror having an accounting system which includes, within overhead or G&A, travel and/or material shall specifically state this fact within the price/cost proposal.  


(f) Any and all subcontracts identified in the Non-price proposal shall be identified and priced in the price/cost proposal.  Subcontracts (regardless of dollar value) shall be adequately documented.  Unsanitized subcontractor price/cost breakdowns shall be submitted in separate sealed envelopes, included in the prime contractor proposal package. Subcontractors shall, in addition, email their unsanitized price/cost breakdowns, in Microsoft Excel format, to Rachel.mcginley@navy.mil at the time of or prior to the due date for submission of proposals found elsewhere in the solicitation.

(g) If the offeror is currently being audited, or has been audited, by the Defense Contract Audit Agency, the name and location of the assigned DCAA office should be furnished with the price/cost proposal. 

In addition to the above regarding the structure/format of an offeror’s Price/Cost Proposal, all cost elements (prime and subcontractor), should be tallied vertically in at least one summary spreadsheet per contract year. Offerors may add rows as needed as long as the table remains a vertical tally of cost elements. For example:
