The following specifications are generally stated requirements and are not technically detailed.  These final details and further assessments of the required work are requested from Contractors in order to determine the scope of work actually required.  The required work includes the following:
1.1.  	Installation of CDX-10 locks is a DOD security requirement requiring a contractor who is a GSA 	certified safe and vault technician.  The work requires adherence to strict general services agency 	guidelines and the final product meet the standards for storage of classified material.  
1.1.1. The installations will require modification to door jams for installation of the latching mechanism, drilling doors, and patching over holes left from previously installed locks.  This level of work is beyond the capability of shipboard personnel.
