CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.209-5     CERTIFICATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (APR 2010)

(a)(1) The Offeror certifies, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that- 

(i) The Offeror and/or any of its Principals- 

(A) Are (  ) are not (  ) presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, or declared ineligible for the award of contracts by any Federal agency; 

(B) Have (  ) have not (  ), within a three-year period preceding this offer, been convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered against them for: commission of fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a public (Federal, State, or local) contract or subcontract; violation of Federal or State antitrust statutes relating to the submission of offers; or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements, tax evasion, violating Federal criminal tax laws, or receiving stolen property (if offeror checks “have”, the offeror shall also see 52.209-7, if included in this solicitation); and 

(C) Are (  ) are not (  ) presently indicted for, or otherwise criminally or civilly charged by a governmental entity with, commission of any of the offenses enumerated in paragraph (a)(1)(i)(B) of this provision.; and

(d) Nothing contained in the foregoing shall be construed to require establishment of a system of records in order to render, in good faith, the certification required by paragraph (a) of this provision. The knowledge and information of an Offeror is not required to exceed that which is normally possessed by a prudent person in the ordinary course of business dealings. 

(e) The certification in paragraph (a) of this provision is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was placed when making award. If it is later determined that the Offeror knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in addition to other remedies available to the Government, the Contracting Officer may terminate the contract resulting from this solicitation for default.

52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (DEC 2014) 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71, Contract Disputes'', as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic 

Funds Transfer--Other Than System for Award Management), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. 

chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.

(2)(i) If a Contractor has legally changed its business name, “doing business as” name, or division name (whichever is shown on the contract), or has transferred the assets used in performing the contract, but has not completed the necessary requirements regarding novation and change-of-name agreements in FAR subpart 42.12, the Contractor shall provide the responsible Contracting Officer a minimum of one business day's written notification of its intention to (A) change the name in the SAM database; (B) comply with the requirements of subpart 42.12; and (C) agree in writing to the timeline and procedures specified by the responsible Contracting Officer. The Contractor must provide with the notification sufficient documentation to support the legally changed name.

(ii) If the Contractor fails to comply with the requirements of paragraph (t)(2)(i) of this clause, or fails to perform the agreement at paragraph (t)(2)(i)(C) of this clause, and, in the absence of a properly executed novation or change-of-name agreement, the SAM information that shows the Contractor to be other than the

(3) The Contractor shall not change the name or address for EFT payments or manual payments, as appropriate, in the SAM record to reflect an assignee for the purpose of assignment of claims (see Subpart 32.8, Assignment of Claims). Assignees shall be separately registered in the SAM database. Information provided to the Contractor's SAM record that indicates payments, including those made by EFT, to an ultimate recipient other than that Contractor will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of payment” paragraph of the EFT clause of this contract.

(4) Offerors and Contractors may obtain information on registration and annual confirmation requirements via SAM accessed through https://www.acquisition.gov.

(u) Unauthorized Obligations. 
(1) Except as stated in paragraph (u)(2) of this clause, when any supply or service acquired under this contract is subject to any End User License Agreement (EULA), Terms of Service (TOS), or similar legal instrument or agreement, that includes any clause requiring the Government to indemnify the 

Contractor or any person or entity for damages, costs, fees, or any other loss or liability that would create an Anti-Deficiency Act violation (31 U.S.C. 1341), the following shall govern:
(i) Any such clause is unenforceable against the Government.
(ii) Neither the Government nor any Government authorized end user shall be deemed to have agreed to such clause by virtue of it appearing in the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement. If the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement is invoked through an ``I agree'' click box or other comparable mechanism (e.g., ``click-wrap'' or ``browse-wrap'' agreements), execution does not bind the Government or any 

Government authorized end user to such clause.
(iii) Any such clause is deemed to be stricken from the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement.
(2) Paragraph (u)(1) of this clause does not apply to indemnification by the Government that is expressly authorized by statute and specifically authorized under applicable agency regulations and procedures.

