Arabic Study in Muscat, Oman

U. S. Naval Academy Language Study Abroad (LSAP) Program

Statement of Work

I. INTRODUCTION
a. 
The U.S. Naval Academy (USNA) will send a group of Midshipmen to Muscat, Oman for a period of four (4) weeks. The main purpose of the program is to provide a rich variety of cultural activities as well as formal instruction in language and culture in order to develop an appreciation for the language, culture, history, and politics of this region of the world.

b. 
In order to accomplish this task, the Midshipmen will need instruction on how to speak, listen, interpret, read, and write standard Arabic and learn to behave in a culturally appropriate fashion in an immersion context.

II. OBJECTIVE

a. 
The objective of this Statement of Work (SOW) is to obtain a Contractor to provide the USNAwith immersive Arabic language training in the areas of speaking, listening, reading and writing, and Arab culture, history and religion in Muscat, Oman, from 21 June 2015 to 17 July 2015.  

b. 
In order to facilitate the Midshipmen’s learning and understanding of Arab culture, this training shall include cultural excursions to Nizwa, Jebel Akhdar, Misfat al-Ibriyyin, and other locations.

III. STATEMENT OF WORK
The contractor shall provide training which shall meet the following requirements:

a.      The contractor shall train the USNA Midshipmen from an American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages (ACTFL) rating of Novice High  to an Intermediate Low/Mid-levels, depending on the entry level of individual students.

b.      Training which includes a minimum of 60 hours of Modern Standard Arabic (MSA), 16 hours of Omani Arabic, or peer facilitated instruction, (totaling five hours a day, five days a week for four weeks) in addition to a rich set of additional lectures and presentations on topics related to the history, culture, and economy of Oman.  Contractor shall further provide all necessary resources and training materials, including textbooks, for academic and cultural instruction.

c.      A training plan shall be provided via email by the Contractor to Client Represnetative (CR) and to students during the first week of training which outlines objectives and anticipated  milestones.

d.       Two to three hours of daily independent study (homework), Sunday thru Thursday. 

e. 
The contractor shall provide local cultural excursions, either during class time or as arranged.  These shall include, but are not limited to, the following:  Grand Mosque, Mutrah, Beit al-Zubayr, or the like.  

f. 
The contractor shall cultural excursions to one of several possible places on the interior or the coast, including Nizwa, Jebel Akhdar, Misfat al-Ibriyyian, or the turtle reseve. Contractor’s price shall include transportations, any hotel stay, all meals, and all other possible expenses. 

g. 
The contractor shall provide all in-country transportation during the whole program, including, 

i.    Pick up from Muscat International Airport, transport to Contractor Facility

ii.   Local transportation to cultural excursions, as needed

iii. Transportation to the interior or the coast for cultural excursions, as specified.

h. 
The contractor shall provide free internet access for Midshipmen.

i. 
Daily meal plan including breakfast, lunch, and dinner for Midshipmen.  Contractor may provide a reasonable stipend in lieu of meals during excursion days, and on weekends, with which students can purchase all other meals or food to prepare in their apartment kitchens.

j.       The contractor shall provide evaluation at the end of the course of instruction to the USNA CR and shall provide results of assessments of the competence levels achieved. 

IV. GOVERNMENT PROVIDED SUPPORT

Roundtrip transportation from USNA to a Washington D.C. area airport .

V.  PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor shall have proven ability to effectively train English speaking students in a group classroom and one-on-one, in Modern Standard Arabic.

A basis or prior history must be provided by the Contractor for the recommended, or similar, training program.

VI.  PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE 

The period of performance will begin 21 June 2015 and finish no later than 17 July 2015. 

VII.   PLACE OF PERFORMANCE 
These services shall be performed primarily at the Contractor’s campus/facility, located in Muscat, Oman.  

VIII.  CONTRACT TYPE  

Contract shall be a firm fixed-price contract.
