“Statement of Work”

Summary and Functional Description of Audio-Visual Upgrades in the Recruit Training Command Ceremonial Drill Hall

The Naval Recruit Training Command at Great Lakes, IL features a ceremonial drill hall used for graduation ceremonies.  The drill hall is equipped with an installed audio-visual system which was installed and supported by other audio-visual integrators.  The customer desires to upgrade this system to modern standards in order to reduce the chances of failure and improve the quality of the user experience.

The overall system as it exists today consists of three set of ceiling-flown cluster loudspeakers, several under-balcony loudspeakers, two roof-suspended video projectors, three large wall-mounted projection screens, two ENG cameras on tripods, numerous wireless microphones, an operator’s booth, a wireless touch panel control system, an audio-visual equipment rack, a video matrix switcher, an audio Digital Signal Processor (DSP), a manual audio mixing board, a portable live-stream recording appliance, a green room waiting area, various source playback devices (DVD, CD, etc.), and other supporting and ancillary equipment.

This Statement of Work (SoW) aims to improve all of these audio-visual systems by creating a solid and modern facility which will be capable of producing high quality live productions with minimum failure rates for local viewing, listening, streaming, and recording.  The two prime goals of this SoW is to dramatically reduce the potential for failure and improve the quality of amplified speech audio within the drill hall.  All other goals are subordinate to the improvement of the audio system, but all will contribute to the overall system improvement. 

The ultimate goal is to upgrade to a system which will be designed to operate at a high level but easy to use for both experienced and novice operators, allowing an unskilled user to easily turn the system on and operate basic volume and display controls while a trained user could use advanced controls for in-depth and customized functions.

Overview of System Capabilities of Each System

Display Systems:  Remove the two pre-existing ceiling-mounted video projectors and replace with brighter, high definition video projectors equipped with zoom lenses to produce sharp, crisp, and bright video images on screen.  Mount the new projectors to the rear wall (East wall) above the balcony seating area to facilitate the maintenance of the projectors by requiring only a short ladder and making them easier to reach for bulb and filter replacement maintenance.  Install locking hardware to the projectors to inhibit theft or vandalism.  Keep projectors out of the direct line of sight of the bleacher audience and reduce visual clutter in the ceiling area.  Retain and continue to use the three existing projection screens with the two side screens having a projector associated with them but the center screen remaining installed but unused.

Routing and Switching:  Route all individual input sources and output devices through the Digital Media (DM) router, preferably a Crestron Digital Media Router, so the system can be operated in a simple manner by an untrained user, if required.  Equip the system with a production switcher with advanced features intended for use by a trained technician when a full production is required.  Additionally provide a separate camera joystick controller for camera setup and control during live productions.  Install small source monitoring Liquid Crystal Display (LCD) displays in a command console that allows the technicians to view all active sources as well as preview and program monitors to assist the technician during performances.  Use a combination of Serial Digital Interface (SDI) and High-Definition Multimedia Interface (HDMI) sources to achieve high resolution in the video content.  Use a series of signal converters, where necessary, to ensure all video signals remain compatible throughout the signal chain.  Allow the system to support video and audio feeds to and from third-party video devices such as the live-stream recording device currently in use.  Install a pair of Solid State Drive (SSD) recorders to be used for recording activities such as rehearsals and ceremonies.  The primary recordings will be for “program” and “preview” outputs of the switcher, but should be able to record any source selected by the operator, but should include presets programmed into the control system with an easy-to-use basic configuration for simple recording functions and should also have the ability to be used on-the-fly for editing and playback of events.  Ultimately, any PC should be able to view and edit the SSD video recordings with the use of an SSD player and video editing software.

Sources:  Replace the two existing Electronic News Gathering (ENG) cameras with new, high definition ENG cameras, which should be able to both use the current tripods or be used as portable cameras, if desired.  Install a suite of three automatic broadcast-quality Pan/Tilt/Zoom (PTZ) cameras at strategic locations inside the drill hall to capture images of the activities and augment the manually-operated ENG cameras.  The PTZ cameras should be operated by the joystick control pad located in the control booth and be programmed with several “preset” scenes to allow quick shot changes during a production and use by a minimally-trained user.  Install a fully-controllable professional DVD player and CD player.  Provide additional input connection ports inside the control booth able to accept any HDMI source such as a laptop, iPad or other user-provided HDMI device.  The command will provide a PC to run the controlling software required for a few specialized devices, anything else deemed appropriate by the command, and to be available as another display source for the system to use (i.e., PowerPoint presentations).  Ensure the system is capable of connecting other sources to the system, as conditions warrant.  Install a graphic still store device and configure with the command logo or other pertinent graphics information to display between events and/or integrated within video production as necessary.  Outfit the DM Router with a streaming receiver and a streaming transmitter to allow appropriate internet audio and video information to be received, displayed, and heard through the system, allow the live production to be streamed out to approved users of the network, and assist with the production facility by allowing the audio-visual content to pass to the off-site location with limited intervention.  Ensure streaming devices continue to provide the command access to the network.  Install a digital signage player as another source for display, should the need arise.

