II. REQUIREMENTS FOR QUOTE CONTENT 

(1) Introduction and Purpose:  This section specifies the format that quoters shall use in this Request for Quote (RFQ).  The intent is not to restrict the quoters in the manner in which they will perform their work but rather to ensure a certain degree of uniformity in the format of the responses for evaluation purposes.

(2) Each volume should contain the following items in addition to the other information  required by this solicitation:

Cover: The cover should indicate the following:

· Title of the quote

· Quote Category (Technical, Past Performance, or Price)

· Request for Quote (RFQ) Number

· Name and Address of quoter, Cage Code, DUNS and applicable Tax I.D. Number (TIN)

· Quote validity period of at least 90 days from the submittal of the RFq 

Table of Contents: The table of contents should provide sufficient detail as to allow the important elements to be easily located.  The use of tabs and dividers is encouraged.

(3) Requirements for Style:  Each quoter shall submit a quote that clearly and concisely describes and defines the contractor’s response to the requirements contained in the RFQ.  Unnecessary elaboration or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective quote are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the quoter’s lack of understanding of cost consciousness.  Elaborate art work, expensive paper or bindings, and expensive visual or other presentation aids are neither necessary nor desired.  The quote shall contain all the pertinent information in sufficient detail in the one area of the quote where it contributes most critically to the discussion of the same information.  When necessary, the quoter shall refer to the initial discussion and identify its location within the submitted quote.

III. QUOTE CONTENT

1. Volume I – Non-Price Submittal 

The Non-price submittal evaluation factors are listed below: 

Factor I – Technical Approach

Sub-Factor I – Performance Plan – The quoter shall demonstrate a complete understanding of the Performance Work Statement (PWS) and discuss their capability to fully accomplish each functional area addressed to include, but not limited to, the ability to provide all types of voice and data services required by the PWS and to provide customer service center support. The quoter shall also describe any risks associated with the solicitation, including the PWS and any risks associated with implementation of the quoter’s performance approach; describe any techniques and actions to mitigate such risks; and explain whether the techniques and actions identified for risk mitigation have been successfully used by the quoter.
Sub-Factor II – Transition Plan – The quoter shall demonstrate a clear and feasible plan for obtaining all resources required IAW PWS Section C.5.2.1.1 and C.5.2.1.2 (i.e. manpower, equipment, finances, inventory, etc.) and propose a transition period within the 40-50 day transition period range.  The quoter shall identify any risk or issues anticipated to arise during the transition and methods to mitigate those risks and overcome transition issues. 
*The technical approach submission is limited to 30 pages.
Factor II - Past Performance

The quoter shall demonstrate relevant past performance or affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant past performance.  Relevant past performance is performance under contracts or efforts within the past five years prior to the solicitation closing date that is the same as or similar to, the scope and magnitude of the work described by this solicitation.

To demonstrate its past performance, the quoter shall identify up to three (3) of its most relevant contracts or efforts within the past five (5) years, and provide any other information the quoter considers relevant to the requirements of the solicitation.  Quoters should provide a detailed explanation demonstrating the relevance of the contracts or efforts to the requirements of the solicitation.  If subcontractor past performance is provided as part of the three (3) of its most relevant contracts or efforts, the subcontractor past performance will be given weight relative to the scope and magnitude of the aspects of the work under the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.  Therefore, the quoter’s quote shall detail clearly the aspects of the work in the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.

The quoter should complete a “Past Performance Information Form” for each reference submitted.  The form is an attachment to the solicitation.  The forms will count toward the page limit described above.  For additional information regarding a particular reference beyond that which will fit on the form, the quoter may continue onto another sheet of paper.  Such continuation sheet(s) for submitted references will count toward the page limit.
