The Government will conduct a Lowest Price Technically Acceptable (LPTA) source selection. In order to be considered awardable, a quoter must have received an "Acceptable" rating in every non-price factor. LPTA non-price factors for this requirement will consist of technical. Tradeoffs will not be used during the source selection process. Quotes will be evaluated for acceptability.

To determine LPTA, the Government will place all offers in order of lowest total price to highest total price. Starting with the lowest total priced offer, the Government will review technical for acceptability. If the offer is found to be "Acceptable," no other quotes will be reviewed and award will be made.
