The quotation shall consist of two parts: (1) technical submission (resume) and (2) price information.

I. Technical Submission

The Technical Submission shall consist of one (1) Key Personnel Resume.  The quoter shall demonstrate their ability to provide key personnel that meet the experience required by the minimum personnel qualifications as provided in the solicitation.  Resumes shall contain information sufficient to demonstrate that the proposed individual meet the requirements set forth in the PWS.  No pricing information shall be in the technical submission.

II. Price Submission

Vendors shall submit one original signed copy of the completed Standard Form (SF) 1449, and if applicable, executed copies of all Amendments, and executed Representations and Certifications. PRICE
