Performance Work Statement
Expeditionary Warfare Training Group, Atlantic
Naval Surface Fire Support Classroom Upgrade

The contractor shall procure and install all equipment necessary to enable Expeditionary Warfare Training Group, Atlantic (EWTGLANT) to conduct classroom instruction in the Naval Surface Fire Support (NSFS) classroom room 14.  The contractor shall install an Extron control panel to connect to the A/V system.  This will be a firm-fixed-price contract.

1) Equipment

Contractor shall procure the equipment (based on parts list) to include any necessary miscellaneous parts (such as cables, fasteners, coverings, looms, nuts/bolts/screws) in order to make equipment function properly and present a clean, professional appearance based on EWTGLANT’s requirements.  All parts shall be procured by the vendor.

The following equipment exists in the room and will need to be provided by the vendor for replacement: Projector and projector screen.

2) Installation

Equipment will be installed in an equipment/server rack (provided by contractor) and properly set up to enable EWTGLANT Instructors to teach Naval Surface Fire Support procedures. Excess cables and/or equipment will be hidden or made to look aesthetically pleasing as appropriate in a professional environment.  Equipment installation must integrate existing computer/laptop connection from the podium and the audio in the room. Replace old projector and projector screen with new projector and projector screen. Interactive display will be mounted on side wall for viewing by students and instructor use. Proper equipment operation of all functionality must be verified as operational and satisfactory with N8 NSFS staff members upon completion of equipment installation.

Place of installation is the NSFS classroom room 14 EWTGLANT located at 1575 Gator Blvd, Virginia Beach, VA 23459, located aboard Joint Expeditionary Base Little Creek.

3) Requirements

1.  Install equipment rack next to or near lectern.
2.  Place all equipment in equipment rack.
3.  Mount one interactive display centered on front wall.
4.  Mount one motorized projector screen (replacing old pull down projector screen) on front wall (or ceiling) facing students.
5.  Mount one projector (replacing old projector) on ceiling facing projector screen.
6.  Install Extron control panel and associated equipment.
7.  Install interactive display on side wall.
8.  Enable control panel to control PC, projector on/off, projector screen up/down, DVD player, external laptop, and other input devices.
9.  Configure / program new equipment.
10. Site survey is recommended prior to bidding on contract.

4) Clearance

The NSFS classroom room 14 is an unsecure space, but it is located in building 3504 which is designated a Limited Access Area (LAA).  Vendor must have appropriate credentials to gain access to base and work in an LAA environment. 5) Terms & Conditions

Adequate access to the building shall be provided by EWTGLANT to permit contractor to complete work.  The Period of Performance is 15 August 2015 to 15 October 2016.  All work will be coordinated ahead of time to ensure EWTGLANT operations, exercises, training, and/or courses are not disrupted.
