Venue and Services for 2015 Veterans Day Taping

1.0.  DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES

1.1. SCOPE OF WORK: The vendor shall provide production resources including studios; recording; editing facilities and personnel totaling three full days: one for load-in/rehearsal, one for taping and one for a program polish; necessary production crew; as well as supplies and equipment including video tape, additional lighting, and additional facilities.  At a minimum the vendor must:
-	Be a public television station that broadcasts to at least 4 states.
-	Must have at least 1million monthly viewers
-	Must be with 90 miles of Joint Base Anacostia-Bolling

1.2. VENUE SERVICES:  The vendor shall provide all services as listed below. In addition the venue will provide any services not listed that may arise due to local policy.

1.2.1  Production Services:  The vendor shall supply an executive producer, director, creative consulting, program editing, and production of the show open including a graphics open, graphic treatments (lower thirds), audio touch-ups, color correction, closed captioning for the hearing impaired, transcripts, additional editing tape stock, and production of a teaser.  

1.2.2  Marketing Services:   The vendor shall be responsible for marketing the program regionally including basic public relations.  

1.2.3 Underwriting Services:  The vendor shall integrate or produce (if they do not exist) sponsor spots in accordance with public television guidelines and obtain necessary public television underwriting approvals.  

1.2.4   Copyright and Licensing Services:  The vendor shall provide music rights clearances as needed for any copyright protected music contained in the production (Note: USAF Band will coordinate with vendor on music licensing issues and will produce music cue sheets).


1.3.  HALL REQUIREMENTS:  The vendor shall provide a production facility.  Arenas, proscenium stages, are not acceptable.  The production facility shall meet the following minimum specifications:
· Have a studio with 60’ x 80 of floor space.
· All lighting required to properly light the event
· All soft goods required to mask off  the walls
· Have the following gear or industry equivalent:

1.4.  GENERAL INFORMATION

1.4.1.  Compliance with Laws and Regulations.  The service provider shall be knowledgeable of and shall comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, permits, Department of Defense (DoD), AF, and base requirements and instructions required for the performance of the duties in this SOW.  The service provider shall ensure policies and procedures are established that protect the safety and welfare of customers, employees, and the community to minimize or eliminate safety or environmental pollution risks.

1.4.2.  Indemnification:  The vendor agrees to indemnify and hold the Government and the Department of the Air Force harmless, whether in tort or in contract, for any and all loss or liability for injury to or death of service provider personnel in transit to, from or during the period of attendance at any of the required locations in support of this production.

1.5.  Personnel Security

1.5.1.  The vendor shall ensure compliance with all federal, DoD, AF, and Joint Base Anacostia - Bolling vehicle identification policies for vendor-owned vehicles as needed.

1.5.2.  The vendor shall obtain proper identification badges for access to Joint Base Anacostia - Bolling, for the duration of the contract as needed.

1.6.  Rights and Royalties:  All rights and royalties resulting from the production of this musical shall become the property of the United States Air Force  and the United States Air Force Band.  The vendor shall not have any rights to potential royalties, now or in the future, as a result of their performance under the terms and conditions of this contract.
