This Naval Criminal Investigative Service (NCIS), Criminal Investigations Directorate’s Digital Recording of Interrogation and Interview Programs’ Performance Work Statement (PWS) provides the technical and programmatic requirements and deliverables required of the Contractor.  A Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP) is also provided as an attachment to the contract and lists relevant performance objectives, performance standards, deliverables, and assessment/surveillance measures for the contract.   

The purpose of this contract is to obtain Contractor-provided program support to assist NCIS with the management of their digital recording of interrogations and interview program including the deployment, installation, training, technical support and warranty support of new systems ordered under this contract and the production of relevant programmatic documentation as detailed herein.  The Contractor shall also provide for the refresh/upgrade of existing systems including necessary deployment, installation, technical support, extended software and hardware warranty support, and maintenance of the 122 Case Cracker Interview Management Systems currently deployed by NCIS.  
The Contractor shall deploy new/refresh equipment CONUS and OCONUS, provide project management support, installation/travel support, user training, technical problem solving, support the maintenance and efficacy of fielded equipment, support original and recurring extended software and hardware warranties, and produce and maintain relevant programmatic documentation.  The Contractor is expected to stay current on evolving product capability changes and advise NCIS of potential impacts, if any, and identify opportunities to improve related processes.  

The Contractor must be agile and responsive to a dynamic work environment, to last minute emergency changes and emerging global and combat challenges, and to expeditionary missions while considering the impact to the NCIS.  The Contractor shall work collaboratively with NCIS personnel, other contractors, government agencies, and business partners to ensure project success.  The Contractor shall adhere to best business practices, lessons learned, and continuous process improvement.

Background

The NCIS is the DON component with primary responsibility for criminal investigation, law enforcement (LE), counter-terrorism (CT), counterintelligence (CI), and physical and personnel security matters. NCIS has the primary investigative and CI jurisdiction within the DON, and exclusive investigative jurisdiction in non-combat matters involving actual, potential, or suspected criminal, terrorism, sabotage, espionage, and subversive activities. Further, NCIS has primary responsibility for liaison on all criminal investigative, CI, and security matters with Federal, state, local law enforcement, facility security, and intelligence agencies.  

NCIS digital recording of interrogations and interview program utilizes the Case Cracker Information Management System which complies with NCIS infrastructure, information assurance, security, technical and operational mission requirements and conforms to all legally defensible interrogations and interviews processes and procedures. 

3. 
Project Management Tasking Efforts:

The Contractor shall support and assist the NCIS program manager to deploy equipment, install/uninstall or move equipment, assist with original and extended warranty programs, deploy software upgrade DVDs, assist with service requests, and maintain relevant records.  Specifically, the contractor shall perform the following tasks:

3.1
Deployment of Systems:

a.  The Contractor shall deploy equipment to the identified locations and POC provided by the Government in the individual order(s) within the timeframe specified in the individual order(s).  Locations for deployment include both CONUS and OCONUS.  Equipment to be deployed includes both stationary and mobile units.

b.  The Contractor shall maintain records of all equipment deployed and make records available to the COR.  Records shall include, among other things, service tag number and type of the equipment deployed; the location to which the equipment was deployed; the date the equipment was deployed; the warranty expiration date of the equipment deployed; and the Government POC who received the equipment (CDRL A002).

3.2
 Installation, Deinstallation, and Reinstallation of Systems:

a.  The Contractor shall install, uninstall, and/or reinstall deployed one and two-room stationary units as provided for in the individual order(s).

e.   The Contractor shall adhere to the installation plan previously approved under contract N00104-11-D-Q232 to include subcontractor participation in CONUS/OCONUS environments.  

f.  The Contractor shall perform duties required to provide CONUS/OCONUS installation including wiring if necessary of stationary units.  

g.  Installation problems/solutions will be reported to the COR when they occur and documented in the monthly status report (CDRL A001).

