1) The contractor shall provide lifeguard support services, as detailed below, to the United States Naval Academy Aquatics Programs for one year, 01 October 2015 to 30 September 2015, and three option years:

a. Lifeguard duties for the faculty and staff:  The contractor shall provide life guard support each week for 1 session per weekday between 11:45 - 1:45.  Support is not required during school holiday periods: 10/12/15, 11/11/15, 11/26/15, 12/25/15, 12/28/15, 12/29/15, 12/30/15, 12/31/15, 1/1/16, 1/18/16, 2/15/16, 5/30/16, 7/4/16, 9/5/16, 10/10/16, 11/11/16, 11/24/16, 12/23/16  GRADUATION 5/27/16.  Contractor support services will not be required on those dates when the Blue Angels are scheduled to practice of perform at the United States Naval Academy.  Advance notice(s) will be provided to the vendor of the Blue Angels performance dates.
b. Location: Lejeune pool.  During construction or swimming championship meets, the required lifeguard support shall be provided at either Scott pool, 102 Halloway Rd, Annapolis, MD 21402 or MacDonough pool, 102 Halloway Rd, Annapolis, MD 21402.  As required, vendor shall provide lifeguard support services at other location at the US Naval Academy during the above stated hours.
c. Lifeguards shall have Red Cross current lifeguard & First Aid card (valid for 3 years) as well as a current Red Cross CPR/AED/PR card (valid for 2 years) or American Heart Association BLS card (valid for 2 years).

2) [bookmark: _GoBack]Lifeguard training program for midshipmen to support the Brigade open swim for one year, 01 October 2015 to 30 September 2015, and three option years:

a. Background information: LT Matt Coughlin has oversight of the Brigade lifeguard training program. Midshipmen are required to have a Red Cross current lifeguard & First Aid card (valid for 3 years) as well as a current Red Cross CPR/AED/PR card (valid for 2 years) or American Heart Association BLS card (valid for 2 years). Midshipmen who stand watch over the pools are required to be current in Lifeguard Training and First Aid (1 certification) and current in CPR/AED for the Professional Rescuer (same standards as required by the county and state). 
b. The vendor shall:
i. Train and re-certify, as required, up to 30 midshipman to become certified lifeguards once per academic year.
ii. Training shall include the LG training/First aid card combination with CPR/AED/PR. 

Access to the US Naval Academy:

Yard passes are required for the Lifeguards who service the faculty, staff and button holder noon time swim.   These individuals must to be able to enter the yard with their vehicle to perform their duties.
