1.0 INTRODUCTION: 

1.1 The Naval Weapons Station Earle, NJ, provides ammunition to the fleet and assigned shore organizations within its Area of Responsibility (AOR). The base provides Operational Support (OS) infrastructures to the operating forces of the Navy, other Navy organizations and tenant commands. Naval Weapons Station ensures and enhances national security by providing the facilities, delivering the services, and creating an environment to support the Fleet, the Warfighter, and the whole Navy Family to deploy combat-ready ships, submarines and their crews. Naval Weapons Station currently occupies approximately 11,134 acres in Colts Neck area and also is home to many tenant organizations. These tenants include Combat Logistics Group Two, Shore Intermediate Maintenance Activity, Mobile Mine Assembly Unit Three, Superintendent of Shipbuilding Portsmouth Detachment Earle, Explosive Ordnance Disposal Mobile Unit Two Detachment Earle, Atlantic Ordnance Command Detachment Earle, Public Works Center Site Earle, and the Packaging, Handling, Storage, and Transportation Center. 

1.2 The Naval Weapons Station Earle, NJ, has a requirement for maintenance of Harbor Security Boat and associated trailer and equipment to include preventative maintenance (PM) and repair of non-functioning equipment.  Preventative maintenance and repairs required under this contract shall be performed off-site unless the repair is minor and can be performed on-site without interference in base operations. 

1.3 Emergency repair work is subject to emergency on-site repair service and is hereby defined as any immediate maintenance and/or servicing performed by the contractor on any of the equipment listed in the Performance Work Statement at any time other than planned scheduled time frames and that is necessary to keep the said equipment in proper operating condition and/or maintain a safe working environment for the boat crew.

2.0 SCOPE OF WORK: 

2.1 The contractor is responsible for providing all the necessary personnel, equipment, labor, parts, and supplies to complete this task.  The contractor shall provide all personal protective equipment and preventive maintenance materials required to perform the specific tasks as defined in this section. 

2.2 The Contractor shall provide trained/certified technicians to perform repairs and preventative maintenance on the various Engines, Outdrives, Electrical Equipment, Navigation Systems and Westerbeke Generators. If the Contractor has a new hire during the term of this contract after the awarded date, Contractor shall provide new hire training certificates to the Contracting Officer representative (COR) for review/approval prior to new hire commencement of work on this contract.

2.3 If the maintenance/repair necessitates that a boat be transported off-site, it shall be the contractor’s sole responsibility to load the boat on a trailer, provide over the road transportation to their facility and provide onsite secure storage for the boat while it is the contractor's possession.  Once the repair is complete the boat shall be returned to its original location which shall include re-launching the boat.  The contractor is solely responsible for obtaining all necessary vehicle passes, stickers and proper ID cards for all contractor employees requiring access to the Base.  The contractor shall comply with all Federal, State, Local laws and Federal Regulations as applicable to tasks included in the Performance Work Statement.
3.0 SPECIFIC TASK:

Prior to commencing any service (PM or repairs) the contractor shall provide the TPOC/COR a written itemized quote that includes an estimated period of performance that is consistent with industry standards.  If the industry standard cannot be met the contractor shall provide written justification and the adjusted period of performance time line. The contractor shall notify the Navy's TPOC/COR upon completion of all services. If the need for parts replacement should occur due to normal wear and tear or damage the contractor shall provide a written quote that is itemized and includes the period of time needed to perform the work.  If the work (PM or Repair) is approved, the replaced part(s) shall be provided to DON personnel for evaluation of the damaged part. Cost of transporting boats for PM work shall be included in the cost of respective PM work.  Cost of transporting boats for Repair work shall be itemized on the repair estimate/invoice the total round trip time of transportation boats shall - not to exceed three (3) hours (1 hour for loading/unloading and two (2) hours for transporting).

The Service Report shall be e-mailed or faxed to the government COR/TPOC (Primary & Alternate) for evaluation, action and file as necessary.  

5.0 QUALITY ASSURANCE 

For the performance objectives and measures described above, the following performance standards are established for this requirement.  Each performance standard identified below establishes the surveillance technique and the contractor incentive.

