Civilian Enterprise Base Guide and Installation Map

1.  General

Written quotes are requested from interested publishers who desire to compete for the opportunity to produce:

(1) A base guide to be known as the NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide, which shall include a telephone directory section, and maps of the three (3) different locations, hereafter referred to as the Base Guide,

The publications shall be civilian enterprise products published once every year to provide newly reporting personnel of NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia, Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide and its tenant Naval activities, information about the mission of their command; command, installation or community services available; local geography and history; and related information.  

The terms of the agreement shall be for a base period of one (1) year, with options to extend the contract for four (4) additional one-year periods. The exercise of the option is the exclusive right of the Government.

2.  Civilian Enterprise (CE) Publications

Civilian Enterprise (CE) publications consist of DoD newspapers, guides, and installation maps.  They support command internal communications.  The Commanding Officer or Public Affairs Office provides oversight and final approval authority for the news, information, photographs, editorial and other materials to be used in the publications.  Alteration of official photographic and video imagery shall comply with DoD Directive 5040.02.  A Civilian Enterprise base guides with installation maps and telephone directories shall be published under written contract with a civilian concern exclusively in the interest of personnel at a particular installation at no cost to the United States Government.  CE publishers sell advertising to cover costs and secure earnings, print the publications, and shall make all or part of the distribution.  Neither appropriated nor non-appropriated funds shall be used to pay for any part of a CE publisher’s costs incurred in publishing a CE publication.

The Commanding Officer of NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex, desires such publications as a primary means of communicating mission-essential information to members of the command.  The agreement resulting from this solicitation is a United States Government contract authorized under the provisions of Department of Defense Instruction 5120.4 and is subject to the requirements of DoD Instruction 5120.4 and Secretary of the Navy Instruction 5720.44C, and the regulations and instructions incorporated therein by reference, and to the conditions and agreements contained herein.  Although the resultant contract is not subject to the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) or the Defense FAR Supplement (DFARS), FAR clauses useful in protecting the interests of the Government and implementing those provisions required by law will be included in the resultant contract.       

3.  Statement of Work 

The following are minimum requirements, which must be met by prospective publishers.  Any service or support offered shall be evaluated on a competitive basis by the Source Selection Advisory committee to determine which quote is in the best interests of the Government.

A.  This solicitation is for the publication of a Base Guide for the personnel, retirees, and family members stationed at and supported by NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex shall function as an information tool.

1. As used in this solicitation, the term Commanding Officer or Contracting Officer represents the person executing or administering this agreement on behalf of the Commanding Officer NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex, or his successor or successors.

2. The term Contractor represents the publishing firm awarded this contract and any employee, agent, servant, or representative of said firm.

3. The term Guides represents publications that provide DoD personnel with information about the mission of their command; the geography; historical background; and other information.  

4. The term Installation Map (Base Map) represents publications designed for orientation of new arrivals or for visitors.

B.  The Contractor agrees to use the name NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide, which are owned by the Government, and no other name, on these products during the life of the contract, unless directed otherwise by the Commanding Officer or Contracting Officer.  The Contractor further agrees not to contest ownership by the Government of the foregoing names or to make any use directly or indirectly of those names or names confusingly similar to those names on any publication it shall independently produce.

C.  The masthead of each product shall carry the following disclaimers in type not smaller than six points:

1. “Published by (name), a private firm in no way connected with the U.S. Navy, under exclusive written contract with NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex.  This civilian enterprise Base Guide is an authorized publication for members of the Department of Defense.  Contents of this publication are not necessarily the official views of, or endorsed by, the U.S. Government, DoD, the Department of the Navy, or NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide.”

2. “The appearance of advertising in this publication, including inserts or supplements, does not constitute endorsement by DoD, the Department of the Navy, or (name of commercial publisher) of the products or services advertised.”

3. “Everything advertised in this publication shall be made available for purchase, use, or patronage without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age, marital status, physical handicap, political affiliation, or any other non-merit factor of the purchaser, user, or patron.”  

4. “Editorial content is the responsibility of NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide, Public Affairs Office. 

D.  The masthead shall also contain the name and title of Commanding Officer, NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia,Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide, and the names, rate and rating, and editorial titles of military and civilian members assigned the duty of preparing the base guide.  The names and titles shall be listed in a section of the masthead entitled “NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide Editorial Staff.”  They shall be in type no smaller than six points.  In addition, the office address and telephone number of the editorial staff shall be listed in the masthead.

