STATEMENT OF WORK (SOW)

COMMANDER NAVY REGION MID-ATLANTIC (CNRMA)

PORTSMOUTH NAVAL SHIPYARD (PNSY), KITTERY, ME 

OVERHAUL SERVICES FOR A BUOY HANDLING PLATFORM (BHP)

1.0 General. Portsmouth Naval Shipyard, Kittery Maine’s (PNSY) primary mission is the overhaul, repair and modernize Los Angeles-class fast-attack submarines. PNSY provides the U.S. Navy's nuclear powered submarine fleet with quality overhaul work in a safe, timely and affordable manner. This includes a full spectrum of in-house support from engineering services and production shops, to unique capabilities and facilities, to off-site support all of which serves the multifaceted assortment of fleet requirements. PNSY requires the overhaul service of a Buoy Handling Platform (BHP) to support its mission and operational commitments. 

Port Operations Department utilizes the BHP to take the strain off the buoy anchoring system for the arrival and departure of ships and submarines.  Preservation of the BHP extends the useful life of the asset, through corrosion prevention as well as identification defects affecting structural integrity, requiring abatement.   The BHP is currently waterborne at PNSY Berth 14 Face; Port Ops will deliver the BHP to a shipyard access pier when ready for vendor pick-up and transportation. 

2.0 Description of Services.  

2.1 The vendor shall provide all management, personnel, equipment, tools, materials, transportation, supervision, labor, other related items, and services necessary to perform overhaul of government owned Buoy Handling Platform (BHP). 

2.2 Services shall include but not limited to:

1. Pick up of BHP at the shipyard access pier

2. Overhaul of BHP at vendor location

3. Delivery of BHP back to shipyard access pier

2.3 Services shall be performed in accordance with the Statement of Work (SOW) listed herein as well as specific procedures described in the manufacturer’s manuals, industry standards, and all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations.  

3.0 Transportation

3.1 Vendor shall disassemble the BHP into single sections and haul the equipment to vendor facility for the overhaul process. The BHP may not be hoisted as a single assembly and must be disassembled for hauling, sand blasting and painting. No blocking plans are available for the BHP.  The BHP may be towed away and delivered after work by water if desired. All towing and transportation services to and from PNSY will be responsibility of the vendor. 

3.2 Vendor shall sand blast the BHP and paint in accordance with local environmental rules and regulations. 
3.3 The vendor shall be responsible for all disassembly, transportation and rigging, hoisting services to haul, transport and secure the BHP to the vendor-supplied transportation and to offload the BHP at vendor's facility and block. 

3.4 The vendor shall reassemble the BHP and deliver to PNSY access pier as a complete assembly at the time of delivery. 

3.5 Vendor shall determine BHP’s overall dimensions at ship check. The vendor is responsible to arrange with the GTPOC for the pick-up and delivery of the BHP at least 48 hours in advance. 

4.0 Preparation, Inspection and Painting

4.1 Vendor shall provide all materials and services to disassemble the BHP, block, scrape and sand blast the BHP to remove all marine growth, dirt and all debris.

4.2 The vendor shall provide a report to the GTPOC of the current state of the BHP. The record shall also include an additional section and/or remarks block for additional comments and recommendations of the maintenance personnel. 

4.3 Vendor shall provide all materials and related services to sand blast and paint the exterior steel surfaces above the waterline IAW NAVSEA standard Item 009-32 Table 2 Line 1 and sand blast and paint all underwater surfaces IAW NAVSEA standard Item 009-32 Table 1 Line 1. The BHP shall not be considered critical coated surface as defined by 009-32. All coatings shall be applied IAW manufacturer’s instructions.

4.4 The vendor shall notify the GTPOC at the time when the underwater hull is sand blasted and prior to the painting of each coat.

4.5 The vendor shall topcoat cleats and padeyes with safety yellow paint.

4.6 The vendor shall replace any damaged hardware and connection plates.

5.0 Hull Plating Inspection and Weld Repairs

5.1 The vendor is responsible for providing a report to the GTPOC after sand blasting the BHP and schedule for painting.  The GTPOC shall be given a copy of the report within 5 days of sand blasting of the BHP. 

5.2 Vendor shall provide services and make sure to gas free each section needing weld repairs and cut accesses as shown on reference (1) and (2). Provide materials and services to excavate, clad weld and grind flush 60 individual 3 inch square areas and replace up to 10 square feet of hull plating and associated backup structure.