1.  The Procuring Contract Office (PCO) is responsible for:

    
a.  All pre-award duties such as solicitation, negotiation and award of contracts. 

    
b.  Any information or questions during the pre-award stage of the procurement.

    
c.  Freedom of Information inquiries.

   
 d.  Changes in contract terms and/or conditions.

   
 e.  Post award conference.

2.  The Contract Administration Office (CAO) is responsible for matters specified in the FAR 42.302 and DFARS 42.302 except those areas otherwise designated as the responsibility of the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) or someone else herein. 

3.  The paying office is responsible for making payment of proper invoices after acceptance is documented.

4.  The Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) is responsible for interface with the contractor and performance of duties such as those set forth below.  It is emphasized that only the PCO/CAO has the authority to modify the terms of the contract.  In no event will any understanding, agreement, modification, change order, or other matter deviating from the terms of the basic contract between the contractor and any other person be effective or binding on the Government.  If in the opinion of the contractor an effort outside the scope of the contract is requested, the contractor shall promptly notify the PCO in writing.  No action may be taken by the contractor unless the PCO or CAO has issued a contractual change.  The COR duties are as follows:

  
a. (1) The COR is responsible for all Government technical interface concerning the contractor and furnishing technical instructions to the contractor.  These instructions may include:  technical advice/recommendations/clarifications of specific details relating to technical aspects of contract requirements; milestones to be met within the general terms of the contract or specific subtasks of the contract; or, any other interface of a technical nature necessary for the contractor to perform the work specified in the contract.   The COR is the point of contact through whom the contractor can relay questions and problems of a technical nature to the PCO. 


  
(2) The COR is prohibited from issuing any instruction which would constitute a contractual change.  The COR shall not instruct the contractor how to perform. If there is any doubt whether technical instructions contemplated fall within the scope of work, contact the PCO for guidance before transmitting the instructions to the contractor.

    
b.  Contract Surveillance


  
(1) The COR shall monitor the contractor's performance and progress under the contract.  In performing contract surveillance duties, the COR should exercise extreme care to ensure that he/she does not cross the line of personal services.  The COR must be able to distinguish between surveillance (which is proper and necessary) and supervision (which is not permitted).  Surveillance becomes supervision when you go beyond enforcing the terms of the contract.  If the contractor is directed to perform the contract services in a specific manner, the line is being crossed.  In such a situation, the COR's actions would be equivalent to using the contractor's personnel as if they were government employees and would constitute transforming the contract into one for personal services.


  
(2) The COR shall monitor contractor performance to see that inefficient or wasteful methods are not being used.  If such practices are observed, the COR is responsible for taking reasonable and timely action to alert the contractor and the PCO to the situation.


  
(3) The COR will take timely action to alert the PCO to any potential performance problems.  If performance schedule slippage is detected, the COR should determine the factors causing the delay and report them to the PCO, along with the contractor's proposed actions to eliminate or overcome these factors and recover the slippage.  Once a recovery plan has been put in place, the COR is responsible for monitoring the recovery and keeping the PCO advised of progress.



(4) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS Automated Information System (AIS).  The initial CPAR, under an eligible contract, must reflect evaluation of at least 180 days of contractor performance. (1) The COR is responsible for quality assurance of services performed and acceptance of the services or deliverables.  The COR shall expeditiously review copies of the contractor's invoices or vouchers, certificate of performance and all other supporting documentation to determine the reasonableness of the billing.  In making this determination, the COR must take into consideration all documentary information available and any information developed from personal observations. 


  
(2) The COR must indicate either complete or partial concurrence with the contractor's invoice/voucher by executing the applicable certificate of performance furnished by the contractor.  The COR must be cognizant of the invoicing procedures and prompt payment due dates detailed elsewhere in the contract. 


 
(3) The COR will provide the PCO and the CAO with copies of acceptance documents such as Certificates of Performance. 