Audio Systems:  Provide an audio system consisting of a combination of Digital Signal Processor (DSP) and a manual mixing board.  Design the DSP to run the system autonomously without the need for a sound system operator to make it suitable for small events.  Provide the flexibility to use the manual mixing board for full productions, ensuring the ability to control audio levels manually.  Program the DSP to be the heart of the audio processing chain, programmed to switch between auto and manual modes by operator choice and be equipped with both Audio-Video Bridging (AVB) and Dante network protocols to facilitate use with modern audio devices.  Retain and continue to use some pre-existing equipment, to include the suite of wireless microphones, currently in use.  Integrate the microphones into the new system and will be equalized to achieve proper quality and levels within the listening space.  Provide an Earthworks “choir” microphone to enhance the quality and pickup pattern of the choir members during performances, allowing the command to enhance the quality of the audio of choral performances while rejecting unwanted background noise from being picked-up.  Additionally, install a Hearing Assistance System meeting American Disability Act guidelines which is required of government facilities which can hold more than 50 people.  Ensure the system is equipped with a minimal number of receivers for use by the public, be infrared remote controlled, not be heard except within line of sight of the facility, and augment the audio heard generally through the loudspeaker systems.

Loudspeaker Arrays:  Overcome current issues of “lost” and muffled audio resulting from the rafters and building design, with the result of attenuation of high frequencies and reverberation of lower frequencies.  Abandon or remove existing ceiling loudspeaker clusters and install a suite of digitally-steerable, high-quality loudspeaker arrays such as “Martin Audio MLA” to make the speech audio clear and comfortable to listen to for both participants and guests while also providing the proper sound quality that also supports music and other audio.  Ensure consistent mix and level for the participants on the floor and guest in the seating are in order to allow all the ability to enjoy a comfortable and clear ceremony.  Achieve the proper audio solution by placing arrays on the far wall (West wall), spreading the arrays in the public view space, laterally between the projection screens and girders in such manner as to provide the proper and desired coverage patterns obtain clear audio.  Ensure each array is a self-contained system requiring only power and a data network connection to the control booth.  The command will provide the necessary supporting infrastructure for attachment of these arrays to the building frame structure as well as power outlets and cabling conduit at each speaker location.  Retain and reuse the other existing under-balcony loudspeakers.  Install a new multichannel amplifier to drive existing loudspeaker and augment the sound coverage areas underneath the balconies.

Control Systems:  Install a Crestron touch panel as the driving central controller of the entire system.  The touch panel must be custom-programmed to control all of the pertinent devices, must provide easy-to-use and intuitive interface any novice user can operate without much training, feature advanced control page flips to access advanced features when required.  While programming can be open-ended, by necessity it should be limited to those controls most common and frequently found in control system of similar nature, such as basic router, transport, and volume level controls.  Provide an Advanced Technical page hidden behind a changeable password access for those users who require more control.  Due to the limitless capabilities of control systems, the provisions of the touch panel programming can be limited to the following initial programming items with any programming required beyond this scope to be added through the approved change order process:

  ∙ Creston digital media router source/destination settings

  ∙ Six each of pan/tilt/zoom camera presets

  ∙ DVD player transport controls

  ∙ CD player transport controls

  ∙ Projector on and off

  ∙ Recording source selection as well as start and stop

  ∙ Audio level controls as well as automatic and manual mixer switch

  ∙ Emergency mute override button

  ∙ Lectern raise and lower control

Equipment racks and furniture:  Provide a new adjustable-height lectern and wired gooseneck microphone to support persons speaking on the central podium.  Reorganize the layout of the control booth to provide a better environment and more effective operation.  Remove existing equipment in the booth, remodeling the room and reorganizing the equipment so that an operator console will be placed underneath the booth windows.  Provide the operator’s console with equipment bays to support equipment and display monitors.  Remove equipment rack and patch holes in the wall.  Provide a new equipment rack and mount to the Northwest side of the operator console, allowing a new layout ergonomically suited to conduct an audio-visual production.  The command will be requesting advanced renovations of the control booth, removing the existing equipment, cleaning and painting the space, and providing adequate electrical conduit, power outlets, and network connections to support equipment in its new configuration.