3.3
 Training

a.  The Contractor shall provide training to the POCs identified in the order(s) at time of installation of the one and two-room stationary units sufficient to allow for their operation of the equipment.

b.  In executing the training efforts, the Contractor shall adhere to the training plan previously approved under contract N00104-11-D-Q232.  All training shall adhere to the OEM’s user and administrator guides.  

c.  The Contractor shall provide training material and/or brochures previously approved under contract N00104-11-D-Q232 along with information about accessing the product’s information website.  Training material and/or brochures shall be provided to the POCs identified in the order at time of delivery along with the OEM’s user and administrator guides.  Training and associated materials shall be modified as necessary to reflect lessons learned.  

d.  The Contractor shall address all questions raised during training.

e.  Mobile units will have instructions provided in the packing material and shall also be available on the OEM’s website.

f.  The Contractor shall provide an informational e-mail if a particular software DVD system upgrade requires new processes.

g.  The COR will monitor requests for additional training or complaints about training which shall be addressed by the Contractor in the monthly status report (CDRL A001).

h.  Sites and POCs trained shall be documented by the Contractor in the monthly status report (CDRL A001).

3.4
Service Request Support/Problem Resolution

a.  The Contractor shall provide necessary issue/problem resolution when required.  Such support shall be provided in accordance with the approved Tier 1 and Tier 2 escalation plan (CDRL A003).

b.  The Contractor’s service request support/problem resolution hours of operation shall take into account NCIS’ global presence when responding.  An email shall be sent to the COR/PM when the service request is fulfilled or a problem is resolved.

c.  The Contractor shall notify the COR/PM of incidents that could reflect a problem or a trend and provide resolution of such.  Issues/problems/trends/resolutions shall be documented by the Contractor in the monthly status report (CDRL A001).

d.  If a critical event prevents an NCIS field office from using the product, the COR/PM must be notified immediately when the problem is discovered.

3.5
Software DVD system updates

a.  The Contractor shall adhere to the DVD system update plan previously approved under contract N00104-11-D-Q232.

b.  All users and relevant NCIS personnel shall receive proper communication and/or training about new features and bug fixes as well as installation instructions.

c.  The Contractor shall work with the COR/PM to release pending new features and bug fixes and to provide installation instructions at least 3 weeks prior to release.

d.  The Contractor shall send the new software updates directly to the NCIS field offices.

d.  All DVD system updates will be documented by the Contractor in the monthly status report (CDRL A001).

3.6
Warranties and Warranty Support

a.  The Contractor shall adhere to all software and hardware product warranties including original and extended warranties.

b.  The Contractor shall align one-year extended warranty program to current and future assets before the end of the initial asset three-year or five-year warranties expire by advising the COR to ensure all assets fall under warranty coverage. 

c.  The Contractor shall notify the COR of any equipment warranties due to expire in the succeeding month and any equipment issues covered under warranty and the resolution of those issues.  Upcoming warranty expirations and warranty covered issues and their resolution shall be documented by the Contractor in the monthly status report (CDRL A001).

4. 
Travel

All travel by the Contractor in support of this contract shall be conducted and reimbursed in accordance with the Joint Travel Regulations (JTR).  The Contractor shall make all necessary travel arrangements and work with the NCIS POCs identified in the order(s) to arrange permission to enter NCIS field office locations.  The Contractor shall maintain proper records and receipts related to the travel and provide copies of all travel receipts/vouchers and records to COR as requested.  The Contractor will be expected to attend a status meeting at NCIS Headquarters in Quantico, VA twice a year.  Time and dates will be provided to Contractor in sufficient time to enable the Contractor to make travel arrangements.

5. 
Security Requirements

52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAY 2015)

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or re-performance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or re-performance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights --

(1) Within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and

(2) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item.

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C.3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Government-wide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties.

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71,Contract Disputes. Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract.

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference.

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include –

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer— System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—Other Than System for Award Management), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings.

(i) Payment.

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt Payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR Part 1315. 

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall—

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the—

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest.

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period at fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if—

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on—

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon:

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination.

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties.

(l) Termination for the Government’s convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor’s records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided.

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience.

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession.

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract.

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items.

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract.

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order:

(1) The schedule of supplies/services.

(2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause.

(3) The clause at 52.212-5.

(4) Addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software.

(5) Solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation.

(6) Other paragraphs of this clause.

(7) The Standard Form 1449.

(8) Other documents, exhibits, and attachments.

(9) The specification.

(t) System for Award Management (SAM).

(1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government’s reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document. 