Additionally, if existing symptoms identified prior to the repair work persist or recur within five business days of delivery (boat return), the contractor shall initiate remedy or correct the discrepancy within the next business day of notification. The COR/TPOC shall document all performance issues.

Performance Standard 1:  

Contractor shall provide PM services within the month or number of engine hours in which the Maintenance was scheduled. All support documentation must adhere to the directives and applicable Federal, State & Local laws and regulations.

Performance Standard 2: The contractor shall provide qualified and certified personnel no later than twenty four (24) hours after notification of an on-site emergency repair work for each boat. 

Performance Standard 3: The contractor shall place the order(s) for repair parts no later than the next business day after receiving the written authorization from the government. 

Delays due to “back-order status” of repair parts on order (by either the government or contractor) in support of repair work already approved, shall not count against the contractor’s performance.  

Under the performance standards listed above, 95 percentile is considered successful performance. 

COR/TPOCs shall request “written feedback” (e-mail or other form) from the “Boat Crew Leader or Chief Petty Officer” for each boat and document any performance issues on a monthly basis (negative response required).

COR/TPOCs (or designated representative) shall create a simple written log to document the dates and times contractor was notified and requested service plus the contractor’s response time.   

Unsatisfactory Work (Preventive Maintenance Services) performed but rejected by the COR/TPOCs shall be corrected by the contractor within the next business day of notification. Failure to do so shall adversely affect the overall performance standards of the contractor.

Unsatisfactory Work (Repair Services) performed but rejected by the government COR/TPOC shall be corrected by the contractor within the next business day of notification. Failure to do so shall adversely affect the overall performance standards of the contractor.

If the contractor does not provide the required support within the timeframes established, the COR/TPOC shall document the contractor’s inability to meet the minimum Acceptable Quality Level for timeliness in the past performance record for this contract, and provide documentation to the Contracting Officer for possible action.

The Government reserves the right to change this payment method through other means only by a contract modification if necessary.  Payment shall be monthly in arrears.

12.0 LIABILITY INSURANCE LIMITS

Pursuant to the terms of the clause FAR 52.228-5, Insurance--Work on a Government Installation, following are the kinds and minimum amounts of insurance required:

     General liability:  bodily injury liability insurance coverage written on the comprehensive form of policy--$500,000 per occurrence.

The determination of whether contractor provided personnel meet the safety and security standards of the Navy shall be at the sole discretion of the government. If and when contractor personnel is identified by the Navy as not meeting these standards, the contractor shall remove the individual from the performance of any work under this contract and replace them with an individual who meets the Navy’s safety and security standards at no additional cost to the government.

In addition to FAR 52.212-1, INSTRUCTIONS TO VENDORS – COMMERCIAL ITEM and any other instructions contained elsewhere in this solicitation, the following information is provided:

The quote shall consist of three parts:

(1) Technical Approach;

(2) Past Performance;

(3) Price; 

Each vendor shall submit an electronic version of the following:  

Part 1:  Technical Approach - Vendors shall describe their approach in performing the tasking listed in the Performance Work Statement (PWS) and demonstrate their ability to provide personnel that meet the requirements specified in PWS section 3.0.

The technical approach shall include:

1.  The identification of all proposed personnel and the corresponding work category specified in PWS Section 3.0. 

2.  A description of proposed personnel’s experience/education/training/certifications/licenses as proof of their capability to successfully perform the tasking listed herein. 

3. Proof of current liability insurance coverage in accordance with the contract’s requirements. 

Part 2:  Past Performance - Vendors shall demonstrate relevant past performance, or affirmatively state that they do not possess any relevant past performance.  

To demonstrate relevant past performance, the vendor shall identify up to three (3) contracts performed since December 1, 2011 and demonstrate the relevance of these contracts to the solicitation’s requirements.  

If subcontractor’s past performance is provided as part of the three contracts, the vendor shall specify the percentage of work that the subcontractor is expected to perform and clearly describe exactly what portions of the solicitation’s PWS are relevant to the subcontractor’s past performance.