E.  Neither Military nor DoD civilian personnel shall be assigned to duty at the premises of the Contractor.  Neither military nor DoD civilian personnel shall perform any job functions that are part of the business activities or contractual responsibilities of the Contractor either at the Contractor’s facility or the Government facility.  The PAO and staff who produce the non-advertising content of the CE publications shall perform certain installation liaison functions on Contractor premises, including monitoring and coordinating layout and design and other publishing details set forth in the contract to ensure the effective presentation of information.  One or more members of the public affairs staff shall review proof copy to prevent mistakes.

F.  Specific requirements for the Base Guide

1. The Base Guide shall contain four sections:  Editorial section, to include detailed descriptions of the commands and service available aboard NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia, Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide and shall include space for local community and state editorials, foldout map section, telephone directory, and advertising section.  The editorial section and the foldout map section shall be in four-color process reproduction.

2. The front cover shall be published in full color, with color photographs, on a glossy style paper.

3. Editorial space shall be approximately 56 to 64 pages, not to include the inside front cover or either side of the back cover.  Color for all editorial pages is desired.

4. The Maps section shall include a gatefolded, four-color map to include an illustration of the general area and an illustration of the NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Base Community and Streets.

5. The cover of the Base Guide shall notify users that the publication contains a Telephone Directory.

6. The size of the publication shall be approximately 10 ¾ inches long by 8 ½ inches wide.  

J.  Advertising

1. Neither the Contractor nor his or her representatives shall solicit advertisements in the name of NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia, Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide or the Department of the Navy.  Active duty military and civilian personnel are prohibited from soliciting, endorsing, or accepting payment for advertisements.

2. The Contractor shall not accept for publication advertisements that are worded or phrased to give the reader the impressions the Department of the Navy in any way endorses guarantees or sponsors any product or service.  Advertising that discriminates or implies discrimination against any person because of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age, marital status, physical handicap, political affiliation or any other non-merit factor of the purchaser, user or patron shall not be carried.  If a violation or rejection of this equal opportunity policy by an advertiser is confirmed, the publisher shall refuse to print advertising from that source until the violation is corrected.

3. The Contractor shall not include in the publications any advertising of the following types:  (a) paid political advertisements for a candidate, party, or which advocates a particular position on a political issue, including advertisements advocating a position on any proposed DoD policy or policy under review, or which advocates lobbying elected officials on a specific issue; (b) advertisements for any establishment declared “off-limits” by NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide; (c) advertisements that are contrary to law or to DoD or U.S. Navy regulations or that, in the Government’s opinion, pose a danger or detriment to DoD personnel or their family members, or that interfere with the command or installation missions; and (d) advertisements for bingo games or lotteries conducted by commercial organizations whose primary business is conducting lotteries.

4. The Contractor shall not enter into exclusive advertising agreements with any firm, broker, or individual for the purpose of selling advertising associated with resultant contract.

5. No civilian enterprise comic or feature supplements shall be distributed with these publications.

K.  Cost

1. All proceeds from the sale of advertisements for the Base Guide belong to the Contractor, who agrees to look exclusively to such advertising sales for all publishing costs and profits, if any.

2. The Contractor agrees to bear all costs and expenses of publishing the Base Guide.  It is expressly agreed that the United States, the Commander, his or her representatives and successors, nor NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide shall be liable for any expenses or obligations incurred in publishing any of these publications.

3. Neither appropriated nor non-appropriated funds of the United States shall become due or paid to the Contractor by reasons of this contract.

4. The Contractor shall not be required to pay money to NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide, or to provide goods, services or considerations not directly related to publishing the Base Guide.

L.  Publication and Distribution

1. Each annual issue of the Base Guide shall be published as per a schedule agreed upon by the Public Affairs Office and the Contractor.

2. Population by location: 

Naval Support Activity Mechanicsburg:  4,270

Naval Support Activity Philadelphia: 5,865

Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex: 2,636

3. The Contractor shall furnish annually, 9,000 base guides:  4,000 NSA Mech, 4,000 NSA Phil, 1,000 PNYA.  The Public Affairs Office shall change the number of copies to be furnished when necessitated by significant increases or decreases of military and civilian personnel at NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide.

4. All copies shall be delivered to:

5. The published copies of the Base Guide become the property of the Department of the Navy upon delivery to NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide.