5.3 The overhaul service shall include the Ultrasonic Test/Measure of the entire underwater hull in a (1) foot square grid pattern and provide report. 
5.4 The vendor is responsible for installing zinc anodes NSN 5342-00-702-1371 and ½” mounting studs and hardware on bottoms of floats as follows:  Four zincs each are to be installed 8’ x 31’ floats and two zincs each are to be installed on the 8’ x 16’ floats. Studs are to be welded and painted prior to zinc installation. The location for installing the zinc anodes will be indicated by the GTPOC. 

5.5 Vendor shall clean and degrease the entire BHP exterior surfaces with soap and fresh water -rinsing seawater from all components and surfaces after all taskings have been performed and just prior to delivery.

6.0 Other Vendor Responsibilities

6.1 The vendor shall provide qualified/certified technicians to support and perform taskings listed herein. The entire overhaul and repair work shall be performed only by qualified/certified technicians. 

6.2 The vendor is responsible for the performance of all taskings and efforts listed herein in accordance with existing federal, state, local and installation rules, laws and regulations.   

6.3 All vendor submitted records, files, and documents regardless of media format (i.e. paper, electronic, etc.), as described in the SOW shall become property of the government and shall remain so upon completion of the contract and/or termination of the vendor. Upon the completion of the contract, all records submitted, files, and documents regardless of media format shall remain with the government. 

6.4 Upon completion of the contract and/or termination of the vendor, all contract related overhaul records shall be turned over to the government for archival and analytical purposes. All records are subject to the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA).

6.5 Vendor personnel shall be made available for meetings at the Government and Vendor’s facilities, when requested, throughout the performance of this task.  The GTPOC shall give notice before meetings.  The vendor may also request a meeting by arrangement through the GTPOC.

6.6 Management. The vendor shall manage the total work effort associated with the overhaul of the BHP and all services required herein to ensure full adequate and timely completion of these services. The vendor shall provide qualified/certified personnel with experience and expertise to ensure the successful performance of SOW taskings and objectives. 

7.0 References will be made available to vendors upon request.

7.3 Ref (3) BHP Tech Manual

7.4 All applicable technical histories, drawings and technical manuals shall be made available to the vendor at time of contract award.

7.5 Items stated in the reference and SOW may be replaced with the approval of the GTPOC. Brand name items listed in this SOW may be substituted with an "or equal" item provided that a condition report listing all the specifications, characteristics, and properties of that item compared to the name brand item is approved by the GTPOC prior to use. There is no docking plan for this vessel. References 1, 2 & 3 are invoked for this SOW.

8.0 Painting warranty. The painting work shall be warrantied (by the vendor) against defects in workmanship for a minimum of three months. Where the vendor is notified of such defects, the vendor shall make all repairs necessary to correct defects within one week of notice. All replacement repair parts shall be warrantied against defects for the period of the parts standard manufacturer’s warranty.

13.0 Method of Payment 

Payment for this contract shall be made via DFAS Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) utilizing the Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF) System. The vendor is required to register and setup an account in the WAWF System in order to receive payment. The Government reserves the right to change this payment method through other means only by a contract modification if necessary. Payment shall be monthly in arrears.

14.0 Liability Insurance Limits

14.1 Pursuant to the terms of the clause FAR 52.228-5, Insurance- Work on a Government Installation, following are the kinds and minimum amounts of insurance required:

14.1.1 General liability: Bodily injury liability insurance coverage written on the comprehensive form of policy- $500,000 per occurrence.

14.1.2 Automobile liability insurance written on the comprehensive form of policy for bodily injury and property damage liability covering the operation of all automobiles operated in the United States and used in connection with performing the contract $200,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and $20,000 per occurrence for property damage.

14.1.3 Aircraft public and passenger liability when aircraft are used in connection with performing the contract $200,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence for bodily injury, other than passenger liability, and $200,000 per occurrence for property damage.  Coverage for passenger liability bodily injury shall be $200,000 multiplied by the number of seats or passengers, whichever is greater.

15.0 Security

15.1 All vendor equipment, personnel and vehicles are subject to inspection and search by US government security officials (or designated representatives) upon entry to any government owned and/or operated installations and facilities.
15.2 Vendor personnel shall comply with all local base/installation security procedures required to gain access to US Government ships, facilities and other assets.

15.3 If directed by US government security officials (or designated representatives); the vendor shall remove any equipment or personnel considered a security risk.

15.4 Government reserves the right to visit, inspect and travel with vendor assets that shall be used in support of the requirement.