(4) The COR shall work with the Contractor to obtain and execute a final invoice no more than 60 days after completion of contract performance.  The COR shall ensure that the invoice is clearly marked as a “Final Invoice.”

    
d.  Contract Modifications.  The COR is responsible for developing the statement of work for change orders or modifications and for preparing an independent government cost estimate of the effort described in the proposed statement of work. 

    
e.  Administrative Duties


  
(1) The COR shall take appropriate action on technical correspondence pertaining to the contract and for maintaining files on each contract.  This includes all modifications, government cost estimates, contractor invoices/vouchers, certificates of performance, DD 250 forms and contractor's status reports. 


  
(2) The COR shall maintain files on all correspondence relating to contractor performance, whether satisfactory or unsatisfactory, and on trip reports for all government personnel visiting the contractor's place of business for the purpose of discussing the contract. 


  
(3) The COR must take prompt action to provide the PCO with any contractor or technical code request for change, deviation or waiver, along with any supporting analysis or other required documentation.

    
f.  Government Furnished Property.  When government property is to be furnished to the contractor, the COR will take the necessary steps to insure that it is furnished in a timely fashion and in proper condition for use. The COR will maintain adequate records to ensure that property furnished is returned and/or that material has been consumed in the performance of work. 

    
g.  Security.  The COR is responsible for ensuring that any applicable security requirements are strictly adhered to.

    
h.  Standards of Conduct.  The COR is responsible for reading and complying with all applicable agency standards of conduct and conflict of interest instructions. 

    
i.  Written Report/Contract Completion Statement.  



(1) The COR is responsible for timely preparation and submission to the PCO, of a written, annual evaluation of the contractors performance.  The report shall be submitted within 30 days prior to the exercise of any contract option and 60 days after contract completion.  The report shall include a written statement that services were received in accordance with the Contract terms and that the contract is now available for close-out.  The report shall also include a statement as to the use made of any deliverables furnished by the contractor. 



(2) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a final Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS with 30 days of contract completion.



(3) The COR is responsible for providing necessary assistance to the Contracting Officer in performing Contract Close-out in accordance with FAR 4.804, Closeout of Contract Files.

5.  The Technical Assistant (TA), if appointed, is responsible for providing routine administration and monitoring assistance to the COR.  The TA does not have the authority to provide any technical direction or clarification to the contract.  Duties that may be performed by the TA are as follows:

b.  Review contract deliverables, recommend acceptance/rejection, and provide the COR with documentation to support the recommendation.  

    
c.  Assist in preparing the final report on contractor performance for the applicable contract in accordance with the format and procedures prescribed by the COR.

    
d.  Identify contract noncompliance with reporting requirements to the COR.

    
e.  Review contractor status and progress reports, identify deficiencies to the COR, and provide the COR with recommendations regarding acceptance, rejection, and/or Government technical clarification requests.

    
f.  Review invoices and provide the COR with recommendations to facilitate COR certification of the invoice.

    
g.  Provide the COR with timely input regarding technical clarifications for the statement of work, possible technical direction to provide the contractor, and recommend corrective actions.

    
h.  Provide detailed written reports of any trip, meeting, or conversation to the COR subsequent to any interface between the TA and contractor.

MINIMUM AND MAXIMUM QUANTITIES

As referred to in paragraph (b) of the "Indefinite Quantity" clause of this contract, the contract minimum quantity is a total of  4 students.  The recording of the obligation of funds associated with the guaranteed minimum amount under the basic contract will be issued under task order(s)/delivery order(s) immediately upon award of this contract.  The maximum quantity is the total "not to exceed" quantity for each item as set forth in the schedule.  The maximum quantity of 24 students is not to be exceeded without prior approval of the Administrative Contracting Officer.

INSTRUCTIONS
FAR 52.212-1 INSTRUCTIONS TO VENDORS – COMMERCIAL ITEMS 
The Government intends to award Firm Fixed Price with commercial pricing  provisions contract resulting from the solicitation to the responsible vendor whose quote is determined to be quote is determined most advantageous considering both non-price and price factors.