Green Room Waiting Area Display System:  Install a 55” wall-mounted flat panel display on the front wall of the green room for participants to monitor the proceedings in this waiting area and to be used as a standalone presentation, when needed.

Green Room Sources:  Install a wall plate with a HDMI jack as a feed to the local display (through the DM router).  Mount a local Control Pad, as well, to provide the ability to operate the system locally in addition to the ability control the system from the Control Booth.  Equip the green room with a pan/tilt/zoom camera to support the cueing of participants involved in the activities in the main space, allowing easy visual communication with the control booth operator.  To protect the camera from vandalism, it must be placed within a ceiling dome.

Green Room Audio System:  Install a ceiling microphone and a set of ceiling loudspeakers in the Green Room to provide two way communications with the control booth.  Equip the control booth with a desktop microphone and monitor speakers that double for this purpose, as well.

Green Room Equipment Rack:  Install a wall mounted flat rack on the side wall of the green room for the local audio amplifier and other electronics required to support the room.

Training:  Offer at least three initial training sessions:

First session:  Two days in length, covering all of the components in the system and primarily aimed at technical operating technicians understand the equipment and how to make the best use of it.  An agenda will be developed to make the best use of this training time and the trainer/technician will remain onsite to physically support and troubleshoot one pass-in-review practice and one graduation ceremony.

Second and third sessions:  Two, four-hour sessions offered on two different days to cover concepts and procedures to allow better understanding and use of the equipment.  These sessions will serve as refreshers for the first session attendees and will also be beneficial for non-technical users who require access to the system.  The second and third training sessions will be scheduled and coordinated for the best time convenient to the command, but will be scheduled at least two weeks in advance so availability of the trainer(s) can be arranged.

Ongoing Training:  A cloud-based video recording will be provided of the training so that future technicians can review how to operate the equipment.  A user manual will be compiled of all of the components in the system and will include a brief overview of how to operate certain components in the system, especially the touch panel and all of its controls, with three identical copies of this user manual will be provided.

52.212-1      INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (APR 2014) 

(a) North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code and small business size standard. The NAICS code and small business size standard for this acquisition appear in Block 10 of the solicitation cover sheet (SF 1449). However, the small business size standard for a concern which submits an offer in its own name, but which proposes to furnish an item which it did not itself manufacture, is 500 employees.

(b) Submission of offers. Submit signed and dated offers to the office specified in this solicitation at or before the exact time specified in this solicitation. Offers may be submitted on the SF 1449, letterhead stationery, or as otherwise specified in the solicitation. As a minimum, offers must show-- 

(1) The solicitation number; 

(2) The time specified in the solicitation for receipt of offers; 

(3) The name, address, and telephone number of the offeror; 

(4) A technical description of the items being offered in sufficient detail to evaluate compliance with the requirements in the solicitation. This may include product literature, or other documents, if necessary; 

(5) Terms of any express warranty; 

(6) Price and any discount terms; 

(7) "Remit to" address, if different than mailing address; 

(8) A completed copy of the representations and certifications at FAR 52.212-3 (see FAR 52.212-3(b) for those representations and certifications that the offeror shall complete electronically); 

(9) Acknowledgment of Solicitation Amendments; 

(10) Past performance information, when included as an evaluation factor, to include recent and relevant contracts for the same or similar items and other references (including contract numbers, points of contact with telephone numbers and other relevant information); and 

(11) If the offer is not submitted on the SF 1449, include a statement specifying the extent of agreement with all terms, conditions, and provisions included in the solicitation. Offers that fail to furnish required representations or information, or reject the terms and conditions of the solicitation may be excluded from consideration. 

(c) Period for acceptance of offers. The offeror agrees to hold the prices in its offer firm for 30 calendar days from the date specified for receipt of offers, unless another time period is specified in an addendum to the solicitation. 