(2) 

(i) If a Contractor has legally changed its business name, “doing business as” name, or division name (whichever is shown on the contract), or has transferred the assets used in performing the contract, but has not completed the necessary requirements regarding novation and change-of-name agreements in Subpart 42.12, the Contractor shall provide the responsible Contracting Officer a minimum of one business day’s written notification of its intention to:

(A) Change the name in the SAM database; 

(B) Comply with the requirements of Subpart 42.12 of the FAR;

(C) Agree in writing to the timeline and procedures specified by the responsible Contracting Officer. The Contractor must provide with the notification sufficient documentation to support the legally changed name.

(ii) If the Contractor fails to comply with the requirements of paragraph (t)(2)(i) of this clause, or fails to perform the agreement at paragraph (t)(2)(i)(C) of this clause, and, in the absence of a properly executed novation or change-of-name agreement, the SAM information that shows the Contractor to be other than the Contractor indicated in the contract will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of Payment” paragraph of the electronic funds transfer (EFT) clause of this contract. 

(3) The Contractor shall not change the name or address for EFT payments or manual payments, as appropriate, in the SAM record to reflect an assignee for the purpose of assignment of claims (see FAR Subpart 32.8, Assignment of Claims). Assignees shall be separately registered in the SAM database. Information provided to the Contractor’s SAM record that indicates payments, including those made by EFT, to an ultimate recipient other than that Contractor will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of payment” paragraph of the EFT clause of this contract.

(4) Offerors and Contractors may obtain information on registration and annual confirmation requirements via SAM accessed through https://www.acquisition.gov.

(u) Unauthorized Obligations. 

(1) Except as stated in paragraph (u)(2) of this clause, when any supply or service acquired under this contract is subject to any End Use License Agreement (EULA), Terms of Service (TOS), or similar legal instrument or agreement, that includes any clause requiring the Government to indemnify the Contractor or any person or entity for damages, costs, fees, or any other loss or liability that would create an Anti-Deficiency Act violation (31 U.S.C. 1341), the following shall govern:

(i) Any such clause is unenforceable against the Government.

(ii) Neither the Government nor any Government authorized end user shall be deemed to have agreed to such clause by virtue of it appearing in the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement. If the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement is invoked through an “I agree” click box or other comparable mechanism (e.g., “click-wrap” or “browse-wrap” agreements), execution does not bind the Government or any Government authorized end user to such clause.

(iii) Any such clause is deemed to be stricken from the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement.

(2) Paragraph (u)(1) of this clause does not apply to indemnification by the Government that is expressly authorized by statute and specifically authorized under applicable agency regulations and procedures.

(v) Incorporation by reference. The Contractor’s representations and certifications, including those completed electronically via the System for Award Management (SAM), are incorporated by reference into the contract.

Contractor data shall be furnished in accordance with DD Form 1423, Exhibit A.

BRAND NAME SPECIFIED IS MANDATORY (OCT 1992)

Parts or components described herein by reference to a manufacturer’s name and/or part number and nomenclature shall be furnished in strict accordance with the manufacturer’s published data relating to said supplies except to the extent otherwise specified in this contract.

Complete interchangeability of parts with original equipment is mandatory.  There is insufficient time to obtain and analyze data to insure interchangeability of parts if other than the brand name parts specified are furnished.  The Contractor warrants that the parts to be delivered hereunder will be of the part number(s) and/or manufacturer specified.

REQUIRED STANDARD OF WORKMANSHIP

Unless otherwise specifically provided in this contract, the quality of all services rendered hereunder shall conform to the highest standards in the relevant profession, trade or field of endeavor.  All services shall be rendered by or supervised directly by individuals fully qualified in the relevant profession, trade or field, and holding any licenses required by law.

EMPLOYMENT OF DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE PERSONNEL RESTRICTED

In performing this contract, the contractor will not use as a consultant or employ (on either a full or part time basis) any current Department of Defense (DoD) personnel (civilian or military) without the prior approval of the Contracting Officer.  Such approval may be given only in circumstances where it is clear that no laws and no DoD or Navy instructions, regulations, or policies might possibly be contravened and no appearance of a conflict of interest will result.

REIMBURSEMENT OF TRAVEL COSTS (OCT 1998)

(a)  Travel


(1)  Area of Travel.  Performance under this contract may require travel by contractor personnel.  If travel, domestic or overseas, is required, the contractor is responsible for making all needed arrangements for his personnel.  This includes but is not limited to the following:


Medical Examinations


Immunization


Passports, visas, etc.