The vendor shall complete a Past Performance Information Form for each contract submitted and provide information regarding the work performed sufficient to enable the Government to assess the relevancy of the work performed to the work anticipated under this solicitation.  

The form is an attachment to the solicitation.

The Government reserves the right to consider past performance report forms received after the solicitation’s closing and to contact references for verification, or additional information.

Part 3: Price - Vendors shall submit one original signed copy of the completed Standard Form (SF) 1449, signed acknowledgement of any amendments and executed Representations and Certifications, unless otherwise completed in System for Award Management (SAM).   

Vendors who are not small businesses shall submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan in accordance with FAR 19.704, Subcontracting Plan Requirements.  

Vendors are permitted to submit a master subcontracting plan so long as it is in accordance with FAR 19.701 and FAR 19.704(b).  The proposed small business sub-contacting plan, if approved by the Government, will be incorporated as part of the contract.

EVALUATION COMMERCIAL ITEMS
52.212-2 EVALUATION - COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

The Government shall award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible vendor whose quote, conforming to the solicitation, shall be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.

The following factors shall be used to evaluate quotes:

-  Technical Approach;

-  Past Performance;

-  Price

The Government intends to award a Firm Fixed Priced (FFP) contract to the responsible vendor whose proposal represents the best value after the evaluation of each vendor’s technical approach, past performance and price.

The vendor’s proposal shall be in the form prescribed by, and shall contain a response to, each of the areas identified in solicitation provision FAR 52.212-1 entitled “Instructions to Vendors-Commercial Items” and it’s Addendum.  

The Government intends to award the contract without discussions. The establishment of a competitive range is not anticipated. 

Accordingly, each vendor should submit its most favorable terms from a technical approach, past performance and price perspective. 

However, the Government reserves the right to establish a competitive range and conduct discussions if later determined by the PCO to be necessary.  

The evaluation of proposals shall consider technical approach to be more important than past performance and technical approach and past performance combined to be significantly more important than price. 

1.  Technical Approach Evaluation Criteria – The vendor shall be evaluated on its approach to performing the Performance Work Statement and demonstrating its ability to provide personnel that meet the requirements specified in PWS Section 3.0  

The risk associated with the vendor’s technical approach shall also be assessed. 

Risk, as it pertains to source selection, is the potential for unsuccessful contract performance. 

The consideration of risk assesses the degree to which an vendor’s proposed approach to performing the PWS may involve risk of disruption of schedule, increased cost or degradation of performance, the need for increased Government oversight, and the likelihood of unsuccessful contract performance.

A combined technical/risk rating defined as follows shall be utilized in the evaluation of the vendor’s technical factor. 

The combined technical/risk rating includes consideration of risk in conjunction with the strengths, weaknesses and deficiencies associated with the technical approach.

Ratings shall be determined as follows:

	Proposal does not meet requirements and contains one or more deficiencies. Proposal is un-awardable


The following definitions are provided with respect to the descriptions provided above:

Strength - An aspect of an vendor's proposal that has merit or exceeds specified performance or capability

requirements in a way that shall be advantageous to the Government during contract performance.

Weakness - A flaw in the proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.

Significant Weakness - A flaw that appreciably increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.

Deficiency - A material failure of a proposal to meet a Government requirement or a combination of significant weaknesses in a proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance to an unacceptable level.

Risk (as it pertains to source selection) - The potential for unsuccessful contract performance. The consideration of risk assesses the degree to which an vendor’s proposed approach to achieving the technical factor or its sub-factors may involve risk of disruption of schedule, increased cost or degradation of performance, the need for increased Government oversight, and the likelihood of unsuccessful contract performance.

2.  Past Performance – The vendor’s past performance shall be evaluated to assess the relative likelihood of successful performance based upon the quality of previous or on-going performance of relevant effort.

The evaluation shall focus only on work experience already performed. 

Work yet-to-be performed, and work prior to August 1, 2009 shall not be considered. 

Additionally, performance data shall only be assessed for those references demonstrating at least 1 year of completed performance prior to the closing date of the solicitation. 