6. The Contractor shall not make distribution outside the intended audience of NSA Mechanicsburg, NSA Philadelphia and Philadelphia Naval Yard Annex Guide.  The Contractor shall provide a copy of each of these publications to an advertiser whose advertisement is carried therein.

M.  Changes

Any changes to this Statement of Work or other terms and conditions of the resultant contract shall be made by written contract modification signed by both parties administered by the Contracting Officer.

N.  Termination for the Convenience of the Government

The contracting officer, by written notice, shall terminate resultant contract, in whole or in part if the services contracted for are no longer required by the Government, or when it is in the Government’s interest, such as with installation closures.  Any such termination shall be at no cost to the Government.  The Government shall use its best efforts to mitigate financial hardship on the publisher.

P.  Termination for Default 

1. The Government shall, by written notice of default to the Contractor, terminate resultant contract in whole or in part if the Contractor fails to:

(a) Deliver the CE publications in the quantities required or to perform the services within the time period specified in this contract or any extension;

(b) Make progress, so as to endanger performance of this contract;

(c) Perform any other provisions of this contract.

2. If the Government terminates the resultant contract in whole or in part, it shall acquire, under terms and in the manner the contracting officer considers appropriate. The contractor unconditionally waives any charges against the Government because of the termination of the contract and, except as set forth below, releases if from all obligations under the contract or due to its termination.

3. The rights and remedies of the Government in this clause are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under this contract.

2.  Photography assistance. The Public Affairs Office shall provide most of the photographs.  Identify all contractor personnel who shall assist in shooting, downloading, manipulation and insertion of photos into the guidebook.

3.  Writing, reporting and editing assistance. The Public Affairs Office uses the Associated Press Stylebook and Libel Manual as its primary style guide, so personnel providing assistance shall be AP Stylebook proficient.

4.  Any other service that is directly related to the production of the base guide that lessens the burden on the Government in guidebook production and will be an enhancement to the contract quote.

5.  The publisher shall establish a web link for updates.

C. Technical and Production Capability.  The Vendor’s quote shall address the following: 

             In this section, vendors shall provide information and other data showing technical procedures, equipment and expertise to be used in the performance of the contract. Detailed specific information shall be provided on each of the following:

1.  Contractor proposed deadlines for the following: layout to Navy, editorial copy to contractor; and photos (color and black and white) to contractor.

2.  Number of color pages.

3.  Quality of paper stock.

4.  Printing, production equipment and physical plant capabilities.

D. Management Approach.   The Vendor’s quote shall address the following : 

In this part, vendors shall provide information and other data relating to intended management as follows:

1.  A summary discussion of the principal features of the Government’s requirement as understood by the vendor, including any major problems anticipated by the vendor and how they shall be resolved.

2.  A resume from the individual to be designated as contract manager, and a brief description of numbers, types and qualifications of other personnel to be dedicated to resultant contract, including those persons providing support services.

3.  Description of coordination arrangements between publisher and the Public Affairs Office, include such factors as distance, ease of communications, etc.

4.  Contractors plan for controlling the quality and timeliness of the finished product; e.g., the ability to make last-minute changes or the ability to use color photos that are timely.

5.  Contractors plan for sale of ads of the type that enhance the publication’s image in the community and with the readership at large.

E.  Past Performance Record.  The Vendor’s quote shall address the following: 

1.  Vendor shall describe past corporate experience in guidebook publishing, which shall contribute to successful performance of resultant contract. Specific information shall be provided, including dates, contract numbers (if applicable) and names and addresses of references.

2.  Sample issues of other publications and/or a prototype printed by the vendor shall be provided, if available.  MAXIMUM NUMBER OF SAMPLES IS FIVE (5).

3.  Factors to be considered include demonstrated ability to successfully produce a similar publication; demonstrated printing ability (types of printing, history of guidebook printing); demonstrated distribution ability; demonstrated success in contract performance in a timely and responsive manner; and demonstrated capability to sell advertising and successfully recoup publication and distributions costs.

               4.  The vendor and any proposed subcontractor shall provide a list of most relevant contracts and/or subcontracts completed during the past three (3) years and all contracts and subcontracts currently in process which are relevant to the proposed effort.  Contracts listed shall include those entered into by the Federal Government, agencies of state and local governments, and commercial customers.  These contracts shall be similar in nature to the work required by the scope of work.  Past performance information shall also be obtained from evaluations prepared in accordance with FAR 42.15.