15.5 Due to security measures, delays may occur during vehicle inspection to obtain base entry. Additionally, hours may not be charged for delays due to vehicle breakdown or failure to obtain proper base ID in advance.
15.6 The government has the right to decline and not utilize vendor personnel who fail to meet the safety and security standards of the Navy. The determination of whether vendor provided personnel meet the safety and security standards of the Navy shall be at the sole discretion of the government. If and when vendor personnel is identified by the Navy as not meeting these standards, the vendor shall remove the individual from the performance of any work under this contract and replace them with an individual who meets the Navy’s safety and security standards at no additional cost to the government.

INSTRUCTIONS TO VENDORS
In addition to FAR 52.212-1, INSTRUCTIONS TO VENDORS – COMMERCIAL ITEM and any other instructions contained elsewhere in this solicitation, the following information is provided:

The quote shall consist of two parts:

(1) Technical Approach

(2) Price 

Each vendor shall submit an electronic version of the following:  

Part 1:  Technical Approach - Vendors shall describe their approach in performing the tasking listed in the Statement of Work (SOW) and demonstrate their ability to provide personnel that meet the requirements specified in SOW section 5.1. The total page limit on the technical approach submission is 10 pages. The Government will conduct source selection in accordance with Lowest Price Technically Acceptable (LPTA) techniques using the policies and procedures of FAR Part 13 Simplified Acquisition Procedures

The technical approach shall include:

1.  Describe the approach to performing the tasking as outlined in the SOW. Provide a detailed schedule; outline the transportation of craft, disassembly, hauling/blocking, sand blasting, Ultrasonic measurements, painting, reassembly and delivery.  The detailed schedule shall also allow for a government inspection of the hull preparation prior to painting.

Part 2: Price - Vendors shall submit one original signed copy of the completed Standard Form (SF) 1449, signed acknowledgement of any amendments and executed Representations and Certifications, unless otherwise completed in System for Award Management (SAM).  

The prices quoted shall be in accordance with the Schedule of Supplies and Services contained in the Request for Quote (RFQ).  

No price information shall be submitted in the Technical section of the quotation. Price quotes shall be held firm for sixty (60) days. (Note: See Site Visit Objective, pg. 14 of RFQ)
EVALUATION COMMERCIAL ITEMS
52.212-2 EVALUATION - COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

The Government will conduct source selection in accordance with Lowest Price Technically Acceptable (LPTA) techniques using the policies and procedures of FAR Part 13 Simplified Acquisition Procedures. This process was determined the most appropriate method of attaining the best value for the Government through the selection of the technically acceptable quotations with the lowest evaluated price. In order to be considered awardable, there must be an “Acceptable” rating in every non-price factor. LPTA non-price factor for this requirement will consist of Technical Approach. Tradeoffs will not be used during the source selection process. Quotations will be evaluated for acceptability.  

Accordingly, the following factors shall be used to evaluate quotations:  

· Technical Approach (Acceptable/Unacceptable)

· Price

The technical approach will be evaluated on the vendor’s ability to demonstrate and understanding of the RFQ, and how its approach will successfully accomplish the requirements of the RFQ. The technical quotes will be rated acceptable or unacceptable using the ratings and descriptions outlined in the table below. All unacceptable technical quotes will not be evaluated and will no longer be considered for further evaluation.  The total page limit on the technical approach submission is 10 pages. 

In order to be considered Acceptable, vendors must receive an acceptable rating for the technical quote in its entirety. The vendor must address each of the areas in sufficient detail so that the Government can reasonably determine that the vendor possesses the requisite ability to deliver on the contract.  Such detail should take the form of an explanation of the vendor’s structure, and processes that reflect its capabilities.  Vendors that simply reiterate the requirements and state that they possess the capability to deliver will be considered Unacceptable.  

The Government will evaluate the vendor’s technical based on the information received in the vendor’s written quote. The Government will evaluate each vendor’s technical acceptability in accordance with the following ratings table:

Price: The vendor’s proposed price will be evaluated on the basis of price reasonableness. The evaluation may include, but is not limited to the following: 

(A) Price comparison with other vendors;

(B) Completeness: a complete “SF1449: Schedule of Services” 

Pricing information as it directly relates to what is requested in the solicitation;

(C) Comparison with independent cost estimates.

Vendors responding to this solicitation are advised that, prior to award, the government may request vendors to submit information/data to support price reasonableness such as copies of paid invoices for the same or similar items, sales history for the same or similar items, price list with effective date and/or copies of catalog pages along with any applicable discounts. Failure to submit the requested information may result in disqualification of the submitted quote.  