SECTION 1
BACKGROUND AND GENERAL INFORMATION 

1. GENERAL: This is a non-personal services contract to provide certified instructors as part of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) addendum for Education Services between Educational Institution with the Virginia Community College System policy manual for Workforce Development course and the Navy’s Voluntary Education Program for on-site educational services to the Naval Consolidated Brig (NAVCONBRIG), Chesapeake, VA continuing education leading to a certification for prison inmates.  The Government shall not exercise any supervision or control over the contract service providers performing the services herein. Such contract service providers shall be accountable solely to the Contractor who, in turn, is responsible to the Government.

1.1. Description of Services: The contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, supplies transportation, tools, materials, supervision, and other items and non-personal services necessary to perform program of study development and certified course instructor services as defined in this Performance Work Statement except for those items specified as Government furnished. The contractor shall perform to the standards in this contract with the goal of producing a course certification that satisfies the NAVCONBRIG’s mission and the learning objectives contained in the course outline.

1.2. Background: The goal of NAVCONBRIG is to provide an array of specialized industry recognized courses to provide the student inmates with a strong foundation of practical skills based on best practices and proven industry standards in short term and long term training in order to enhance skills that will lead to a certification in the basic, intermediate, and advanced levels in order to prepare personnel in their designated specialty or field once they are released.

1.3. Objectives: 

· Program of study development of the Vocational Training Courses

· Qualified instructors deliver accurate course information to students in a professional manner 

· Student learning – distribution of knowledge to ensure the safety of prison personnel.

1.4. Scope: The contractor shall provide the program of study for the Vocational Training Courses using the outline provided in APPENDIX A and other references cited herein.  The contractor shall deliver the course to inmates approved by NAVCONBRIG during dates and in locations as identified in Task Orders issued under this contract.  The average class size is approximately 12 to 24 students.  Each course requires a qualified instructor.

1.5. General Information: 

1.5.1. Quality Control: The contractor shall develop and maintain a Quality Assurance Plan (QA Plan) in order to ensure only qualified instructors are deployed to teach the Vocational Training courses AND to ensure only NAVCONBRIG-approved information is delivered to students.  The contractor shall detail in its quality assurance plan how it intends to maintain and improve instructor proficiency in delivery of the course content and to track individual instructor qualifications and certifications.  This QA Plan shall detail the methodology to be used by the contractor to monitor and grade the performance of its personnel as they carry out the requirements of this PWS.  The QA Plan shall address the contractor’s courses of action to improve the performance of under-performing instructors and maintain the skills of instructors performing at or above acceptable standards.

The QA Plan shall also detail how the contractor intends to satisfy the requirement for replacement instructors.

1.5.3 Hours of Operation:  The contractor is responsible for conducting business between the hours of 0730 and 1600 each day of instruction Monday thru Friday except Federal holidays or when the Government facility is closed due to local or national emergencies, administrative closings, or similar Government directed facility closings.  Occasionally, non-standard training days may be required by emergencies, and operational commitments; in these cases, as much prior notification as possible will be provided to the contractor.  However, the course should not vary substantially from this format.  Thirty minute lunches are allowed for eight hour day courses.  Extending the training day past the normal ending time can only be done with the Contracting Officer’s Representative’s (COR) concurrence.

1.5.6 Post Award Conference/Periodic Progress Meetings:  The Contractor agrees to attend any post award conference convened by the contracting activity or contract administration office in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation Subpart 42.5. The contracting officer, Contracting Officers Representative (COR), and other Government personnel, as appropriate, may meet periodically with the contractor to review the contractor's performance.  At these meetings the contracting officer will apprise the contractor of how the Government views the contractor's performance and the contractor will apprise the Government of problems, if any, being experienced.  Appropriate action shall be taken to resolve outstanding issues.  These meetings shall be at no additional cost to the Government.