(d) Product samples. When required by the solicitation, product samples shall be submitted at or prior to the time specified for receipt of offers. Unless otherwise specified in this solicitation, these samples shall be submitted at no expense to the Government, and returned at the sender's request and expense, unless they are destroyed during preaward testing. 

(e) Multiple offers. Offerors are encouraged to submit multiple offers presenting alternative terms and conditions or commercial items for satisfying the requirements of this solicitation. Each offer submitted will be evaluated separately. 

(f) Late submissions, modifications, revisions, and withdrawals of offers:

(1) Offerors are responsible for submitting offers, and any modifications, revisions, or withdrawals, so as to reach the Government office designated in the solicitation by the time specified in the solicitation. If no time is specified in the solicitation, the time for receipt is 4:30 p.m., local time, for the designated Government office on the date that offers or revisions are due.

(2)(i) Any offer, modification, revision, or withdrawal of an offer received at the Government office designated in the solicitation after the exact time specified for receipt of offers is “late” and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late offer would not unduly delay the acquisition; and--

(A) If it was transmitted through an electronic commerce method authorized by the solicitation, it was received at the initial point of entry to the Government infrastructure not later than 5:00 p.m. one working day prior to the date specified for receipt of offers; or

(B) There is acceptable evidence to establish that it was received at the Government installation designated for receipt of offers and was under the Government's control prior to the time set for receipt of offers; or

(C) If this solicitation is a request for proposals, it was the only proposal received.

(ii) However, a late modification of an otherwise successful offer, that makes its terms more favorable to the Government, will be considered at any time it is received and may be accepted.

(3) Acceptable evidence to establish the time of receipt at the Government installation includes the time/date stamp of that installation on the offer wrapper, other documentary evidence of receipt maintained by the installation, or oral testimony or statements of Government personnel.

(g) Contract award (not applicable to Invitation for Bids). The Government intends to evaluate offers and award a contract without discussions with offerors. However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if later determined by the Contracting Officer to be necessary. The Government may reject any or all offers if such action is in the public interest; accept other than the lowest offer; and waive informalities and minor irregularities in offers received. 

(h) Multiple awards. The Government may accept any item or group of items of an offer, unless the offeror qualifies the offer by specific limitations. II. QUOTE CONTENT

The selection of a vendor for award will be based on two PHASES.  The evaluation factors are listed below.

PHASE I:
Factor I – Technical- DEMO

Vendors shall demonstrate their ability to support the needs and objectives set forth in the Statement of Work by performing a DEMO of their proposed Audio Visual System Upgrade.  The primary purpose of the DEMO is to showcase the possible feasibility and performance of the proposed system.The DEMO should show a technical and expert understanding of the requirements presented in the Statement of Work.  
The contractor will be required to  set up their sound system so that the customer will be able to do graduation narratives over the mic to be able to compare/contrast the difference(s) between the current system and the contractor’s proposed system.  Additionally, (not required) it'd be helpful for them if they would be able to send a rep to hear a graduation on Friday or tune in to the live-stream.
Quoters whose DEMO is rated as “Fail” will be rejected and removed from further competition without additional consideration of their past performance.  
PHASE II:

Factor II - Past Performance:  

The quoter shall demonstrate relevant past performance or affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant past performance.  Relevant past performance is performance under contracts or efforts within the past five years prior to the solicitation closing date that is the same as or similar to, the scope and magnitude of the work described by this solicitation.

To demonstrate its past performance, the quoter shall identify up to three (3) of its most relevant contracts or efforts since June 2015, and provide any other information the quoter considers relevant to the requirements of the solicitation.  Quoters should provide a detailed explanation demonstrating the relevance of the contracts or efforts to the requirements of the solicitation.  If subcontractor past performance is provided as part of the three (3) of its most relevant contracts or efforts, the subcontractor past performance will be given weight relative to the scope and magnitude of the aspects of the work under the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.  Therefore, the quoter’s past performance submittal shall detail clearly the aspects of the work in the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.209-5     CERTIFICATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (APR 2010)

(a)(1) The Offeror certifies, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that- 

(i) The Offeror and/or any of its Principals- 

(A) Are (  ) are not (  ) presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, or declared ineligible for the award of contracts by any Federal agency; 