Security Clearances


All contractor personnel required to perform work on any U.S. Navy vessel will have to obtain boarding authorization from the Commanding Officer of the vessel prior to boarding.


(2)  Travel Policy.  The Government will reimburse the contractor for allowable travel costs incurred by the contractor in performance of the contract and determined to be in accordance with FAR subpart 31.2, subject to the following provisions:


Travel required for tasks assigned under this contract shall be governed in accordance with rules set forth for temporary duty travel in FAR 31.205-46.


(3)  Travel.  Travel, subsistence, and associated labor charges for travel time are authorized, whenever a task assignment requires work to be accomplished at a temporary alternate worksite.


Travel performed for personal convenience and daily travel to and from work at contractor’s facility will not be reimbursed.


(4)  Per Diem.  Per diem for travel on work assigned under this contract will be reimbursed to employees consistent with company policy, but not to exceed the amount authorized in the Department of Defense Joint Travel Regulations.


(5)  Shipboard Stays.  Whenever work assignments require temporary duty aboard a Government ship, the contractor will be reimbursed at the per diem rates identified in paragraphs C8101.2C or C81181.3B(6) of the DOD Joint Travel Regulations, Volume 2.


(6)  Air/Rail Travel.  In rendering the services, the contractor shall be reimbursed for the actual costs of transportation incurred by its personnel not to exceed the cost of tourist class rail, or plane fare, to the extent that such transportation is necessary for the performance of the services hereunder and is authorized by the Ordering Officer.  Such authorization by the Ordering Officer shall be indicated in the order or in some other suitable written form.


NOTE:  To the maximum extent practicable without the impairment of the effectiveness of the mission, transportation shall be tourist class.  In the event that only first class travel is available, it will be allowed, provided justification therefore is fully documented and warranted.


(7)  Private Automobile.  The use of privately owned conveyance within the continental United States by the traveler will be reimbursed to the contractor at the mileage rate allowed by Joint Travel Regulations.  Authorization for the use of privately owned conveyance shall be indicated on the order.  Distances traveled between points shall be shown in standard highway mileage guides.  Any deviations from distance shown in such standard mileage guides shall be explained by the traveler on his expense sheet.


(8)  Car Rental.  The contractor shall be entitled to reimbursement for car rental, exclusive of mileage charges, as authorized by each order, when the services are required to be performed outside the normal commuting distance from the contractor’s facilities.  Car rental for TDY teams will be limited to a rate of one car for every four (4) persons on TDY at one site.   

CONTRACTOR UNCLASSIFIED ACCESS TO FEDERALLY CONTROLLED FACILITIES, SENSITIVE INFORMATION, INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY (IT) SYSTEMS OR PROTECTED HEALTH INFORMATION (5252.204-9400) (JUL 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements:

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
· Original Signed Release Statements

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.  

DURATION OF CONTRACT PERIOD (OCT 1992)

REQUIREMENT FOR CERTIFIED COST OR PRICING DATA AND DATA OTHER THAN CERTIFIED COST OR PRICING DATA (OCT 2010)

 (a) Exceptions from certified cost or pricing data.
(1) In lieu of submitting certified cost or pricing data, offerors may submit a written request for exception by submitting the information described in the following subparagraphs. The Contracting Officer may require additional supporting information, but only to the extent necessary to determine whether an exception should be granted, and whether the price is fair and reasonable.

(i) Identification of the law or regulation establishing the price offered. If the price is controlled under law by periodic rulings, reviews, or similar actions of a governmental body, attach a copy of the controlling document, unless it was previously submitted to the contracting office.

(ii) Commercial item exception. For a commercial item exception, the offeror shall submit, at a minimum, information on prices at which the same item or similar items have previously been sold in the commercial market that is adequate for evaluating the reasonableness of the price for this acquisition. Such information may include --

(A) For catalog items, a copy of or identification of the catalog and its date, or the appropriate pages for the offered items, or a statement that the catalog is on file in the buying office to which the proposal is being submitted. Provide a copy or describe current discount policies and price lists (published or unpublished), e.g., wholesale, original equipment manufacturer, or reseller. Also explain the basis of each offered price and its relationship to the established catalog price, including how the proposed price relates to the price of recent sales in quantities similar to the proposed quantities;

(B) For market-priced items, the source and date or period of the market quotation or other basis for market price, the base amount, and applicable discounts. In addition, describe the nature of the market;

(C) For items included on an active Federal Supply Service Multiple Award Schedule contract, proof that an exception has been granted for the schedule item.