Subcontractor past performance shall be given weight relative to the percentage of the work under the solicitation that the subcontractor is proposed to perform.

Relevancy - Each past performance submission shall be evaluated to determine its scope, complexity and magnitude relative to the solicitation’s requirements. 

The following definitions shall apply to this evaluation:

-  Scope:  Experience in the areas defined in the Performance Work Statement (PWS).

-  Complexity: The measure of similarity of technical and managerial intricacy and required coordination of efforts and disciplines that exists between the PWS and the vendor’s past performance.

-  Magnitude:  The measure of the similarity of the dollar value of actually performed work, individually, or in the aggregate, that exists between the PWS and the vendor’s past performance.

The aggregated total sum of each vendor’s Past Performance references in terms of scope, magnitude, and complexity shall result in the assessed overall relevance of that vendor’s individual past performance reference submission.
Vendors lacking relevant past performance shall not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past

Performance and shall receive a rating of “Not Relevant” in the relevancy rating factor.

However, while an vendor lacking relevant past performance shall not berated favorably, or unfavorably, for past performance, they may not represent the most advantageous proposal to the Government.

Past Performance Confidence Assessment Ratings – The overall assigned rating for Past Performance shall be the Past Performance Confidence Assessment rating. 

The assignment of this rating shall be based on the quality of the relevant past performance and shall consider the currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in the Vendor’s performance. 

The quality of performance under a past performance reference that has no relevance to the instant requirement shall not be considered in the overall assessment of Past Performance Confidence. 

In the case of an vendor without a record of relevant past performance, or for whom information on past performance is not available, the vendor may not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance. Rather, the vendor shall receive an “Unknown Confidence” rating.

In order to verify past performance information and determine the quality of the past performance submission, the Government may contact some or all of the references provided, as appropriate, and may collect information through questionnaires (i.e. the Past Performance Report Form), telephone interviews and existing data sources to include, but not be limited to, Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting (CPARS). 

The Government reserves the right to obtain information for use in the evaluation of past performance beyond that submitted by the Vendor and from any and all sources including sources outside of the Government. This past performance information shall be used for the evaluation of past performance. 

This evaluation and rating is separate and distinct from the Contracting Officer’s responsibility determination. 

Past performance shall be evaluated utilizing the following past performance confidence assessment ratings:

3.  Price -  Price proposals shall be submitted in accordance with the pricing schedule provided in the solicitation shall be evaluated in accordance with FAR 15.404-1(b), Price Analysis. 

The Government may evaluate any and all information submitted by the vendor to support the reasonableness of prices proposed. The method of evaluation used by the Contracting Officer is solely within the discretion of the Contracting Officer.

Options, to include FAR 52.217-8, shall be evaluated pursuant to solicitation provision FAR 52.217-5, Evaluation of Options.  The Government shall evaluate quotes for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an quote is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

Although price is the not the most important evaluation factor, it has the potential to become more significant during the evaluation process.  The degree of importance of price shall increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the other factors on which selection is to be based. The importance of price shall also increase when a proposal's price is so significantly high as to diminish the value to the Government that might be gained under the other aspects of the quote.  If, at any stage of the evaluation, all vendors are determined to have submitted equal, or virtually equal, non-price proposals, price could become the factor in determining which vendor shall receive the award.

5.  Written Notice:  A written notice of award or acceptance of an quote e-mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful vendor within the time for acceptance specified in the quote, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the quote’s specified expiration time, the Government may accept an quote (or part of an quote), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.209-5     CERTIFICATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (APR 2010)

(a)(1) The Offeror certifies, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that- 

(i) The Offeror and/or any of its Principals- 

(A) Are (  ) are not (  ) presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, or declared ineligible for the award of contracts by any Federal agency;

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71, Contract Disputes'', as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice.

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. 

chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.

Contractor or any person or entity for damages, costs, fees, or any other loss or liability that would create an Anti-Deficiency Act violation (31 U.S.C. 1341), the following shall govern:

(ii) Neither the Government nor any Government authorized end user shall be deemed to have agreed to such clause by virtue of it appearing in the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement.