Weighting Factors. Points shall be assigned to the final score of each factor in a quote as determined by multiplying the score assigned (e.g., "0," "1," "2," "3," ,"4”, or “5”) by the relative weight of the individual criterion as indicated:

B.  The above factors shall be given a rating based on a review by the technical evaluation panel.  The ratings are described as follows:

	Scores shall range from "0"(unacceptable) to "5" (the offer of equipment, such as automation equipment; or services, such as editorial or photographic services, as set forth in the contract solicitation that shall greatly enhance the publication and/or its production).  Factors that shall be   considered are addressed in Section B titled Services and/or Items Offered.  The offer of equipment or services not specifically related to producing the publication shall not result in the assignment of a higher score.

C.  Options:  Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

D.  A price quote is not required.  Therefore, price is not a factor in reference to the above factors.  This is a no cost quote. The publisher sells advertising to cover costs and secure earnings. The right to circulate the advertising in these publications to the DOD readership constitutes contractual consideration to pay for these DOD Publications. Therefore, price is not a factor in this evaluation.

E.  Report of Findings and Recommendations. After the Source Selection Advisory Committee (SSAC) has completed final evaluation of the quotes and all weighting has been completed, the committee shall prepare a written report of its findings and recommendations, setting forth the consensus of the committee and its composite. The Chairperson shall sign the report to confirm its accuracy and his agreement with the recommendation. All copies of quotes and evaluation worksheets shall be returned to the contracting officer.

F.  A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful vendor within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government shall accept an offer, whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.  The rights and remedies of the Government in this clause are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under this contract.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAY 2014) 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71, Contract Disputes'', as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic 

Funds Transfer--Other Than System for Award Management), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. 

chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.

(2)(i) If a Contractor has legally changed its business name, “doing business as” name, or division name (whichever is shown on the contract), or has transferred the assets used in performing the contract, but has not completed the necessary requirements regarding novation and change-of-name agreements in FAR subpart 42.12, the Contractor shall provide the responsible Contracting Officer a minimum of one business day's written notification of its intention to (A) change the name in the SAM database; (B) comply with the requirements of subpart 42.12; and (C) agree in writing to the timeline and procedures specified by the responsible Contracting Officer. The Contractor must provide with the notification sufficient documentation to support the legally changed name.

(ii) If the Contractor fails to comply with the requirements of paragraph (t)(2)(i) of this clause, or fails to perform the agreement at paragraph (t)(2)(i)(C) of this clause, and, in the absence of a properly executed novation or change-of-name agreement, the SAM information that shows the Contractor to be other than the 

Contractor indicated in the contract will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of Payment” paragraph of the electronic funds transfer (EFT) clause of this contract.

(3) The Contractor shall not change the name or address for EFT payments or manual payments, as appropriate, in the SAM record to reflect an assignee for the purpose of assignment of claims (see Subpart 32.8, Assignment of Claims). Assignees shall be separately registered in the SAM database. Information provided to the Contractor's SAM record that indicates payments, including those made by EFT, to an ultimate recipient other than that Contractor will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of payment” paragraph of the EFT clause of this contract.

(4) Offerors and Contractors may obtain information on registration and annual confirmation requirements via SAM accessed through https://www.acquisition.gov.

(u) Unauthorized Obligations. 
(1) Except as stated in paragraph (u)(2) of this clause, when any supply or service acquired under this contract is subject to any End User License Agreement (EULA), Terms of Service (TOS), or similar legal instrument or agreement, that includes any clause requiring the Government to indemnify the 

Contractor or any person or entity for damages, costs, fees, or any other loss or liability that would create an Anti-Deficiency Act violation (31 U.S.C. 1341), the following shall govern:
(i) Any such clause is unenforceable against the Government.
(ii) Neither the Government nor any Government authorized end user shall be deemed to have agreed to such clause by virtue of it appearing in the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement. If the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement is invoked through an ``I agree'' click box or other comparable mechanism (e.g., ``click-wrap'' or ``browse-wrap'' agreements), execution does not bind the Government or any 

Government authorized end user to such clause.
(iii) Any such clause is deemed to be stricken from the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement.
(2) Paragraph (u)(1) of this clause does not apply to indemnification by the Government that is expressly authorized by statute and specifically authorized under applicable agency regulations and procedures.