Selection: The Government intends to evaluate quotations and issue an award using the procedures of FAR Part 13 Simplified Acquisition Procedures. The Government will select the vendor whose quotation is most advantageous to the Government, considering price and technical when compared to other quotations. The Government reserves the right to issue a contract to other than the lowest priced vendor, issue a contract without discussions, or issue a contract after discussions, whichever is in the best interest of the Government. The Government also reserves the right to not issue an award if it is not in the best interest of the Government.  The Government reserves the right to award on initial quotations. Therefore, the vendor’s initial quotation should contain the vendor’s best terms from a technical and price standpoint.  
Written Notice:  A written notice of award or acceptance of a quote e-mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful vendor within the time for acceptance specified in the quote shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the quotes specified expiration time, the Government may accept a quote (or part of a quote), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

If an inordinate amount of proposals are received in response this Request for Quote (RFQ), the Government reserves the right to conduct the evaluation utilizing the procedures documented below in order to gain efficiencies in the evaluation process.

Step 1: 

Rank by Initially Proposed Total Price.  The Government intends to initially rank all quotes by the initially proposed total price, from lowest to highest.  Evaluation and determination of the proposed Total Overall Evaluated Price as fair, reasonable and balanced will occur as specified in Step 2 below.  Those outside the initial evaluation pools will not be evaluated unless necessary to obtain efficient competition.  The evaluation pools are as follows: 

Evaluation Pool.  The Government will select a minimum of the three (3) lowest priced proposals from among the vendors for further evaluation.  If the Government receives less than (3) initial proposals, the Government will evaluate all proposals.

Step 2: 

Factor Evaluations.  Upon establishment of the evaluation pools as described above, the Government will evaluate each factor simultaneously, as follows:

Technical Evaluation.  The Government will evaluate the technical proposals of vendors as specified in 52.212-2 EVALUATION, Evaluation Factors for Award.  If any of the quotes receives any "Unacceptable" ratings, as described in 52.212-2 EVALUATION, Evaluation Factors for Award, and these quote(s) are not determined to be easily correctable, the Government reserves the right to pull in the next lowest priced proposal(s) to ensure effective competition, or until all quotes are evaluated.   

Price Evaluation.  The Government will evaluate the price proposals of vendors as specified in 52.212-2 EVALUATION, Evaluation Factors for Award.   

If additional quotes are pulled in on a one-for-one basis under any of the factors, the Government will evaluate those quotes in two factors: Technical and Price.  

Award Decision. If at least three (3) of the lowest priced Small Business proposal are technically "Acceptable", and are fair and reasonably priced, the Government may award with or without discussions, starting with the lowest priced proposal. 

SITE VISIT OBJECTIVE
It is highly suggested for any interested vendor to attend and participate on the site visit in order to fully understand the scope and magnitude of this requirement. The site visit is intended for interested vendors to obtain specific details, information and insights on the current material condition of the BHP included under this effort. The first-hand knowledge and familiarity of the equipment (listed under this contract) as a result of the site visit shall enable the vendor to provide and submit a reasonable price quote in response to this solicitation.

SITE VISIT 

A site visit will be held prior to the closing date of the request for quotation to enable all interested vendors to view and inspect the BHP. 

For the site visit of Portsmouth Naval Shipyard Kittery, ME, vendors shall convene at Portsmouth Naval Shipyard’s Pass and Identification (ID) Office not later than 8:15 am on 20 April 2015. All attendees shall assemble in the designated parking area and wait to be escorted. Due to base security requirements, failure to make a reservation may prohibit a vendor from attending the site visit. Vendors are limited to two representatives for the site visit. Vendors are not allowed to bring laptops, cameras to include cell phones with camera capability. All vendors shall be U.S. Citizens and provide proof in the form of a current passport or Original birth certificate.

52.212-3     OFFEROR REPRESENTATIONS AND CERTIFICATIONS--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAR 2015) ALTERNATE I (OCT 2014)

An offeror shall complete only paragraph (b) of this provision if the offeror has completed the annual representations and certifications electronically via http://www.acquisition.gov. If an offeror has not completed  the annual representations and certifications electronically at the System for Award Management (SAM) website, the offeror shall complete only paragraphs (b) through (i) of this provision.

(a) Definitions. As used in this provision: 

"Emerging small business" means a small business concern whose size is no greater than 50 percent of the numerical size standard for the NAICS code designated.

52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (DEC 2014) 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71, Contract Disputes'', as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. (1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon:

The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data.