Contracting Officer Representative (COR): The COR is the liaison between the government and the contractor at the training site.  The COR will identify the training room, arrange audio-visual equipment (if available) and may act as the receiving agent for items shipped to the training site.  The COR will be identified in each task order.  The COR does not have authority to change or alter the contract terms or conditions.

1.5.8   Key Personnel:  The following personnel are considered key personnel by the Government:  

The contractor shall provide the name of a person, and phone number, who shall be responsible for the performance of the work.  The name of this person and an alternate who shall act for the contractor when the instructor is absent shall be designated in writing to the Contracting Officer and COR.  This person or alternate shall have full authority to act for the contractor on all contract matters relating to daily operation of this contract.  The designated person or alternate shall be available between 7:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m., Monday thru Friday except Federal holidays or when the Government facility is closed for administrative reasons.  

1.5.9
Identification of Contractor Employees:   All contract personnel, working in other situations where their contractor status is not obvious to third parties are required to identify themselves as such to avoid creating an impression in the minds of the public that they are Government officials.  They must also ensure that all documents or reports produced by contractors are suitably marked as contractor products or that contractor participation is appropriately disclosed.  

1.5.10Contractor Travel:   The contractor shall be responsible for their own travel on-site.

1.5.11The contractor is responsible for shipping training aids and instructional material to on-site location. 

1.5.12The Government has unlimited rights to all documents/material produced under this contract. SECTION 4
CONTRACTOR  TASKING

4.1         Course Details:  

Communications Technology offers an array of specialized industry recognized courses developed to train students in a variety of communications connectivity technologies. Each training module boasts a unique curriculum designed to prepare the student for a professional future with an information base and skill set desired by employers in electrical, data, telephone, cable, computer networking industries, and more! Students will gain real-world experience working with various telecommunications systems. The training utilizes a hands-on approach that allows students to hone their skills, whether this is done through installing, programming, or maintaining audio/visual, copper based, fiber optic, or voice/messaging systems with an emphasis on Green technology applications in demand by the communications technology industry. 

4.1.1 Course description:  This 40 hour course provides students with the fundamental background knowledge in the theory, mediums of transmission, topologies, and functions of systems used in businesses and Smart Homes. Students assemble, test, and troubleshoot audio, visual, IR, wired, and wireless connectivity systems to explore these principles.

4.1.2  Course description:   This 30 hour course provides students with theoretical and hands-on knowledge of fiber optics. Students learn the basics of cable termination, testing, and troubleshooting while using sophisticated fiber optics analysis equipment. Students learn to terminate fiber optic cables with ST and SC connectors, two of the industry standards, and perform mechanical splices. Students explore the theory of fiber optics and calculate a system loss budget.

4.1.3  Course description:   A 40 hour introduction course to Network Cabling-Copper-Based Systems provides students with the knowledge and skills needed to become certified entry-level technicians in the Network Cabling Industry. Students construct, test, and troubleshoot copper-based cabling systems which are the basis of today’s networking, cable television, and satellite communications systems. A complete module on testing, certification and troubleshooting is provided, as well as a module on networks, both wired and wireless. All the latest information is included on Cat-6 and quad-shield coax cable, VoIP, and Smart Homes.
4.1.4  Course description:   A 30 hour course, AVES provides students with the knowledge and skills needed to become certified entry-level installers in the high growth, smart home, and business industries. This course is an innovative teaching aid containing simulated multi-room and home theater systems, connecting and operating entertainment systems while gaining an understanding of the principles of AC/DC electricity as well as analog/digital electronics concepts.