(B) Have (  ) have not (  ), within a three-year period preceding this offer, been convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered against them for: commission of fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a public (Federal, State, or local) contract or subcontract; violation of Federal or State antitrust statutes relating to the submission of offers; or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements, tax evasion, violating Federal criminal tax laws, or receiving stolen property (if offeror checks “have”, the offeror shall also see 52.209-7, if included in this solicitation); and

Factor II - Past Performance 

Factor II : Past Performance 
For the Past Performance Factor, the ratings identified in Tables 1 and 2 below, entitled “Past Performance Relevancy Ratings Table” and “Past Performance Confidence Assessment Ratings Table,” respectively will be used for the assignment of ratings for relevancy and confidence assessment. Relevancy includes similarity in scope and magnitude. Offeror’s past performance information will be evaluated to determine the quality and usefulness as it applies to performance confidence assessment. 

Past Performance will be assessed as follows: 

Evaluation will focus only on work experience already performed. Work yet-to-be performed, and work prior to the last 5 years, will not be considered. The quality of performance under a past performance reference that that has no relevance to the instant requirement will not be considered in the overall assessment of Past Performance Confidence. In the case of an offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, the offeror may not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance rather the offeror will receive an “Unknown Confidence” rating.

This evaluation and rating is separate and distinct from the Contracting Officer’s responsibility determination. In determining the rating for the past performance evaluation sub-factor, the Government will give greater consideration to the contracts which the Government feels are most relevant to the RFP. 

Factor III - Price

The vendor’s proposed price will be evaluated in accordance with FAR 13.106-3(a).

(10) PSC 9630, Additive Metal Materials.

“Place of manufacture” means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71, Contract Disputes'', as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic 

Funds Transfer--Other Than System for Award Management), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. 

chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.

(2)(i) If a Contractor has legally changed its business name, “doing business as” name, or division name (whichever is shown on the contract), or has transferred the assets used in performing the contract, but has not completed the necessary requirements regarding novation and change-of-name agreements in FAR subpart 42.12, the Contractor shall provide the responsible Contracting Officer a minimum of one business day's written notification of its intention to (A) change the name in the SAM database; (B) comply with the requirements of subpart 42.12; and (C) agree in writing to the timeline and procedures specified by the responsible Contracting Officer. The Contractor must provide with the notification sufficient documentation to support the legally changed name.

(ii) If the Contractor fails to comply with the requirements of paragraph (t)(2)(i) of this clause, or fails to perform the agreement at paragraph (t)(2)(i)(C) of this clause, and, in the absence of a properly executed novation or change-of-name agreement, the SAM information that shows the Contractor to be other than the 

Contractor indicated in the contract will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of Payment” paragraph of the electronic funds transfer (EFT) clause of this contract.

(3) The Contractor shall not change the name or address for EFT payments or manual payments, as appropriate, in the SAM record to reflect an assignee for the purpose of assignment of claims (see Subpart 32.8, Assignment of Claims). Assignees shall be separately registered in the SAM database. Information provided to the Contractor's SAM record that indicates payments, including those made by EFT, to an ultimate recipient other than that Contractor will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of payment” paragraph of the EFT clause of this contract.

(4) Offerors and Contractors may obtain information on registration and annual confirmation requirements via SAM accessed through https://www.acquisition.gov.

(u) Unauthorized Obligations. 
(1) Except as stated in paragraph (u)(2) of this clause, when any supply or service acquired under this contract is subject to any End User License Agreement (EULA), Terms of Service (TOS), or similar legal instrument or agreement, that includes any clause requiring the Government to indemnify the 

Contractor or any person or entity for damages, costs, fees, or any other loss or liability that would create an Anti-Deficiency Act violation (31 U.S.C. 1341), the following shall govern:
(i) Any such clause is unenforceable against the Government.
(ii) Neither the Government nor any Government authorized end user shall be deemed to have agreed to such clause by virtue of it appearing in the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement. If the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement is invoked through an ``I agree'' click box or other comparable mechanism (e.g., ``click-wrap'' or ``browse-wrap'' agreements), execution does not bind the Government or any 

Government authorized end user to such clause.
(iii) Any such clause is deemed to be stricken from the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement.
(2) Paragraph (u)(1) of this clause does not apply to indemnification by the Government that is expressly authorized by statute and specifically authorized under applicable agency regulations and procedures.
(v) Incorporation by reference. The Contractor's representations and certifications, including those completed electronically via the System for Award Management (SAM), are incorporated by reference into the contract.