(2) The offeror grants the Contracting Officer or an authorized representative the right to examine, at any time before award, books, records, documents, or other directly pertinent records to verify any request for an exception under this provision, and the reasonableness of price. For items priced using catalog or market prices, or law or regulation, access does not extend to cost or profit information or other data relevant solely to the offeror’s determination of the prices to be offered in the catalog or marketplace.

(b) Requirements for certified cost or pricing data. If the offeror is not granted an exception from the requirement to submit certified cost or pricing data, the following applies:

(1) The offeror shall prepare and submit certified cost or pricing data, and data other than certified cost or pricing data, and supporting attachments in accordance with the instructions contained in Table 15-2 of FAR 15.408, which is incorporated by reference with the same force and effect as though it were inserted here in full text. The instructions in Table 15-2 are incorporated as a mandatory format to be used in this contract, unless the Contracting Officer and the Contractor agree to a different format and change this clause to use Alternate I.

(2) As soon as practicable after agreement on price, but before contract award (except for unpriced actions such as letter contracts), the offeror shall submit a Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data, as prescribed by FAR 15.406-2.
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     ATTACHMENT I

CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION PLAN (CAP) FOR FIXED PRICE, INDEFINITE DELIVERY, CONTRACTS

In order to expedite the administration of this contract, the following delineation of duties is provided.  The names, addresses and phone numbers for these offices or individuals are included elsewhere in the contract award document.  The office or individual designated as having responsibility should be contacted for any questions, clarifications or information regarding the administration function assigned. 

1.  The Procuring Contract Office (PCO) is responsible for:

    
a.  All pre-award duties such as solicitation, negotiation and award of contracts.

    
b.  Any information or questions during the pre-award stage of the procurement.

    
c.  Freedom of Information inquiries.

    
d.  Changes in contract terms and/or conditions.

    
e.  Post award conference.

2.  The Contract Administration Office (CAO) is responsible for matters specified in FAR 42.302, except those areas otherwise designated as the responsibility of the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) or someone else herein. 

3.  The paying office is responsible for making payment of proper invoices after acceptance is documented.

4.  The Ordering Officer is responsible for:

    
a.  Requesting, obtaining and evaluating proposals for orders to be issued.

    
b.  Select the most advantageous offer to the Government for individual Task Orders in accordance with contract provisions.  Determining that the price/estimated cost of the order is fair and reasonable for the effort proposed.


    
c.  Obligating the funds by issuance of the delivery order/task order.

    
d.  Authorizing the contractor to begin performance.

    
e.  Providing subcontract approval.

    
f.  Monitoring direct costs on orders issued.

NOTE:  The PCO and the Ordering Officer may be the same individual, but in no case shall the COR perform the duties of the Ordering Officer.

5.  The Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) is responsible for interface with the contractor and performance of duties such as those set forth below.  It is emphasized that only the PCO/CAO has the authority to modify the terms of the contract.  In no event will any understanding, agreement, modification, change order, or other matter deviating from the terms of the basic contract between the contractor and any other person be effective or binding on the government.  If in the opinion of the contractor an effort outside the scope of the contract is requested, the contractor shall promptly notify the PCO in writing.  No action may be taken by the contractor unless the PCO or CAO has issued a contractual change.  The COR duties are as follows:

    
a.  Technical Interface


 
(1) The COR is responsible for all Government technical interface concerning the contractor and furnishing technical instructions to the contractor.  These instructions may include: technical advice/recommendations/clarifications of specific details relating to technical aspects of contract requirements; milestones to be met within the general terms of the contract or specific subtasks of the contract; or, any other interface of a technical nature necessary for the contractor to perform the work specified in the contract or order.   The COR is the point of contact through whom the contractor can relay questions and problems of a technical nature to the PCO.



(2) The COR is prohibited from issuing any instruction which would constitute a contractual change.  The COR shall not instruct the contractor how to perform.  If there is any doubt whether technical instructions contemplated fall within the scope of work, contact the PCO for guidance before transmitting the instructions to the contractor.

    
b.  Contract Surveillance


 
(1) The COR shall monitor the contractor's performance and progress under the contract.  In performing contract surveillance duties, the COR should exercise extreme care to ensure that he/she does not cross the line of personal services.  The COR must be able to distinguish between surveillance (which is proper and necessary) and supervision (which is not permitted).  Surveillance becomes supervision when you go beyond enforcing the terms of the contract.  If the contractor is directed to perform the contract services in a specific manner, the line is being crossed.  In such a situation, the COR's actions would be equivalent to using the contractor's personnel as if they were government employees and would constitute transforming the contract into one for personal services.