4.1.5  Course description:   A 40 hour course students will learn both a theoretical and hands-on knowledge of key telephone key systems, voice mail, and VoIP systems. Students are taught to install, program, maintain, and up-grade these systems by completing project-based activities, to include troubleshooting and customer relations.
4.1.6   Course description:   This 40 hour course teaches students to connect, operate, and program thermostats, switches, X-10, Z-Wave and Power over Ethernet (POE) devices. Students will work with a hands-on package that includes the student activity panel, the energy management trainer (EMT), tools, and consumables.
4.1.7  Course description:    This capstone course provides 10 hours of overview in techniques for career searching employment and retention with perspective employers in the telecommunications industry. It helps graduates set goals, write an effective resume, and identify where potential employers are located. Students also learn time management, customer relations, and how to sharpen their business writing skills.
4.2   Fundaments of Entrepreneurship an entry-level continuing education and professional development course that will expose students to the mindset, core principles, and practical considerations required when researching and launching a small business concept. As any successful business requires a balanced focus on developing both people and systems, the course places emphases on the proper mindset and self-assessment techniques (people) before providing the student with a strong foundation of practical skills based on best practices and proven industry standards. This course will offer students a unique overview which will serve to both assist in their decision to pursue additional formalized training in entrepreneurship and business management, as well as consider entrepreneurship as a viable career path after military service. Emphases throughout the entire course will be placed on the special and prohibitive circumstances that are unique to Navy Brig students.

The Fundamentals of Entrepreneurship should be an entry-level continuing education and professional development course that will expose students to the mindset, core principles, and practical considerations required when researching and launching a small business concept. As any successful business requires a balanced focus on developing both people and systems, the course places emphasis on the proper mindset and self-assessment techniques (people) before providing the student with a strong foundation of practical skills based on best practices and proven industry standards. This course should offer students a unique overview which will serve to assist in their decision to pursue additional formalized training in entrepreneurship and business management, as well as consider entrepreneurship as a viable career path after military service.

The Fundamentals of Entrepreneurship course should be unique in the flexibility of delivery of lessons, the content of each lesson, and the ability to have class materials and certified instructors provided at our facility to deliver the curriculum within the necessary parameters to maintain security. This program is designed around the specific challenges of the Navy Brig demographic, and will provide these individuals with the understanding of the entrepreneurial mindset and a basic overview of the processes and procedures required for starting a successful entrepreneurial small business.

SECTION 5 
COURSE REQUIREMENTS

5.0
 GENERAL:

Purpose/Objective of Course

The purpose of the course is for students to gain real-world experience working with various telecommunications systems, as well as offering students a unique overview which will serve to assist in their decision to pursue additional formalized training in entrepreneurship and business management, as well as consider entrepreneurship as a viable career path after military service.

Upon completion of this course, the students will have the knowledge, understanding, familiarity and be able to:

· This program is designed to offer any student completing the course a highly functional certification that will assist them in obtaining gainful employment in the technological industry.
· This course will offer students a unique overview which will serve to assist in their decision to pursue additional formalized training in entrepreneurship and business management, as well as consider entrepreneurship as a viable career path after military service.
5.1 
Shipping of all class material, including course administrative material, to each training location is the responsibility of the contractor. 

5.2 
The contractor is responsible for providing a student guide/manual at the beginning of the course for each student to keep for future reference.  A course syllabus is required to be in each student guide/manual which outlines the topics to be covered, on which days, and the approximate amount of time to be spent on each topic.   Also to be included in the student guide/manual are copies of any computer-generated graphics to be shown along with note-taking space.  The order of the material in the student manual shall follow the order in which the material is presented in class in order to reduce any confusion among the students by having them skip around through the manual searching for the proper pages.  Other handouts are up to the discretion of the contractor, but shall be included in the student guide/manual.

5.3 
The contract instructors shall prepare the classroom for instruction (e.g., ensure course materials are brought into classroom, arrange tables and chairs, layout course materials for each student) and ensure classroom is left in an orderly fashion at the end of each day.

5.4 
Remediation shall be provided for any student demonstrating academic problems at any time in the course.  This may take the form of one-on-one discussion during or after class hours, extra study assignments to reinforce mastery of difficult material, a review of the results of the final exam, etc.  The degree of remediation will be determined by the contract instructor based upon the particular situation.  It is expected that most remediation will be accomplished during regular class hours.  However, there may be a need to briefly assist a student on an occasional basis after class.  Student remediation is performed at no additional cost to the Government. There is no compensation beyond that included in the contract.  Any demands on a contract instructor’s time considered excessive and beyond the scope of the contract should be brought to the attention of the COR. The contract instructor shall notify the COR of any student having academic problems.  