 
(2) The COR shall monitor the contractor's performance to see that inefficient or wasteful methods are not being used.  If such practices are observed, the COR is responsible for taking reasonable and timely action to alert the contractor and the PCO to the situation.


 
(3) The COR will take timely action to alert the PCO to any potential performance problems.  If performance schedule slippage is detected, the COR should determine the factors causing the delay and report them to the PCO, along with the contractor's proposed actions to eliminate or overcome these factors and recover the slippage.  Once a recovery plan has been put in place, the COR is responsible for monitoring the recovery and keeping the PCO advised of progress. 



(4) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS Automated Information System (AIS).  The initial CPAR, under an eligible contract, must reflect evaluation of at least 180 days of contractor performance.  The completed CPAR, including contractor comments if any, (NOTE: contractors are allowed 30 days to input their comments) should be available in the CPARS AIS for reviewing official (PCO) review no later than 270 days after start of contract performance.  Subsequent CPARs covering any contract option periods should be ready at 1-year intervals thereafter.
    
c.  Invoice Review and Approval/Inspection and Acceptance


 
(1) The COR is responsible for quality assurance of services performed and acceptance of the services or deliverables.  The COR shall expeditiously review copies of the contractor's invoices or vouchers, certificate of performance and all other supporting documentation to determine the reasonableness of the billing.  In making this determination, the COR must take into consideration all documentary information available and any information developed from personal observations. 


 
(2) The COR must indicate either complete or partial concurrence with the contractor's invoice/voucher by executing the applicable certificate of performance furnished by the contractor. 



(3) The COR will provide the PCO and the CAO with copies of acceptance documents such as Certificates of Performance.



(4) Upon completion of all services under the contract, the COR shall work with the Contractor to obtain and execute a final invoice no more than 60 days after completion of contract performance.  The COR shall ensure that the invoice is clearly marked as a “Final Invoice.”

    
d.  Contract Modifications/Orders Under Indefinite Delivery Contracts.


 
(1) The COR is responsible (if necessary) for developing the statement of work for tasking orders, change orders, or modifications and for preparing an independent government cost estimate of the effort described in the proposed statement of work.


 
(2) The COR shall provide available and relevant Past Performance information with each request for new Task Orders.  The COR shall review and evaluate the contractor’s proposal and furnish comments and recommendations

    
e.  Administrative Duties


 
(1) The COR is responsible for taking appropriate action on technical correspondence pertaining to the contract and for maintaining files on each contract.  This includes all modifications, government cost estimates, contractor invoices/vouchers, certificates of performance, DD 250 forms and contractor's status reports. 


  
(2) The COR shall maintain files on all correspondence relating to contractor performance, whether satisfactory or unsatisfactory, and on trip reports for all government personnel visiting the contractor's place of business for the purpose of discussing the contract. 


   
(3) The COR must take prompt action to provide the PCO with any contractor or technical code request for change, deviation or waiver, along with any supporting analysis or other required documentation. 

   
f.  Government Furnished Property.  When government property is to be furnished to the contractor, the COR will take the necessary steps to ensure that it is furnished in a timely fashion and in proper condition for use. The COR will maintain adequate records to ensure that property furnished is returned and/or that material has been consumed in the performance of work.

  
g.  Security.  The COR is responsible for ensuring that any applicable security requirements are strictly adhered to.

    
h.  Standards of Conduct.  The COR is responsible for reading and complying with all applicable agency standards of conduct and conflict of interest instructions.

    
i.  Written Report/Contract Completion Statement.



(1) The COR is responsible for timely preparation and submission to the PCO, of a written, annual evaluation of the contractors performance.  The report shall be submitted within 30 days prior to the exercise of any contract option and 60 days after contract completion.  The report shall include a written statement that services were received in accordance with the Contract terms and that the contract is now available for close-out.  The report shall also include a statement as to the use made of any deliverables furnished by the contractor.  For contracts where delivery orders are issued, one consolidated report which addresses all actions under the contract may be submitted.