5.5
The vendor will provide official NAVCONBRIG graduation certificates for the course.  These certificates shall be filled out by the contractor at the end of each course and handed to students who have successfully completed the course.  In the event that tests cannot be graded before students are dismissed on the final day, it is the responsibility of the contractor to ensure students are notified of their test results and provided their certification as appropriate.  Course completion certificates shall be kept under careful control by the contractor and only issued directly to the student successfully completing the course.  Any unused certificates shall be held by the contractor for future use.

SECTION 6 
INSTRUCTOR STANDARDS

6.0
Instructor Standards and Decorum
6.1
Contract Instructors should wear business attire or other suitable clothing during the vocational training.

6.2 
Decorum: The morale and motivation of student and instructional personnel must be maintained at a high level to ensure a favorable learning environment.  Contract instructors shall conduct themselves as though they were teaching students in any place of higher learning (i.e., college, university, technical school).  Speech, gestures, photos, videos, etc. which might be construed by a reasonable person to be offensive may result in a formal complaint against a contract instructor.  In the event a contract instructor is suspended from instructor duties, the vendor will be immediately notified and will have 24 hours to replace the instructor.

SECTION 7
COMPLAINTS AND REMOVAL OF INSTRUCTOR

7.0
Complaints against Instructors/Removal of Instructor(s)


7.1 
In the event that a complaint is made regarding the conduct of contractor personnel, the local Course Coordinator shall immediately notify the COR and Course Supervisor. The COR will notify the contractor.  In situations in which student safety is threatened, the Government is empowered to immediately take appropriate steps to mitigate the situation, to include relieving contract instructors of instructor duty.

The Contractor, in conjunction with the COR, will investigate complaints made against contract instructors.  If the results of the investigation prove the complaint(s) to be valid, the Contract Manager shall have a maximum of three (3) working days to propose a corrective plan for resolving the matter and preventing future similar occurrences.  This plan shall be submitted in writing to the Contracting Officer and COR.  In the event that the Government deems the corrective plan insufficient for resolution of the problem, a written response to the Contractor Manager shall be provided within three (3) working days.  

7.2 
 Instructors may be relieved of instructor duties for poor performance, as determined by the Government. 

7.3 
In the event that an instructor is unable to teach or continue to teach a class for any reason, the contractor shall replace that instructor within twenty-four (24) hours of notification at the contractor’s expense.  

8.0
Safety and Security

8.1
The contractor shall conform/comply with all applicable safety instructions. 
 Any safety related problems shall be addressed immediately to the contractor and COR.

8.2
The Contractor and Command/Installation Safety Officer shall conduct an investigation into all accidents/mishaps occurring on Government property involving contract employees and report the initial findings in writing of such an investigation to the COR within three (3) calendar days after the occurrence.  The contractor and contract instructors are required to cooperated with any investigations and provide written statement and/or testimony as required. There is no additional compensation under the contract for cooperating or providing written statements or testimony. 

              8.3
Contractor instructors shall meet all requirements for gaining access to Government Installations.  

              8.4
The contractor shall maintain control over any assigned keys and return keys to the local course coordinator at the completion of instruction.

Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information 

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements: 

· Must be either a US citizen or a US permanent resident with a minimum of 3 years legal residency in the United States (as required by The Deputy Secretary of Defense DTM 08-006 or its subsequent DoD instruction) and 

· Must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) including a FBI fingerprint check prior to installation access.  

To be considered for a favorable trustworthiness determination, the Contractor’s Security Representative must submit for all employees each of the following: 

· SF-85 Questionnaire for Non-Sensitive Positions

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
· Original Signed Release Statements

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.  

* Consult with your Command Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager for local policy when IT-III (non-sensitive) access is required for non-US citizens outside the United States.