(2) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a final Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS with 30 days of contract completion.



(3) The COR is responsible for providing necessary assistance to the Contracting Officer in performing Contract Close-out in accordance with FAR 4.804, Closeout of Contract Files.

7.  The Technical Assistant (TA), if appointed, is responsible for providing routine administration and monitoring assistance to the COR.  The TA does not have the authority to provide any technical direction or clarification to the contract.  Duties that may be performed by the TA are as follows: 

    
a.  Identify contractor deficiencies to the COR.  

   
b.  Review contract/delivery order deliverables, recommend acceptance/rejection, and provide the COR with documentation to support the recommendation.

   
c.  Assist in preparing the final report on contractor performance for the applicable contract/delivery order in accordance with the format and procedures prescribed by the COR.

     
d.  Identify contract noncompliance with reporting requirements to the COR.

     
e.  Evaluate the contractor's proposals for specific delivery orders and identify, for the COR, any potential problems, areas of concern, or issues to be discussed during negotiations.

     
f.  Review contractor status and progress reports, identify deficiencies to the COR, and provide the COR with recommendations regarding acceptance, rejection, and/or Government technical clarification requests.

    
g.  Review invoices for the appropriate mix of types and quantities of labor, materials, and other direct costs, and provide the COR with recommendations to facilitate COR certification of the invoice.

    
h.  Provide the COR with timely input regarding technical clarifications for the statement of work, possible technical direction to provide the contractor, and recommend corrective actions.

   
i.  Provide detailed written reports of any trip, meeting, or conversation to the COR subsequent to any interface between the TA and contractor.







ATTACHMENT II

Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP)

Purpose
The purpose of this Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP) is to ensure that the Government has an effective and systematic method of surveillance for the services in the PWS.  The QASP will be used primarily as a tool to verify that the contractor is performing all services required by the PWS in a timely, accurate and complete manner. It describes the performance objective and the surveillance method NCIS will use to monitor contract tasks and performance.  This is a living document and will be updated as required.

Performance Standards
a.
Schedule - The due dates for deliverables and the actual accomplishment of the schedule will be assessed against original due dates and milestones established for the contract and/or task order(s). The priority list of deliverables may change to meet emerging NCIS mission and operations requirements.  The Contractor must remain flexible to meet changing requirements.  


b.
Deliverables – The deliverables required to be submitted will be assessed against the specifications for the deliverables detailed in the contract and/or task order(s) for the required content, quality, timeliness and accuracy.  


c.
Cost - The COR will review monthly travel cost vouchers to monitor the contractor’s travel expenditures throughout the contract and/or task order performance period(s).  Also, the COR will analyze the impact on cost of lack of personnel or the inability to schedule qualified personnel promptly.


d.
Past Performance - In addition to any schedule, deliverables, and cost aspects of performance discussed above, pursuant to FAR 42.15, the Government will assess the Contractor’s record of conforming to contract requirements and to standards of good workmanship, the Contractor’s record of controlling costs, the contractor’s adherence to contract schedules including the administrative aspects of performance, the contractor’s history of reasonable and cooperative behavior and commitment to customer satisfaction, and the contractor’s business-like concern for the interest of the customer.

3.
Surveillance methods:  The primary methods of surveillance used to monitor performance of this contract will include, but not be limited to, random or planned sampling, periodic or inspection, and validated customer complaints.

Based upon the contractor’s past performance and plan to solve the problem, the Contracting Officer will determine if any further action will be taken.  Government-caused complaints/defects will not be counted against the contractor.  The same applies to any other requirement of the contract when Government-caused complaints/defects are the cause of unacceptable contractor performance. 

4.2
The COR will make an annual report on Contractor Performance (CPARS or other annual report).  The contractor’s failure to achieve satisfactory performance under the contract, reflected in the COR’s annual report, may result in termination of the contract and may also result in the loss of future Government contracts.  The contractor’s failure to achieve satisfactory performance under the contract may result in the non-exercise of available options.

4.3
In accordance with the inspection of services provisions of the contract, the Contractor will be incentivized to provide quality products in a timely manner since the Government can require the Contractor, at no additional cost, to replace or correct work that fails to meet contract requirements.

(a) Definitions. As used in this provision--

“Economically disadvantaged women-owned small business (EDWOSB) concern” means a small business concern that is at least 51 percent directly and unconditionally owned by, and the management and daily business operations of which are controlled by, one or more women who are citizens of the United States and who are economically disadvantaged in accordance with 13 CFR part 127. It automatically qualifies as a women-owned small business eligible under the WOSB Program.

“Forced or indentured child labor” means all work or service—

(1) Exacted from any person under the age of 18 under the menace of any penalty for its nonperformance and for which the worker does not offer himself voluntarily; or

(2) Performed by any person under the age of 18 pursuant to a contract the enforcement of which can be accomplished by process or penalties.

“Highest-level owner” means the entity that owns or controls an immediate owner of the offeror, or that owns or controls one or more entities that control an immediate owner of the offeror. No entity owns or exercises control of the highest level owner.

“Immediate owner” means an entity, other than the offeror, that has direct control of the offeror. Indicators of control include, but are not limited to, one or more of the following: Ownership or interlocking management, identity of interests among family members, shared facilities and equipment, and the common use of employees. 

“Inverted domestic corporation,” means a foreign incorporated entity that meets the definition of an inverted domestic corporation under 6 U.S.C. 395(b), applied in accordance with the rules and definitions of 6 U.S.C. 395(c).

“Manufactured end product” means any end product in product and service codes (PSCs) 1000-9999, except—

(1) PSC 5510, Lumber and Related Basic Wood Materials;

(2) Product or Service Group (PSG) 87, Agricultural Supplies;

(3) PSG 88, Live Animals;

(4) PSG 89, Subsistence;

(5) PSC 9410, Crude Grades of Plant Materials;

(6) PSC 9430, Miscellaneous Crude Animal Products, Inedible;

(7) PSC 9440, Miscellaneous Crude Agricultural and Forestry Products;

(8) PSC 9610, Ores;

(9) PSC 9620, Minerals, Natural and Synthetic; and

(10) PSC 9630, Additive Metal Materials.

“Place of manufacture” means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

“Restricted business operations” means business operations in Sudan that include power production activities, mineral extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of military equipment, as those terms are defined in the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007 (Pub. L. 110-174). Restricted business operations do not include business operations that the person (as that term is defined in Section 2 of the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007) conducting the business can demonstrate—

(1) Are conducted under contract directly and exclusively with the regional government of southern Sudan;

(2) Are conducted pursuant to specific authorization from the Office of Foreign Assets Control in the Department of the Treasury, or are expressly exempted under Federal law from the requirement to be conducted under such authorization;

(3) Consist of providing goods or services to marginalized populations of Sudan;

(4) Consist of providing goods or services to an internationally recognized peacekeeping force or humanitarian organization;

(5) Consist of providing goods or services that are used only to promote health or education; or

(6) Have been voluntarily suspended.

Sensitive technology—

(1) Means hardware, software, telecommunications equipment, or any other technology that is to be used specifically—

(i) To restrict the free flow of unbiased information in Iran; or

(ii) To disrupt, monitor, or otherwise restrict speech of the people of Iran; and

(2) Does not include information or informational materials the export of which the President does not have the authority to regulate or prohibit pursuant to section 203(b)(3) of the International Emergency Economic Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1702(b)(3)).

“Service-disabled veteran-owned small business concern”—

(1) Means a small business concern—

(i) Not less than 51 percent of which is owned by one or more service-disabled veterans or, in the case of any publicly owned business, not less than 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more service-disabled veterans; and

(ii) The management and daily business operations of which are controlled by one or more service-disabled veterans or, in the case of a service-disabled veteran with permanent and severe disability, the spouse or permanent caregiver of such veteran.

(2) Service-disabled veteran means a veteran, as defined in 38 U.S.C. 101(2), with a disability that is service-connected, as defined in 38 U.S.C. 101(16).

“Small business concern” means a concern, including its affiliates, that is independently owned and operated, not dominant in the field of operation in which it is bidding on Government contracts, and qualified as a small business under the criteria in 13 CFR Part 121 and size standards in this solicitation.

“Small disadvantaged business concern, consistent with 13 CFR 124.1002,” means a small business concern under the size standard applicable to the acquisition, that--

(1) Is at least 51 percent unconditionally and directly owned (as defined at 13 CFR 124.105) by--

(i) One or more socially disadvantaged (as defined at 13 CFR 124.103) and economically disadvantaged (as defined at 13 CFR 124.104) individuals who are citizens of the United States; and
